Republican  Rep.  Ruth
Fahrbach introduced legislation
Tuesday to recognize what she
called Connecticut’s “important
distinction.”

The provision was part of a
transportation bill that won final
approval by the Senate and now
goes to Republican Gov. John
G. Rowland.

The measure would require
the Department of
Transportation to place signs on
two interstate highways near the
New Haven city line.

The president’s official biog-
raphy omits his birthplace and
says he grew up in Houston and
Midland, Texas. The only refer-
ence to Connecticut in his offi-
cial biography is his graduation
from Yale University in 1968.

B MONTPELIER, Vi. —
An eagle soared way out of
range at a falconry school, and
now the public is being asked to
help find the wayward bird.

The British School of
Falconry in the southern
Vermont town of Manchester
asked for help Tuesday in find-
ing a 19-year-old tawny eagle
that disappeared on Friday.

Elsie was out for her daily
exercise flight when she disap-
peared, probably blown to the
north by strong winds, said Rob
Waite, the school’s lead instruc-
tor and master falconer.

“She was caught by a gust of
wind and got carried away,”

Jackson Circuit Judge Cletus
Maricle deferred ruling on the
request until jury selection, say-
ing any widespread biases
among the public would become
apparent then.

“The best way to see if we
can find a fair jury is to start ask-
ing them questions,” Maricle
said in his ruling Tuesday.

Dean has pleaded innocent in
the slaying of former employee
Audrey Marcum, who had filed a
$30 million sexual harassment
lawsuit against him. Marcum,
31, was shot to death in her
garage last Nov. 17, only days
before she was scheduled to tes-
tify in her lawsuit against Dean.

Maricle said he wanted to
keep the trial in Jackson County,
even if it meant bringing in
jurors from a neighboring coun-

ty.

The trial was originally
scheduled for June 17.

Detective Joie Peters of the
Kentucky State Police said
results of DNA tests, analysis of
gunshot residue and a check of
Dean’s computer were all under
way but would not be completed
in time to be shared with Dean’s
attorney.

Maricle noted that Dean was
running for re-election and that
additional pretrial publicity
might be generated in the com-
ing weeks. The primary election
is May 28.

Dean, 59, county clerk since
1990, is running against seven
other Republicans in the primary
May 28.

Gregory said finding a fair
jury among the 16,000 residents
of Jackson County would be
impossible.

As evidence, Gregory pre-
sented a television interview at
Tuesday’s hearing in which
Dean claimed that everyone in
the county knows him.

Gregory also called a state
police trooper, who testified that
the case had been a “hot topic™ in
Jackson County; a woman, who
said she worked with Dean on a
genealogical study of the county;

Absentee voting halted in Clay
County; vote-buying alleged

FRANKFORT — Hundreds of

absentee voters were tumed away
and voling was suspended in an
Appalachian county where the
Sheriffsuspécted “a vate-buyifig
scheme,

Clay County Shenff Ed Jordan
said he estimated there were about
300 people lined up to cast absen-
tee ballots for the May 28 primary
when he ordered the voling
machines shuttered Tuesday. The
shenff said 269 people voted
Monday in the clerk’s’ office, an
unusually large number.

I know what they were doing.
Buying votes is what they were
doing,” Jordan said in a telephone
interview Wednesday,

Jordan said he shut down the
voting because of potential prob-
lems with an unruly crowd and he
has no proot of vote-buying.

*] didn't close them down for
buying voles. [ closed it down
because they were getting unruly,”
Jordan said.

The clerk’s office is located in a
former bank building in
Manchester, about three blocks
from the courthouse, which is
undergoing renovations. By early
Tuesday morning, the line 10 vole
at the three absentee voting
machines went outside the build-
ing and well down the block.

Jordan said as the line grew,
people began pushing and voices
were being raised. prompting his
concern for public safety,

The sheriff said be will keep the
absentee voting machine shuttered
unfil he can get assistance and
advice from elsewhere.

Clay County Clerk Jennings
White said he has asked for four
assistant attomeys general o be
stationed m the county to help
coordinate and regulate absentee
voting.

Coincidentally, Attorney
Gieneral Ben Chandler’s office, as
well as federal law enforcement
authorities held a news conference
Tuesday in Frankfort to emphasize
the efforts they would use to com-
bat election fraud this year.

Barbara Hadley Smith, a
spokeswoman for Chandler, said
Wednesday the office had begun
an investigation of “voling irregu-
larities” in Clay County after
receiving complaints. She declined
further comment.

White said his office was over-
whelmed by the crush of prospec-
tive voters early this week. White

Kentucky for several years has
permitted advance voling at a

offer it earlier if desired, said Lisa
Summers, a spokeswoman with
the secretary of state’s office.

The primary ballot is a full one
in Clay County, with contested
races from constable to state repre-
sentative, but the crush of absentee
voting is highly unusual.

Suit accuses nursing

home of negligent care

LEXINGTON — A
Prestonsburg woman has filed a
lawsuit against a nursing home,
claiming she received negligent
care for thabetic foot ulcers that
led w the amputation of both her
feet.

Nancy Cooley, 58, moved
into Lexington Centre for
Health and Rehabilitation to
recuperate from foot surgery.
During her three-week stay last
September, she was subjected to
“negligent treatment. abuse and
wrongful neglect,” according to
her suit.

The suit says “improper care”
resulted in “emotional trauma
and physical injuries” contribut-
ing to the amputations,

The federal agency that regu-
lates Medicare and Medicaid
payments has fined the nursing
home and said it will cut off its
funding as of June 4 because of
problems uncovered during an
inspection last month,

“We are aware of this case,
and it's still an open investiga-
tion,” said Gil Lawson,
spokesman for the Kentucky
Cabinet for Health Services,

A spokeswoman for Kindred
Healthcare Inc.. which owns the
nursing home, and officials at
Lexington Centre for Health and
Rehabilitation did not return
telephone calls.

To further reduce welfare rolls, President George Bush wants to
put $100 million into counseling the poor into marriage. Some mem-
bers of Congress agree; they're looking to spend five times that
much figuring out how to nudge low-income partners into matrimo-
ny. ...
ch‘n: all for marriage and for preserving healthy, stable families,
And ... welfare policies should not penalize married couples.

But the government-as-matchmaker concept is flawed. State-spon-
sored marital counselors should’t be in the business of encouraging
a spouse or unmarried partner to remain in an abusive relationship,
for example. ...

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Rolling Stones announce yet another
world tour in spectacular fashion in NYC

NEW YORK — The Rolling
Stones staged an eye-popping
spectacle that drew fans and
media from around the globe —
and they haven't even gone on
tour yet.

The rockers, whose tours
have been among the 1op-gross-
Ing concerts ever, announced
another jaunt around the world
in grandiose fashion Tuesday,
circling New York's sprawling
Van Cortlandt Park in a yellow
blimp emblazoned with their red
tongue trademark

“We had a very intéresting
first-time experience on the air-
ship,” Mick Jagger said after
emerging from the blimp. “We
had a really good time on it."”

The tour, their first since their
op-grossing 1999 tour, will
mark the band’s 40th anniver-
sary. It will kick off on Sept. 5 in
Boston,

When asked why the band
was heading out once again —
they haven't even begun work-
ing on new material for the
album — Jagger joked: “Either
we stay at home and become pil-
lars of the community, or we go
out and tour. We couldn’t really
find any communities. that still
needed pillars.”

The tour is expected to rake
. millions of dollars. The
Stones already hold the record
for the highest-grossing concert
tour ever with their 1994 [our,
which brought in $121.2° mil-
lion, according to Gan
Bongiovanni of Pollstar. a con-
cerl trade magazine.

“"Any year that they have
toured, they have produced the
biggest tour of that year,” said
Bongiovanm

This time around, the band
will play clubs as well as stadi-
ums and arenas.

Jagger, Keith Richards,
Charlie Wats and Ron Wood
looked as if they were having
plenty of fun even before the
news conference began. The
foursome boarded the blimp at
the park and circled the area for
about 15 minutes belore land-
mng.

They had even more fun at
the news conference, cracking
jokes as reporters asked ques-
tions,

When one asked if they
would do any songs from the

past, Richards said: “The set list
15 4 bit down the road. It just
depends if we can remember
them.”

One reporter  reminded
Jagger about a 1972 comment
— made “a couple of years after
[ was born,” she noted — that he
would rather die than still be
singing “Satisfaction™ at age 40,

“How old are you going to be
and when are you going (0 get
sick of it?" she asked.

“Who knows if we're going
to do “Satsfaction” on this
tour?” retorted the 58-year-old.

About 300 fans turned out for
a chance to see the legendary
band, which formed in 1962.

“I wanted to be able 1o say
that 1T saw their blimp come
down,” said Kathleen Wieblack,

who came from suburban Long
Island to the Bronx.

“I've seen the last three
tours,” said Richard Bell, who
traveled from upstate New York.
“Hopefully T will get tickets to
see them.”

Bongiovanni said unlike
some aging rock bands, the
Stones are able to outsell more
contemporary bands because of
"their ability to still stay vibrant
and not be a classic rock act that
just goes through the motions
for a great payday.”

Tour promoter Michael Cohl
said tickets for the first few
dates will go on sale this week.

She denied there had ever been
a specific deadline and rejected
any suggestion that Rowling was
suffering from writer’s block.

However, Rosamund Delahey,
a spokeswoman for Bloomsbury
publishers, said the next book still
could hit the shelves later this
year. Delahey said a British publi-
cation date will be announced as
soon as Rowling provides a fin-
ished manuscript,

“JL.K. Rowling is happily writ-
ng u new book, and we anticipate
publishing later this year” she
said.

Meanwhile, Judy Corman —
spokeswoman for New York-
based Scholastic, which publishes
the Potter books in the United
States — said she expects the fifth
installment to come out during its
2003 fiscal year, which begins in
June 2003.

*“There iy a process. once we
gel it in house, of editing, design-
ing the cover and getting it on the
printing presses,” Corman said. *'1
understand her fans are eager, as
we are, but LK. Rowling writes
substantial books, and they are
not turned out as small novellas.

Her last book was over 740
pages.”

The lawsuit was filed in West
Virginia because the corps’
Huntington district issued the per-
mit under Section 404 of the Clean
Water Act. The district covers West
Virginia and portions of Kentucky
and Ohio.

“I think Judge Haden was pre-
disposed to do what he did,” said
Bill Caylor of the Kentucky Coal
Association, which intervened in
the lawsuit. “He has already ruled
this waty and he would have over-
turned himself.

“Either the judge’s ruling will
be overtumed or the Appalachian
coal industry will be shut down,”
he said.

At least 10 corps permits are
pending for West Virginia mines
and nine for Kentucky mines, said
Steve Wright, a corps spokesman.
Corps officials hadn’t fully
reviewed the ruling.

Another 87 state-issued per-
mits that need the additional corps
permit may be placed on hold. said
Michael Callaghan, secretary of
the West Virginia Department of
Environmental Protection.
Another 62 pending state permits
won'l be affected,

Coal companies that operate in
mountainous Appalachian coal-
fields have been tuming o moun-
taintop removal as an inexpensive
way to mine coal reserves. The
tops of mountains are sheared off
by explosives and large earth-
moving machines are used to
expose coal seams.

Although federal mining laws
require companies to reclaim land
to its approximate original con-
tour, companies have received
permits to dump tons of excess
rock and dirt into hollows, creating
valley fills,

Of the 306 fill permits issued
nationwide in 2000 under Section
404 of the Clean Water Act,
Haden's ruling said the corps’

The corps has become more
involved in mountaintop mining
as coal companies have used
Section 404 to obtain permits for
fills. The corps started issuing

ruling led to a settlement agree-
ment with West Virginia and three
federal agencies.

Wright disputed the court’s fig-
ures, saying the district has issued

only 97 permits for fills and other |

mining activities since the agree-
ment was signed.

Although the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency
has authority over the act, the
corps has jurisdiction to issue
dredge and fill permits under
Section 404, Haden said the two
agencies have had conflicting
interpretations of the act.

The corps has historically
viewed excess rock and dirt from
mountaintop removal mines as
waste, while the EPA has said fill
was anything that replaced waler-
ways with dry land for any pur-
pose.

Both agencies have modified
their definitions of fill material and
the proposed changes were pub-
lished in the Federal Register last
Friday.

allowed fill material,

U.S. Rep. Frank Pallone Jr., D-
N.J., said Wednesday he would
introduce bipartisan legislation to
block the proposed chinges.

A National Resources Delense
Council lawyer praised Haden's
ruling, which came less than a
week after the Bush administration
announced a rule change that
would remove restrictions on
dumping excess rock and dirt into

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Patience pays off for Tony Stewart

RICHMOND, Va. — Tony
Stewart has no idea why he rules
Richmond International
Raceway,

He has three victories in
seven carcer starts at the track
and has finished in the top 10 in
three of the other races.

“l don't have any secrets
here,” he said after pulling away
from Ryan Newman on a restart

with 17 laps to go Sunday to win
the rain-delayed Pontiac
Excitement 400. *°1 guess 1 just
get around here good.”

The viclory was Stewart's
second of the season and 14th of
his career.

Reed

Alas for his many fans, the
weary Slew finished a dull
fourth 10/J.0. Tobmn. It proved to
be his worst finish in a 17-race
career that included 14 victories
and two seconds.

A son of Bold Reasoning out
of My Charmer, Slew was bred
in Kentucky by Ben Castleman.
He was the “People’s Horse”
because he was purchased at the
1975 Fasig-Tipton of Kentucky
yearling sale for only $17.500
due to perceived flaws in his
pedigree and conformation.
(The highest price for a Derby
winner was the $4 million paid
for Fusaichi Pegasus in 1998.)

He was the poor kid from the
other side of the tracks thumb-
ing his nose at the bluebloods,
and the public ate it up. In the
movie business, Secretariat
would have been Roben
Redford and Slew would have
been Al Pacino. But everyone
rooted for him because he was
the poster boy for the idea that
you didn't have to be a mulu-
millionaire to own a terrific
horse.

In addition, Slew was sur-
rounded by a bunch of charm-
ing voung people who were
fresh to the game and over-
whelmed by their good luck.
Mickey Taylor was a lumber-
man from White Swan, Wa,, his
wife a former airlines attendant,
Dr. Hill was a racetrack veteri-
narian in Flornida, Turner an
unknown former steeplechase
rider, and jockey Jean Cruguet
a journeyman who had never
won a Triple Crown race.

He almost lost the 1977
Derby when he stumbled virtu-

ally to his knees coming out of
the starting gate, but Cruguet
steadied him, then bulled his
way between horses o get
Slew’s accustomed spot at the
front of the pack.

Turning for home, Slew
seized the lead from For the
Moment, then easily held off
Run Dusty Run’s late bid for a
1 1/2-length victory.

“1t was Slew’s greatest per-
formance,” Turner said years
later, “He got left at the gate, he
got blocked, he got shut off.
But he ran like a wild horse. He
ran over horses, Man o' War
couldn’t have done it. It will go
down as one of the greatest
horse races ever.”

After the unique rigors and
raucous surroundings of the
Derby, the Preakness was a
stroll in the park for Slew, who
held off Iron Constitution by a
workmanlike 1 1/2 lengths.

Before the Belmont Stakes,
remembering how the Derby
crowd had excited Slew, Turner
kept him in the barn until the
last minute. His plan was to be
the last to arrive at the paddock,
saddle Slew quickly, and get
him out on the track before he
got too worked up by the pho-
tographers and the fans.

Although he was subse-
quently fined $200 for being
late to the paddock, Turner fig-
ured that was a small price to
pay for a slice of immortality,

After the field left the pad-
dock, Turner ducked into a
grandstand bar to watch the
race on TV. He asked the bar-
tender for a vokda-tonic, but
was told to get to the back of

the line. So a reporter friend
(blush) got the drink for him,
then called the race for him
because Turner’s vision was
blocked by leaping, screaming
fans.

As soon as he saw Slew's
black-and-gold silks flash past
in front,

Turner ran out of the bar,
jumped a fence to the tunnel
leading to the track, and had to
convince a Pinkerton guard that
he was, indeed, the trainer of
the

Triple Crown winner. Then,
for the first time all year, he got
in the winner’s circle photo.

The fiasco in California
turned out to be Turner’s last
race as Slew’s trainer. It had
knocked the nearly-black colt
out of the Travers at Saratoga, a
point that Turner madé so often
and so loudly that the owners
finally canned him in favor of
Doug Peterson, who was per-
fectly willing to be a “yes-man"
trainer.

Under Peterson, Slew didn’t
return to the track until 1978,
He made seven starts as a 4-
year-old, winning five and fin-
ishing second twice. The own-
ers fired Cruguet after a nose
lose to Dr. Patches at
Monmouth and replaced him
with Angel Cordero Jr. for his
last four races, one of which
was a three-length win over
1978 Triple Crown winner
Affirmed in the Marlboro Cup.

His final loss came 1o
Exceller in the 1 1/2-mile
Jockey Club Gold Cup on Oct.
14, 1978, and it also may have
been one of Slew’s greatest per-
formances.

On a sloppy track, he led
throughout the early going, was
overtaken by Exceller at the top
of the stretch, then fought back
to lose by only a nose.

It was a classic example of
his speed, strength, stamina,
and will to win,

“] think that race is the one
that really sold the breeders on
him,” Taylor said.

Initially, Slew was sent to
Spendthrift Farm  because
Brownell Combs had paid $6
million for half of him. It was
here that he hooked up with Tom

Wade, who followed him to
Three Chimneys when
Spendthrift began having finan-
cial problems. As a sire, the
“People’s Horse" produced a lot
of racing aristocrats.

His offspring include more
than 100 stakes winners, includ-
ing champions A. P. Indy, Swale,
Slew 0'Gold, Landaluce,
Capote, and Surfside. He also is
the broodmare sire of Cigar, a
two-time Horse of the Year, and
appears in the broodmare pedi-
grees of Tiznow, Kona Gold,
and Golden Ballet.

All told, his offspring earned
more than $75 million.

The other Triple Crown win-
ners, for the most part, were
owned by pillars of the racing
establishment, so their lives did-
n't change much. But Slew's
tour de force definitely changed
the lives of his connections,
especially the Taylors.

When Slew underwent his
first surgery in 2000, they
moved from Washington State
to be near him. And after his
second surgery, they parked a
silver Airstream trailer next 1o
his barn that served as a sort of
mobile office.

They moved him from Three
Chimneys to Hill n* Dale only a
few weeks ago to provide Slew
more privacy and serenity as he
coped with his recovery and
with the aging process, They
were with him when he died.

Every year, the “People’s
Horse™ received a slew of
notes, cards, and flowers from
fans who remembered seeing
him run. He was truly great,
easily one of the eight or 10
best horses ever produced in
America.

The sadness over his death s
more than counterbalanced by
the richness of his legacy. As
Mickey Taylor recently put it,
“He was the real McCoy, the
best of the best, He's done it all,
at every level”

“I probably ran one of the
most patient races I've ever
run,” he said. “And 1t wasnt
because | wanted to but because
I had to."”

There were a track record-
tying 14 caution periods and a
record 103 laps run under the
yellow flag on the track billed
“The Action Track.”

“There were a lot of guys that
were being very courteous, a lot
of give and take going on out
there,” he said. “And then there
were a lot of guys that were in a
big hurry, and it seemed like the
guys that got in a hurry, sure
enough, as time went on they
were dropping out like flies.”

“Greg will listen to me whine

CONCORD, N.C. - Ricky
Rudd, one race away from
breaking the NASCAR record
for consecutive starts, might
not have 100 many more
events in his future,

Rudd, in his 21st season of
Winston Cup racing, said
Monday he has not ruled out
retiring at the end of this sea-
son — partly because of the
changing face of NASCAR
and the way the sport is being
marketed.

“1 have a lot of options, one
of them is retirement, and it's
something I'l] give a lot of
thought, too," Rudd said while
testing his Robert Yates Ford
at Lowe's Motor Speedway.
“I'm 45 years old and I cer-

tainly don’t see myself doing
this when I'm 50, so it's some-
thing I'll be thinking about.”

Rudd is set to make his
656th consecutive start at the
Coca-Cola 600 on May 26,
which would break Terry
Labonte's Iron Man record. He
tied the mark Saturday when
he started the race at
Richmond International
Raceway,

Rudd's name has repeatedly
come up in a recent rash of
rumors concerning driver
movement. It started when
Elliott Sadler asked for a
release from Wood Brothers
Racing and Rudd’s No. 28 is
one of the cars Sadler could
reportedly end up in.

Wood Brothers’ future clouded by Sadler’s request '

RICHMOND, Va. — Sitting in a
hauler at Richmond International
Raceway. Eddie Wood was asked
about the future of his team, The
answer came quickly and seemed to
surprise even him,

“I hope we are sitting here a year
from now,"" he said.

More than 50 years after Glen

Wood started the Wood Brothers
Racing team, the organization that's
won 97 races and is among the pio-
neers of stock car racing 1S being
threatened by the sport’s enormous
growth.

Elliou Sadler, a promising 27-year-
old driver in his fourth season in the
Woods' famed No. 21 Ford, wants out
his contract, reportedly to take big
money. elsewhere.

But Eddie Wood and brother Len

said they'1l keep Sudler in their car for
the rest of the season, and they will
survive. as they have through past
crises.

“We've had so inany ends of the
world, but then it always works out,”
Eddie Wood said, recalling when Dale
Jarrett and others made plans to leave
the team at season's end.

Sadler last week accepted blame for
the team’s struggles, saying he felt he
had let the Woods down and suggest-

ing a change would be best for him
and the team.

Eddie Wood said while he'd heard
rumors about Sadler being pursued
and wasn't totally blindsided, he's not
ready to find someone new.

“We don’t even know who we need
to talk to. We weren't looking for a
driver, and if you're not looking for a
driver, you don't know what's out
there because you don't care. Now,
we're paying attention,” he said.

In an age when one-car teams are
having a tough time surviving, the
Wood brothers have experienced
something of a revival, despite their
troubles. Teaming up with Jack Roush
for engines and other assistance has
helped. and Sadler’s lone victory
ended a nine-year drought in 2000,

The Woods also are widely respect-
ed in the Winston Cup garage.

was marked under this label its main
active ingredient was a stimulant lax-
ative cascara, which is made from the
dried bark of a shrub native to North
America. Some years ago “Liver”
was dropped from the name because it
contained no liver nor did it have
action on the liver. The more recent
product — Carter's Little Pills (sans
liver) — still contains a stimulant lax-
ative, but now it is bisacodyl.
Laxatives are divided into cate-
gories based on how they bring about
a bowel movement. Laxatives that
increase the frequency and vigor of
colon contractions are called stimu-
lant laxatives, Bisacodyl is a common
product in this category that is sold
under many brand names including
Carter’s Little Pills. Stimulants usual-
ly produce a bowel movement fairly
soon after they have been taken. The
“down" side to using them is that they
can cause uncomfortable colon
cramping as part of their action. In
addition, regular use of a stimulant

laxative tends to make the colon
“lazy™ so that it contracts very feebly
without the aid of the stimulant. This
perpetuates the “constipation-laxa-
tive-constipation-laxative” cycle.

Fiber-containing products increase
the amount of bulk in the stool, When
fiber is consumed with sufficient
water it produces what a physician
friend of mine, who specializes in
geriatrics, calls “big fluffy poops.”
That is, the stools have larger bulk
and a softer consistency than they
would have otherwise. This is an
excellent form of laxative for chronic
use because it has no undesirable side
effects.

Saline agents comprise another
common group of laxatives. These
products are salts that are not
absorbed by the intestine, The body
secretes a large amount of water into
the intestine to dilute them, and this
action moistens the stool. The amount
or water and resultant laxative effect
are directly related to the amount of

product that is taken. Milk of magnesia
and phosphosoda are common exam-
ples of this type. The action of a saline
agent is usually mild and predictable.

Of course there is more to the com-
plete story about laxatives, but | think
I've covered enough for now.
Remember that you are not constipated
unless you have had no bowel move-
ment for one week or the stool you do
pass is hard and dry. If you fit this def-
inition and have been eating a high

fiber diet, consuming sufficient lig-
uids and getting regular exercise —
well then, you probably would feel bet-
ter if you tried a laxative. I'd suggest
that you choose by type of laxative
rather than by brand name,

Kentucky, southwest Virginia,
southwest West Virginia and the
tips of North Carolina and
Tennessee. This immediate area
(excluding the Internet reach) is
a logical vnit in terms of econo-
my, education, culture and her-
itage.

Programmers come from the
three states. Music by musicians
from throughout the region is
regularly spotlighted. The sta-
tion’s biggest base of contribu-
tor-listeners is in Pike County,
but proportionally the support is
just as strong in tiny Clintwood,
Virginia. Before the most recent
devastating floods, many pro-
grammers regularly received
requests from West Virginia.

This station truly is a primary
means of connecting the three
states and, indeed, the central
Appalachian core.

quate food and supplies; accu-
rate description of events related
to injury or trauma, which might
include instances of rough han-
dling, confinement, verbal or
emotional abuse; depression or
other mental illness; extent of
confusion or dementia of the
older person; and the quality
and nature of relationships with
the caregivers.

Besides the history of the
elderly person, and the charac-
teristics of her environment,
several physical signs of mis-
treated elders are likely to be
present. Ones about the head
might be bald spots were the
elderly person’s hair has been
pulled, poor oral hygiene,
and/or other indicators of direct
physical violence. The skin
might have hemotomas, welts,
bite marks, bums, poor hygiene,
or decubitus ulcers (“bed
sores™). Previous fractures may
be present. Some general signs
of abused elderly could be
weight loss, dehydration, poor
hygiene, and an unkempt
appearance.

It is of utmost importance
that the abuse of elderly citizens
be reported. In fact, all health
care providers, such as physi-
cians, nurses, psychologists,
social workers, elc., are required
by law to report suspected elder
mistreatment to the Department
of Social Services. If these
providers do not report abuse of
the elderly, they can be found to
be negligient. If the older person
is a resident of a nursing home,
a separate method often exists
for investigaitng suspected mis-
treatment. However, it must be
remembered that abuse of the
elderly is different from cases of
child abuse. If the older person
is competent to make decision,
she might refuse intervention. If
the older adults are not compe-
tent to make decisions, a
guardian can be appointed by
the state.

Needless to say, abuse of any
age person is not appropriate.
The purpose of this article for
me, is that you, the reader, be
more aware of possible abuse of
the elderly in your family and
neighborhood. Your responsibil-
ity is to be involved enough to
protect elderly who might be
victims of abuse.

There are women in the
world who want a new fur
coat, because John Smith’s
wife has one, and her husband
makes as much as John Smith,
and that old cat skin of hers is
molting like a dog with the
manage.

It is understandable why I
was intrigued by Cary Grant’s
divorce. In the course of the
testimony, Mrs. Grant charged
that her husband spanked her.
Mr. Grant's lawyer defended
him by stating that his client
only spanked his wife for “rea-
sonable and adequate canses.”
1 began to wonder what consti-
tuted “reasonable and adequate

causes.” Before spanking, one
must prove provocation
beyond the shadow of a

doubt—Ilike hushing you up
when you are telling a ques-
tionable story in mixed compa-
ny. Nagging, per se, is not suf-
ficient, but if she keeps on
about the same incident, you
can swat her. Being late, or
chronic tardiness, is not rea-
sonable cause. There are three
guidelines to always keep in
mind—molive—intent—
desire. Another thing to keep
in mind is how you commit the
assault. In the case of Grant, he
grinned when he spanked his
wife. It was OK. Failing to
report a telephone message,
relating a confidence to a
friend, forgetting to put gas in
the car, are acts that might
require a spanking. It should
also be remembered that a wife
must be spanked reasonably
close to the act of disobedi-
ence, otherwise she will not
relate the spanking to the dis-
obedient act. Also, the spank-
ing must be swift, but not
harsh—you can’t leave any
marks.

You must smile when you
are doing it, and you can’t hit
her with a stick larger than
your little finger. A wife can
hit her husband with anything
no larger than an axe handle.

A large percentage of
women become mothers in this
day and age. Until recently,
Americans revered mothers.
Now, they have become the
guilt makers of the world.
Every time a horrible crime is
committed, some psychiatrist
will say the poor criminal did
it because he or she had a
lousy mother, The kids riot at
colleges, and the sociologists
say they're not revolting
against the school. They're
really revolting against their
mothers. Somebody needs to
take the blame for their anxi-
elies,

The trouble with parents is,
that children have let them buy
cars and clothes, and pay for
trips and vacations, and the
more they let them do, the
more surly and unmanageable
the parents become, When you
spare the rod, you spoil the
mother. Parents are much hap-
pier when the children tell
them what to do, instead of
them having to tell the children
what to do. Parents have too
much money to spend. We
have to face the fact that par-
ents will be the biggest prob-
lem of the next generation.
