Ben Affleck is not the guy I 
want saving my country from 
nuclear annihilation at the hands 
of the Russians. 

But that's exactly the burden 
laid upon him in "The Sum of 
All Fears,'' the fourth Tom 
Clancy novel to hit the screen. 

Affleck is the latest actor to 
star as CIA analyst Jack Ryan. 
but he's no Harri on Ford, who 
was perfect for the part in 
"Patriot Games" and "Clear and 
Presem Danger." And he's no 
Alec Baldwin, who \\US just as 
solid m originating the role in 
1990'., "The Hum for Red 
October." He's not even Stephen 
Baldwin. 

When Aftleck breezes into a 
scene in a supporting role - as 
in "Shakespeare in Love'' and 
"Boiler Room"- he's captivat­
ing. When he's asked to carry a 
film as an action hero - as in 
"Pearl Harbor" and "Reindeer 
Games''- he's inept. 

Much more is wrong with the 
movie than its casting, though. 

In adapting Clancy's 1991 
book "The Sum of All Fears,·· 
Daniel Pyne and Paul Attanasio 
(a fonner Washington Post film 
critic who wrote ''Quiz Show" 
and "Donnie Brasco") have 
turned Ryan into a 28-year-old 
neophyte. 

But this isn't a prequel; the 
film take-. place in the present. 
In the book and the preceding 
mo\ ies, however. Ryan is 
already a veteran, having gone 

from CIA analyst to director ot 
intelligence. So essentially, this 
character exists in a time warp. 
which seems like an affront to 
the author's fans, who are legion 
in the1r devotion to the series. 
(Clancy didn't seem to mind. 
though· he's an executive pro­
ducer.) 

And then there's the premise: 
A nuclear bomb that was "lost'' 
in 1973 (how do you lose a 
nuclear bomb?) is unearthed 29 
years later in the Middle East 
and sold to a European neo-Nazi 
(Alan Bates). He has it hidden in 
n cigarette machine and placed 
inside Baltimore's football stadi­
um during the Super Bowl, hop­
ing that wheo it explodes, left­
over Cold War mistrust \\ill 
cause the United States to blame 
Russia for the attack, and the 
two superpowers will destroy 
each other.

Senate GOP oners 
to meet on budget

FRANKFORT - Senate 
President David Williams said 
continuing revenue shortfalls 
make an even more compelling 
argument against a budget that 
includes any money for public 
financing of gubernatorial cam­
paigns. 

In letters Thursday to Gov. 
Paul Patton and other legislative 
leaders, Williams said he wanted 
to meet to work out a budget, 
but offered no plan. 

During the 60-day regular 
session and an eight-day spe­
cial session, lawmakers failed 
to enact a budget for the fiscal 
years beginning on July l. 

Patton said through a 
spokesman Thursday he want 
ed time to consider the letter 
and would probably respond 
on Friday. 

Previously, Patton had said 
it was up to the Senate 
Republican leadership to pro­
pose a compromise because it 
was the GOP that blocked a 
budget. Williams laid the 
blame at the feet of Patton and 
House Democrats. 

There is no i.ltsagreement 
that the obstacle to a budget i<: 
the matter of public financing 

of gubernatorial campaigns. 
Patton proposed. and the 
House passed. a budget that 
would have continued the par­
tial public financing system 
that has been in place for the 
last two gubernatorial elec­
tion\, 

The Senate stnppcd out all 
the money for public financing 
in the waning day~ of the regu­
la• session. " thout the topic 
bemg discussed previously. 

Patton and the House 
argued that public financing 
has kept gubcrnatonal cam­
paign~ from being runa\\ ay 
spending contests. 

Republicans have called it a 
failed system and "welfare for 
politicians." 

Williams said Senate nego­
tiators offered compromises 
dunng earlier negotiations. 
House negotiators said the 
Senate never budged from its 
position that public financing 
be eliminated fot· the general 
election in 2003. 

''In the end. the Hou~e left 
the table because "We would not 
agree to a blank check on the 
state treasury for poliucal cam­
paigns," Williams said in his 
fetter to House Speaker Jody 
Richards that wa~ macic public 
Thursday. 

Williams said revenue 
shortfalls indicate that there 
will be $120 million less to 
spend in the coming two fiscal 
years than originally thought. 
In light of that, "it is even more 
crucial that we resolve the situ­
ation without a campaign fund­
ing obligation that puts at risk 
spending on education. public 
safety and infrastructure," 
Williams said 111 the leller. 

Republicans say they most 
object to a provision that t·uuld 
provide unlimited public 
financing for candidates. 

In his letter to Patton, 
Williams said he would abo 
like to hear administration 
plans to cope with a shortfull 
this fiscal year that could 
require as much as $39 million 
be cut from spending or taken 
from the state's already c.Jeplet-
ed rainy day fund. • 

No time \\as set or suggest­
ed for the meeting, \\hich 
Williams said should be open 
to the public. 

Patton has said he would 
call another special session for 
lawmakers to enact a budget, 
but onl} if there is an agree­
ment b~forehand. Otherwise. 
Patton said he is prepared to 
operate stale government after 
July I without a budge!.

Board delays voting on 
BLHS, ACHS projects

PRESTONSBURG - The 
Floyd County Board of 
Education met in special session 
Tuesday evening at Adams 
Middle School. 

School facility problems 
were a highlighted topic for dis­
cussion with Jeff Stumbo, board 
member, district 3, and Glenna 
Slone, district 5, going to bat in 
an attempt to correct a few facil­
ities' problems that are leaving 
students at Betsy Layne and 
Allen Central High Schools in 
an uncomfortable position. 

According to Stumbo, the 
gymnasiums of both high 
schools have no cooling systems 
in place at this time, a situation 
that has lent itself to uncomfort­
able environments for students, 
faculty and vtsttors. 
Additionally, the Betsy Layne 
High School gymnasium has no 
seating and students either stand 
for school assembly programs or 
seat themselves on the gymnasi­
um floor. 

Stumbo said at Tuesday's 
meeting that he feels these situa­
tions should be corrected as soon 
as feasibly possible and that the 
situation with seating in the 
Betsy Layne gymnasium was 
long overdue for a fix. 

"Two years ago, when I carne 
on this board, we discussed this 
item in regard to bleachers for 
Betsy Layne," Stumbo said. 
"We're still discussing it. Kids 
sit on the floor for school assem­
blies, it creates overcrowding 
and discipline problems. This 
situation needs to be corrected. I 
would ask that it be placed as a 
high priority by this board." 

Stumbo continued, calling 
the situation is a "disgrace" and 
saying that "no student should 
have to sit on the floor.'' 

Costs for providing seating in 
Betsy Layne's gymnasium have 
been estimated at approximately 
$62.600. 

Board members Carol 

Stumbo, district 4, and Johnnie 
Ross, district 1, both questioned 
the immediate need of providing 
seating at this time in light of 
current budgetary problems. 
Carol Stumbo suggested that 
paperwork in regard to the situa­
tion be allowed to "follow the 
process," rather than moving it 
ahead to a priority position. 
Stumbo cited budget cuts of 
close to $1 million affecting 
instructional programs as being 
of greater concern than seating 
problems. 

"We have lots of instructional 
needs," Carol Stumbo said. "A 
gym is athletic." 

Ross inquired as to how often 
school assembly programs are 
held and he. too, questioned 
placing the concern as a priority 
item. Ross was informed by an 
attending youth service center 
director that school assemblies

Slone expressed concerns in 
regard to air conditioning in the 
two facilities saying, "I think 
one of the highest priorities is to 
get the buildings air-condi­
tioned." Slone informed the 
board that students were uncom­
fortable during assemblies and 
that they became "over-heated" 
during athletic events. 

Air conditioning costs for the 
Allen Central High School gym­
nasium have been estimated at 
$192,357 and air conditioning 
costs for the Betsy Layne · 
"Dome" have been estimated at 
$141,500. 

The board ultimately decided 
to delay action on the items until 
presented with a more clearly 
defmed budget plan in the weeks 
to come.

CONCORD. N.C. - Sam 
Bas!> remembers getting 
Matchbox and Hot Wheels race 

.;cars as birthday presents when 
• he was young. Before he played 

with them, he worked on the toy 
cars with his paint and brushes. 

Now that he's all grown up. 
Bass hasn't changed much. 

For 20 years, he has been 
drawing everybody who's any­
body in Winston Cup racing. 
With a degree in fine arts from 
Virginia Commonwealth, his art­
work can be found on race cars, 
helmets. transporters and uni­
forms. 

Bass struggled as an artist in 
the early 1980s. Now, at 40, he is 
perhaps the country's most sue-

., cessful motorsports artist. with 
his work appearing on every­
thing from Jeff Gordon's No. 24 
car to the latest version of 
Monopoly with a NASCAR 
theme. 

He points to 1981 as the start 
of his career as a painter when he 

-

asked racing great Bobby 
Allison to autograph some of his 
paintings. The driver asked to 
buy some of them. 

Bass has worked with the late 
Dale Earnhardt and his son, Dale 
Earnhardt Jr. Among the more 
than 200 paint schemes be has 
designed are the Winston Cup 
cars of Gordon, Dale Jarrett and 
Tony Stewart. 

The prices vary depending on 
how much detail and reworking 
is involved, said Susan Russo, a 
v1ce president at Sam Bass 
Illustration & Design, Inc. 

His client list at Sam Bass 
Illustration & Design includes 
such Fortune 500 companies as 
Anheuser-Busch, General Mills, 
Coca-Cola. Home Depot, 
DuPont and Pepsico. 

One of his latest projects is a 
NASCAR Collector's Edition of 
the famous Monopoly board 
game, which replaced an earlier 
racing-inspired one that used 
still photographs of Winston 
Cup cars. 

His signature also can be 
found on Christmas ornaments, 

cereal boxes, camping gear -
even some limited edition 
Gibson Les Paul electric guitars. 

"From Gibson's vantage 
point. we were able to provide 
Sam with a unique canvas to 
illustrate motor sports," said 
Gibson's Don Pitts. "He's pas­
sionate about music and guitars. 
We already consider most of our 
guitars a work of art, so having 
this is really great." 

A Dale Earnhardt model orig­
inally sold for $3,000, though 
Russo said they now fetch as 
much as $4,500 because of their 
popularity and limited supply. 

Pitts expects more Sam Bass 
artwork to show up on Gibson 
guitars. 

''We talked about a Richard 
Petty one and the Dale Earnhardt 
guitar is probably the Holy 
Grail,'' he said. "And we're talk­
ing to two or three other dri­
vers.'' 

Bass is humble but confident 
he can deliver value to his cus­
tomers. 

"The best way I can put it is 
that I want to be the Wai-Mart of

Government seeks dismissal of 
lawsuit by wrestling coaches

WASHINGTON The 
Bush administration is fighting a 
lawsuit that contends a federal 

• \ law that has greatly increased 
opportunities for women in 
school sports is unfair to male 
athletes. 

In a response filed 
Wednesday in federal district 
court, the administration argued 
the lawsuit brought by the 
National Wrestling Coaches 
Association is t1awed on techni­
cal legal grounds and should be 
dismissed. 

A supporter of the 30-year­
old law. known as Title IX, was 
disappointed that the govern-

• ment's filing did not include a 
statement of support for the 
statute's underlying intent: to 
ensure equal educational and 
athletic opportunities for men 
and women. 

"The jury is still out about 
whether this administration is 
going to stand behind Title IX," 
said Marcia Greenberger, co­
president of the National 
Women's Law Center.

Title IX prohibits discrimina­
tion based on sex in sports or 
academics by any school or col­
lege that receives federal money. 

Since nearly all the nation's 
schools receive some federal 
aid, Title IX has given many 
more women the chance to play 
sports. In the process, hundreds 
of men's athletic programs have 
been downgraded or eliminated 
across the country, with Title 
IX often cited as the reason. 
Lower-profile sports such as 
wrestling. swimming and track­
and-field have been hit particu­
larly hard. 

Federal regulations say 
schools can comply with Title 
rx by showing that opportuni­
ties for women are either "sub­
stantially proportionate" to

The lawsuit against the 
Education Department, filed in 
January, contends many col­
leges and universities have 
interpreted those rules to mean 
that trimming men's sports is 
the way to achieve equality. 

Numerous lawsuits have 
been brought unsuccessfully 
against individual schools for 
such decisions. This suit alleges 
the 1996 clarification was 
adopted illegally and seeks new 
rules that require schools to cre­
ate opportunities for female 
athletes based on interest levels 
instead of enrollment numbers. 
The Education Department 
replied that only schools. not 
the government, can right the 
wrongs the groups claim have 
been committed. Even if that 
were not so, the department 
argued. federal law that governs 
bow agencies can be sued and 
an expired six-year statute of 
limitations preclude the suit. 

"Plaintiffs have not and can­
not demonstrate any likelihood 
that a favorable judgment in this 
action would have any substan­
tial impact on decisions by edu­
cational institutions regarding 
which sports to include in their 
athletic programs," said the brief 
filed by Justice Department 
lawyers on the Education 
Department's behalf. 

Mike Moyer, executive direc­
tor of the National Wrestling 
Coaches Association, said the 
government's brief is not a 
threat to the success of the suit. 
"We're going to remain very 
confident that we're going to 
restore Title IX to its original 
intent,'' he said. "We believe that 
we stand on very solid ground."

The building, which also con­
tains Bass' studio. is close 
enough to the track to hear the 
750-horsepower race cars roar­
ing down the front stretch. 

The gallery also contains 
some of Bass' other creations, 
including a limited edition Dale 

Earnhardt tool box that Bass 
designed for Snap-on Tools Inc. 
Despite the selling price of 
$10,000, all 4,200 of the custom 
tool boxes arc gone. 

Snap-on liked the project 
enough to sign Bass to do a sec­
ond one with Dale Earnhardt Jr. 
They also sold out. A third tool 
box will feature driver Kevin 
Harvick, who took over at 
Richard Childress Racing fol­
lowing Dale Earnhardt's death. 

"Sam's art has a ditTerent feel 
from your everyday stuff." said 
Bob Velisek. director of market­
ing for tool storage for Snap-on 
Tools. "It also didn't hurt that 
the buyer got a signed Sam Bass 
lithograph, which tend to appre­
ciate in value over time."

ASHLAND - Last winter, 
Jeremy Clark played high 
school basketball for the first 
time to help relieve pressure 
from his highly regarded tennis 
game.

A few years earlier during my first 
stint as editor of thh paper, I'd felt the 
same sense of outrage when I heard a vis­
itor to the office laughing because she had 
just that afternoon received a speeding 
ticket. 

She said that the state policeman who 
cited her let loose his .sense of frustration 
on her. He reportedly told her that he 
knew 'he would probably go straight to 
the courthouse and get the ticket "taken 
care of." He was engaging in this futile 
act. he said, simply because it made him 
feel better. 

Sure enough, the visitor chortled, she'd 
gone to a crony in the courthouse who 
negated the ticket. 

After my last ticket, I went to the Hall 
of Justice to get an assignment to traffic 
school, and on the elevator I saw a couple 
I knew who were grinning from ear to ear. 
They had just come, they explained. from 
having the man's speeding ticket dis­
missed. 

I'm not sure exactly what happens, but 
somehow the citations blow away like 
dust. If I were an inve~tigative reporter. I 
think I'd try to find out how many tickets 
are written by state and local police com­
pared to how many tines are paid or traf­
fic school assignments arc made. 

And I'd be interested to know just who 
it is who can circumvent the Jaws of the 
state and mete out justice so efficiently 
outside the rules. Apparently. everyone 
from a mayor to the highest judge can 
exercise thi~ prerogative -and does. 

All right, so I'll try not to be so hard­
nosed. Maybe it's a first offense and 
maybe the perpetrator is an otherwise 
moral, upstanding, all-around model citi· 
zen. Well, maybe just this once. 

But when someone has receiyed multi­
ple citations, doesn't there come a time 
when this person is considered a menace 
to society'] Do you want to be driving on 
roads where another driver has had count­
Jess citations that have been thrown out 
because that person is of a certain family 
or whose favor is curried by officials you 
entrusted w protect you and look out for 
you and your loved ones? This is even 
more dramatic when you think of how 
many times we all violate tr<~nic laws and 
don•t get caught. 

Is there equ<~l justice under the law? 
No. I don•t think so. 

And, we can thank our public officials 
who continue to dismiss traftic offenses 
and to turn a blind eye to other motor 
vehicle laws for our extremely high insur­
ance rates. Local enforcement practices 
have a hig influence on theM! rates. and in 
Floyd and surrounding counties. we pay 
~;ome of the highest car insurance premi­
ums Ill the state. 

I have friends who live in Virginia and 
pay about a fourth of what we pay for 
vehicle insurance. That means we're pay­
ing about $1,000 a year for every $250 
our neighbors a scant 75 miles away are 
paying. 

Think about it when you go in to get 
your next ticket "fixed.'' What's getting 
fixed is the: honest taxpayer who believes 
in equal JUStice for all.

artery increases the pressure inside the 
skull. As a result not only the brain 
cells in the area of the aneurysm are 
•·squeezed'' but also the whole brain is 
affected by the 

increased pressure. This prevents 
the sufferer from performing his or her 
usual thinking_ and life-sustaining tasks. 

aneurysm rupture. Heredity, high cho­
lesterol and other factors play a role as 
well. 

Q My wife has had severe headaches, 
cold sweats and blackout spells. 
From my readings I think these could 

be symptoms of an aneurysm. If so, what 
can cause it to progress to the serious con­
dition of rupture? 

Despite the statistics involved. it is also 
part of a good diagnostic workup to 
consider the less likely - but very seri­
ous - conditions that can cause a 
given set of symptoms. 

Before I go an) further, let me 
explain a few terms. An aneurysm is a 
dilation or swelling of a blood vessel. 
These are most common in arteries 
because they operate under higher pres­
sure than do veins. The aneUI)'Sm 
comes about because of weakening in 
the artery wall. The term "cerebral" 

Cerebral aneurysms are relatively 
common. Fifteen to 20 percent of the 
population have very srnaU ones (2mm 
or smaller) and 5 percent have more 
significant ones measuring 5mm .or 
greater. Despite the high prevalence of 
this disorder and the tendency for any 
aneurysm to enlarge with Lime. the fre­
quency of bleeding from them is actu­
ally rather low - about ten per 
100,000 population. 

When an aneurysm ruptures it caus­
es problems by three different mecha­
nisms: 

• First. the rupture reduces or elim­
inates blood supply to .~ome part of the 
brain. A vigorous supply of oxygen 
and blood sugar (glucose) is necessary 
for the hrain cells to function. Without 
these vital nutrients being supplied by 
the blood, the brain cells can't function 
properly and in severe cases will die. 
This b what we call a stroke! 

• Third. despite the fact that the 
brain itself cannot feel pain. a ruptured 
aneurysm can actually be quite pajnful. 
This is because the pressure inside the 
skull impinges on other structures that 
do have pain nerve endings. 

Cerebral aneurysms pose very little 
risk when they are small. Larger ones, 
those over 5mm, have some risk of rup­
turing with the passage of time. 
Consequently. they should be evaluated 
by a neurosurgeon. The greatest bene· 
fit for most people with an asympto­
matic and small aneurysm. however. 
comes from periodic cval uation and 
control. when necessary. of blood pres­
sure. High blood pressure is probably 
the greatest contributing factor to 

From ~imple statistics alone. it is 
unliYely that your wife's symptoms are 
due to a cerebral aneurysm. This is par­
ticularly true if she is under 50 and has 
no family history of cerebral hemor­
rhage. Despite this, you should men­
tion your concerns to her doctor the 
next time she is there. This will allow 
all three of you to discuss your wonies. 
Perbap~ an MRA (Magnetic Resonance 
Angiogram - a special form of MRI) 
or an angiogram where dye is injected 
into the arteries will be necessary to 
evaluate her cerebral arteries. A The ~) mptoms your wife has 

been experiencing can be due to 
a number of conditions, When

knowing that he is not the "center of the 
universe." He must be able to tolerate tak­
ing turns and being willing to do things. 
whether it is his way or not or if it is what 
he wants to do. Hopefully. by the time a 
child is old enough to go to school he has 
practiced separating from parents for fre­
quent periods of time so that leaving home 
for school is not an emotional shock to him 
and his parents. It is not unusual for the 
young child to complain of headaches and 
stomachaches in an effort to avoid going to 
school. If parents allow the ''physical com­
plaints" to work, a long panem of avoiding 
school might be created. 

The child might be cognitively and emo­
tionally ready for school, but his efforts can 
be undermined if he is not socially pre­
pared. Again, his interactions with family 
members. friends, and community can add 
to his social skills. It is necessary for him to 
under)otand his need to take turns with other 
children and to accept what is said by 
authority figures. He cannot always be first 
in line and have things his way. Hi~ .social 
.skills need to include such things as saying. 
''Please" and "Thank you"'. being able to 
apologize when he does something wrong 
or hurts someone, and being willing to share 
his pencils and paper, plus take care of oth­
ers· things. 

The following are suggestions for those 
parents whose first child is entering school 
this fall. Although adults might be con­
cerned about allowing a child to use scis­
sors, it is essential that he be exposed to 
holding scissors properly and to cut a "fair· 
ly decent" straight line. Of course, this 
needs to be done with adult supervision. He 
needs to be able to recognize his name 
when it is written. The child needc: to be 
able to take care of himself in the bathroom 
and fasten his clothes.
