PRESTONSBURG — A four-car
accident Tuesday on North Lake
Drive in Prestonsburg is one of
numerous wrecks occurring on a mile
long stretch of road between the red
lights at the Floyd County Court
House and Prestonsburg High School
within a two-month timeframe.

The accident, occurring at the
intersection of North Lake Drive and
Branham Street, involyed four vehi-
cles but did not result in any immedi-
ate hospital visits.

According to officers at the scene,
it appears that a white Ford Ranger,
driven by Dean Hamilton of Mud
Creek, was tuming left on Branham
Street when he hit a maroon Camry,
driven by Geneva Ward of
Prestonsburg, and a blue Dodge Ram,
driven by Steve Woods of Hueysville.

The former mayor of Ashland
who unexpectedly resigned last
week is being investigated by
federal officials who allege he
bought child pomography and
extorted money from a business
associate.

U.S. postal inspectors entered
Paul Reeves’ home on May 29
and found him viewing a child
pomography videotape, accord-
ing to documents filed in US.
District Court in Lexington.

Reeves resigned abruptly and
without explanation on Friday,
though some city commissioners
said during the weekend that
they had learmed Reeves was
under investigation. The details
of the federal probe of Reeves
were first reported by The Daily
Independent of Ashland.

A five-page affidavit, filed
last week in federal court in
Lexington by FBI agent David
R. Goodson, said a search of
Reeves' home, investigators
found “four or five” envelopes

Perry County murder trial
begins in Prestonsburg

The murder trial Dana Lloyd
Napier, 52, of Maces Creek in
Perry County, began in a
Prestonsburg courtroom
Monday.

Napier was indicted by a
Perry County grand jury in
August for first-degree murder,
in the shooting death of Dairl
“Curly” Eddington.

Floyd Circuit Judge John
David Caudill is presiding as
special judge over the trial, after
Perry Circuit Judge Douglas
Cormbs could not be available.

According to Napier's attor-
ney, Jack Faust, the judge decid-
ed to move the trial after it was
discovered that a relative of the
defendant was a member of the
jury pool in Perry County.

“I was happy to have the trial
moved,” Faust said. "It was a
wise deci%ion, just to be on the
safe side.”

Napier and Eddlngion were
cousins as well as neighbors.
Both men resided with their
families on Eddington Lane,
near Viper Elementary School,
in the Maces Creek community.

The case has been both wide-
ly publicized and emotional.
Several family members on both
sides have attended every hear-
ing.

Prior to Eddington’s death,
Napier had contacted Perry
County newspapers beginning
in March 2001, wanting articles

written about a conflict he was
having with his wife's 22-year-
old cousin, Steven Begley.
Napier made allegations in the
press that Begley had committed
arson and vandalism to his vehi-
cle and property and the proper-
ty of other relatives residing in
the community,

An emergency protective
order was issued in Perry
District Court, but Begley was
never charged.

In a final interview, prior o
Eddington’s death, in April of
last year, Napier lold a reporter
he had been involved in a
lengthy property dispute with
his cousin, Eddington. The two
men lived on adjoining proper-
ties.

In court action, Eddington’s
widow, Tamm Eddington, testi-
fied for the prosecution on
Monday. The woman told jurors
the relationship between the two
men had been good untl just a
few weeks before the shooting,

Tammi Eddington said that
the problems began after her
husband built a fence near the
property line.

Also, during the interview
prior to the shooting, Dana
Lloyd Napier expressed dissatis-
faction with the Perry County
Shenfi's Department.

County deputies had
responded to various 911 calls at
Eddington Lane for weeks
before the murder, Napier felt he
was being treated unfairly by
law enforcement. He alleged

stuffed with cash. According to
the affidavit, the inspectors
found Reeves in a locked back
room where he was viewing one
of the child pornography tapes
that had been delivered about 15
minutes earlier.

As of Tuesday, no charges
had been filed against Reeves,
and federal officials declined to
comment on the investigation,

Reeves allegedly ordered the
videotapes from an undercover
company run by postal inspec-
tors, Goodson's affidavit said.

Reeves admitted to investiga-
tors that he watched one of the
child pornography tapes that had
been delivered to him, the affi-
davit said.

Reeves could not be reached
for comment Tuesday.

According to court docu-
ments, investigators asked a
business associate of Reeves,
Bert Riggs, about the money
found in Reeves home. Riggs,
who owns Riggs Machine &
Fabricating, said he paid Reeves
that money after Reeves began

“demanding payoffs,” according
to the affidavit.

Riggs could not be reached
immediately for comment
Tuesday,

Reeves had worked as a pur-
chasing agent for A.K. Steel.
which contracts with Riggs’
company, the affidavit said,
Reeves retired Qn Friday, AK
Steel spokesman Alan McCoy
told The Daily Independent.

“Because Riggs' business
depended heavily on A.K. Steel
to continue operating, Riggs
knew he had to comply with
Reeves' demands, or be forced
out of business,” the affidavit
said. Riggs' company was doing
about $75,000 a month in busi-
ness with AK.

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Smoking to blame

for troubling trend

Too many babies are born in Kentucky with low birth-
weights.

That troubling statistic stuck out in a report card on health
and welfare of Kentucky’s children that showed improve-
ments in many areas.

The annual Kids Count survey looked at data from the
past decade and found the commonwealth fell below the
national average in low birthweight babies — 7.1 percent of
Kentucky babies born in 1990 compared with a 7 percent
national average, and 8.2 percent by the end of the decade
compared with a national average of 7.6 percent.

Smoking during pregnancy is a key cause of low-birth-
weight babies.

Such babies — born at 5.5 pounds or less — are at greater
risk of dying or having health or developmental problems. In
fact, babies of smokers are addicted to nicotine at birth and
have withdrawal symptoms for the first two weeks of life.

Unfortunately, the smoking rates for Kentucky women are
highest in the nation. In 1999, 25.9 percent of women 18 and
older were current cigarette smokers compared with a nation-
al median of 20.9 percent.

Even worse, a study released last year found almost 25
percent of pregnant women in Kentucky continue to smoke
during pregnancy.

A healthy baby public awareness and education campaign
begun in January has as one of its aims alerting pregnant
women to the dangers smoking poses.

But more attention needs to be paid to alerting women to
the dangers of smoking while pregnant and persuading them
to stop.

than dads?

Imagine if we celebrated Father's
Day every year. but skipped one out of
four Mother’s Days. Ridiculous. vou
say? Moms aren’t worth just three-
fourths of Dads. Tell that to American
business. The typical full-time working
woman earns just 73 cents for every dol-
lar earned by the typical man.

In 1955, women working full time,
year round made 64 cents for every dol-
lar earned by men. It took four decades
of seesaw movement to close the gap by
a dime. Progress stalled after the all-time
high of 74 cents in 1996. There's still
another 27 cents to go.

Full-time working women earned a
median income of $27,355 in 2000,
according to the Census Bureau. Men
eamed $37,339. That's a difference of
$9.984 a year, or $832 a month. How

would you like that extra money to pay
rent, health care or child care, or pur-
chase your first home?

How about an extra half-million dol-
lars? That's what the pay gap between
the typical full-time working man and
woman has amounted to since the Equal
Pay Act was signed in 1963, says the
National Committee on Pay Equity.
That’s not counting all the lost health or
retirement benefits.

Jobs seen as “women's work™ often
mean low wages. Take child care. Child
care workers generally make about as
much as parking lot attendants and much
less than animal trainers. Out of 700
occupations surveyed by the Labor
Department, only 15 have lower average
wages than child care workers,

Most minimum wage workers are
women, while nearly all top executives
are men. There are only 11 female CEOs
in the Fortune 1000 — just 1 percent,
reports Catalyst.

CEQs at major corporations surveyed
by Business Week made an average $11
million in 2001, counting salary, bonus
and long-term compensation such as
cashed-in stock options. Minimum wage
Jjobs pay just $5.15 an hour, or $10,712 a
year for full-time work. The average
CEO raked in the combined pay of 1,027
moms making minimum wage. In 1980,
CEOs made only 97 times as much as
minimum wage workers.

wonder if
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that the pay gap between comparable
male and female managers widened in
1995-2000. An American Bar
Association survey found that men were
twice as likely as similarly qualified
women to make partner in law firms.
Pay gaps are found even in traditionally
female fields such as nursing.

The typical full-time working woman
25 years and older with a master’s
degree makes $6,500 less than the typi-
cal man with just a college bachelor’s,
The typical woman with a doctorate
makes only $2,000 more than a man
with a bachelor’s.

Working families lose $200 billion of
income annually to the gender wage gap,
according to the AFL-CIO and the
Institute for Women's Policy Research,
That's “"an average loss of more than
$4,000 each for working families every
year because of unequal pay. even after
accounting for differences in education,
age. location and the number of hours
worked.™

Working families in Alabama,
Hlinois, Indiana, Michigan, Montana,
Ohio, Vermont and Wisconsin lose the
most, averaging $5.000 a year. The pay
gap is especially hard on single-mother
families. If single mothers earned as
much as comparable men, their poverty
rates would be cut in half.

which has been way down com-
pared to 1998 or 1999, said
Dan Bork, vice president for tax
with Lexmark International, a
Lexington-based manufacturer
of office printers and related
products. “The only way forit to
grow is for corporate profits to
grow.”

In 1989-90, the year before
the tax increase, corporation
taxes produced $354.8 million.
Since the increase, the peak rev-
enue year was 1997-98, with
$446.4 million. Last year, the
taxes generated $437 4 million.

This year's estimate, $311.5
million, would leave corporate
taxes 12 percent below the
1989-90 total — and 28 percent
less than last year. Individual
income tax revenues have
increased 129 percent since
1990 — to an estimated $2.8 bil-
lion this year — and sales tax
revenues have risen 108 percent.
Individual income taxes repre-
sent the largest single source of
General Fund revenues.

Kentucky has two major
taxes paid by corporations. The
larger is a tax on net income,
with a rate starting at 4 percent
on income up to $25,000 and
rising in steps to 8.25 percent on
all income more than $250,000,

The second is a corporation
license tax. Patton describes it as
more like a property tax. Every
year, corporations pay $2.10 on
each $1,000 of “capital
employed in the business.”

Tax experts in state govern-
ment, business and academia
offer many reasons for the poor
performance of corporation
taxes. Experts from business pri-
marily blame the slow economy.
But others, including Patton, say
companies have become much
more adept at finding ways to
legally minimize their taxes,
including deferring taxes from
highly profitable years to leaner
times and changing their formal

structure to limit tax liability.

But Chaz Lavelle, a
Louisville tax attorney, said cor-
poration tax revenues tell only
part of the story. For many busi-
nesses that aren't formally
incorporated, the state gets its
money through personal income
taxes paid by the owners for
their share of the business
income,

“So you can't just look at the
corporation tax revenue num-
bers and leap to the conclusion
that corporations aren't paying
their share,” Lavelle said. “Also,
you've got to consider that busi-
nesses are paying lots of other
taxes: sales taxes, property
taxes, local taxes."”

William Fox, a professor of
economics at the University of
Tennessee, analyzed Kentucky's
tax system for the legislature
over the past year. He noted that
the corporation income tax has
grown slower than any of the
state’s major revenue sources.

One reason cited by Fox was
the “‘growing emphasis on cor-
porate tax planning.” That has
led more corporations to take
advantage of a provision in
Kentucky law that allows relat-
ed companies to report income
either on a single combined
retum Or on separate returms —
much like the individual income
tax option of separate or com-
bined returns for married cou-
ples,

ward the petition to Floyd
County Clerk Chris Waugh.

The petitioners say they peti-
tioned the mayor within 60 days
of the publication of Ordinance
No. 2-2002 and that it was ille-
gal to pass Ordinance No. 5-
2002, which began the actual
process of annexation.

The petitioners claim that the
mayor’s “refusal to deliver the
petition to the county clerk for
certification” prevents them
from their “legal and statutorily
given right for an election upon
the proposed annexation.”

Parker said that although he
could not speak for the mayor,
he believed that either there
were not 50 percent of signa-
tures or some of the names were
stricken by the mayor. Parker
said he would probably amend
the petition to add a specific
allegation that Fannin improper-
ly removed names from the
petition and a hearing would
enable them to see why the city
thought there was not enough
names.

David Neeley, city attormey,
said he thought the petitioners
were “‘putting the cart before the
horse™ and making allegations
that the county clerk makes the
decision as to whether or not the
petition is sufficient to place
ordinance on the ballot, He said
that the mayor determines if
there are sufficient signatures to
forward the petition to the coun-
ty clerk and in this instance, he
did not find that there were
enough signatures.

(3), the valid signatures on a
petition opposing city annexa-
tion must be registered voters or
landowners of the area.
According to the petition, there
are signatures from people with
addresses at  Prestonsburg,
Stumbo Hollow, Dwale, Martin
and Fayetteville, N.C.

“This agreement will provide
additional access for the citizens
of West Virginia to pursue high-
er education opportunities,” said
J. Michael Mullen, chancellor of
the Higher Education Policy
Commission. “The unique pan
of this agreement is that students
won't have to leave their homes
to earn college credit.”

The agreement increases col-
lege access for those who can’t
take traditional courses because
of time and location,

West Virginia students will
pay $77 per credit hour, an out-
of-state tuition rate that's about
20 percent more than Kentucky
residents pay.

“The Kentucky Community
and Technical College System
and the Kentucky Virtual
University are fast becoming
national leaders in distance

learning,” said Michael B.
McCall. KCTCS president.
“This  agreement  further

cements our leadership role.”

West Virginia students can
register for the online courses
and receive credit through their
home institutions.

Assignments and exams will
be completed online, and stu-
dents will have access to the call
center, technical help desk, vir-

Kentucky offers 13 diplomas,
certificates and degrees through
its virtual university.

The agreement was signed by

the West Virginia Higher

He has no
opposition for re-election to
Congress in November and does
not have to resign from the
House to conduct his gubermato-
rial campaign. He would have to
leave the House if elected gov-
ernor in November 2003.

BOSTON — Hospitals
staffed with more registered
purses save more lives from
deadly complications,
researchers say in a study that is
likely to intensify worries about
the nation’s growing nursing
shortage.

“Will we see more of these
adverse outcomes because we
don’t have the knowledge of the
registered nurses in the clinical
setting?” asked Patricia Rowell,
a research analyst at the
American Nurses Assogiation,

The researchers, whose find-
ings were published in
Thursday's New  England
Journal of Medicine, analyzed
6.2 million patients released
from 799 hospitals in 11 states
in 1997, The patients accounted
for about a quarter of those who
were discharged nationwide,

The researchers at Harvard
and Vanderbilt universities com-
pared the 25 percent of general
medical and surgical patients
who got the most nursing care
with the 25 percent who got the
least. They broke down the nurs-
ing care by the number of hours
and the amount provided by reg-
istered nurses, licensed practical
nurses, and nursing aides,

RNs have college degrees in
nursing and are often allowed to
develop nursing plans and coor-
dinate care by therapists and
other specialists. Licensed prac-
tical nurses generally have a
year of formal training but no
degree. Nursing aides often
have minimal training.

In some of the most striking
findings. medical patients with
the greatest proportion of RN
care were 9 percent less likely 1o
suffer shock or cardiac arrest, or
to get a urinary tract infection.
Medical patients with more

hours of RN care also spent 5
percent less time in the hospital.
Surgical patients with more
hours of RN care were 6 percent
less likely to die from pneumo-
nia, shock or cardiac arrest,
upper gastrointestinal bleeding,
blood poisoning, or clotting,

However, the researchers
found no health benefit from
more care by either LPNs or
aides. That finding brings into
question the cost-cutting prac-
tice at some hospitals of replac-
ing RNs with less skilled nurs-
ing staff,

“There’s a tremendous
amount of judgment and under-
standing of the courses of illness
that RNs bring to the bedside,”
said Jack Needleman, the
Harvard health policy
researcher who led the study.
“It's not just & matter of having
more bodies.”

He said hundreds of patients
die each year from lack of
advanced nursing care.

The average vacancy rate for
RN jobs is 13 percent, according
to a report commissioned by the
American Hospital Association.
And many expect the shortage
to grow with the aging of the
nursing work force and the gen-
eral population,

The Harvard study, which
was funded by the government,
is meant to give direction to pol-
icy makers on medical costs and
nurse staffing,

“We know we're about (o
enter a nursing shortage that
we've never had before,” said
Pamela Thompson, a registered
nurse who leads the American
Organization of Nurse
Executives. “What this study
shows is yet again a piece of
evidence that we need to be
doing everything we can to
make sure we have the nursing
staff that we need in the next
five to 10 years.”

Scientists say bioterrorism
germs could spread more
widely if uninsured are infected

The Associated Press
WASHINGTON —
Detection and containment of a
bioterrorist attack could be ham-
pered by the fact that 40 million
people lack insurance and might
not seek medical treatment,
public health experts said
Thursday.

The uninsured sometimes
don't seek medical care as
quickly as the insured — so if
they have a contagious illness,
they would have more time to
spread it before they got to a
doctor.

That can be bad enough if the
disease is nawrally caused. Two
public health experts are calling
for steps to ensure it doesn't
magnify the outbreak if a bioter-
rorist ever Strikes with a conta-
glous germ,

“Their lack of insurance is a
known risk to their own health,
but it must now also be recog-
nized as a nsk to the nation's
health,” Dr. Matthew Wynia of

the American Medical
Association and Lawrence
Gostin, a health law professor at
Georgetown University, wrote
in the journal Science.

Delaying care isn't the only
concern. Some people, such as
illegal aliens who fear their fam-
ilies would be deported, avoid it
altogether.

Wynia and Gostin urged the
government to issue a directive
that anyone with symptoms sug-
gesting a contagious illness
should seek medical care —
regardless of their ability to pay
or legal standing — without fear
of consequences.

“An effective national
defense against bioterrorism
requires that all potentially
infected patients can be at least
evaluated without fear of depor-
tation or other significant social
or economic losses,” they wrote.

Officials with the
Department of Health and
Human Services did not
respond.

County Commonwealth's
Attorney John Hansen
Timmell was called upon to act
as prosecutor after Perry
County Sheriff Les Burgeu
wrote to the attorney general's
office, requesting their assis-
tance in this case.

Burgett, who could not be
reached for comment at press
time, apparently contacted the
attorney general’s office shortly
after Napier’s trial was resched-
uled, after Perry Circuit Judge
Douglas Combs declared a mis-
trial before jury selection was
complete. Combs decided to
reset the trial until a new pool of
potential jurors could be select-
ed because some polential
jurors saw four photographs of
the victim propped on a ledge
behind the prosecutor’s table in
the courtroom,

Faust filed an oral motion for
4 mistnal. At the ume Faust said
“it was case law" that the prose-
cution was allowed to show a
jury one photograph of the
deceased while living. Faust
said that having the four pho-
tographs “propped up like a
shrine” was an obvious attempt
by the prosecution to gain the
jury's sympathy.

At the time Hansen said “it
was purely unintentional.”

Timmell had called nine wit-
nesses as of Monday, including
the defendant’s two teenage
sons. Dana Lloyd Napier Jr. and
Eric Napier. Both boys testified
that they were home asleep on
the Sunday moming the shoot-
ing occurred.

The boys told the jury that
they had initially lied to
Kentucky State Police officers
investigating the case on the
day of the murder because they
were afraid of their father. The
defendant’s sons told the jury
that he woke them up shortly
after the shooting and told them
“he had done it.”

Both of Napier's sons said
the defendant had shown them
the. murder weapon and
instructed them to “get rid of it”
after “everyone [the police]
left.”

Napier's eldest son, Dana
Lloyd Napier Jr, told the jury
he had been afraid of his father

his whole life. He said he decid-"

ed to tell the truth later because
he knew “it was the right thing
to do.”

The younger boy said that
his father had told them the
night prior to the shooting while

they were at “the races” that he
intended to kill Dairl.

The victim’s former wife,
who was present for the testi-
mony of the defendant's sons,
had to be escorted out of the
courtroom after she started sob-
bing during their testimony.

An  emotional  Tammi
Eddington, the victim’s widow,
described how she was watch-
ing her husband out the kitchen
window while he was mowing
the lawn at the time he was shot.
She demonstrated for the jury
how that her husband was tum-
ing around to push the lawn-
mower when she heard “a loud
shot." Tammi Eddington said
her husband fell to the ground
immediately after the gunshot,

The woman, who was a for-
mer nursing aide, descnibed to
the jury how she ran to her hus-
band and started screaming for
help. She told the jury that she
tried to apply pressure to stop
the bleeding from the gunshot
wound, even though she
thought that he was already
dead because she couldn’t find a
pulse,

According to KSP Pet. Ken
Duff, the victim appeared to
have been mowing grass at the
time of death. The body was
lying beside of a lawnmower
when officers arrived.

Duff testified that Dana
Lloyd Napier was charged with
murder after a shotgun was dis-
covered in the brush near the
crime scene. The detective said
that the victim died from a gun-
shot wound to the left side of
his neck.

Also testifying for the prose-
cution was Daril Eddington’s
adult som Samuel “Sam”
Eddington.

Sam Eddington lived next
door to his father and was also
home in bed the morning of the
murder. He described for the
jury how he reacted immediate-
ly after the shooting.

“l heard Tammi screaming,
‘Help me, Sam. Help me. Your
daddy’s been shot. I think he's
dead," Sam Eddington testified,

Sam Eddington said his
immediate reaction was (o
“grab a pair of shorts and
shoes” He said he immediately
grabbed a rifle he described as a
“Mac 90" and ran out to assist
his stepmother. He said he knew
that his father was dead on
sight.

Sam Eddington said that his
reaction then was to start throw-

In
1989, data that was compiled
listed 3,437 families in Floyd
County — or 27.7 percent — as
being in poverty, so there was a
minor decrease in the level ol
poverty among families for the
new profile.

Bob Sexton said the Prichard
Committee for Academic
Excellence, which he directs,
also is getting less money from
foundations, and some
Kentucky businesses are saying
they cannot give as much this
year.

Kentucky unemployment

rate falls in April

FRANKFORT - Kentucky's
unemployment rate fell to its lowest
level of the year in April. The rate
dropped from a preliminary 5.7 per-
cent in March to a revised 5.1 per-
cent in April, according to the
Department for Employment
Services, a Cabinet for Workforce
Deve-lopment agency. Kentucky's
April 2002 jobless rate was slightly
above the April 2001 rate of S per-
cent. The U.S. jobless rate dropped
from 6.1 percent in March to 5.7
percent in April.

“The Kentucky April unem-
ployment rate was a .6 percentage
point drop from March's jobless
rate making it the largest single-
month decrease in seven months,”
said Carlos Cracraft, the depart-
ment’s chief labor market analyst.

Seven of the nine major job sec-
tors had employment increases in
April, while one recorded a
decrease and one stayed the same,
Cracraft said.

The services sector had the high-
est gain of any sector with 9,100
new jobs in April as industries start-
ed hiring for the summer. Job
growth occurred in amusement and
recreation services (+3,800), agri-
cultural services (+1,500), and
hotels and other lodging places
(+800). Further job gains were
reported in business services
(+1,800), health services (+700),
and social services (+500),

“The 1,800 jobs gain in business
services was the largest monthly
increase in business services in
almost two years,” said Cracraft.
“Business services includes the
temporary-help agencies and that's
significant because growth in this
area is one of the sure signs of an
economic recovery. When compa-
nies hire temporary workers it’s a
signal that companies need people
to meet a rising demand, but are not
yet willing to hire more permanent
employees.” The agriculture sector
reported the next largest increase
with 6,900 more positions in April,
Cracraft said farmers took advan-
tage of some short periods of good
weather during the month. The
trade sector showed a healthy resur-
gence in April as 3,800 jobs were
added. Employment gains in-this
sector were in eating and drinking
establishments (+2,600), building

material and garden supply estab-
lishments (+800), department stores
(+500), and automotive dealers
(+300). The construction sector
added 3,200 jobs in April as con-
tractors in special trade categories
rose by 1,200 jobs, heavy construc-
tion increased by 1,100 positions
and general building contractors
recorded 900 more jobs.

The transportation, communica-
tions and utilities sector recorded
800 additional positions in April.
The government sector rose by 500
positions in April. Local govern-
ment agencies added 700 jobs and
state government added 600 jobs,
but those numbers were partly off-
set by the losses of 600 positions in
local education, 100 jobs in state
education and 100 jobs in federal
government in April.

The finance, insurance and real
estate sector had 400 more jobs in
April. The over-the-month job gains
in this sector were in the insurance
and real estate industries.

The mining and quarrying sector
was unchanged with 20,200 posi-
tions in both March and April.

The manufacturing sector lost
500 jobs April. “While manufactur-
ing job losses continued the decline
in April, the pace of job losses has
slowed considerably in the past
couple of months,” said Cracraft.

Within the manufacturing sec-
tor, nondurable goods manufactur-
ing areas such as paper, printing and
publishing, tobacco products, lost
700 jobs while durable goods man-
ufacturing gained 200 positions.

The US. Bureau of Labor
Statistics monthly estimate of the
number of employed Kentuckians
for April 2002 was 1,880,198. This
figure is up 18,910 from the
1,861,288 employed in March
2002, and up 24,865 from the
1,855,333 Kentuckians employed
in April 2001

The monthly estimate of the
number of unemployed Ken-tuck-
ians for April 2002 was 100,160.
This figure is down 11,481 from the
111,641 unemployed in March
2002, but up 2,568 from the 97,592
Kentuckians unemployed in April
2001.

The monthly estimate of the
number of Kentuckians in the civil-
ian labor force for April 2002 was

1,980,358, This figure is up 7,429
from the 1,972,929 recorded in
March 2002, and up 27,433 from
the 1952925 recorded for April
2001. \

The civilian labor force includes
non-military workers and unem-
ployed Kentuckians who are active-
ly seeking work. It does not include
unemployed Kentuckians who
have not looked for employment
within the past four weeks,

Employment and unemploy-
ment statistics are based on esti-
mates, They are compiled to indi-
cate employment trends rather than
actually to count numbers of people
who are or are not working.
