Ex-mavor, businessman plead 
innocent to child porn charges

ASHLAND - Paul Reeves. a 
former mayor of Ashland, 
pleaded innocent to federal 
child pornography charges 
Monday. 

Reeves. 56, who resigned 

without explanation May 3 I. is 
charged with conspiracy to 
receive child pornography, 
receipt of child pornography 
and possession of child pornog­
raphy. 

John R. "Bert" Riggs, owner· 
of Riggs Machine and 
Fabricating Inc., also pleaded 
innocent Monday. Riggs. who 
resigned as company president 
June 7. faces one count of pos­
session of child pornography. 

Both men were indicted June 
11 following an investigation by 
the FBI and the U.S. Postal 
Inspection Service. 

According to a search war­
rant affidavit. agents delivered 
two videotapes containing child 

pornography to Reeves' home 
on May 29. after he ordered 
them from an undercover com­
pany operated by the postal ser­
vice. 

Investigators said Reeves 
told them he ordered the video­
tapes for Riggs and acknowl­
edged both knew ·'what they 
were ordering." 

Riggs was arrested after 
arriving at Reeves' home and 
picking up the vtdeos, authori­
ties said. An affidavit said Riggs 
"acknowledged that he knew 
what was in the package." 

If convicted on the child 
pornography charges, Reeves 
faces up to 15 years in prison 
and a $250.000 fine on each 
count of conspiracy and receipt. 
Riggs faces up to five years in 
prison and a $250,000 fine on 
the possession charges. 

Riggs' trial was set for Oct. 
9. Reeves· trial was set for Nov. 
25.

He later 
admitted to ingesting meth, the 
report said. 

The drug was later recovered 
during a hospital stay, police 
said. 

Frazier, who was arrested 
Thursday. was charged Friday 
with trafficking with an inmate. 

Frazier denied the accusa­
tion. "Why would someone give 
something that could kill them 
on their wedding day? It's sup­
posed to be a happy time," she 
said. 

Guinther appeared in court 
Thursday and declined com­
ment Friday. He was charged 
with possession of meth. Frazier 
and Guinther were charged in 
January when police said they 
found $12,000 worth of stolen 
camera equipment inside their 
home. 

The alleged meth incident 
has led to a new rule at the jail: 
no kissing in weddings behind 
bars. 

·T ve checked with the min­
istry. There's no requirements 
for kissing," Sheriff Bill Harris 
said. 

• LINCOLN, Neb. - A tran­
sient with a cellular telephone 
helped police catch some sus­
pected cigarette thieves in the 
act.

The system 
1s designed to fill the structure, 
which has ceilings 36 feet high.

The workers didn't get a 
chance to tum a shut-off valve. 

"The emergency shut-off was 
on the other side of the hangar 
from where the mechanics were 
working," Regional Jet Center 
manager Perin Blount said. 

''Once it goes, you have to 
get out because (the foam) takes 
all of the oxygen out of the air,"

The hangar is set more than 
400 yards from the main run­
way. so air traffic was unaffect­
ed.

LEXINGTON Gregory Van 
Tatenhove was driving to work 
in Washington on Sept. 11 as 
terrorists neared the Pentagon 
with a hiJacked airliner. 

His radio was blaring news of 
the attacks on New York City as 
he made his way onto the 
George Washington Parkway on 
his way to Capitol Hill. That's 
when he saw the plume of black 
smoke rise into the sky over the 
U.S. military headquarters. 

The events of that day would 
overshadow the first months of 
his tenure as U.S. attorney for 
the eastern district of Kentucky. 

''I know what it feels like to 
be in a community where you 
feel like a target," Van 
Tatenhove said. "The question I 
pose to people is how do we 
make terrorism a priority in 
Kentucky when we don't feel 
like a target." 

Van Tatenhovc, confinned by 
the U.S. Senate just four days 
after the attacks, said Kentucky 
has several potential targets, 
whether electric grids and gas 
pipelines that crisscross the 
state. a nuclear weapons plant in 
Paducah, or a massive oil refin­
ery in Ashland. 

"We tend to be a point of vul­
nerability becau~e we don't feel 
like a target," he said. 

Van Tatenhove. 42, served 
for seven years as chief of staff 
and legal counsel to U.S. Rep. 
Ron Lewis, R-Cecilia. before 
becoming U.S. attorney. 

He had previously worked 
four years as a trial attorney for 
the U.S. Attorney General's 
Office, two years as a legislative 
aid to U.S. Sen. Mitch 
McConnell and one year as a 
law clerk for the chief judge of 
the U.S. District Court in the 
eastern district of Kentucky. 

Edward McKinley, a history 
professor at Asbury College, 
said Van Tatenhove has the 
strong principles and a sharp 
intellect of his father who was a 
seminary profes~or and christian 
counselor in Wilmore. 

Van Tatenhove is a graduate 
of Asbury and the University of 
Kentucky College of Law. 

"Ordinarily, if you asked me 
about someone who graduated 
20 years ago, I wouldn't know 
diddly squat:' McKinley said. "I 
just wouldn't remember. Greg 
stood out because he was an out­
standing leader and a hard work-
er." 

In the U.S. attomey's office. 
Van Tatenhove has worked 
closely with law enforcement 
authorities on an anti-terrorism 
task force. 

"I think there is a need for us 
to stay vigilant " Van Tatenhove 
said. "Every week we get further 
away from the events of last 
September. Law enforcement is 
staying vigilant as the public 
becomes more comfortable with 
various threats.'' 

Van Tatenhove also is work­
ing to implement the U.S. 
Department of Justice's Project 
Safe Neighborhoods in commu­
nities across the eastern district. 
The initiative is intended to 

reduce gun crime, and IS being 
implemented across the nation. 
Part of the initiative calls for the 
establishment of specialized gun

state's sacred cows 
Isn't it beyond time for Kentucky"s deadlocked state 

government ''leaders" to quit playing self-serving games 
and get serious about options to improve the state budget's 
poor health? 

It wouldn't hurt to take a cue from neighboring Indiana 
and Illinois, which have also had to deal with budget woes. 

As part of an overall tax reform package, Indiana's ciga­
rette tax has gone from 15.5 to 55.5 cents per pack. In 
Illinois, the cigarette tax is rising from 58 to 98 cents a 
pack. 

Doesn't that present a golden opportunity for Kentucky 
to nudge its paltry 3 cent tax to, say, a quarter a pack? That 
alone would not solve the state's budget difficulties. but it 
would help. 

Even the tobacco farmers and the Farm Bureau 
Federation ought to be able to inhale that, as if it would 
have a significant impact on either. 

But we probably shouldn't hold our breath that this state 
legislature would dare offend the tobacco lobby by tinker­
ing with the second-lowest cigarette tax (Virginia's is 2.5 
cents per pack) in the nation. 

Meanwhile, Indiana, which included the cigarette tax 
boost as part of a tax reform package reached through - get 
this, Kentucky - a compromise between Democrat and 
Republican legislators, also has given its approval to dock­
side casino gambling. That means Casino Aztar will 
undoubtedly see an increase in traffic, some of it from 
Kentucky players crossing the river to play - and in the 
process helping underwrite Indiana's local and state gov­
ernment. 

What's more. if Evansvi11e hosts an off-track betting par­
lor that has won tentative approval, the off-track wagering 
at Ellis Park is certain to be affected, as well as Kentucky's 
tax take from that betting. 

While Kentucky's legislature balks on any form of casi­
no gambling, millions flow out of state to Indiana, Tilinois 
and West Virginia. In West Virginia, fat purses for thor­
oughbred racing fueled by gaming dollars are dealing a 
blow to our state's signature radng industry by drawing 
more and more horsemen. 

Kentucky's state government is far from being alone in 
dealing with budget woes brought on largely by an econo­
my still trying to find traction. However, Kentucky's prob­
lems are compounded by partisan behavior so outlandish 
that a fiscal year has begun without an approved budget as 
the combatants now square off in court.

Welfare: 
Politics at 
its worst

The current welfare debate 
in Washington is Beltway pol­
ttics at its worse. 

Six years after the passage 
of the Personal Responsibility 
and Work Opportunity Act, 
Congress must reauthorize the 
nation's safety net for poor 
children. Obviously. Congress 
has changed the philosophy of 
the program fonnerly called 
Aid to Families with 
Dependent Children (AFDC). 
re-co/istened in its new guise. 
Temporary Assistance to 
Needy Families (TANF). 

ln fact. children are no 
longer mentioned in the pro­
posed legislation, and this ha.~ 
cleared the way for the discus­
sion to degenerate into a con­
test over who can be tougher 
on poor mothers. So, now we 
have a debate that some are 
using to castigate the morality 
of single mothers-and one 
which is woefully short on 
discussing children. or for that 
matter. Lhe realities of the pro­
gram. 

Presumably, the political 
trade-off was for TANF to be 
a block grant to state-based 
programs to move poor moth­
ers into the job market, as 
opposed to AFDC. which was 
an entitlement to support the 

housing. clothing and feeding 
of poor children. 

The philosophy ofTANF 
wru; that mothers could hft 
their children out of poverty 
by working. and that more 
money needed to go to work 
supports like child-care and 
transponation assistance than 
to poor families. Many states 
took that to heart, and de\ ised 
programs to help make that 
happen: some other states did 
nothing. 

But Congress is not debat­
ing the success of some state 
programs and setting them as 
models to the failing states 
JnsteacL. it is increasing the 
requirement that TANF recipi­
ents work. and work only. 

For the mothers. the 
change in programs instituted 
in 1996 had a catch. It 
assumed that mothers receiv­
ing benefits would do better to 
follow a govemm~nt-imposed 
view that work would dimin­
ish their poverty. 

Now. however. studies are 
showing that mothers on 
AFDC were in some ways 
better off. 

Research is showing that 
mothers on AFDC were more 
likely to get married than 
mothers on TANF. Apparently, 
mothe.-s on AFDC spent time 
developing and nurturing rela­
tionships that led to maniage. 
and often led out of poverty. 
too. 

And recently, the National 
Urban League Institute for 
Opportunity and Equality pub­
lished results showing that 
mothers on AFDC were more 
likely to go to college than 
mmhers on TANF. 

u m n 
In fact, from 1996 to 1998. 

college enrollment for welfare 
recipients dropped by 20 
points. a1lhough it simultane­
ously increased for other poor 
women during those years. 

The decline can be panially 
explained by examimng state 
policies toward postsecondary 
education. In 1996. only nine 
states did not allow welfare 
recipients to count college as a 
work activity. But by 1998. 25 
states did not allow welfare 
recipients to count college as a 
work activity. State policies 
implemented after welfare 
reform accounted for at least 
I 3 percent of the decrease in 
the probability that recipients 
would go to college compared 
to other non-recipient poor 
women ages 18 to 35 

Most alarming is the find­
ing that strict "work ftrSt" state 
pohcies are most detrimental 
to African American recipi­
ents. 

The median income for 
American women with a high 
school education is a little 
over $15.100 a year (meaning 
half make less), barely above 
the official po-...erty line of 
about $14,900 for a family of 
three. By contrast, college 
educated women have a medi­
an income of twice that 
amount. Little wonder that 
under AFDC, without any 
restriction on their time, 
women with high school 
diplomas chose to pursue a 
college education. And, given 
that half of welfare recipients 
are high school graduates. that 
would be the soundest advice 
to give them. 

In addition to the mother's 

income, and lifting children out 
of poverty, the mother's educa­
tion is a key predictor of chil­
dren's life outcomes-access to 
health care. educational attain­
ment, and the list goes on. 
Model behavior illustrated by 
mothers sho\o\ ing their children 
that education is the way out of 
poverty is essential for increas-
ing the life chances of impov- rj 
erished children. It provides a 
means for stopping intergener­
ational poverty. And, given our 
national shonage of teachers 
and nurses and computer pro­
grammers, it is in our best 
interests to encourage more 
college attendance. not less. 

Unfortunately. the House of 
Representatives prefers to mor­
alize and tell poor mothers that 
work first, and not education, is 
best for them. The contrast 
with the Congressional push on 
the estate tax - to exempt the 1• ) 
untaxed value of America's 
richest estates versus institut-
ing a policy that has been 
proven to encourage welfare 
recipients to enroll in college 
-could not be starker. 

It appears that politics 
favors the wealthy who reap 
the benefits of inheritance -
unearned wealth - over com­
passion toward and common­
sense attitudes about poor 
mothers and the futures of their 
children.

Symptoms of Parkinson's 
disease include tremors, stiff 
limbs, slow or absent move­
ment, lack of facial expressions.

Kathy Jordan contended that 
Kentucky Jaw says a dog's 
owner - in this case. Ke\ in 
Lu~by - is liable for its 
actions. 

A Jefferson Circuit Court 
judge agreed but said that 
Jordan, not Lusby. was legally 
the owner of the moment. 
Anyone who "keeps or harbors 
the dog or has it in his care'' is 
included in the law's definition 
of owner, the courts noted. 

'"Owner' in this case does 
not simply mean a person with 
a property interest in the dog." 
the appeals court said in an 
opinion by Judge Julia Tackett 
of Lexington. "The statute does 
not make a distinction between 
the legal owner or a second 
party owner; we sec no reason 
to create one here." 

Jordan presented no evi­
dence that Lusby specifically 
knew his chow was vicious, 
Tackett wrote. "When Jordan 

accepted the dog for grooming, 
she assumed the risk of being 
bitten by the dog.'' 

Judges Paul Gudgel of 
Lexington and Rick A. Johnson 
of Mayfield joined in the ruling. 

In a second canine case. the 
appeals court refused to declare 
the shooting of impounded 
dogs to be inhumane. While 
that method of euthani7.ing 
"may be morally offensive to 
some, it is the legislature's pre­
rogative, not that of this court. 
to abolish the practice," Chief 
Judge Tom Emberton said in 
the opinion. 

The ruling upheld dismissal 
of a suit by owners 01 a dog that 
was shot to death by Trimble 
County's dog warden. The 
owners - Richard and Waneta 
Ammon and their three children 
- sought among othe~ things. 
compensation for loss of affec­
tion. 

The Ammons claimed that 

dog warden Rot-crt Brewer in 
1993 wrongfully destroyed 
Huir Bear, a stray the Ammons 
had adopted on their 63-acre 
fnrm the year before. Brewer 
shot the dog, which bore no 
identification, before a reqULred 
seven-day waiting period had 
expired. 

The appeals court said it was 
undisputed that Hair Bear had 
no market value. As for its

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The registry will monitor 
care for both types. The Centers 
for Disease Control and 
Prevention has fmanced pilot 
registries in California, Georgia. 
Illinois, Massachusetts, 
Michigan, North Carolina, Ohio 
and Oregon. 

Studies already have shown 
that care varies widely, from 
state to state and among urban, 
rural and teaching hospitals. 

Why is stroke care so hard? 
Consider just one aspect, TPA. 

Each possible stroke sufferer 
must get a CT scan to be sure a 
clot exists, because TPA could 
worsen the bleeding if a patient 
were to have had a hemorrhagic 
stroke. Not every hospital has a 
technologist to run its CT scan­
ner round-the-clock, nor in­
house stroke specialists to 
examine the scan and the 
patient, relying instead on near­
by neurologists to come when 
called. 

Then there's "therapeutic 
nihilism," complains 
Schwarnrn. Some doctors still 
"don't really believe there's 
much to do about stroke .... It is 
stunning." 

It's easy for hospital admin­
istrators to shrug off misgivings 
about suboptimal care, assum­
ing their facilities couldn't be to 
blame. 

If the registries work, howev­
er, indfvidual hospitaJs ~ould 
see how their care differs from 
national treatment guidelines, 
showing where improvement 
would help, explains Dr. Dilip 
Pandey of Rush-Presbyterian­
St. Luke's Medical Center in 
Chicago, who directs illinois' 
registry. 

Each of the pilot programs, 
which include a mix of hospitals 
around the eight states, wil1 
work slightly differently. 

But the Massachusetts 
researchers, for example, are 
planning aggressive actions to 
ensure participating hospitals 
improve: doctors' computerized 
reports on each patient may one 
day link to treatment guidelines, 
forcing an explanation for dif­
ferent care. A secure Web site 
could allow participating hospi­
tals to compare with each other, 
incentive for the worst hospitals 
to make changes. 

Regardless whether the pilot 
registries ultimately work, the 
CDC urges anyone. with stroke 
symptoms to dial 911 or get to a 
hospital immediately. The faster 
help begins, the better the 
chances of survival. Symptoms 
include: 

• Sudden numbness or 
weakness of the face, arm or 
leg, especially on one side of the 
body. 

• Sudden confusion, trouble 
speaking or understanding. 

• Sudden trouble walking, 
dizziness, loss of balance or 
coordination. 

• Sudden severe headache 
with no known cause, or trouble 
seeing. 
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Secretary Tommy Thompson 
urged Americans "to rededicate 
our efforts as a nation, and as 
individuals, to protect children. 
provide them opportunity and 
good examples, and build foun­
dations that will last their life­
times." 

In a special feature this year, 
the report found that in 200 I. 19 
percent of children had at least 
one parent born outside the 
United States, up from 14 per­
cent in 1994.

bed at knee height, hang a 
metal triangle over the head of 
the bed to help change posi­
tions, and install a railing on 
the wall to help enter and exit 
the bed. 

Other everyday life tips 
include keeping a cordless 
phone handy rather than reach­
ing for a wall phone, installing 
rails on all stairwells. wearing 
clothes with elastic waste 
bands, avoiding clothes with 
small buttons or snaps, and 
wrapping wide tape around 
handles for a flrmer grip. 

Since many of the move­
ment symptoms of Parkinson's 
disease occur in people as they 
age, Gerhardt said the above 
recommendations also can 
apply to safeguarding the 
homes of the elderly. 

As for the future, there are 
many c linical and scientific 
endeavors to help Parkinson's 
disease patients. 

"Scientific and clinical 
research is focused on repairing 
and restoring function to dying 
dopamine cells in patients with 
Parkinson's disease," Gerhardt 
said. "We are trying to develop 
more effective medications to 
slow or prevent progression of 
the disease."

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Co-Pays for some Medicaid recipients, August 1 
fRANKFORT- On August 

I a new law will require certain 
Medicaid and Kentucky 
Children's Health Insurance 
Program recipients to pay a $1 
co-payment for every prescrip­
tion. The law is the result of leg­
islation approved by the 2002 

General Assembly. 
The co-pay was instituted to 

help with the deficit in the 
Medicaid budget and will allow 
recipients to share in managing 
their health costs and utilization. 

Medicaid recipients will not 
have to pay a co-payment if they 

are: 
• Under age 18. 
• Pregnant or within 60 days 

after delivering their baby. 
• In a nursing home, person­

al care home or intermediate 
care facility for people with 
mental retardatjon (ICF/MR). 

• Receiving hospice ser­
vices. 

• A state-placed foster child. 
• Enrolled in Passport 

Health (The co-payment will 
only apply to prescriptions not 
covered by Passport. For exam­
ple, they will pay a co-payment

We spent nine hours 
Saturtlay standing in the pour­
ing rain, weanng olive-tlrab 
ponchos from Wai-Mart that 
made us look hkc some weird 
order of Druids (although I 
commented at the time that I 
felt more like a moldy Smurt). 

When we returned. It took 45 
minutes to pour the water out 
of all the containers we had 
taken with us and wash off the 
wet cat hair clinging to our 
arms. I suppose it's a sad com­
mentary on my life that l find 
this entertaining. l' m con ­
vinced that they do. however 
provide several benefits.

From here you can then appre-

art. (No one has to comment 
on my yard's lovely assort­
ment of dead plants' well, 
they're not all dead; the weeds 
arc flourishing , chewed dog 
toys, dog poop and ma:t.e of 
fences; maybe I should get 
some flamingoes.)

"Ultimately, it is our goal to help 
the patient to stop being a patient 
and to feel like they have some 
control in their lives."

ed in Highlands Outpatient PT 
Services. Brewer described a sit­
uation mvolving a fibromyalgia 
patient who was confined to a 
wheelchair the majority of her 
day. When the patient came to 
PT, she was in a lot of pain. was 
in a state of depression and debil­
itation, and could only walk short ~• 
distances in her home. After par­
ticipating in physical therapy at 
Highlands over a period of three 
months, the patient no longer 
needed a wheelchair and she pro­
gressed to the point where she 
was able to purchase a member-
ship and attend Highlands 
Wellness Center. Brewer said. " 
She had been a passive partici-
pant in the treatment of her dis-
ease for over six years. Our role 
in her treatment was mostly 
instruction. education and sup­
port.'' With this assistance, she 
had quite literally taken control 
of her treatment program and 
greatly restored her quality of 
life. 

While some cases are more 
notable than other, outpat1ent 
physical therapy services can 
provide help to a vanety of peo-
ple at different ages and for dif­
ferent needs. Outpatient physical 
therapy does require a physi­
cian's order because the thera 
pists work in conjunction with 
the treatment regimen pre­
scribed by the physician. tW 
whether it is a family physician, 
an internal medicine specialist, a 
neurologist, or an orthopaedic 
surgeon.
