"It's not just making me sick. 
but other people with asthma."

Childers ' stepfather. Tim 
Helcher. who is also an Elkhorn 
City attorney, said he intends to 
file suit to force the school district 
to provide necessary accommo­
dations to ensure that she will be 
safe. State and federal law 
requires school districts to pro­
vtde for the special needs of chil­
dren with disabilities. 

Blackburn said the school 
board has considered the issue 
and found that perfume to be no 
rnore of a weapon than a pencil. 
Both can be dangerous if mis­
used, but neither should be out­
lawed, he said. 

Reicher. however. argues that 
pencils are conducive to learning. 
Perfumes are not. 

The Centers for Dtsease 
Control and the American Lung 
Association are working to create 
an asthma-friendly schools pro­
gram to encourage schools to 
become safer for asthmatics. One 
of the recommendations is to 
make sure indoor air is free of 
allergens and irritants, including 
odors from paint. cleaning sup­
plies, and perfume. 

Already, doctors in eastern 
Kentucky. a region with an 
unusually high number of child 
asthma patients. routinely post 
signs in their offices asking peo­
ple not to wear perfume or 
cologne out of respect to asthma 
patients. 

The girl's mother. Doris 
Childers. said she is angry that 
teachers and administrators have 
done so little to protect her 
daughter from potentially deadly 
sprays at school. 

"My child has had to fight all 
her life just to breathe," she said. 
"She should not have to fear for 
her life on a daily basis just to go 
to public school.·· 

Doris Childers said the school 
district did make some accommo­
dations for her daughter. includ­
ing changing the types of clean­
ing solutions used in the school 
and allowing her access to a pti­
vate restroom so that she could 
avoid breathing cigarette smoke 
in the ones used by other stu­
dents. 

Doris Childers contends that 
campus bullies got word of her 
daughter's asthma and began 
harassing her with the sprays. 

"She wasn't just sick from the 
spray,'' her mother said. "She was 
humiliated. She just wanted to 
crawl back into a cave. Wh) not 
remove the productc;. It seems so 
simple. The) can provide a safe 
environment for this child. They 
have to." 

Principal Forrest Dale Johnson 
said a ban on the products would 
be impo:.sible to enforce short of 
searching through each student"s 
pockets or purse every moming. 

··we felt like we would open 
ourselves to all sorts of criticism 
and litigation if we passed such a 
policy,'' Blackburn said. "We· ve 
tried to accommodate her without 
infringing on the rights of the 
other students." 

Blackburn said any student 
who intentionally sprays a class­
mate will be dealt with severely. 

··we won't allo\\ that to hap­
pen. regardless of policy." he 
said.

By pulling one game off the 
weekend schedule and putting it 
on national TV every Monday 
night, England's Premier 
League has borrowed a page 
from its American counterpart.

Every time the referee calls a 
foul on the Baggies, the volume 
level threatens to pop the roof off 
the grandstand.

Most Americans would find 
the scene intimidating. Not Brad 
Friedel, who guards the net for 
the visiting Blackburn Rovers. 
He is that rare American abroad, 
comfortable amid aU the chaos. 

"Football," said Friedel, 
referring to the game his coun­
trymen call soccer, "is like a reli­
gion over here." 

And "over here" bas been 
home to the U.S. national team 
goalkeeper for most of the past 
lO years. 

"I miss some family back in 
the States, but this is home now,'' 
he said. "I've just signed a four 
year deal and I don't know how 
much longer my body will hold 
out after that. But I don't see 
myself moving back anytime 
soon." 

His is the story of a world­
class athlete who realized early 
he'd have to leave Ohio to find 
fulfillment. Besides excelling at 
soccer, the 31-year-old Friedel 
was good enough to earn All­
State basketball honors and be 
invited to walk on at UCLA. 

But he wasn't quick enough 
to stay with top-of-the-line 
guards and at 6-foot-4, Friedel 
was too small to bang bodies 
under the basket. More impor­
tant, though, playing soccer for 
Bruins coach Sigi Schmid 
opened his eyes to what the big 
time might look like. 

"Sigi had us work out with all 
the athletes - basketball, vol 
leyball, track and field - and 
there were always a few

But he 
holds no illus1ons about soccer's 
place on America's sporting 
landscape.

~~ Things to Ponder: Adopted infants grow up 
The adoptive process has been 

around for years as a way for adults 
who did not conceive and/or give birth 
to a child to become the guardian/par­
ent of the child. Over the centuries, 
non-family members have taken care of 
children for various reasons, such as 
extreme disease epidemics with the par­
ents dying or severely low economic 
times, when parents were likely to feel 
they could not adequately provide for 
the children. Several years ago, there 
was a television documentary about 
how children were taken in the late 

1800's/early 1900's from the cities of 
northeastern United States and trans· 
ported by train to families in the west 
to be "adopted''. Supposedly, some of 
the children were placed 10 delightful 
homes with loving parental figure~. 
while others had to live with adults, 
who seemed only interested in how 
much work they could get the children 
to do. 

There are many types of adoptions 
with the following being the three most 
common. There is the ·'domestit•" kind 
that is through a public agency with 

adoptive services. such as a state or a 
church's social services. For example, 
my nephew was adopted through the 
florida Department of Social Services 
and was 1 months old when "we got" 
him. A second kind is ··private'', when a 
physician "connects" a pregnant 
woman, who wants her child to be 
adopted, with a couple who are inter­
ested in adopting. During the 1960's, 
this process became known as the "gray 
market" for adopting babies. My three 
nieces \\ere adopted this way as new­
b<>ms. In this latter process. there is a 

lawyer to prepare "all the papers" and 
the individuals adopting the child pay 
for the mother-to-be and baby's med­
ical expenses regarding the pregnancy, 
birth, and all legal fees. Another ver­
sion of the private method is the "open" 
adoption. TI1is type involves the biolog­
ical mother interviewing the prospec­
tive adoptive parents with the two sets 
of parents eventually arnving on final 
agreement about the biological mother 
maintaining contact with the child

outcomes of adoptions, 
whether or not they are suc­
cessful is not known.

children. are returned by the 
adoptive parents to the 
agency, which was in charge 
of the adoption.

Allen Central's "Central 
Finance Bank," the name 
chosen by the school's stu­
dent body, offers students, 
teachers, and school clubs a 
variety of banking options 
including savings accounts.

This can be one very loud 
sound, like an explosion, or repeated 
exposure to moderately noisy environ· 
ment'i. as occur~ in many factories. .Ear 
damage may also result from repeated 
exposure to loud music even though you 
wouldn't call this "noise." Other causes 
of tinnitus include disorders such as mid­
dle- or inner-ear infection. jaw problems 
(e.g. TMJ disorder). twnors of the 
acoustic nerve. hardening of the arteries 
or other blood \ e::.sel abnoonalities. or 
even muscle spasm of the tiny muscle 
that moves the bones of the middle ear. 

1ltc treatment of tinnitus is dependent 
upon the cause. so without knowing the 
cause of your condition I can't give you 
specific recommendations. However. I 
can give you some general expe~:tations. 
About 25 percent of those with tinnitus 
get substantial improvement with treat­
ment. about 50 percent get some 
improvement, and the remaining 25 per­
cent get no bener despite the best of care. 
Fortunately, only a very few will have 
worsening of symptoms to the point of 
being seriously disabled by them.

her search and her questions, the 
friend did not seek any information 
about her biological family until after 
her adoptive father died. The woman 
was eventually successful in locating 
her famil) of origin. She learned that 
she had been the youngest of four 
children. her biological mother had 
died. and her biological father did not 
feel that he had any better choices for 
his children's care than to adopt them 
to different individuals. (Typtcally, an 
effort is made not to separate chil­
dren.) The friend descnbed how she 
enjoyed meeting and being with her 
"brothers and sisters," but she also 
acknowledged that she felt that her 
"family'' had been and would always 
be her adoptive parents and their 
extended family. As with other family 
issues, there are times when each per­
son will react in his or her own spe­
cific way to a situation. whether it ts 
positive with contentment and happi­
ness or is negative with sadness and 
anger. 

Although being adopted is not 
alwa) s a signiticant psychological 
issue for eve f) "adopted" adult client. 
there are individuals. who continue to 
have emotional difficulties as adults, 
as a result of their having been adopt­
ed in infancy. In obtaining a history of 
her childhood, a woman recently 
described how being adopted had a 
negative impact on her life. Mainly, 
she felt that she had not been treated 
as an equal to her older brothers over 
the years. However, her being told a 
year ago that she was adopted had

been helpful. "It all made sense." She 
was told how she had been adopted 
because her adoptive mother wanted a 
girl. However, "My older brothers 
inherited everything when ::.he died in 
the 1980's." An impression was that 
her life had been a contradiction. She 
had been supposedly wanted to fill a 
specific role within the family. but 
had not received the respect of the 
role, that of being a daughter. Another 
frequent reaction by adults adopted as 
infants is that they often report feeling 
"emotionally abandoned and reject­
ed" by their biological mother. no 
matter how appropriate their adoptive 
family was with them. It seems what­
ever justiticarions are used for the 
biological mother to "give up the 
child" for adoption. the one adopted 
feels as though he is not valued by the 
number one person in his life. Even 
though fathers are also very important 
people in a child's life. the mothers 
are created to be better able to supply 
the basic needs of the small infant in 
order to sun ive. such as nurturance 
and protection. A typical outcome for 
individuals feeling rejected ill emo~ 
tions reflecting a sense of victimiza~ 
tion, with depressive. anxious and 
angf) feelings '' ith low self-percep­
tions - self-esteem. self-worth. and 
self-confidence. He often perceives 
himself as generall) not worthy 
and/or mcapable of being as good as 
others.

Knowing that synthetic oils 
last longer than crude-based 
oils and gi,en the oil monitor­
ing system on the ETC, when 
the message appears that I now 
have zero percent oil life, is 
this correct? ls the fact that I'm 
using a synthetic taken into 
account? - Wilson B .• e-mail 
from Pueblo West, Colo. 

A· Wilson, the GM oil mon­
itonng systems operate on 
miles run instead of actual oil 
in the crankcase. Thus, the 
car's system does not care 
whether the oil is crude or syn­
thetic based. When you get an 
oil-life reading, it is correct as 
to the actual oil life based on 
miles traveled between oil 
changes. 

GM uses an advanced algo­
rithm that determines how fast 
the oil life reading changes 
from 100 percent to zero, tak­
ing into account such things as 
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engine rpm, engine operating 
temperature, etc. However, the 
system does not compensate 
for dirt and dust, so you want 
to change the oil before the 
computer 1ndicates it is time 
for a change. If you run low on 
oil, you will be notified by 
another gauge or light - a 
"low oil level" indicator. 

1 have spoken with several 
oil companies, and they all 
point out that synthetic oil still 
has basically the same drain 
interval between changes as 
crude. Even though synthetics 
have all of those great protec-

Here are my suggestions:

Do "multivalve" engines 
have real advantages for aver­
age motorists? Many years ago, 
I enjoyed reading Smokey 
Yunick's articles in Popular 
Science. In an article on 
engines, Smokey said that there 
is no advantage, to most drivers. 
He said that multi valve engines 
have value only at high rpm (i.e., 
for people who dnve very fast). 
What's more, gas mileage doesn't 
seem to have improved with all of 
these multi valve engines out there 
now. What do you think of 
Smokey's comments? - Charles 

RAY: 
What a coincidence; Smokey 

Yunick is what we call my brother 
every time he lights a cigar . 

TOM: 
fn this case, I don't happen to 

agree with Smokey. Valves are all 
about breathing. And the more 
valves you have - up to a point 
- the better your engine can 
breathe. By breathing, we mean 
getting a fresh charge of gasoline 
and air into a cylinder and then 
getting the spent exhaust out of 
there. 

RAY: 
The easiest way to see this is to 

draw a circle. That represents ilie 
top of a cylinder. Now draw the 
two largest circles you can fit 

tion properties, it can still 
become dirty. Therefore, I rec­
ommend changing all types of 
oil at 3.000 to 4.000 mile inter­
vals

You can see that there's a lot of 

wasted space. Now, if you draw 
four circles (i.e., valves) inside 
that first circle, you can fill up a 
lot more space. open up a lot 
more of U1e top of the cylinder 
and get a lot more stuff in and out. • 
That means you get more power 
out of each strOke. 

RAY: 
And while it certainly helps 

most at higher rpm, because that's 
when you're asking the most of 
your engine. it makes a difference 
at moderate rpm, too. 

TOM: 
And while, in and of them­

selves, extra valves don't improve 
your mileage, they do increase the 
amount of power you can get • 
from the same engine. So if you 
wanted to, you could dlen 
decrease the size and weight of a 
car's engine without giving up 
power. And THAT would increase 
your gas mileage. 

RAY: 
But alas. car manufacturers 

haven't done that Instead, they've 
gone horsepower Craz) Instead of 
using all U1e increased efficiencies 
over the years to improve 
mileage, they've used them to 
increase power. 

TOM: 
This is so we can all drive 

faster into bridge abutments while 
we're talking on our cell phones, 
instead of conserving gas to 
decrease our dependence on for­
eign oil. 

RAY:

But that's not the fault of ilie 
valves, Charles. It's the fault of 
car companies. We could easily 
have higher-mileage cars if we all ~ 
insisted on it.
