School band supporters plot 
slrategy to •save the music~

PRESTONSBURG - The 
quest to "save the music" in 
Floyd County schools continues 
as concerned parents and com­
munity members attended a 
meeting held in the band room of 
Prestonsburg High School in an 
attempt to come up with alterna­
tives to allow band programs to 
continue in elementary and mid­
dle schools. 

Diane Pickard Hall, parent of 
an Adams Middle School band 
student, and Navajo Austin, pres­
ident of the band booster club, 
voiced their concerns at the 
meeting. 

"If we don't have feeder pro­
grams, our high schools will not 
have any band in about two 
years.'' Austin said. 

Hall said that band cutbacks 

in elementary schools will 
severely decrease the number of 
band students in high schools. 

"The chances of students 
picking up instruments in the 
ninth grade are very low," Hall 
said. 

Johnnie Ross, member of the 
board of education, offered some 
possible solutions to the problem 
as well as ,.,. hy it happened in the 
ftrst place. 

''I think it can be both a board 
issue and a site-based co~ncil 
issue," Ros::. said. "When we 
voted on consolidation. we 
agreed that money would be set 
aside for counselors, library, art. 
music, physical education and 
technology." 

Ross said that when the site­

The law passed two years ago that lowered the threshold at 
which drivers are presumed drunk appears to be working. 

The percentage of fatalities in which alcohol was a cause has 
declined since Kentucky became the 18th state to lower the blood 
alcohol level threshold to .08 percent - down from .1 0 percent 
- and adopted a battery of other tough laws on drunken driving. 

In 2001, 29 percent of the traffic fatalities in the common­
wealth were related to alcohol. In 2000, 31.2 percent of the high­
way deaths were tied to alcohol. 

The last time Kentucky saw a marked decline in alcohol-relat­
ed fatalities was in 1990 when the state enacted the 0.10 thresh­
old. 

Still, 194 people died on Kentucky roads in alcohol-related 
crashes last year. Any number of traffic fatalities in which alcohol 
is involved is too many. 

Yet, while there may be other factors at play, we can celebrate 
the fact that the share of alcohol-related fatalities have declined 
since the lower blood alcohol level. 

Of course, just passing a law is never enough. The public also 
must be educated about the tougher penalties. police must crack 
down and judges must hold all accountable. That is happening, 
too, according to Sara McKinney, chairwoman of the Kentucky 
chapter of Mothers Against Drunken Driving. 

"When you enact strong new legislation, when you've got your 
education component there, when your law enforcement and high­
way safety advocates and criminal justice system are all working 
together. you get results," McKinney said.

Music builds 
academic 
success 

It has come to my attention 
that the Floyd County superin­
tendent of schools and the 
board of education, et al, have 
decided to prohibit the vital 
concept of an active school 
band in favor or teaching 
"musical theory" in several of 
the middle schools in the Floyd 
County area. This is particular­
ly disturbing to me for a very 
personal reason - my nephew 
attends Adams Middle School 
and was once very active in 
developing a strong musical 
interest by playing in their 
band that is now - to use a 
tcnn appropriate to this time of 
year - simply a ghost. 

This decision - one that I 
understand has been applied 
rather selectively to several of 
the middle schools only -
defies all sensible logic to me. 

It is a well-documented fact 
that the overall educational 
system proficiency in our 
country as a whole is lacking 
in many of the sound funda­
mentals that several of our 
Western European, and particu­
larly our Asian, counterparts 
enjoy. Our school test scores, 
particularly in those subjects 
requiring conceptual applica­
tion of thought, are far less 
than adequate when measured 
worldwide. Direct evidence of 
this is the 2001 Program for 
International Student 
Assessment, which ranked the 
aptitude level of 15-year-olds 
in 32 of the world's most­
developed countries. and which 
assessed the United States' 
ranking as follows: 15th in 
overall literacy (reading and 
writing). 18th in math and I 4th 
in science. Further geographi­
cally local evidence of this is 
cited in the 1998 World

Medical board must use new authority, critics say

LOUISVILLE The 
Kentucky Board of Medical 
Licensure must be aggressive 
with its new authority to probe 
the backgrounds of out-of-state 
doctors who start practicing

Kentucky General Assembly 
granted the board the authority 
to do criminal background 
checks. 

Such a check would have 
enabled the board in 1996 to 

discover that Fortune Williams 
had lied on his license applica­
tion when he said he had never 
been arrested. But the board 
did not learn of a 1987 drug 
arrest in California until after 
Willinms was licensed. 

Last year, Williams was 
charged with illegally prescrib­
ing prescription drugs.

Inflammatory bowel disease is a 

• silent but devastating chronic 
condition with symptoms that 
last a lifetime. But. many people 
don't know what lBO is and 
majority of those who suffer 
from lBO don't want to talk 
about it. 

But, more than I million peo· 
pie suffer from IBD. which 
refers to either Crohn's disease 
or ulcerative colitis. More than 
likely most people know some­
one or they themselves suffer 
from one of these two condi­
tions. 

"IBD is one of the more dif­
ficult chronic illnesses to live 
with because we are raised in a 
society where you are expected 
to be in control of your bowel 
movements by the age of 2 or 3." 
said Trina Van Guilder. R.N .• 
nurse manager for the University 
of Kentucky Endoscopy Center 
at UK Hospital. 

"These diseases are life-long 
conditions, but a majority of 
people can lead nonnal produc-

• tive lives. They can have a 
career, a family and a social life, 
but may need to find more cre­
ative ways to achieve this. I 
always tell patients, 'You are in 
control of your disease. If you 
let it control )IOU, you~ qualitr of 
life will suffer."' 

People with Crohn 's suffer 
from irritated, inflamed or 
swollen walls in their gastroin­
testinal tract. The small or large 
intestine (the colon), the stom­
ach, mouth and rectum can be 
involved. 

• Ulcerative colitis results in 
inflammation of the large intes­
tine only. Both conditions usual· 
ly have symptoms of abdominal 
pain and cramping, watery or 
frequent bowel movements, 
intestinal bleeding, and loss of 
appetite, which can result in 
weight loss. 

Because people who suffer 
from these diseases often have 
difficulties absorbing nutrients, 
their body can be deficient of 

41 nutrients, vitamins and minerals. 
Maintaining good nutrition 
sometimes becomes critical to 
those with IBD. 

Other secondary conditions, 
such as arthritis, skin rashes, 
fatigue and joint pain, can result 
because of an IBD outbreak. 

Both Crohn 's and ulcerative 
colitis are controlled most com­
monly by medication. At this 
time. there is no known cause or 
cure for the disease, however 
very aggressive research is in 
progress. 

i, IBD does not discriminate. It 
can occur in males or females 
alike, but usually is diagnosed 
between the ages of 15 and 25. 

"If you have symptoms or a 
change in bowel habits. you 
should not hes1tate in talking to a 
health care provider,'' Van 
Ou1lder !iBid. "Chanaes in bowel 
hnblts are also indicator of colon 
cancer. 

"Often people hcsluue to so 
to a doctor If they arc constipat· 
ed, have diarrhea or a little blood 
in their stool, But, if these symp· 
toms nre a change In your habit 
that continue to occur, you 

'J should see your doctor.'' 
Diagnosis is usually done by 

a combination of a patient's his· 
tory and n physical exam, includ­
ing lnboratory tests, X-rays, and 
findings on endoscopy and 
pathology tests.

Prescfption drug abuse a 
killer in Eastern Kentuckv 

The Associated Press 

SOUTH SHORE - Navy 
veteran Paul Bailey had filled 
his prescriptions for a painkiller, 
a tranquilizer and a muscle 
relaxant from a South Shore 
doctor. 

There were so many 
painkillers - 180 - that a 
pharmacist had to divide the 
tablets between two bottles. 

On Sept. 27, 200 I, Bnile) 's 
wife found him dead of a drug 
overdose in their trailer in 
Grayson. He was 35. 

Federal and state lnw 
enforcement officers allege that 
Bailey was one of thousands of 
drug abusers \\hose addictions 
were fed by five doctors who 
practiced at various times since 
1996 in a clinic in tiny South 
Shore that is owned by Dr. 
David Procter. 

Bailey's doctor, Rodolfo 
Santos; Procter: and the three 
other doctors have been indicted 
on state or federal charges that 
they illegally prescribed pre­
scription drugs at Procter's clin­
ic and at offices that three of the 
doctors opened in the area, 

South Shore is an Ohio River 
town in Eastern Kt·ntucky with 
1,200 residents, t\\ o sets of stop­
lights and three drugstores. Law 
enforcement officials allege that 
because of an easy supply of 
drugs and the town's proximity 
to other states, patients came to 
Procter's clinic from more than 
100 miles away - from Ohio, 
West Virginia, Indiana and as far 
as Michigan. 

At least nine of them died of 
overdoses in the last several 
years. according to the federal 
Drug Enforcement 
Administration and the Greenup 
County coroner. 

"Those pills, it's like they 
just took over his life," Bailey's 
wife. Fiona, told The Courier­
Journal as tears welled in her 
blue eyes. "And these doctors, 
as long as he had the money ... 
they'd give him whatever he'd 
want." 

Prescription drug abuse is a 
nationwide prob1em, but in east­
em Kentucky, the excessive use 
of painkillers and tranquilizers 
- widely called "nerve pills" 
- is fostered by the region's 
poverty. joblessness and despair. 

Some abusers start using 
drugs for legitimate pam, while 
others favor prescripuon drugs 
over illicit drugs because they 
don't need to buy them in street 
deals or burglarize drugstores, 
said Tony King, resident agent 
in charge of the DEA office in 
Louisville. 

Instead, they become "doctor 
shoppers" - addicts who visit 
several doctors and pharmacists 
to get multiple prescriptions. 

Procter's South Shore prac­
tice, and other clinics it spun off 
in Garnson and Paintsville, 
were allegedly the major suppl i~ 
ers in northeastern Kentucky, 
according to Cliff Duvall, com­
monwealth's attorney for 
Greenup and Lewis counties. 

"Why steal it'l Just go in and 
get it from the doctor," Duvall 
said. 

One of the doctors who 
worked for Procter. Steven 
Snyder, has pleaded guilty and 
surrendered his medical license, 
He is cooperating with federal 
prosecutors and told the DEA 

after his arrest that at Procter's 
direction. he wrote prescriptions 
for controlled substances 10 to 
12 hours a day, according to 
records of the Kentucky Board 
of Mcdrcal L1censure.

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tions of thought apply to both of 
these disciplines. The very same 
conceptual orientation of 
thought that can produce under­
standing of complex mathemati­
cal algorithms can be used to 
read and interpret a sheet of 
musical composition from Bach 
- or vice versa It is no wonder 
to me that when the first 30-ton 
behemoth computer was manu­
factured in the late 1950s that 
they recruited not only mathe­
maticians to assist with the pro­
gramming of it, but also musi­
cians. 

And. without a doubt, many 
of you may also be thinking that 
teaching "musical theory" is a 
good substiblte for actual play­
ing time in the band. For those 
of you who have ventured into 
the realm of calculus - or for 
those of you who haven't - I 
defy you to understand and 
apply the most basic theory of it 
- the limit - without at least 
doing a couple of practice prob­
lems by using the very basic 
mathematical defmition of it 

By limiting these middle 
schools • curriculum. I believe 
that Floyd County bas DOC only 
limited the kids' opportunity for 
personal expression and educa­
tional growth through the liberal 
arts disciplines, but also other 
disciplines - those scientific in 
nature - that may benefit from 
this understanding and applica­
tion of those intangibles of the 
thought processes and personal 
growth values that this musical 
expression and perception are 
based in. It would seem by this 
limitation that Floyd County 
schools are also guilty of one of 
the biggest fallacies in this 
country's educational process­
that we are teaching kids more 
of what to think rather than bow 
to think. 

In closing, I wiU leave you 
with a quote to ponder regarding 
this issue - a quote from a fair­
ly respected mathematician and 
scientist: 

"It is essential that the stu­
dent acquire an understand of 
and a lively feeling for values. 
He must acquire a vivid sense of 
the beautiful and of the morally 
good. Otherwise, he - with 
(all) his specialized knowledge 
- more closely resembles a 
well-trained dog than a harmo­
niously developed person." -
Albert Einstein.

Had we known the extent of 
the officer's injuries. we could 
have certainly made that point 
clear in the story, negating any 
needless worry by the offict:r's 
family and friends.

given its minor nature. 

But for \\ hatever reason, 
whether it was an inabilit) to get 
back to us before deadline or an 
outright refusal to discuss the 
case, that information never got 
to us. As a result of that lack of 
communication, we made a 
decision to publish the stOI) we 
had. based on the information 
we had at the time. 

While this is only an exam­
ple. and a very minor one at that. 
it is pretty much par for the 
course. Police often criticize the 
media for publishing incorrect 
or misleading information, and 
while I would venture to say that 
doesn't happen very frequently. 
when it does it is usually 
because the police are unwilling 
or unable to share the informa­
tion they have. 

But that is the lot of a jour­
nalist's life - always subject to

What 
makes 
fall color? 

by RAY TACKETT 

The intensity of faU color 
and time of peak color vary. 
and are determined by com­
plex environmental factors, 
as well as the genetic make· 
up of the plants themselves. 
These factors vary by plant 
and by geographic area. 

What happenstoleaves 
in the autumn? In summer, 
leaves are green because of a 
group of pigments known as 
chlorophyJls. Chlorophy I Is 
are vital to the tree's food­
making process, called pho­
tosynthesis. Leaves manu­
facture simple sugars from 
water and carbon dioxide, 
using energy captured from 
the sun by the chJorophylls. 
These sugars are the sole 
source of the carbohydrates 
needed for the tree's growth 
and development. 

In the food-making 
process. chlorophylls break 
down and are continually 
"used-up." However, the tree 
replenishes them all through 
the growing 
season. As long as replace­
ment remains high, the 
leaves stay green. As fall 
approaches, influences 
inside and outside of the 
plant cause the chlorophylls 
to be replaced at a slower 
rate. Shorter days cause a

As the supply of chlorophylls 
dwindles, other pigments that 
may have been present in the 
leaf all along, are slowly 
unmasked and begin to show 
through. 

Unmasked pigments include 
the carotenoids, which result in 
brilliant yellows and oranges. 
Some trees where carotenoids 
are conspicious include ash, 
maple, aspen, birch, black cher­
ry, cottonwood, tulip tree, and 
sycamore. 

Another group of pigments, 
called anthocyanins. are respon­
sible for the reds. pu{Pies. and 
blended combinations of these 
colors.

these pigments have not been 
present in the leaf all seuon. 
Instead, they develop in late 
summer in the sap of the leaf 
cells. Their fonnation depends 
on the breakdown of sugars in 
the presence of bright light, 
while the level of phosphate in 
the leaf is reduced. 

Phosphate is at a high level 
during the growing season. but 
in autumn it moves out of the 
leaf and into the stem of the 
plant. When this happens, the 
sugar breakdown process 
changes, leading to the produc­
tion of anthocyanin pigments. 
1be brighter the light, the more 
anthocyanins are produced and 
the more brilliant the color. The 
brightest colors develop with 
autumn days are sunny and 
cool, along with nights that are 
chilly but not freezing. All of 
this information frees "Jack 
Frost" from having anythmg to 
do with fall coloration!

HOUSES AND HOMES 
Human habitats past and present 

In Ancient Rome, the poor 
lived In crowded tenement 
blocks called Insulae. The 
wealthy Hved in mansions 
called domus. Entire blocks of 
Roman houses have been 
found at Pompeii, Italy. 
Preserved in ash from the 
volcano Vesuvius, these 
homes were made of brick 
with tile roofs. Many of the 
homes had heating and 
Inside toilets. 

Egyptian houses were built 
from bricks of sun-dried mud 
and chopped straw. City hous­
es were narrow buildings with 
four or five floors. The lower 
class had one-room huts, 
while the typical middle class 
Egyptian lived in a one- or 
two-story house with at least 
three rooms. The very wealthy 
had huge mansions with 
orchards and gardens. The 
exterior was smoothed over 
with mud and then painted. 

Wattle and daub 
Viking houses, also called longhouses, used a 
variety of building materials depending on the 
region where they were built. Wattle and daub, 
wood, turf, straw and stones were all used. Many 
houses had only one room with very little furniture. 
With no windows and only a small hole in the roof 
to release the smoke of the cooking fire, many of 
these homes were dark and smelly inside.

American Indian homes 
American Indian houses and shelters were extremely varied, both in materials 
and in the way they were constructed. Native dwellings were built to suit the cli­
mate with materials that were abundant to a region. Tribes that moved frequently 
tended to create lightweight shelters that were easy to transport. Today, many 
American Indians live in modem homes of wood or brick, but some prefer to 
build and live in traditional native homes.
