Testimony heard in officers' trial

PIKEVILLE -The federal civil 
rights trial of Floyd County Deputy 
Sheriff Bobby Hackworth and 
Dayton police officer Terry 
Meadows, accused of violating the 
civil rights of Amos Blackburn dur­

Thursday with witness testimony 
from both the prosecution and the 
defense. 

The first witness called to testify 
was Montagaile Burkett. According 
to her testimony, the incident involv­
ing the officers and Amos Blackbum 
took place at the end of her drive­
way. 

"I woke up hearing cursing and 
yelling," Burkett said 

Prosecutors then asked Burkett 
what she saw when she went to the 
door to investigate the sounds. 

.. A police officer had a man down 
on the blacktop and was hitting him 
and cursing hint,'' Burkett said. 

According to Burkett, the man 
was handcuffed behmd his back and 
was face down on the blacktop. 

Burkett identified the officer that 
was hitting Blackburn as Terry 

MeadO\\s. When asked about 
Hackworth, Burkett said he was 
standing beside the patrol car with 
the radio in his hand. 

Burkett then said that she later 
identified the man on the ground as 
Amos Blackburn.

New bureaucracy won't 
make borders secure 

What Sept II, 2001, could not accomplish, Nov. 5, 2002. may. Pushed 
by a president substantially harder to defy, the returning Senate this week 
was moving close to establishing a Department of Homeland Security. 

On the drop-dead issue of whether employees of the new department 
should forfeit their civil service and union protection, senators were worl<ing 
on a compromise. Given the importance of the cause. the Senate must find 
one. But that's just the beginning. 

The United States needs and does not have a computer database that gives 
state and local police agencies access to the terrorist watch list lt needs and 
does ~ot have a means of tracking down immigrants who overstay their visas 
and disappear. It needs and does not have a means of protecting airplanes 
from cargo, as well as passengers, and incoming trucks, trains and ships. too. 
Its states, counties and cities need help in protecting themselves against ter­
rorists because they do are too short of funds to protect themselves. 

Last month George Tenet, head of the Central Intelligence Agency, 
warned Congress that Al-Qaeda is ''corning after us" and "planning to strike 
the homeland again." About the same time, a panelled by former Sens. Gary 
Hart and Warren Rudman said the United States ''remains dangerously 
unprepared" to respond to a terrorist attack at home. 

This week .Bob Graham, chairman of the Senate Intelligence Committee, 
told the Washington Post that the FBI still doesn't know ''where the terrorists 
are, how many are here, what their intentions are .... No evidence I've seen 
shows they have a sense of urgency or a thoughtful plan or very much infor­
mation to ~redicate a plan on." Referring to the approach of war with Iraq, 
Graham srud "There will be hell to pay'' if the United States doesn't do better 
in the next 60 days. 

A Department of Homeland Security would put one giant umbrella over 
177,~ people and parts of 22 agencies that have some role in protecting 
Amenca from attack. Presumably, then, they would be more likely to talk to 
each other and less likely to duplicate efforts. 

But preswnably is a mighty big word, especially when one considers that 
~ 77,~ people are very nearly how many live in Peoria County. Just try to 
una&':ne a bureaucracy that would employ all of them and do so efficiently. 
Or think about the problems of communication and duplication that occur in 
a business employing, say, just 400. The major effect of shifting people out 
of one federal department and into another could be to create a bigger and 
more cumbe':<>me bureaucracy. Beyond that. the merger is supposed to take 
years; war w1th Iraq could be 60 days away. another terrorist attack. 60 min­
utes. 

Given these difficulties, the best to expect from a cabinet-level security 
department might be the light it could shine on the need for protection. 
~maps such a de~ent would have the cache to push passage of legisla­
tlo~ that wo~ld prov1de elll:ergency funding for first-responders (ftrefighters, 
police, pubhc health agenc1es, etc.) to a terrorist attack. President Bush 
promi~ $3.5 billion earlier in the year. but legislation authorizing the 
expenditure has stalled in the Senate. Or maybe it could persuade the presi­
dent to release the $2.5 billion Congress voted this summer to give local 
governments for security. 

Local law enforcement agencies that helped secure the nation's airports 
were promised federal help they haven't gotten. The Coast Guard fleet needs 
modernization. Hiring new FBI intelligence analysts and border guards is on 
hold because of funding. Implementing the recommendations of the 
Rudm~~Hart co~ssion could cost $20 billion. The American Hospital 
Association says 1ts members need help to prepare. Protection won't come 
cheap, ~t we are crazy not to make the money available, even if it means 
postponmg further tax cuts. 

So count us among the moderately pleased that a Department of 
Homeland Security may soon take shape. But count us, too, among those 
who doubt that creating a new federal bureaucracy is the best way to do thls 
job.

NEW YORK - The creative 
force behtnd Spider-Man. the 
Incredible Hulk and Daredevil 
filed a $10 million lawsuit 
Tuesday. chaq;ing his old comic 
book company is cheating him out 
of millions of dollars in movie 
profits. 

Stan Lee, who crafted a 
menagerie of superpowered 
heroes with very human flaws, 
nO\\ cla1ms Marvel Entertainment 
Inc. has tried to shut him out of the 
"jackpot" success of this sum­
mer's "Spider-VIan" movie. 

Lee's attorneys filed court 
papers in Manhattan federal court, 
claiming that Marvel signed a deal 
to give their client 10 percent of 
any profits from his chara<..ters 
used 10 films and televtsion 
shows. 

"Spider-Man" has been the 
year's biggest hit, grossing more 
than $400 million domestically -

but the 80-year-old Lee says he 
hasn't seen a penny. 

"Despite reaping en01mous 
benefits from Mr. Lee's creations, 
defendants have failed and refused 
to honor their commitments to 
him," the lawsuit charges.

The sagacious Trout was 
asked recently to explain 
whence came the expression, 
"I would as leave to stand," or 
some ~ucb combination of 
words.

The Pleiades. or "Seven Sisters." as it 
is common!) referred to, was another 
subject that was pinpolllted for discussion 
as the skies darkened around the crowd 
and the stars became brighter and 
increasingly more distmct. 

What appears to the unaided eye to be 
a small. fuzi'.y patch of light just west of 
the constellation Taurus the Bull. can 
actually be detem1ined to be a collection 
ofse\eral faint stars upon close examina­
tion.

all types of people. Briefly. it 
is where the relationship 
between two people depends 
upon their relationship with a 
third person . As with other sit­
uation~ among three or more 
individuals. their relation­
shtps might be productive or 
dysfunctional. These triangles 
can begin earl) in life. Family 
triangles are usually ineffec­
tive from the perspective of 
famil) therap) . Each individ­
ual's behavior maintains and 
i:s maintained b) the system. 

Victims and villains of the 
triangulation of relationships 
are hard to identify and it 
often takes several sessions to 
understand what has really 
been going on between the 
panies. An example would be 
parents with an only child, an 
18-year-old daughter, who is 
attending college, still living 
at home. and has had some 
legal difficulties related to 
dntgs. The father originally 
sought therapy for hunself. 
due to depressiOn related to 
issues with and about his 
daughter. Although he worked 
and ''as a "good provider.''

Since there usuall) is 
an important family member 
enabling inapprop1iate behav­
iors, such as the use of sub­

Solving English puzzle first key 
to reader's dizziness problem

but can be a symptom of many different 
disorders. Generally, very mild dizzi­
ness or light-headedness is not a signif­
icant medical problem. It can be caused 
b} getting blood drawn, by pain or by 
standing up too quickly after lying 
down. Many times, the cause of a mild 
temporary spell of dizziness is never 
found. Stress and fatigue also cause the 
light-headed type of dizziness. 

sinuses, or tumors in the ear. An inner­
ear condition called Meniere's disease 
often produces not only vertigo but also 
hearing loss. 

Another cause of vertigo is an under­
lying, or systemic, disease. Common 
examples include atrial fibrillation, 
stroke, tumor, anemia or slow heart rate 
due to heart block. Finally, some med­
ications can cause severe vertigo. 

you should see your family physician 
for an evaluation. Severe dizziness can 
be a sign of a serious medical condition. 

Your physician will probably take a 
complete medical history. give you a 
physical exam and request blood tests 
and imaging (X-rays or cr scans) to 
arrive at a diagnosis. If your dizziness 
is due to a problem in the ears, it can 
probably be treated easily with rest and 
medication. If the cause turns out to be 
something more systemic, then it will 
be necessary to treat whatever underly­
ing disease is causing your symptoms. 

QAbout two months ago I started get· 
ting real dizzy at bedtime and in the 
morning. If I try to get up during the 

night or in the morning, I fall back on the 
bed. I'm then okay all day, but at bedtime 
it's back again. It went away for two weeks 
and now 1s back. I have no other symptoms 
- no ringing in the ear, no problems with 
my eyes and no heart problems. It's just the 

The first issue to look at is more a mat­
ter of English usage than stricti} a med­

·ical question. The common term 
''dtzziness" often means different 
things to different people - including 
doctors. One of the first challenges in 
evaluating someone who says they are 
feeling "d1zzy" is to determine exactly 
what they mean by this term. 

The inner ear is the ''balance center" 
for the body, and frequently disease in 
that organ system can be responsible for 
diuiness. When the ear is the problem, 
the diZI.iness is usually of the "vertigo 
type." This type of dizziness is more 
severe, lasts longer and can be associat­
ed w1th nausea and vomiting. 
Commonly a change of head position 
will make the vertigo form of dizziness 
worse. 

So, as you can see, there are many 
possible causes of the dizziness that 
you are experiencing. It's not possible 
for me to assess the exact nature of your 
dizziness from what you say in your e­
mail. If, by the time you read this col­
umn, your symptoms have gone away, 
there's probably no reason to seek med­
ical attention. Perhaps, your problem 
was nothing more than an on-again, off­
again dizzy spell due to psychological 
stress. transient pain or a minimal 
injury. However, if your episodes of 
dizziness are becoming more severe,

• dizziness. What could be causing this prob­
lem? 

ABcfore I answer your specific 
question, I need to give you 
some background on dizziness. 

Some people use ·'dizzy" to mean a 
lightheaded or unsteady feeling. but 
others use it to describe the sensation 
that the room is spinning. Phystcians 
tend to use "vertigo'' to denote the spin­
ning-room feeling. 

Vertigo can also be a symptom of 
trauma to the ear from an accident or 
inJury, bacterial infection in the ear or Dizziness is not a disease in itself.

the Pleiades have existed in the 
cosmos for about I 00 million 
years and that a spectacular sight 
may be beheld with the use of a 
standard pair of binoculars. 
Handing out a few pairs of binoc­
ulars that were on site that 
evening, Shubinski instructed the 
youngsters to lie down, flat of 
their backs, and, looking through 
the binoculars, aim their sights 
directly at the star cluster. A 
cacophony of "oohs'' and "aahs" 
soon followed. 

"When I was a young boy," 
Shubinski said. ''I spent many 
hours gazing at the stars in exact­
ly this manner. It's a really great 
way to stargaze." 

Cathy Neeley, outreach educa­
tion coordinator for the center. 
said, "You know, I've found that 
just a regular, $30 pair of 'Wal­
Mart' binoculars. works just as 
well for looking at the stars as any 
of the other really expensive pairs 
I've ever used. I guess a lot of 
people wouldn't think to use 
binoculars for stargazing. but they 
work really weU .. , 

As the evening wore on, the 
team focused their lenses on both 
the "bright" and "dark'' s1de.s of 
the moon. the Milky Way ("the 
Milky Way is really the edge of 
the universe," said Shubinski), the 
planet Saturn, and a what 
appeared to be a small 
''waterspot" on the telescope lens 
but was actually a "small galaxy" 
adrift in the heavens. 

Stopping every so often to re­
focus and shift the telescopes in 
order to compensate for the 
earth's movement, the love of 
astronomy shared by the science 
team quickly spread throughout 
the night visitors who were, for 
the most part. reluctant to leave 
the mountaintop as the evening 
deepened. 

As visitors thanked the team 
for allowing them the opportunity 
to stargaze and ask questions, they 
slowly began to depart, but not 
without ftrSt being offered a small 
snack of a "Milky Way" candy 
bar or a "Moon Pie" dessert, by 
center volunteer, LaDonna Patton. 

If you missed last week's "Star 
Party" and wish you'd been there, 
don't despair. The star parties are 
scheduled to continue for "at least 
as long as the weather will allow" 
according to Thomas.

Similar to the S60 we drove last 
Wl..>ek, the SSO offers lots of cargo 
room. The deep trunk and high 
trunk line make for easy loading 
and unloading. Be it golf clubs or 
grocenes, you'll find more than 
enough fl:)(lm in a Volvo. 

'The SSO comes standard with a 
dual stage aubag system for both 
driver and front-seat passenger, 
something we tested in a real-life 
broadside coi!Lc;ion. Yes, we racked 
this Volvo up, but thankfully no 
one was hurt and it wa.<>n 't our 
fault. When "'e \\ere hit, the inflat­
able window curtains and side­
impact airbags on the passenger 
side went off flawlessly.

It's not that the Tundra -
which is a "best buy" from 
Consumer Digest magazine, a 
recommended buy of Consumer 
Reports and 1s cited as the best 
full·size truck in J.D. Power and 
Associates Initial Quahty Study 
- is unattractive. Hardly. 

It just hasn't been as expres­
sive in its looks compared with 
newer full-size pickups. such as 
the Chevrolet Avalanche, 
Cadillac Escalade EXT and the 
redesigned Dodge Ram. 

Changes to the Tundra for the 
2003 model ) ear include a larg­
er grille that's meant. in To)Ota 's 
\\Ords. to gi\e a "tough. new 
look." But it's still not as brutish 
a front end as. say. the Rams. 

Also for the first time, Toyota 
oflcrs a sporty. StepSide look 
for the rundm pickup bed. 

!'he StepSide IS available 
only on Tundras with the Access 
Cab. The Access Cab features a 
regular·sized, front- hinged door 
and a smaller, rear hinged door 
on each side of the cab and seat­
ing for five or six passengers. 

Toyota still doesn't offer a 
full-blown cab with four front­
hinged doors such as those 
found on the Ford F-Series 
SuperCrew and the smaller 
PI, 1ssan Frontier Crew Cab. 

But Toyota does acknowl­
edge that nearly 90 percent of 
Tundras sold are Access Cab 
models. which mirrors a contin­
uing consumer trend toward 
mu IIi ·door/roomier-cab pickups 
that otficials at other automakers 
are seeing. 

The Tundra, which has a 
starting manufacturers suggest­
ed retatl price. mcluding desti­
nation charge, of $16.465 for a 
two-wheel-drive, V6-powered, 
regular cab model, is a bit small­
er in some dimensions than 
domeMic-branded full-size pick­
ups. 

For example, total vehicle 
length is 217.5 inches, \\hich 
made finding a parking spot in 
the test Tundra with Access Cab 
relatively easy. 

But big-truck buffs will note 
the 2003 Ford-150 Super Cab is 
225.5 inches long and the 2003 
Chevrolet Sil\erado Extended 
Cab is 227.6 inches long. 

So perhaps it's no surprise 
that rear-seat legroom in the 
Tundra Access Cab is 28.6 inch­
es versus 32.2 inches in the f.

There. a twin·turbocharged 
(f6) 2.9-liter inline six-<:ylinder 
develops 268 horsepower and 
otTers up spectacular accclerntion 
with minimal torque steer. Th1s 
power comes from smaller twin 
turbochargers that propel the SSO 
with 280 foot-pounds of torque. 

Volvo's steering is a bit on the 
slow side to coincide with it-; luxu· 
ry-car statement.

received the top "good" overall 
crash test rating in the Insurance 
Institute for Highway Safety's 
40 mph. 40 percent offset, 
frontal crash test. 

This is higher than the insti­
tute's ratings for the Ram. Ford 
F-150, Chevy Silverado and 
GMC Sierra - all from the 
2001 model year. 

In separate and differept 
crash tests conducted for the 
Nattonal High\\ay Traffic 
Safety Administration, a 2002 
Tundra Access Cab 2\VD model 
received four out of fi, e stars for 
driver and front-passenger pro­
tection in a frontal crash. This is 
better than the rating for a 2002 
GMC Sterra Extended Cab 
2WD but lower than a 2002 F-
150 Super Cab with two-wheel· 
drive. 

Both the F 150 and rundra 
received five out of five star.:. for 
front-seat protection in a 
NHTSA side crash. and three 
out of five stars for rollover 
resistance. 

NHTSA reports just one 
minor safety recall of fundras 
over the years. 

In calendar 2000. 16,472 
Tundras were recalled to check 
whether the brake/taillamp bulb 
could dislodge and not illumi­
nate. 

In the test J'undra Access Cab 
2WD model. the front scats felt 
roomy. I sunk in on ''hat felt 
like sturd) foam, and the wide 
center console could be rabed to 
provide room for a third front· 
seat rider. 

The back scats have OK 
legroom for outboard riders. 
Someone m) size, 5-fect-4, in 
the back scat would find the 
knees cramped onl) tf the front 
seats are all the way back on 
their tracks. 

The middle nder in the back 
seat doesn't ha\ c a head 
restraint or shoulder belt, 
though. and has to contend '' ith 
the back end of the cenrcr con­
sole area.
