Just two days after Thomas 
Jackson found he could not 
serve, Franklin Earl "Buddy'' 
Patterson found he also was 
ineligible. 

"I don't think it's likely that 
this has ever happened before," 
said Dale Simmons, co-general 
counsel for the State Election 
Commission. "I'm somewhat 
amazed." 

Patterson said Wednesday he 
had believed his conviction for 
theft was a misdemeanor. He 
said he would not have sought 
office if he had known he was 
ineligible. 

"I felt bad for Thomas, and 
now it's happening to me;· he 
said. 

Court records show Patterson 
was convicted of felony theft in 
1974, about three years before 
Jackson was sentenced for an 
anned robbery attempt. 

Patterson, a Democrat, and 
Jackson, a Republican, both 
were elected Nov. 5. State law 
prohibits convicted felons from 
holding elected office. 

Simmons said there is no 
state law addressing how to 
replace a disqualified candidate 
after the election. The chairmen 
of both parties said a court like­
ly will have to resolve the issue.

belonged to magicians Harry 
Blackstone Sr. and his son Harry 
Blackstone Jr. are being auc­
tioned online through Saturday 
by Sothebys.com and eBay. 

The items date back nearly a 
century, to the years shortly after 
Blackstone Sr. began his magi­
cian's career in 1897, and run 
through Blackstone Jr.'s death in 
1997. said Blackstone Jr.'s 
widow, Gay Blackstone. 

They include everything 
from feather flowers, program 
bills, magic sets and magician's 
costumes to a vanishing bird­
cage and the apparatus used to 
transform a magician's assistant 
into a tiger. 

"Since Harry Blackstone Jr.'s 
death in 1997, everything has 
just been sitting in a ware­
house," said Gay Blackstone, 
who met her husband when she 
was hired as a television dancer 
on his show more than 30 years 
ago. 

Blackstone Sr. performed 
during the "golden age" of 
magic. His signature tricks 
included the dancing handker­
chief and the floating light bulb. 
and his son carried on his lega­
cy. 

Blackstone Sr. was a contem­
porary of Harry Houdini, and 
one of the oldest items is a l 921 
picture of Houdini. 

Many of the props and illu­
sions could still be used. Gay 
Blackstone said. but she doesn' t 
use them. 

"It's very difficult to be a 
magician's assistant without a 
magician," she said. 

Proceeds from the sales are 
to go to the Blackstone estate 
and to the International 
Brotherhood of Magicians and 
the young magicians division of 
the Society of American 
Magicians.

"It's a huge feather in a city's 
cap if they can get a panda," 
Hahn said last week. "lt's a very 
good investment for the entire 
zoo to have pandas. They are a 
marquee exhibit. It would be 
huge." 

David Towne, a Los Angeles 
Zoo consultant and director of 
the Giant Panda Conservation 
Foundation, is going to Beijing 

to help. 
"I've tried to advise the folks 

here: Do not put the Chinese on 
the spot by announcing that 
you're getting the pandas," 
Towne said. "It embarrasses you 
and it puts pressure on them. 
You have to develop rapport ... 
and relationships." 

Only three U.S. zoos have 
pandas: the National Zoo in 
Washington. D.C.. and Zoo 
Atlanta. which both have two; 
and the San Diego Zoo, which 
has two adults and a juvenile 
that will soon be going home.

Tulsa (Okla.) World, on primri~ation ofgoremment services: 
Privatization of government se!Vices is a worthy goal at the fed­

eral level as it is at the local and state levels. There are man] areas 
in which private contractors, bidding against one another and 
against public agencies. can provide quality seiVice efficiently and 
sometimes even at reduced cost. 

But privatization is not superior in every case and should never 
be pursued just for its own sake. 

Last week the Bush achninistration proposed rules changes that 
would make it easier for companies to compete with the govern­
ment for maintenance, construction, secretarial and other types of 
work. And the administration identified 850,000 jobs - nearly half 
of federal civilian workers- that could be given to private contrac­
tors .... 

While the administration's goal of moving 850,000 jobs to the 
private sector seems overly ambitious, the federal government 
should pursue privatization wherever possible, with some condi­
tions. 

Those conditions would include keeping benchmarks in place to 
measure the effectiveness of private contractors. enswing that pub­
lic agencies would be able to bid for the work. and ensuring that 
health coverage and other workers' benefits and rights are not com­
promised. 

The Deseret News, Salt lAke City, on John Lee Malvo: 
Some people are arguing it is immoral for the federal govern­

ment to try 17 -year-old sniper suspect Lee Malvo in VIrginia first 
for the sole reason that Vrrginia allows the execution of minors. But 
this is not a case where the n01mal distinctions between juvenile 
and adult crimes apply. 

Malvo 's alleged crimes include the cold-blooded. premeditated 
murders of many innocent people, possibly in several states. He and 
his partner, 41-year-old John Allen Muhammad, are accused of 
shooting a child. as well as 12 other people. in an emotionless, bru­
tal crime spree. These aren't the types of crimes for which a juve­
nile can spend a few years in detention before being set loose again. 
Given the risks to society. it's doubtfi1l Malvo ever could be 
released again if he is convicted. 

About a century ago, the juvenile justice system was started 
under a philosophy based on hope rather than abandon. Young 
delinquents were to be separated from adult delinquents because 
they still could be molded into respectable people. Their records 
were kept from public view because no one. in later life, should be 
embarrassed or held accountable for things they did before they 
were fully mature .... 

Really. it makes little sense to criticize Attorney General John 
Ashcroft for deciding to try the two first in Vuginia. Critics note 
that Virginia has executed three juveniles since 1976, and that its 
total number of executions ranks second only to Texas. They imply 
it is immoral to shop for a state where the most severe penalties 
would apply. 

They ignore the fact that the suspects have been tied to crimes in 
VIrginia - crimes that eventually would have to be prosecuted under 
any scenario. Virginia wiJJ be only the first to try them, but it could 
set a tone that satisfies the need for justice felt by many Americans.

Patton says huge 
deficit looms without 
dramatic action

FRANKFORT - Kentucky 
faces a budget deficit exceeding 
$500 million in the next 18 
months without dramatic action 
to slash public services. raise 
more money or both, Gov. Paul 
Patton said Wednesday. 

He said he was "not going to 
put anything off limits" but nei­
ther would he lead a public 
charge without bipartisan agree­
ment in the General Assembly, 
Patton said in a news confer­
ence. 

''If we could agree on tt 

course of action. I'd take a role 
explruning why that cour:;e of 
action is necessary ... Patton said. 

Agreement has proved elu­
sive this year. The General 
Assembly failed to pass a bud­
get during its 2002 session, then 
failed again tn special l.ession. 
Patton has been running the 
state on his own spending plan 
since the fiscal year began July 
1. 

The news conference coin­
cided with release of an admin­
istration report that :.ays, at cur­
rent rates, recurring state 
expenses will outstrip recurring 
revenues by $144.2 million in 

• the current fiscal year and by 
$365 million next year. 

On top of that, the prison 
population is growing faster 
than expected. as are health-care 
costs that must be paid by 
Medicaid. Taken together. they 
total $152 milhon in unantici­
pated costs. the report -;aid. 

It said the hole could be 
filled with across-the-hoard 
spending cuts of 2.1 percent 
this year and 5.2 percent the 
next. But if education, prisons 
and Medicaid were exempted, 
the rest of government would 
have to be cut 8. l percent this 
year and 20.5 percent next year, 
the report said. 

"If you want to be simplistic, 
... just take every government 
program and cut 5 percent out 
of it," Patton said. That would 
mean cuts to libraries, health 
departments and other public 
services as well as govcrnmen£ 
offices without enough people 
to answer the phones, Patton 
said. "There's an awful lot of 
pain there," he said. 

Patton and his top staff have 
been bnefing legislative leaders 
and prospective gubernatorial 
candidates in recent days. 

"Not good," said Rep. Jim 
Callahan, the Hou~e majority 
caucus chairman. shaking hts 
head as he left one such brief-

ing Wednesday. "Cut. Cut. 
Cut." 

Callahan, D-Wilder, said 
there IS little sentiment at pre­
c;ent to do much about raising 
taxes. but much depends on the 
political climate between the 
House Democratic maJority and 
the Senate Republican majority. 

"I hope they keep an open 
mind and see what can be done 
that's practical;· Callahan said. 

Patton, whose tem1 expires 
in December 2003, and who has 
sworn off further involvement 
in politics because of a scandal 
over an extramarital affair, said 
he hoped his abstinence from 
politics would improve his 
standing with legislators. 

His briefing drew a mixed 
crowd of interested observers, 
from cabinet secretaries and 
legislative staff members ro at 
least one skeptic. 

''This is part of laymg the 
groundwork that expanded 
gambling will be the fiscal fix 
that this state needs,'' said the 
Rev. Nancy Jo Kemper. director 
of the Kentucky Council of 
Churches and one of the 
founders of the anti-gambling 
group CAGE- Citizens Against 
Expanded Gambling. 

Kemper said the fiscal melt­
down is a time for Patton to 
step out of the scandal that has 
enveloped his administration 
and take a courageous stand m 
favor of overhauling 
Kentucky's entire tax code. It 
would be "the right thing, the 
moral thing," Kemper said. 

The report does. in fact, say 
that "the time has come for 
comprehensive tax reform,'' 
though it makes no specific rec­
ommendation. Panon said only 
that Kentucky needs "a tax sys­
tem that's less volatile" and 
wh1ch links taxes to parts of the 
economy that can be counted 
on to grow. 

Aside from raising taxes, 
Patton has advocated an expan­
sion to casino-style gambling in 
the past. though he most recent­
ly has been neutral on the issue. 
Legislation to allow racetracks 
to operate electronic slot 
machines was introduced this 
year but went nowhere. 

Patton did not rule out con­
sideration of expanded gam­
bling Wednesday but said it 
would not be a solution to the 
looming deficit. 

''I don't think you could 
implement gambling fast 
enough to address this tssue," 
he said. ''This problem is imme­
diate. Something is going to 
have to happen."

Advocates concerned 
about psychiatric 
units that are closing

LEXINGTON - Mental 
health advocates fear a trend of 
closing or downsizing psychi­
atric units at Kentucky hospitals 
will force patients to be diverted 
to faraway facilities . 

"We're very concerned," said 
Jim Dailey, advocacy director 
for the Kentucky chapter of the 
National Alliance for tbe 
Mentally 1ll. "You can't dump 
these people out on the street." 

Across the country, hospitals 
are turning unprofitable psychi­
atric wards into acute care units, 
which pay better aod are m 
demand. In Kentucky, many 
hospitals have asked the state 
for pennission to use their psy­
chiatric beds for other services. 

Frankfort Regional Medical 
Center and Pikeville Methodist 
Hospital closed their psychiatric 
units to make room for acute 
care patients, who have complex 

illnesses and often require 
lengthy stays. Williamson ARH 
Hospital in South Williamson 
and Baptist Hospital East in 
Louisville also have similar 
plans. 

St. Joseph Hospital in 
Lexington stopped taking psy­
chiatric patients at its 46-bed 
unit last month and started 
remodeling it for other services. 

Psychiatric hospitals also 
have closed their doors, decreas­
ing from 685 in 1995 to 488 this 
year. 

Directors at state psychiatric 
hospitals are concerned their 
facilities will have to take in an 
excess of patients displaced by 
the unit closings. 

While the change isn't a cri­
sis in Kentuck-y, Dailey worries 
mental health patients will have 
to seek inpatient services out­
side their home counties. 

Study says public financing 
worked well in Kentucky 

If mental health patients are 
hospitalized far away. it makes it 
difficult for family members to 
attend therapy sessions, which 
are an important part of treat­
ment. said Chuck Webb. co­
chair of the Kentucky Hospital 
Association's Psychiatric and 
Chemical Dependency Forum. 

But mental health workers 
say services are still available 
and point out beds in psychiatric 
units often sat empty.

FRANKFORT - Partial 
public financing of gubernatori­
al campaigns in Kentucky 
worked fairly well the one time 
it was really tried, according to a 
report compiled for a legislative 
panel. 

Coincidentally, the study 
came out just as lawmakers pret­
ty much agreed to pull the plug 
on public financing for 2003. 
leaving its future beyond then 
very much in doubt. 

The study for the Program 
Review and Investigations 
Committee found that spending 
on Kentucky's gubernatorial 
elections has consistently been 
among the highest in the nation 
when compared with the num­
ber of potential voters. 

In I 995, the only gubernator­
ial election seriously contested 
under the tern1s of public financ­
ing. spending declined marked­
ly. "If reducing the costs of 
gubernatorial elections was the 
primary reason for public fund­
ing, then Kentucky's one pub­
licly funded gubernatorial cam­
paign may be considered a suc­
cess:· the report said. 

In 1995, the Democratic pri­
mary with three serious contes­
tants and a general election were 
conducted under new rules that 
let candidates raise some money, 
then get it matched with public 
funds if they agreed to limit total 
spending. The total allowed was 
$1.8 million. 

The 1999 re-election of Paul 

Patton was theoretically under 
the terms of public financing. 
but the GOP candidate did not 
even raise the minimum thresh­
old needed to qualify for match­
ing funds. 

While the campaigns limited 
spending. political parties were 
not covered. The report said the 
Democratic Party spent more 
than $1.8 million itself in 1995 
while Republicans spent only 
about $100,000. 

The report also found that 
Kentucky's public financing 
scheme seemed to work better 
than other states. 

But it is all but dead for the 
2003 campaigns. Senate 
Republicans were intent on 
killing public financing and 
refused to accept any budget 
with money for the system. 
which has meant no budget this 
year. 

And with the GOP still hold­
ing a numerical majority after 
this year's elections, House 
Democrats have acknowledged 
they will agree to a budget that 
bas no money for public financ­
ing. 

So while the system will 
remain on the books, without 
money it cannot function. 

On that topic. House 
Democratic leader Greg Stumbo 
said Tuesday he would sponsor 
legislation to raise the individual 
campaign contribution limits for 
next year from the current 
$1.000 that can be given by an 
individual to a candidate in any 
one election to $2,000. 

Stumbo said he would also 

seek to repeal a ban on fund rais­
ing by gubernatorial candidates 
within 30 days of an election. 

Stumbo said he would also 
seek to eliminate the runoff pri­
mary. lf a candidate now does 
not get at least 40 percent of a 
primary vote, the top two finish­
ers have to run against each 
other again for the nomination. 

A proposal to eliminate the 
runoff has failed each of the last 
two legislative sessions.

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exceptionally heavy snow and 
sleet so that the workers had 
great difficulties building our 
settlement. Although we had 
left England with I 10 
Pilgrims and crew. less !hal 50 
were still alive by spring.

We 
had to cook. keep house, and

The wonder of wonders 
was thai we got to know two 
Indian braves who could 
speak English. One had 
learned from captains of fish­
ing boats off the coast and one 
had even gone to school in 
En!Ziand.

With 
their help. we learned of the 
plants thai were poisonous 
and of the ones with medici­
nal powers. The)' also taught 
us how 10 plant our crops so 
that m the first October, our 
harvest was so successful that 
we had 10 put away for the 
wimer. We had so very much 
for \\ hich 10 be thankful­
homes, food. and peace with 
the Indians.

Remember the good. old days when 
teacher laid down ironclad rules? 
Remember how much fun it was 10 break 
them? I recall one which forbade any

But dnnk.tng liquor at school 
got the miscreant only two more.

And the same publication lists this. 

among other rules. adopted b} a 
Manhauan elementary school for dear 
teacher in the good year 1872. 

"Any teacher who smokes, uses liquor 
in any form. frequents pool or public halls.

good reason to suspect his worth, inten­
tions, integrity and honesty." 

Another reads: 
''Men teachers may take one evening 

each week for courting purposes, or two 
evenings a week if they go to church reg­
ularly."

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Thanksgiving meal can be 
both healthy and good tasting 
preparing a Thanksgiving meal you are 
starting with a healthful staple -
turkey. Its white meat is one of the 
leanest meats available. When you 
serve your turkey. cut plenty of slices 
of \"hite meat. And remove the skin, 
which contains a lot of fat. If 

} ou' re on~! of those people who 
likes dark meat better than white meat, 
cat it only in moderation. 

When it comes time to make the 
stuffing. I don't advise that you use 
Grandma's recipe. Many of those old 
reci!)\!s for stuffing are loaded with fat, 
bec:ause they contain whole eggs, but­
ter, and the drippings from the turkey. 
You can make stuffing that tastes just 
as good by using egg whites 

or a commercial egg substitute, and 
by substituting fat free chicken broth 
for the turkey drippings. To add some 

fiber to your stuffing, make it with 
whole grain bread, rather than com­
bread or white hread. 

Some parts of the traditional 
Thanksgiving meal are fine just the 
way they are. Sweet potatoes are 
loaded with fiber and beta-carotene. 
and cranbemes are h1gh in VItamins. 
Some people also like to serve green 
beans, peas, and other healthy vegeta­
bles with their holiday feast. Just 
make sure you don't cancel out the 
positive effects of the vegetables by 
covering them with butter, high-fat 
cheese or cream sauce. 

Even the traditional pumpkin pic 
for dessert can be good for you. Make 
the crust with graham crackers, rather 
than using a traditional flour crust that 
contains eggs. Choose a pumpkin fill­
ing that's low in fat, and if you want 

whipped cream on top, use a fat-free 
variety. Other options for low-fat 
desserts include frozen yogurt, fruit 
sorbet or pumpkin t:ustard. 

Finally, one other part of traditional 
holrday get-togethers that's not so 
healthy is the cocktails and other alco­
holic drinks that often are part of the 
festivities. If you do choose to drink, 
do it in moderation, and never get 
behind the wheel of a car after you've 
been drinking.

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Navigator's styling was success­
ful in bringing new customers to 
Lincoln after the vehicle's 1998 
debut. Sixty percent of Navigator 
buyers were new to Lincoln, in 
fact. 

Now, with the market for 
smaller, mid-size SUVs a hot 
one, Lincoln officials said they 
expected up to 85 percent of buy­
ers of the new, mid-size Aviator 
will be new to Lincoln. 

The Aviator has a starting 
manufacturer's suggested retail 
price, including destination 
charge, of $39,995 and is based 
on the Ford Explorer. So it's sev­
eral hundred pounds lighter in 
weight and more than a foot 
shorter than the bigger Navigator. 

The Aviator is a couple inches 
narrower than the Navigator, too, 
and is 6.4 inches shorter in 
height. 

But like the Navigator, the 
Aviator includes three rows of 
seats inside. Front bucket seats 
are roomy, and the center console 
is wide. 

Also just like the Navigator. 
the Aviator offers separate sec­
ond-row seats that have a sizable 
floor-mounted console between 
them. It adds a posh touch to an 
already leather-swabbed interior. 

But a more conventional sec­
ond-row seat arrangement is 
available. too, that can accommo­
date three riders, thus pushing the 
Aviator's maximum seating to 
seven. 

Like the Navigator, the only 
engine in the Aviator is a V8. But 
where the Navigator's engine dis­
places 5.4 liters for 300 horse­
power and 355 foot-pounds of 
torque, the Aviator gets 302 
horsepower from its 4.6-liter. 
double-overhead cam, 90-degree 
V8. 

It's mated to a five-speed 
automatic which produced most­
ly smootJ1 shifts in the test SUV. 

Torque is 300 foot-pounds at 
5,750 rpm from the Aviator 
engine, but Lincoln officials note 
that 90 percent of this peak 
torque is available from 2.000 
rpm. 

Power didn't come on in a 
sports-car·like, instantaneous 
fashion in the test Aviator. but the 
power delivery was strong and 
1mpressive. nonetheless. 

Some mid-size luxury SUVs, 
such as the 2003 Acura MDX and 
Lex us RX 300. don't even offer 
V8s. 

But the 2003 Mercedes-Benz 
M-Ciass SUV has two V8 offer­
ings. Its S-liter V8 in the MLSOO 
generates a maximum 288 hoi'Ses 
and 325 foot-pounds of torque at 
3,000 rpm and its limited-produc­
tion ML55 AMG with hand-built 
5.5-liter V8 has 342 horsepower 
and 376 foot-pounds of torque 
starting at 2,800 rpm. 

BMW's X5 also is available 
with V8s. The XS 4.4is 4.4-liter 
V8 has maximum 290 horses and 
324 foot-pounds of torque at 
3,600 rpm, while the 4.6is V8 
generates 340 horses and 350 
foot-pounds of torque at 3,700 
rpm. BMWs X5 performance fig­
ures are for 2002 models, as 2003 
stats an~ not out yet. 

Note, though, that the Aviator 
tops the German competitors 
considerably in towing capacity. 
lt's rated up to 7,300 pounds. 
This is even better than the 
6.500-pound towing limit for the 
bigger, Lexus LX 470. 

But don't expect great fuel 
economy in the Aviator. The fed­
eral government's listing for the 
vehicle in city driving is just 13 
miles a gallon, no matter if it's 
two- or all-wheel drive. In my 
combined city/highway driving, 1 
averaged 15.4 miles a gallon in 
an Aviator 2WD. The vehicle's 
recommended fuel is premium, 
too. 

The Aviator's ride is quiet and 
pleasant There ·s a good amount 
of insulation in this SUV, and I 
didn't hear much from other, 
noisy vehicles nearby. I only 
heard the Aviator's V8 when l 
floored the accelerator. 

In fact, the most noticeable 
sound was mild wind noise at 
highway speeds. 

The Aviator is des1gned to 
provide a bit of road feel, rather 
than an isolating ride. Yet, there's 
a sense that riders are being car­
ried competently over rough stuff 
without a lot of fuss. 

I did notice my body jiggling 
mildly on rough pavement, and 
on occasion, the Aviator bobbed 
up and down gently. 

Because of the Aviator's tall 
stance. I also hesitated in taking 
curves at speeds, lest body 
motions make me and my riders 
uncomfortable. But over time, l 
became more aggressive as the 
Aviator's four-wheel independent 
suspension showed it had the 
capability to managt> hodv sway.
