PRESTONSBURG — The Floyd
County District Court is looking at a
new way of dealing with the county’s
drug problem by developing a drug
court system that, if successful, would
not only help reduce the number of
repeat offenders and give them an
opportunity for a new way of life, but
would decrease the market for dealers,

Judge Eric Hall said that court offi-
cials had completed their last training
session in Santa Barbara, Calif., this
month and the next step in establishing
a drug court in Floyd County is to apply
for funding through the Department of
Justice. He said that he feels this is a
positive venture that will deal with the
“revolving door” in the courtroom and

will save society money.

Having been in office since 1998,
Hall said that a person would appear on

drug-related charges and to get out of
jail, they would agree to get help for an
apparent drug problem. However, the
court would lose track of them and the
next time he saw them would be when
they reappeared in his courtroom on the
same type of charges. This program will
deal with that problem by keeping a
tight rein on the participant.

Those eligible for drug court would

Letcher given life for double murder

WHITESBURG — A Letcher
County man has been sentenced to
life in prison for the murders of a
Whitesburg father and son.

Jerome W. Boggs, 34, pleaded
guilty on Nov. 7 to the murders of
Timothy Cook and his 4-year-old
son, T.J. Cook, during a robbery at

their home in February.

Letcher County Circuit Judge
Sam T. Wright formally sentenced
Boggs on Thursday to two consec-
utive life terms without the possi-
bility of parole for the murders,
plus 70 years for robbery, burglary
and drug trafficking and for being
a persistent felony offender and a
convicted felon in possession of a

handgun.

Before handing down the sen-
tence, Wright told Boggs that he is
“not fit for the company of decent
people.”

“You disgust me,” Wright said.
“... If anyone deserves the death
penalty, you do.”

be those who have drug-related
charges, such as chronic public
intoxication, shoplifting and dni-
ving under the influence third
offense. Hall said that the court
would not accept traffickers or
those committing crimes of vio-
lence.

The participant would have a
choice of jail or drug court after
pleading guilty to or being con-
victed of a drug-related crime,
and would have to express a
desire 1o quit. He said that a team
would evaluate the applicant for
criteria and then upon acceptance
the participant would be oriented
by a coordinator,

Hall characterized the pro-
gram as a long-term treatment
process, 12 to 18 months, in
which “regression is met with
immediate sanctions,”
Participants would be required to
have weekly or biweekly atten-
dance, they would be mandated
to seek treatment and therapy,
they would have to seek employ-
ment or continue their education,
and they would have to submit to
random drug testing.

As the participant completed
phases of the program, they
would have less contact with the
court. The multi-dimensional
program will include collabora-
tive efforts of probation and
parole, law enforcement, public
defenders and prosecutors,
Mountain Comprehensive Care
Center, and a wide variety of par-
ticipation from the social ser-
vices spectrum.

Hall said that drug court sta-
tistics are “unbelievable” and
that the “regress rate was better
than any approach tried yer.” He
said that “seeing those that come
out on the other side™ was an
amazing thing to witness and that
sometimes the person may other-
wise be dead.

The effects of the program
would eventually reach the drug
market as the participant learns
how to live without relying on
the substance. With the traffick-
er’s inability to take advantage of
drug court when caught, and the
market declining, it would make
the business appear less appeal-
ing.

Hall said that they heped to
start a pilot project in March or
April, at which time he and
Judge James R. Allen will each
have a number of cases, He said
that the team would meet once a
week to evaluate each case dis-
cussing progress and meeting
regression with immediate con-
sequences.

Although many organizations
have already joined this collabo-
rative effort, Hall proposed that
for it to work, they would need
support from businesses, reli-
gious organizations and the com-
munity in general.

Florida Today, Melbourne, on National Geographic
Society survey:

How bad is the lack of knowledge that many young
Americans have about the rest of the world?

So bad that most can’t pick out Afghanistan, Iraq, Iran
and Israel on a map, even though the nations are con-
stantly in the news because of their involvement in the
war against terrorism.

That depressing fact has come up in a new National
Geographic Society survey of 3,000 18- to-24-year olds,
which placed Americans at the end of the line in smarts
when compared to people the same age in seven other
industrialized nations.

In all, only 12 percent of Americans could find
Afghanistan, 13 percent Iraq and Iran and 14 percent
Israel. Teachers blame the poor showing on the lagging
interest in geography as schools focus more on reading
and math. They also say young Americans don’t think
they're affected by what happens in other parts of the
world. That’s extremely hard to believe in the wake of
Sept. 11, but it shows just how insular and out of touch
many Americans are about the rest of the planet. ...

Roy Moore believes that “God put me here for a pur-
pose and that one purpose is to acknowledge his law and
his sovereignty.”

When it comes to enforc-
ing mining laws, the state
does not do their job.

I live underneath the 3,000-
acre Horizon Starfire moun-
taintop removal mine in Perry
County. I've lived here for 29
years, This past spring,
Horizon Starfire put a pond in
above my house. In May, it
rained and the pond flooded.
Water came over the pond’s
damaged and blocked spill-
ways. What had been a little
stream became a river, bearing
right towards my property. It
destroyed my land and my
retaining wall.

The state issued Horizon
Starfire two violations and told
the company to fix the dam-
age. But when Starfire object-
ed, the state backed down.
Even though it was clear
Starfire had not maintained its
pond, the state withdrew its
violations. The whole thing
was blamed on nature and the

damage was not repaired.

This is just one example of
the power coal companies
have over the state — which is
supposed to be regulating
them. Instead of enforcing the
law, the state regulators fold
when the coal companies
object. Who is protecting the
citizens? Who is standing up
for the water and the moun-
tains?

Unless it's an emergency,
like a mudslide or a piece of
flyrock in your living room,
the state pretends that coal
company violations have not
happened. But they happen
every day. Where | live, the air
stays thick with dust from coal
truck traffic, The dust gets into
our homes and damages our
health. Blasting shakes and

destroys our homes. All of this |

is against the law.
If this is happening to you,

don’t just take it. If anything's '
going to change, coalfield citi- *

zens have to stand together,
Talk to neighbors and learn
about Kentuckians for the
Commonwealth (606-632-
0051).

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At the Movies:

“Treasure Planet” offers a
wealth of visual gems with its
Kaleidoscopic blend of computer
and hand-drawn animation. But
all that glitters on-screen is not

gold.
Disney’s latest animated
adventure applies wondrous

technique in updating Robert
Louis Stevenson’s pirate tale
“Treasure Island” to outer space.

Yet for all the clever mixing of

tall-ship nautical trappings with
science fiction gizmos, the movie
never quite gets off the ground.

Maybe it's overfamiliarity
with a story that’s been around
more than a century and filmed
umpteen times before. Maybe the
script got shorfchanged in the
filmmakers® preoccupation with
visual spectacle.

Whatever the reason,
“Treasure Planet” leaves viewers
marveling at the light show but
not at a plot that holds little sus-
pense and characters who are just
mildly engaging.

“Treasure Planet™ was direct-
ed by John Musker and Ron
Clements (“The Little Mermaid,”
“Aladdin,”" “Hercules™), who
also co-wrote the screenplay with
Rob Edwards and served as pro-
ducers. IU's the first movie 1o be
released simultaneously in regu-
lar theaters and large-format cin-
emas such as IMAX.

On paper, the futuristic setting

sounds like a nice variation for
Stevenson’s oft-told tale. The
execution is halfhearted, though,
is the filmmakers unsuccessfully
struggle to recreate that ineffable
blend of lovable heroes, likable
rogues, cuddly mascots and
slightly menacing creatures that

has clicked in past Disney car-
toons.

Things to Ponder: We always do it this way

Sitting around and discussing a wide
range of questions about different sub-
jects, has always been enjoyable for me,
Usually, lots of ideas and questions are
created. Of course, this time of year
often brings on the topic of the family’s
holiday traditions. Why do we want to
keep them? How did everyone catch on
to leaving milk and cookies out for
Santa Claus? Why do some wives bake
pies for Thanksgiving and make cookies
and candy for Christmas? Why would
one family be so extravagant and fix two
meats for one meal —turkey and ham?

One person's “free-floating” response
about traditions was that “it always
reminds you of your grandmother or
mother in your childhood. It flashes up
images of a safe, innocent good time,
and memories of a secure emotional
haven. It's something that we want (0
keep doing over and over, because it
feels good. Having certain activities
every time, such as watching the fool-
ball game or going hunting, also add
fluff to the mental image, which stirs up
warm feelings. For example, my grand-
mother used to make snow cream. It

tasted so good. We did it until it was no
longer safe to eat the snow. Sometimes
people have a tradition about decorating
the Christmas tree on Christmas Eve,
but we always do ours the weekend after
Thanksgiving. Then there's the tradition
of having turkey or ham or both, Also,
my mom and my aunt fix banana pud-
ding every holiday, Thanksgiving and
Christmas. There’s the benefit of having
these special memories when you grow
up. You feel so much closer to your fam-
ily, especially when the older ones in the
family have passed. It gives you a feeling

of wanting to do the same for your chil-
dren.” What would you say about your
family’s traditions?

Needless to say, the biggest shock I've
had concerning family traditions was the
impact of us moving from Grapevine
Creek in rural Pike County, at 12 years of
age, to Florida. Our first Christmas in
Florida was one of my hardest adjust-
ments. It was strange to see the sun shin-
ing so brightly, with palm trees blowing
in the breezes, and the temperature being

As expected, |
adjusted gradually, making
good friends and being
involved with their holiday
activities. In a couple of years,
I was busy with the youth
group at the small neighbor-
hood church during the holi-
day season.

John, and my mother, Granny
Grace. Besides doing the
usual, we also had some
unique holiday experiences
along the way.

One of the first traditions
that | started for my son was a
special way of celebrating his
birthday, which often was on
Thanksgiving Day and sig-
naled the beginning of the hol-
iday season for us. Similar to
many things in life, I acciden-
tally came up with the idea out
of what I thought would make
things easier for me, while
meeting his needs as a single,
head-of-household, working
mother. The situation was that
1 was working the old 11 p.m.
to 7 a.m. shift at the hospital.
There was about two hours to
do “something™ special with
John for his birthday, before
leaving for work.

Not being a great cake-
baker, | decided that we could
fix a Chocolate Mousse. The
recipe was in the Fort Pierce
News Tribune (11/14/77) and
used the first time for his 10th
birthday. This past weekend
was his birthday, and he had
the choice of what the two of
us might do to celebrate.
Guess what! Soon after arriv-
ing, John announced that he
needed to shop for supplies for
the Mousse. Since [ enjoy
sharing with others, I wanted
to let you know the ingredients
of our Chocolate Mousse, just
in case you might want to add
it as a new tradition for your
family, Actually, it is excellent
for anytime of year. Since the
Mousse is eventually poured
into a container that is lined

with ladyfingers, you need to
fix that first. Usually it takes
about 24, but is according to
the size of your pan or bowl.
The recipe calls for a spring-
form-pan.

The ingredients are: 1/2 cup
water, 6 eggs separated; 1/2
cup sugar; 12 ounce package
of semi-sweet morsels; 1 tea-
spoon ground cinnamon; 1/8
teaspoon salt; and 1 cup of
heavy whipping cream. In a
double boiler, with the water
simmering, heat together the
chocolate, cinnamon, and
water, until all are melted
together. While the chocolate
mixture is still over the double
boiler, add 6 egg yolks, one at
a time, and beating well after
each addition. What usually
works best for us is to separate
the eggs, putting each yolk
into a teacup, and all of the egg
whites into a dry, warm bowl.
Now, remove the mixture from
the heat and cool to room tem-
perature, During this time,
beat the 6 egg whites and salt
with an electric beater until
soft peaks form. Now, gradual-
ly add the sugar, small
amounts at a time. Continue
beating until the egg whites are
stiff, but not dry. Using a spat-
ula, very gradually fold in the
cooled chocolate mixture into
the egg whites.

Raynaud’s Syndrome for a

young lady of 12. Let me see if

I can add to your understanding of this
problem.

Raynaud’s syndrome, also called
Raynaud’s phenomenon, affects about
5 percent of the U.S. population and
usually is seen in women. It starts
between puberty and age 30 and tends

Montana and Raynaud’s v
syndrome not a good comination

to run in families. Normally when we
are exposed to cold temperatures, the
blood vessels in the arms and legs con-
strict to decrease blood flow to the skin
and decrease loss of body heat. In
Raynaud’s, there is an exaggerated
response to cold temperatures. The
blood vessels “over constrict,” and
decrease the blood flow to the fingers,
toes and ears more than needed. This
pronounced decrease of blood to the
extremities causes the fingers, toes and
ears to become painful, cold and white,
blue or purple. This can lead to gan-
grene in severe cases.

Raynaud’s syndrome can be a pri-
mary disease or can be due to another
problem, Frequently Raynaud’s is
associated with connective tissue dis-
eases like Scleroderma or systemic
lupus erythematosus. Raynaud's can
also be seen in occlusive vascular dis-
eases, or it can be due to certain med-
ications — like pseodoephedrine — or

some rare blood disorders.

Many common substances make
Raynaud’s worse in people affected
with the problem. Tobacco should be
avoided at all costs, Caffeine, medica-
tions like pseodoephedrine that con-
strict blood vessels, some hormones,
and some beta blockers can make
Raynaud’s symptoms worse.

The diagnosis is usually made on a
basis of the symptomatic presentation.
It is important that underlying causes
are eliminated, While there is no single
medical treatment for Raynaud’s, some
people are helped by using medications
such as calcium channel blockers or
nitroglycerin.

But here is what you can do for
yourself. Wear mittens instead of
gloves. There are battery warmed mit-
tens, and socks available at some sport-
ing goods stores. Avoid cold places,
which is not easy in Montana in the
winter.

Some people have had luck with
retraining their blood vessels to not
overreact to the cold. While in a warm
room, place your hands in a bowl of
warm water for 5 minutes. Then move
to a cold room and place your hands in
warm water for ten minutes. Repeat
this three or four times a day until :

your blood vessels “learn to open -
up” in the cold. This could also be
done on your feet. Try to aveid pro-
longed exposure to the cold, dress prop-
erly and promptly re-warm your
extremities.

Dear Tom and Ray:

I recently purchased a 1999 Toyota
Avalon XLS. It’s a great car, but the
manual requires “H" rated tires. From
what I understand, “H" rated tires are
for speeds up to 130 mph. I never drive
over 75 (OK. maybe 80 sometimes on
the highway, when no one is looking).
“H" rated tires cost more and are harder
to find, especially with a high-mileage
warranty, My dealer and tire salesmen
says I should use only “H" rated tires.
Mechanics tell me “H" rated tires are
unnecessary, unless I'm going to
Europe, where 1 might drive at those
higher speeds. Bottom line — what
problem would I have if | put “S™ (112
mph) or “T"
(118 mph)
rated tires on
my Avalon?
— Wayne

RAY:

I don't
think you'd
have any
problem,
Wayne. But
our lawyer,
J. Cheever Loophole, tells us we can’t
recommend that you do that. Here's
why.

TOM:

Even though you don’t ever plan to
drive 120 mph because you're a sane,
rational human being, the car is appar-
ently CAPABLE of going that fast. And
because it's possible to drive the car that
fast, Toyota has to equip it — and rec-
ommend that you equip it — with tires
that will stay intact at that speed.

RAY:

So you could, for instance, buy
lower-rated tires, and you'd probably be
fine as long as you never approached
their limits. But if your crazy, lead-foot-
ed mother-in-law borrowed your car one
day and decided to “see what she could
do” on the salt flats, she might never
come back.

TOM:

And what would be the downside?
Ah! The car wouldn’t come back, either.

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Behind the Wheel — Honda Element

No one is going 1o mistake
the new 2003 Honda Element as
a “cute ute.”

In fact, Honda's newest sport
utility vehicle could be
described as an antidote for pre-
vious, entry-level SUVs that
were styled with pleasant looks
to attract and not offend neo-
phyte SUV buyers.

You see, the Element flaunts
its boxy shape and ugly-duck-
ling mix of body cladding and
composite body panels.

It's also one of the best deals
on the market in terms of price
per cubic foot of SUV interior
volume.

With a minimum of 128.7
cubic feet of room inside with-
out removing the rear seats and
a starting manufacturer’s sug-
gested retail price, including
destination charge, of $16,560,
the Element’s price per cubic
foot of volume inside averages
under $130,

This compares with $138.78
per cubic foot in Honda’s previ-

ous lowest-priced SUV, the CR-
V which has a starting MSRP,
including destination charge, of
$19.360.

And it compares with
$160.09 per cubic square foot of
interior volume in the compet-
ing 2003 Nissan Xterra, with
starting price of $18,539.

Further, the Element attracts
attention whenever its
doors are opened.

The front doors have normal,
front-hinged operation. But the
back doors open clam-like with
rear hinges, and there's no sta
tionary pillar blocking entry and
exit to the back seats.

Still, Element buyers had
best be ready to do without
some things.

There's no carpet on the flat
floor of this low-priced SUV, for
example. Instead, the floor is
utilitarian, water- and scratch-
resistant, with raised plastic
nubs on it, and can be washed
out with a wet cloth.

Front seats are covered in a
cold-feeling, waterproof fabric,
and rear seats have vinyl cover-
ings,

The base Element DX does-
n't include air conditioning as
standard equipment. And remote
keyless entry is an extra on all
maodels

There’s seating for four
inside, not the usual five seats
found in other SUVs,

And the Element is powered
by a four-cylinder engine that
¢an come across as buzzy when
stressed,

If all this sounds like an
unusual SUV package, well, it
15.

Honda officials don’t expect
the odd-locking Element 1o
altract Baby Boomers or
younger families. They're
counting on the youngest buy-
ers, Generation Y, 0 become a
major force in the auto market
and believe they're searching
for something new and fresh just
for them,

Hence, the Element, whose
target buver is a 22-year-old
male who's single, a college
graduate and active with hob-
bies and friends.

The ride isn't cushioned or
refined by any means, I felt road
bumps regularly, On serious
road bumps. the ride could be
harsh. There’s plenty of road
noise, (0o,

But the front-drive Element
that was the tester held the road
in aggressive curves with more
gusto than 1 expected, The
unnervy, tippy feeling that I fig-
ured would come quickly in this
74-inch-tall vehicle didn’t really
materialize as 1 had feared.

The Element's platform is

modified from the CR-V and the
Element’s track is wider.

The front suspension uses
MacPherson struts, while a dou-
ble wishbone does duty at the
rear.

The Element’'s maximum
torque is 161 foot-pounds at
4,500 rpm, which is better than
the 135 at 4,500 in the Escape
four-cylinder. The Xterra four-
cylinder has maximum 154 foot-
pounds of torque at 4,000 rpm.

But | frequently heard the
four-cylinder buzzing and
straining when I'd slam on the
accelerator to try to get past
another driver quickly.

Towing capacity for the
Element is 1,500 pounds, and

Inside. everything is excep-
tionally quiet, thanks to foam-
filled cavities and excellent door
sealing. The bucket seats offer
excellent side support, and are
comfortable to the touch. The
interior is in no way gaudy, and
the leatherette seats that come
standard on 525 and 530 mod-
els are very nice. Our tester had
the heated seats, which come
as part of a Cold Weather
Package for $600 more. (We
loved them.) We also liked the
power adjustable steering
wheel, which allows perfect
settings for different physical
builds.

The stereo audio system is
unbelievable. There is a special
owner’s manual that explains
how it all works, and we'd
need more space than available
to explain the many unique
offerings, from changing vol-
ume based on the ¢ar’s speed to
hooking in your cell phone.
Read it, you'll be impressed;
listen to it, and you'll be even
more impressed.

On the road, the 525i deliv-
ered excellent response in all
situations. You've got to keep
your eye on the analog
speedometer, however, as 85
mph feels like 65. This is one
car that truly is a grade above
the rest. We accelerated from
zero to 60 mph in about 7.7
seconds, which is certainly
ample for a car with a 184-
horse engine. However, the
power brand we mentioned
earlier makes the car very
peppy in all rpm ranges.

As for stopping the 525,
don’t fret. BMW's four-wheel
disc brakes are some of the best
in the world.

Determining
the most fuel-
efficient speed

isn’t easy

Dear Tom and Ray:

I was amazed that the GM
Web site could not answer my
simple question: What is the
best speed to achieve optimum
miles per gallon for my 0l
Pontiac Montana minivan? It
even suggested that there's
nowhere | can go to get that
piece of information. Come,
now. You mean NO ONE has
that information? Wouldn't it be
a simple matter of, say, the gov-
ermnment hooking your car up to

a testing machine and coming
out with not just the best speed,
but a line chart showing how
higher and lower speeds make
the vehicle progressively less
fuel-efficient? I'd love to know,
since | have a bit of a lead foot.
But I'm also a cheapskate, so
this information might help me
modify my bad behavior, if you
know what I mean. Thanks. —
Gene

TOM:

Fear not, Gene. We have the
answer. We know the exact
speed at which your vehicle gets
the maximum fuel economy.

RAY:

Yeah. Zero. When it's parked
in the garage, with the engine
off. You can’t do any better than
that.

TOM:

When it's moving. it's a little
harder to determine the exact
speed. It will vary depending on
roads, the weather and whether
the driver accelerates gently or
drives like a knucklehead (hint,
hint),

RAY:

But if you're looking for a
pretty good estimate, here it is:
What you want is the spot where
the engine is moving slowly, yet
the wheels are turning quickly.
And that spot — the sweet spot
— is the speed just after it shifts
into its highest gear.

TOM:

In other words, your Montana
has a Fourth gear, which is
Overdrive, Let’s say it shifts from
Third to Overdrive at around 45
miles per hour (again, this
depends on whether you're accel-
erating, going uphill, etc.). Right

Wheel

preliminary fuel economy ratings
for the test, two-wheel-drive
model with smooth-shifting auto-
matic are 21 miles a gallon in the
city and 25 mpg on the highway.

The Element also will be
offered with Honda’s Real Time
four-wheel drive, which uses
hydraulic pumps to determine
wheel slip and transfer power to
wheels that aren’t slipping.

I guess 1'd call the Element
interior funky. The vertical side
windows reflect the light of other
vehicle headlights at times, which
can be distracting at first,

The expressive circular gauges
in the instrument cluster seem to
have a mod flair, and front and
rear seats can all be reclined flat o
provide a lengthy sleeping area,
if needed.

I actually preferred riding in
the rear seats, which seemed to
be positioned a bit higher than

the front seats. Legroom back
there is generous, too — an unex-
pected 39.1 inches.

This compares with second-
row legroom of 32.8 inches in the
Xterra and 36.4 inches in the
Escape.

The Element’s headroom also
impresses. In front, there's 43.3
inches vis-a-vis a maximum 38.6
inches in the Xiterra and 40.4
inches in the Escape.

Back-seat riders in the
Element get a minimum of 38
inches, which is a tad more than
the 37.8 inches in the Xterra but
less than the 39.2 inches in the
Escape.

Note that the rear-door win-
dows in the Element don’t open,
except just a crack, a la the man-
ual back windows found in some
minivans.

But the rear seats can be fold-
ed neatly onto the interior sides

or removed altogether 1o maxi-
mize cargo room.

The pillars on each side of the
Element windshield are large and
often blocked my view of pedes-
trians as 1 made turns at intersec-
tions.

The waterproof material on
the front passenger seat made my
purse, books and magazines slide
off easily when I'd stop quickly.

The test Element had a prob-
lem with radio reception. I could
get only a few local stations; the
rest of the time, | got only static.

There's wind noise in the
Element at highway speeds, and
it's a long reach down for some-
one my size — S feet4 — 1o a
coffee cup or soda placed in the
front cupholders. These cuphold-
ers, you see, are mounted down
at the floor between the front
seats, not in some fancy center
console.

after that shift is where the engine
will be turning its slowest while,
comparatively, the wheels will be
uming their fastest.

RAY:
Now, to get back to your orig-
inal question — the EXACT

speed at which you get your best
mileage might vary from that by a
small amount because of the way
the manufacturer has set the gear
ratios and engine performance,
but as we say, that's a very good
estimate.

TOM:

The reason you get poorer fuel
economy as you go faster than
that is largely due to wind resis-
tance. Wind resistance increases
as a square of your speed. So,
believe it or not, at 65 mph, your
wind resistance is more than dou-
ble what it is at 45 mph (e.g., 65
squared vs, 45 squared)!

RAY:

Of course, yvou can't always
drive at 45. Al that speed, you'd
be a danger to other people on
the highway. But basically, just
remember that the faster you go
on the highway, the more gaso-
line you're wasting just breaking
through the wind.

TOM:
Is there a “breaking wind"
joke here that [ missed?

RAY:

Let's just end the column
now, shall we?
