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Legal Aid facing 
slow strangulation 

The late t cri i facing Legal Services for the 
poor is not a urpri e. But at thi moment in hi -
tory- when the riche t Americans are enjoying 
the favor. of rna i e federal tax cuts and the 
poor scramble t fe d their children and obtain 
benefits after lo ing thei1· job ~- it is emblematic. 

Emblematic of a troubled economy and 
declining revenues. 

Emblematic of a society that too often equates 
wealth and success with goodness and right. 

And emblematic of a political system that too 
often acts as if justice is reserved for those who 
have mean , while tho e without are due far 
Jess. 

The ba ic cause is that federal upport for the 
Legal Servic Corp .. which partially fund 
what is kn wn in Kentucky a "'Legal Aid,'' has 
been flat during the Bu h years - a retreat in 
commitment fully backed by the GOP House of 
Repre entati ves ... 

This is not a surpri e. Conservatives have long 
viewed legal repre entation for the poor with 
hostility. 

Now. instead of moving to kill Legal Services 
outright, they are cutting it back or keeping 
funding con tant - a dangerous proposition for a 
vital program that was never adequately funded. 

What are legal servi e for the poor? Cases 
involving domestic violence, home foreclosure , 
evictions, predatory lenders and issues facing 
the elderly and di abled. 

Feder a I upp rt for . uch ba i protections in 
Kentucky will fall by at least $1.3 million in 
2003 - in part a r ult of a shift of money to 
other tates faring even wor e economically. 

Four Legal Aid divi~ions in the common­
wealth face ubstantial cut . Some offices are 
being clo ed. Staff is being laid off. 

Of cour e. there never was enough revenue for 
this important er ice. Legal Aid lawyers are 
some of the most altn1i tic in the profession, and 
also among the least paid. Contributions from 
the bar and private donors try to make up the 
difference, but it's never enough.

Bush's new plan

WASHlNGTON - Pre!>ident Bush i 
puning together an economic timulus 
plan likely to raise maj r obje ti n.

While Bush refuseJ to di clo e .any 
detail of the plan be will unveil in a 
speech in Chicago nexl Tuesday. White 
Hou e official said that two major ·om­
ponents are likely to be an ucceleration of 
personal income ta rate cuts that were 
included in the 200 I tax bill and a new 
tax break for inve tors who get inc me 
from corporate dividend payments. 

Because higher income indl'•il:lual , 
who pay more taxe • get the biggest bene­
firs from rate cuts. the admini:trnU n had 
considered not accelerating the cheduled 
reductions in the top Uf\ rate, currently at 
38.6 percent. bur in tead focus just on th 
three lower rate .

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Ky Tobacco Settlement Trust Corporation announces 
distribution of compensation checks to farmers 

• 
FRANKFORT - Kentucky 

Governor Paul E. Patton 
announced today the distribution 
of payment checks compensating 
tobacco growers and quota owners 
in Kentucky as a result of the 
national legal settlements with 
tobacco companies. 
Compensation checks totaling 
over $134 million from the settle­
ment are being distributed this 
week to 149,000 Kentucky tobac­
co growers and quota owners. 

The compensation comes from 

the 1999 Phase II settlement 
between tobacco-growing states 
and the four largest cigarette man­
ufacturers to offset income losses 
farmers are expected to experience 
as a result of changes within the 
tobacco industry. This distribution 
represents the fourth of the sched­
uled twelve annual payments from 
the Trust. The agreement provides 
Kentucky farmers $1.5 billion for 
annual payments through the year 
2010. To date, the Kentucky 
Tobacco Settlement Trust 

Corporation has facilitated pay­
ments of more than $328 million 
since the establishment of the 
Trust in 1999. 

Phase II tobacco settlement 
compensation is provided equally 
for three factors of tobacco pro­
duction: quota, land and labor. 
Quota compensation is based on 
crop year 200 I basic quota. Land 
and labor compensation is based 
on an average of crop years 1998, 
1999, and 2000 effective quota 
and actual marketing. This aver-

age is referred to a<> payment 
pounds. The payment rate from 
the National Trust is 19.66 cents 
per basic quota pound. Payments 
to the individuals or entities that 
control land and employ labor 
used to produce burley tobacco are 
based on an average of the three 

crop years 1998, 1999, and 
2000. Individuals will receive a 
payment that corresponds to their 
level of production activity in each 
crop year.

But companies can reduce the 
capital to be taxed by subtracting 
loans that parents and sub­
sidiaries make to each other by 
consolidating the tax returns of 
the parent company and its sub­
sidiaries. Filing separate returns 
means the intercompany loans 
add to each company's capital,

The tax is "for the privilege of 
doing business in Kentucky," said 
Mike Kalinyak, an attorney for 
the Revenue Cabinet, which said 
that for this year, through the end 
of June, the tax generated about 
$117.5 million.

best job of stimulating economic 
growth. 

"There is no question that the 
left will try to drag out the pagan 
god of class warfare and say this is 
just a sop to the president's rich 
friends," said Daniel Mitchell, an 
economist at the conservative 
Heritage Foundation.

But the focus today is on 
deflation, and how to stem the 
damaging economic effect that 
falling prices could cause. 

Deflation works like this: A 
weak economy forces business­
es to lower prices, and that 
spurs consumers to hold back 
on spending because they think 
even better deals are on the 
way. Then businesses cut prices 
even more to stimulate demand, 
which in tum lowers profits. 
That sets off a vicious cycle that 
is tough to stop. 

There are already pockets of 
deflation at work. During the 
holiday season, retailers had to 
significantly slash prices on 
clothing, toys, computers and 
electronics to get consumers to 
buy. The same has gone on with 
auto sales over the last year. 

While economists are divid­
ed on whether widespread 
deflation is even a risk, the 
Federal Reserve officials, in 
their usual cagey, indirect way, 
have talked about the possibili­
ty of deflation emerging and the 
importance of fighting it.
