Dann.y Thomas Sesco. 35. of 
MarshYille. N.C., was indicted on 
one count of first-degree wanton 
endangennent, one count of pre­
scription in improper container, 
one count of possession of a con­
trolled substance and one count 
of first-degree fleeing or evading 
police ln connection to an inci-

• dent allegedly occurring April 26, 
2000. 

At that time, arresting offtcer 
Tim Clark, who was traveling 
southbound along U.S. 23, 
alleged Sesco nearly hit his cruis­
er while traveling northbound 
along U.S. 23 when he crossed 
the median and came into the 
other lane of traffic.

The problem with the tradt­
tional way for utility companies 
to collect by cutting off service 
and taking the customer to small 
claims court cannot be applied in 
this case Bartley said that the 
water and garbage bills are com 
bined and that these particular 
customers are paymg their wAter 
bHI, wbicb prevents discOJmec­
tion of water. But the county 
now has to pay for the garbage

bill whether it is picked up or 
not. Therefore, Thompson said. 
there is no other way to 
approach the situation. 

When collSidering the age of 
two of the men charged, a ques­
tion of the customers' ability ro 
pay arises. In reference to th1 
possibility, Thompson and 
Bartley reported that if the situa­
tion 1s that there is a problem 
with income, the county would 
not attempt to prosecute, with 
Thompson saying that the cus­
tomer would have to prove it, ar 
which time the coumy would 
"work something out" 

"Tt is nor a perfect system,'" 
said Thompson. 

However, when referring to 
the process of collecting the 
county's garbage in the past, 
Thompson pointed out the 
improvement of the more effi­
cient system. He said that the 
county used to use stickers on 
garbage bins to determine who 
had paid thetr bills, so that the 
county workers would know 
where to collect. But neighbors 
would steal each other's stickers, 
said Thompson. With universal 
pickup, everyone's trash is col­
lected at the $10 rate, which 
Thompson says is the lowest rate 
in any county in Eastern 
Kentucky. However, the bill will 
rise pursuant to a state-mandated 
increase. 

Thompson pomted out other 
benefit of the change is collec­
tions, stating that the county just 
received a $29,000 grant for 
roadside Litter cleanup as a result 
of universal pickup. He reported 
that the county spem somewhere 
between $200.000 and $300,000 
last year cleaning up the county.

WHITESBURG 
Magistrales have refused to 
sponsor a grant application for 
Appalshop. an arts and enter­
tainment organization in 
Whitesburg, after a disc jockey 
on it radio station allegedly 
made an unpatnotic remark. 

The Letcher Fiscal Court 
voted not to endorse a $300.000 
grant application for Appalshop 
to renovate a building that 
would be used for an exhib1tion 
hall where the public could view 
t.he organi7.atton 's film docu­
mentanes and Ii ten to old radio 
programs. 

Magistrate Wayne Fleming 
said be found remarks made by 
Bill Andy Farley. who has a 
Frida)' afternoon program on 
WMMT-FM. offensive. He said 
that's why he urged fellow mag­
I trate. to refuse Appal hop's 
request for sponsorship. 

Flem1ng, a Vietnam veteran, 
claims farley told listeners that 
America has killed more inno­
cent people than any other coun­
try in the world. Fadey said he 
doesn't recall making the state­
ment. 

"I don't think I said that,'' 
Farle)' said. "l went back 
through the tapes of the past 
couple of \veeks, and 1 couldn't 

freedom here on this station by 
practicing free speech," she 
said. 

Many local residents. includ­
jng Farley, volunteer as DJs for 
the community radio station, 
which bills itself as "the voice of 
the hillbilly nation." Marshall 
aid the DJs often offer their 

commentary on local, state and 
national issues. 

"We have some very diverse 
views on things,'' Marshall said. 
"We do not necessarily agree 
with those vtews, but we do pro­
vide the space for people to 
e press their views."

The Nicholas Green 
Distinguished Student Award 
is given through the Nicholas 
Green Foundation, a non­
profit organization dedicated 
to furthering the cause of 
organ donation around the 
world by increasing aware­
ness of the hortage of organ 
donor~> worldwide. The foun­
dation also supports a broad 
range of children's causes. 

Setup by Reg and Maggie 
Green, two California parents 
who tragicall} lost their son. 
Nicholas, to a drive-by shoot­
ing during a family vacation 
in Italy m 1994, the founda­
tion strives to "turn a nega­
tive inro a positive," accord­
ing to Beverly Crisman, com­
mumty relations spec1alist tor 
Aoyd County schools. 

Nicholas • organs were 
donated to even Italians 
waiting for transplants. In 
the first few days after llis 
death, the number of peopJe 
signing organ donor cards in 
Italy quadrupled. following 
the Greens ' willingness to 
speak openly wilh the media 
about the tragedy that had 
occurred in their family and 
their resulting decision to 
donate their son's organs. 

In establishing the founda­
tion. the Greens felt it was 
important to rl!cognize the 
gifts and talents of children 
near the age of thuir young 
son when he died. 

During an informal mtcr­
view at her school, Rossi said 
that she was aware of the 
moving story behind the 
prestigious award and that 
she was very proud to have 
been selectl!d. According to 
Rossi's mmher, the young 
student began to show an 
mterest in music at an early 
age when she requested the 
gifl of a violin for Chnstma~ 
the year she was four. "I ju ·t 
thought sure she would want 
the same doll the little girl 
next door w~ asking for,"

said Kathy Clark, "but no, 
she wanted a 'fiddle,' she 
said it was all she wanted." 

Rossi got her string instru­
ment and has been studying 
and playing ever since. "She 
began taking lessons at the 
age of four and has never 
become bored with it at all," 
said her mother. 

Rossi's preferred style of 
music is what she and her 
mother both refer to as "old­
timey." Old Timey music is 
comprised primarily of old 
Appalachian tunes handed 
down through the genera­
tion by ear. Rarely can one 
find the tones in sheet music 
and Rossi admits that she 
often learns the music by 
attending ·'jam sessions" 
where he listens to other 
musicians and tries to repeat 
what they played. A method 
that takes con iderably more 
time to learn than studying 
sheel music. 

"1 don' t know," Rossi 
said, "[ just like old-timey 
music the best. It s what I 
enjo> the most, it's what my 
grandpa used to play and it 
remmds me of him." 

"'Ros 1, to be so young, is 
really interested in carrying 
on old time traditions like the 
traditional mountain music 
and hand-quilting," said 
Kathy Clark. 

In order to be considered 
for the N ichoJas Green 
D1stingui hed Student 
Award, Rossi was required to 
submit a 300-word composi­
tion that described a special 
activity or area of interest for 
the student. Rossi wrote 
about the importance of pre­
serving mountain traditions. 

She will receive a $500

with a Cettificate of 
Excellence from the NAGC, 
in recognition of her 
achie\ cment during an 
awards ceremony and recep­
tion that will be held later 
this month at Lexington' 
Marriott llotel.

done. It is just so sad to me, 
that within the last year, so 
many children. girls and boys, 
within the lower elementary 
grades, have been allowed to 
color their hair. or to have 
chemical processing. so their 
hair is "highlighted" similar to 
adults. Is it OK with you'? 
What kind of message do you 
think, this gives to the chil­
dren? 

Where did all this empha­
sis on hair began? As we aJ I 
know, humans' hair grows the 
thickest mainly on the head, 
with the later development of 
body hair on the genitals, 
underarms, and face (for 
males) signifying sexual 
maturity. Sometimes, women 
will have hair growing "out of 
place'' when a hormonal 
imbalance is present. The 
story for hair growing mainly 
on the head is that the hair 
protects and insulates the head 
and brain from the sun. 
Another interesting fact is that 
hair grows at the rate of about 
150 mm a year, with the 
quickest growth being for 
young adult women bet.,..,·een 
L6 and 24. This is related to 
the time that they frequently 
are at the "height" of their 
possible reproductive capaci­
ty. 

lt is hard to say who was in 
charge of the counting, but 
supposedly the average young 
adult has over I 00,000 strand 
of hair on his head. There 
have also been differences 
counted, according Lo the 
color of the hair, with the 
averages being 140,000 
strands for blondes. l 08,000 
for brunettes. and 90,000 for 
redheads. ft wa hard to 
believe that each individual 
hair lasts for two to six yenrs 
before it faJis out and allows 
the follicle to rest for a while. 
before another one takes its 
place. The hair numbers 
remind me of a young girl 
who visited us from Austria, 
and German wa her primary 
language. When discussing 
hair, she made an issue out of 
the fact that we needed to say 
"hairs" when refernng to a 
"head of hair" and not "1 flkt: 
your hair.'' 

Then, the old saying. "his­
tory repeats itself." sure rings 

true when it comes to hair 
issues for the masses. 
Statuettes have been found 
from the lee Age. and 30,000 
years old, that showed !) 1-
ized hair. Conclu 1ons were 
that these ttems reveal a com­
plex ocial organization 
where these prehistoric people 
had a concept of beauty or 
attractiveness. some woman 
look care about how their hair 
looked, and the women could 
not have done it all her elf. 
The ancient Egyptians were 
another group that vaJued 
their appearance, beallty, and 
cleanliness, to the point that 
they had comb · and hairpins 
in their graves. The)' rated 
thick ha1r very highly, so rhat 
they used hair extensions and 
wigs made of real hair or 
sheep's wool. The Egyptians 
also dyed their hair and wigs 
various colors. such as blues, 
greens. blondes, gold. and 
black bemg widely chosen. 

As expected. one' general 
health and diet greatly influ­
ence the quality. condition, 
and appearance of hair. 

eedle s to say, long hair sug­
gests that at least within the 
recent past. the per on had 
good health. Lndlvtduals with 
consistently poor nutrition 
frequently have vel) fine, 
brittle hair that lack ,·arious 
mineral . Hair can be exam­
ined and the drugs that the 
person is taking can he identi­
fied, uch as chemothl!rap), 
that commonly cau es a com­
plete loss of hair. Another fac­
tor in hair loss is supposedly 
related to one' gene pool, in 
that there is an inherited ten-

This is a relatively common 

occurrence. The good news is that 
scratches to the cornea generally heal up 
very quickly and without complication. 
The bad news is that they can be quite 
painful. 

us here is a bit more about comeal abra­
sions. The cornea is the clear, curved 
Slnlcture on the front of the eye. Its pri­
mary job is to help focus our vision. Jt 
provides over 60 percent of the focusing 
power in the eye - the lens does the 
rest The cornea is a five-layered struc­
ture that is very rough, but it can be 
prone to injury. 

If you get poked in the eye or "get 
somethjng" in your eye, the cornea can 
get scratched. The cornea can also be 
damaged by extensive exposure to ultra­
VIolet light, such as can happen when 
you use a tanning bed or engage in weld­
ing. Generally, in the first few hours 
after an injury to the cornea, the eye 
becomes painful and tight sensitive. The 
eye may water and feel like it ha some­
thing in it. MoSt people go the doctor 

He or she will also be sure there are no 
foreign bodies in the e;:ye or imbedded in 
the cornea. 

Once the exam 1 complete. your eye 
may be treated with dilating drops to 
stop eye muscle spasm'! and some antibi­
otic drop or oimmem. Sometimes your 
eye will be patched. Over-the-counter 
pain piUs may not be adequate in 'oOme 
cases. so your doctor may pre cribe 
StrOnger pain medication. Your physi­
cian should l'echeck your l!ye in 24 ro 4 
hours.

Stopping in 
the snow

Dear Tom and Ray: 
Last weekend. my fiancee and I were 

driving to the school where ·he teaches.- 1 
in central Indiana. The back roads were : 
still covered in mo tly packed now, 
with some ice undemeath. As my 
tiancee approached a stop ign or turn. 
he would press the clutch in and pump 

the brakes. I told her that you're never 
supposed to pump !he brakes on a snow-
covered road, because it allows the -: 

I 
wheels to temporarily lock ur and start l 
to skid. I told her to instead apply gen- • 
tie. con tant pressure to tbe brake and 
leave the clutch engaged so the wheels 
are turning all the time, only di engag-
ing the 
clutch when 
the car is 
almost com­
pletely 
stopped. By 
the way. her 
car is a lousy 
1997 Saturn 
SL2 that 
uses about a 
quart of oil 
every week. 
So. which one of us is right? I think I 
proved I was right while driving on a 
road with the same conditions. I applied 
gentle, constant brake pressure, and the 
Saturn stopped perfectly. without any 
skidding or sHding whatsoever. - Terry 

TOM: 
Well, you are right, Terry. And l hope 

that knowledge warms you while you're 
sleeping in the garage for the next few 
weeks. Actually. Terry, she' right. too. 
under certain circumstances, o J think 
you two can still go ahead and send our 
the invitations. 

RAY: 
In g,eneral. in the snow you want to 

do everything smoothly and ~lly. 
Think about walking acros an icy pond. 
What do you do? Do you run and then 
lT)' to top short or turn suddenly? No. 
You'd fall on your butt. You move care­
fully. domg everything slowly and 
smoothly. And the same i true for how 
you drive on ice and snow. 

TOM· 
So. when coming to a top on snow 

or ice. you want to anticipate the top a 
early as possible. then low down 
smoothly and gradually over a nice long 
stretch of road. leaving the clutch 
engaged so you get the constant engine 
braking working for you. too. 

RAY: 
tn fact, it's not a bad idea to keep the 

car in a lower gear than nonnal in the 
snow. First. it"ll help keep you from 
accidentally driving too fast. But also. 
you can slow the car bj simply letting 
up on the accelerator. using the engine 
braking to reduce your reliance on the 
brakes. So you're right about all that 
stuff. Terry. 

TOM: 
However ... if you DO start to skid 

AND you don't have anti-lock brakes. 
then you SHOGLD pump the brakes to 
stop the car from skidding. Basically, 
what you're doing i lifting )Our foor off ; 
the brake pedal \\hen you detect a skid 
and then immediately reapplyjng tt, try- • 
ing again to slO\\ the car without ktd­
ding. 

RAY: 
ABS docs the same thing. but it does 

it automatically and does it much faster 
and better than am human ever could. 
So. in a car with t\BS, you never pump 
the brakes. The brake will pump them­
selves ifthey ever need to. 

TOM: 
So, your fiancee's mistake is that 

pumping the brake is not a first line of 
defense. It's a method of controlling a 
non-ABS car once a skid has already 
begun. And your mistake is aying that 
you should ''never pump the brake on a 
snow-covered road," whi h i · not true. 

RAY: 
And nO\\ that yc•u"ve both proven to 

be equally flawed beings. ma) you live 
happil} ever after in bli sful and con1in­
ual forgivenes of each other.
