A war without 
sacrifice? 

President George W. Bush is "'ell on his way to pending 
upwards of $40 billion on anima ion of lraq. Last year's tax cut 
was $1.35 trillion. to be spread over II years. This year·s pro­
posed cut is $600 billion over I 0 ears. Yet Washington can't 
come up with $3.- billion in new money for homeland security. 

Does this ordering of priorities make sense? 
Homeland Security Chief Tom Ridge Followed up his duct 

tape remarks with his "Ready'· advertising campaign. The gov­
ernment announced a heightened orange terrorism alert, based 
partly on faulty intelligence. 

Meanwhile. 98 percent of incoming cargo at U.S. ports. 
including the port of St. Loui • goe uninspected: police and fire­
fighters m St. Loui and other cities can't talk directly to each 
other at emergency scenes; and the nation is unprepared for a 
coordinated anthrox attack on more than one city. 

Is thi the way to fight a war against terrorism? 
Many governors, mayors. police and fire chiefs and homeland 

ecurity directors don'L think so. They have complained about 
Congress' failure to provide promj ed money for homeland secu­
rity. Bush himself criticized Republicans in Congress for reduc­
ing the amount of new money. But Bu h shru·es responsibility for 
this situation. He could have persuaded his fellow Republicans to 
provide the rnon~y if he applied a fraction of the effort he exerted 
during the election campaign to remove job protections for 
Homeland Seculity employees. 

Under the recently approved federal spending Jaw, Illinois is 
getting only abom one-third of the I 00 million in homeland 
security fund· it was expecting. Tim Daniel. Missouri's homeland 
security director. says he has been surprised and disappointed by 
what Missouri is gelling this year: $21 millwn in new money, 
nearly all of it to beef up the public heaJth sy tern to prepare for 
bioterronsm. 

St. Louis ha the geographic good fortune not to be seen as a 
prime target of a terrorist attack. But many of the nation's vulner­
abilities exist here. Little of the cargo that passes through St. 
Louis' port has been inspected. There is little security for rail 
cars passing through residential neighborhoods. And St. Louis 
has its share of chemical plant . 

Just how bad is the overall state of preparedness? A blue-rib­
bon terrorism tao;k force said lasl faU rhat America's first respon­
ders are no better prepared now than tl1ey were before Sept. l L 
2001. Sen. Bob Graham. D-Fia .. formerly head of the Senate 
Intelligence Committee, went even further. calling the nation 
·'scandalously ill-prepared." 

It is illogical and dangerous to give tax cuts to the wealthy and 
pour billions into a war against Iraq while denying adequate 
resources to addre.ss the mo. t urgent priorities of Sept. ll: mak­
ing the natioa less vulnerable to acts of terrorism. and dealing 
with those who can't be slopped. Real wars require national sac­
rifice.

We have hopes 
that they will all eventually regain the 
u e of their legs, but until then, they 
will require special care, even after 
they return home. 

For any animal that is unable to 
move well, the primary considerations 
beyond providing accessible food and 
water are keeping it clean and dry and 
preventing pressure sore . 

Basic supplies for a bedridden ani­
mal include a good supply of thick 
blankets and sheets, some egg crate 
foam, large garbage bags, plastic­
backed absorbenl pads (puppy piddle 
pads or hospital "chucks"), mild 
shampoo, white vinegar, djaper rash 
oinunent, and cleaning supplies such 
as buckets. towels and paper towels. 

Next wrap the "mattress" in a blan­
ket and/or sheet. We like a blanket a-; 
the first layer, then a sheet on top. 
Chances are, Lhi animal i not going 
to be able to move when it urinate , 

The result of long periods of 
recumbency can be pre. ure ore , or 
"bedsores". Watch for these con lant­
ly. They will generally occur over 
bony an.::a:-. like the clbo\H, hocks.

1l1e sorts of cases I am 
talking about are those that have a 
reasonable prognosis for being able to 
get around on their own eventually. A 
permanendy paralyzed animal is a 
whole different ballgame; while they 
require much of the same care, their 
owners must make some hard deci· 

The ftrst order of business is to 
make Rover's new hospital bed. We 
use a big piece of"egg crate''-the 
bumpy foam rubber that you can buy 
in the bedding ection of any discount 
store. The size depends on how big 
the patient is. but you want the animal 
to have plenty of room. This stuff is 
easy to cut with regular scissors The 
heavier the animal, the more layers of 
foam we stack on top of one another:

THE UNSUNG HEROES 
AFRICAN-AMERICAN AND MEXICAN-AMERICAN COWBOYS 

The first cowboys were Mexican 
natives who were captured 
and forced to work on 
cat~le ranches by the 
Spanish in the 1500s. 
Men who worked with 
cattle were called 
vaqueros (cowmen). 
The term vaquero 
(pronounced 
vah-KIER-oh) is 
from the Spanish 
word "vaca," which 
means cow. The 
early vaqueros 
invented many 
of the skills and 
terms used in cowboy 
circles. When 
Easterners began 
to arrive in 
Texas in the 
1800s, the 
Spanish/ 
Mexican 
cowboys taught 
them the skills 
needed to survive 
in the West and the 
tricks of herding cattle 
and sheep. 

Andrew Garcia 
Andrew Garcia was born in 1853 In the Rio 
Grande Valley in the region of El Paso, 
Texas, and Las Cruces, New Mexico. He 
was one of the first American pioneers of 
Hispanic descent to write about his life - in 
a book called Tough Trip Through Paradise. 
Fearing that his words would be twisted and 
sensationalized, Garcia did n<:>t seek to 
publish his work. The manuscript was found 
and edited by Bennet Stein, who had the 
work published in 1967. 

The legend of Rosalio 
El Guero Rosalia was a vaquero who, 
according to legend, could toss a bull by the 
tail, catch fish with his bare 
hands and rope cattle 
while riding bareback 
on a wild horse. 
Rosalie was believed 
to have mystical 
powers and could 
tum himself into a coy­
ote, and frequently went 
missing for days while he 
consorted with coyote packs. 

The history of the Western frontier as it is portrayed in books 
and movies often overlooks the huge role that African­
Americans and Mexican-Americans played in the early 

exploration and settlement of the West. It is estimated that 
during the time of the Wild West (1820-1880) one in three 

cowboys was African-American or Mexican-American.

During the 1800s, thousands of African­
Americans made their way west to Texas, 
Nebraska, Kansas and California. They 
hoped to escape the prejudice of the east 
and the slavery in the south. Several slaves 
also accompanied their masters on expedi· 
tions west. 

Many of these adventurers learned the 
riding and roping skills of the Mexican 
vaqueros and became cowboys. 

Mountaineer, scout, pioneer 
and war chief 
James Pierson Beckwourth was a 

frontiersman who, by his own account, 
led a very interesting life. Born in Virginia 
to a slave mother and an English father, 
Beckwourth grew up in St. Louis and was 
trained as a blacksmith. James loved to 
travel and left home in 1822. He was a fur 
trader until 1828, when he began living with ~l 
the Crow Indians. In 1837, he left the tribe 

to serve as an Army scout, first in 
Florida and then in the mountains, 

and also ran trading posts. In 
1850, he discovered the moun-
tain pass that bears his name, 
Beckwourth's Pass, which was 
heavily used by wagon trains 
of settlers until aboat 1855, 
when the railroad took its 

place. His autobiography, The 
Life and Adventures of James P.

the gang was ambushed and killed. 
Only Huddleston survived. He 
changed his name to lsom Dart and 
continued to steal horses and play 
poker. He was shot at the age of 51 and 
was buried on Cold Spring Mountain. 

Jim Beckwourth and Pioneer and Chief of the 
Crow Nation, is an excellent 

account of what life was like for a mountain 
man in the 1800s. Like many adventure 
books of the time, however, it has its share 
of good yarns and exaggerations.

Juan Cortina 
Juan Cortina was born 

in Texas in 1824 (when 
Texas was still a part of 

Mexico). As a young man he witnessed and 
was very disturbed by the many prejudices 
of English-speaking Americans toward 
Mexican-Americans. Cortina decided to do 
something about~. In 1859, he witnessed 
an Anglo city marshal pistol-whipping one of 
his former family employees in the town of 
Brownsville. Two months later, Cortina led a 
large group of men on a raid on the town. 
The raid resulted in the deaths of three men 
who had abused Mexican-Americans. 
Cortina went on to lead similar raids until 
the U.S. Army forced him into Mexico in 
1860. He went on to become governor of the 
Mexican s1ate of Tamaulipas ( 1869-1876), 
and he also served as a brigadier general in 
the Mexican Army. Nicknamed the "Robin 
Hood of South Texas," Cortina became a 
Mexican folk hero who is still remembered 
as an inspired leader of the civil rights 
struggle of Mexican-Americans.

Jean Baptiste Pointe Du Sable - Built a trad­
ing post at the mouth of the Chicago River, which 
later became the city of Chicago.

Helped the expedition by 
befriending tribes and served as a scout and 
hunter. 
Edward Rose - Frontiersman, trapper, guide 
and notorious outlaw. 
John Marrant- Methodist missionary to the 
western Indian tribes. 
Edmonla Lewis - First African-American in the 
U.S. to receive recognition as a sculptress. 
Green bury Logan - One of the first African­
Americans to settle in Texas, he was crippled in 
the Texas war for independence against Mexico. 
John Jones - Settler and abolitionist, he helped 
runaway slaves on the Underground Railroad. 
George Monroe - Gold miner and California 
stage driver who drove President Grant. 
Biddy Mason -A slave who walked from 
Mississippi to Califomia while looking after her 
master's cattle. Negotiated her freedom and 
became a wealthy philanthropist. 
Mifflin W. Gibbs- Founded California's first 
black newspaper, The Mirror of Our Times. 

Britton Johnson - Scout and frontiersman. 
Mary Fields - Known as Stagecoach Mary. Mall 
carrier, gunfighter and brawler. Eventually opened 
her own laundry service. 

Deadwood Dick 
Nat Love, also known as Deadwood Dick, 
was bom a slave in Tennessee. His family 
was freed after the Civil War, but survival 
was a struggle. At the age of about 15-, Nat 
left home and headed to Texas for the Iff~ • 
of a cowboy. Love wrote a book called Ttle, 
Life and Adventures of Nat Love: Better ·~ 
Known in the Cattle 
Country as 
Deadwood Dick 
(1907). His 
book is a com­
bination of 
actual events 
and some 
tall tales. 
Love got his 
nickname in 
1876, when 
he won a 
riding, roping 
and shooting 
contest in 
Deadwood, South 
Dakota. Nat Love
