A runoff is trig­
gered if a first-pJace ftnisher fails 
to get 40 percent of the vote in a 
gubernatorial primary. rt has not 
happened since the runoff was 
rein tituted in 1992. 

Clark aid Senate President 
David Willtam is trying to pro­
tect U.S. Rep. Ernie Fletcher. one 
of four Republican candidatel for 
governor. ·'It's perfectly clear that 
... Ernie Fletcher can't make the 
40 percent, so they want to do 
away with the runoff;' Clark said. 

Republicans want to repeal the 
runoff altogether through eparate 
legislation, or at least suspend it in 
the final budget bill, because it 
otherwi-;e would remain on the 
books. even without funding. 

The Senate passed its version 
of the budget on Wednesday.

Studv savs cash infusion needed to 
11eet mandates ol education reform

FRANKFORT - Kentucky 
will need to pump $1 billion 
more a year into education to ful­
fill the mandates of education 
refonn. a swdy ays. 

The study says that ju t keep­
ing up with programs and tbe 
goaL of getting all student::. to a 
proficient level by 2014 would 
cost $892 million a year. The 
price tag would be $1 .16 bilJion a 
year for the fore eeable future 
when including other initiatives. 
Like an extended ehooJ year, 
more preschool and rai ing 
teacher salaries to the national 
average. 

"The learning goals estab­
lished by KERA are among the 
most ambitiou in the nation, and 
achieving them will not come 
without significant and su tained 
financial commionents on the 
part of the commonwealth;· said 
Blake Haselton, the Oldham 
County schools superintendent 
and vice president of the Council 
for Better Education, which 
commissioned the tudy. 

The eight-month sLUdy was 
done by Deborah Verstegen of 
the University of Virginia. 

Several tare legislators who 
received the study Wednesday 
·aid they had not had time to 
·tudy it. 

Sen. Lindy Casebier, R­
Louisville. aid he thought the 
numbers would take a while to 
sink in. But he said the study 
would dovetail with a look at 
comprehensive tax refonn m the 
neltt legislative session that 
could raise the kind of revenue 
needed to properly finance 
schools. 

Sen. Jack Westwood, R­
Erlanger, said the public needed 
more proof reform w~ working 
before it would pony up more 
money. 

"We're spending lots of 
money, but I'm not ure we're 
getting a good bang for our 
buck,'' he said.

There is a mistaken bt:lief tbat 

stream fishing for smallmouth 
bass doesn't tart until the dog­
woods and redbuds bloom in 
spring. But, if the weather pro­
vides a warming trend of air tem­
perature above 50 degrees for at 
least three days in late winter. the 
stream smallmouth fi bing sea­
son begins in Kentucky. 

This pattern starts a eady as 
the second week of Pebruary in a 
year with a mlld winter. Usually, 
the pattern starts during the last 
week of February or the first 
week or two of Man:h. 

The key to finding small­
mouth bass in streams in late 
February or early March is di -
covering therr winter lairs. When 
the firs1 real cold weather of the 
year sets in, stream smallmouth 
migrate to deep hole. with little 
current. They may migrate sever­
al miles in fall to find thts kind of 
water. [n the smaller Kentucky 
smallrnourh streams, a winter 
hole may only be four to six. feet 
deep They spend the winter in 
these holes in a semi-donnant

state until the first wann front of 
late winter or early spring. 

The warm front draw ihe 
smallmouth to feed in the flowing 
water at the beginning or end of 
the wintering hole. Stream small­
mouth survive in a harsh environ­
ment and feeding opportunities 
are rare in the cold months. The 
big females, especially, mu t take 
advantage of any food offered by 
nature at this time of the year to 
nourish the eggs in their bellies. 

Smallmouth bass in streams 
in late winter won't chase a lure. 
They are s1uggl h from the cold 
and lures must be presented as 
slowly as possible. A one-eighth 
ounce olive and orange, brown 
and orange, black or white hair 
jig worked slowly along the bot­
tom of the flowing water is dead­
ly on these fish. A small black, 
smoke or white grub allowed to 
tumble in the current produces 
strikes as will a small, in-line 
white spinner like the Rooster 
Tail.

Safety pin spinnerbaits in 
white or charteuse worked slow­
ly through this water produces 
strikes. Some anglers prefer the 
small Beetle Spin in this situa­
tion. A black and brown hair jig 
worked slowly in the slack 
muddy water is also good for 
these fish. 

Safety is very important when 
fishing water less than 50 
degrees. If you sHp on a slick

When a srereot) pc is famil· 
iar to people, the} tent.l to 
belie\e that it is trw:, it i 
difficult to disapprove them. 
and it cause mistrust in 
each other. A lot of tereo­
lype oonsi 1 of n. m -call­
ing, racial slurs. and jokes. 
Thi· remind mr.; of the 
times l felt vel) puHlo\ n 
when folks would make 
extremely unkind remarks 
about hillbilli . when I \~W; 
a young nurse working at th 
New York llo.,pital in 
Manhattan one "inler. I was 
very proud of being from 
eastern K~ntucky and I real· 
ly resented their comments 
about it being an undesirable 
place to live. A gut·ss was 
that many of those repeating 
the slurs, probably viewed 
themsel\ cs as uol being 
prejudiced and, furthcnnore, 
would ha,·e been ups l. if 
you pointed out the po ~ibil­
lt)' 10 them.

More readers 
responses about 
emergency vehicles 

by TOM AND RAY MAGLIOZZI 

RAY: 
We're till getting mail regarding a 

column we wrote about emergency­
response vehicles. An EMT wrote us to 
ask what c.ould be done about drivers 
failing to yield right of '~ay to ambu­
lances and rescue vehicles . 

TOM: 
Lots of you wrote to us with ideas, 

thoughts and suggestions. Here are some 
of them: 

DEAR TOM AND RAY: 
I worked for GM for many years, and 

right after I started in 1976. I turned in a 
suggestion about installing a device such 
as a detector that would pick up the fre­
quency of poltce, fire and ambulance 
vehicles, and that would alert people 
that one was nearby. At the time. [stated 
how soundproof cars were. Needless to 
say, they are more soundproof today 
than they were in 1976. I was told that 
this would be an invention rather than a 
suggestion. and I ~hould submit it to the 
new-devices department. It would have 
been so easy to tie it into one of the 
many bell and will ties already in the 
cars. Several 
months later, 
I was 
informed 
that it would 
not work 
because it 
might inter­
fere with the 
police. They 
inferred that 
it would be a 
"heads-up" 
to a traffic violator that an emergency 
vehicle is nearb}. and would make it 
harder to apprehend _ uch violators A 
couple of years later. I resubmaued my 
idea and was issued new papers and 
excuses. Before I retired in 1997. I . 
resubmitted m) idea, and rt Wa!'i for­
warded to the Electronics Division, 
never to be heard from again [ can't see 
why they have never accepted my sug­
gestion/invention. My last two cars 
(2000 Deville and 2002 DTS l ha\ e 
detectors in the rear bumprrs t.hat chime 
at different tones to alert the driver to 
the proximity of something in the back 
or on the side. I really think it would be 
a great improvement to the safety of 
emergency vehicles. and would help 
them get to the scene of accidents and 
also get survivors to local emergency 
hospitals. 1 hope someone will look into 
tins. - Rodericke 

TOM: 
Well, Rodericke, you'll be happy to 

know that you were simply ahead of 
your time. SimiJar systems are beJOg 
rolled out this year by independent com­
panies. We heard from several ourfit 
that want to equip ambulance wath 
devices that broadcast lhrough nearby 
car radios - alerting driverc; to get out 
of the way. 

RAY: 
Of course. you'll be unhappy to 

lcnov.. that you won't be gening any roy­
alties whatsoever. But that' lift:. huh? 

TOM: 
I should also point out that each 

emergency vehtcle is l1l control of its 
device, so if it needs to travel without 
being detected. it just keeps the thing 
turned off. Duh. right? 

RAY: 
Here's anotht>r perspective on the 

problem: 

DEAR TOM AND RAY: 
As an emergency phy ician, I am all 

too aware of lhe problems that ensue 
~·hen two objects attempt to occupy the 
same space at the arne time What mo't 
EMTs fail to realize is that driving "code 
3" (Ughts and sirens, and going like a 
bat out of hell) saves on I.> l)ptcaUy 30 
seconds on the average urban ambulance 
transport (published studies). Most peo­
ple just do not have the awareness to 

avoid an ambulance that might be dri­
ving at a very high differential speed 
compared with regular traffic. When we 
do our "ride~along ., with the EMTs. I 
am amazed and rather petritied at some 
of lhe extreme maneuvers that EMTs use 
to get an ankle c;pram to the hospital 
quickly. ln our Emergenc) Medical 
Services system, we are workmg to 
severely restrict this practice. 

lL always dtstresses m~ to hear about 
cases in\\ htch the EMS S)-stt:m (:auses 
more mayhem than it prevents on the 
treets. The statistics aero· I he country 

concerning EMS accidents are . obering. 
With the increa. ed congestion in mo l of 
our urban areas, the number of accidents 
will continue to climb until eve!)· FMS 
system revamps its rranspon polic1es. -
Tim Johns. M.D. 

RAY: 
We know that many emcrgen y- er-

Drug prevents diabetes-related eye disease

WASHINGTON ( P) -New hope 

f< r people with a diabetes-related 
eye di ea5e rna be found in a syn­
thetic form of v1tamin Bl used ro 
treat nerve problems. 

Benfotiamine, whid1 i used for 
this purpose in Europt. has been 
found to prevent the mo r common 
form of diabetcs-r lated eye diseas 
in rats, according to a new study. 

A research team ted by r. Michael 
Brownlee of the Albert Einstein 
College of Medicine in New York 
fi und that diabetic rats treated with 
this form of Vitamin Bl for 36 weeks 
did not develop any of the retina 
damage foood in a imilar group of 
Wltreated rats. 

Brownlee said he hopes to begin a 
clinical trial to determine whether a 

imilar result would occur in humans 
once an effective dose forth drug in 
pe ple .is d termined. That could 
happen ru soon aJS a year, he said. 

"We can't say it works in humans 
because there has never been a dou­
ble-blind clinical study" of i£ . 
Br wnlee said. 

The n w findings were being pub­
lished Monday i.n the online edition 
of the journal Nature Medicine. 

[n th United . tates, diabetes is the 
leading ca.use of blindn ss in people 
age 20 to 70. Diabetic retinopathy -
damage to the small blood cells in 
th retina - is the mo t common 
problem. The American Diabete 
Association estimates that between 
12,000 and 24,000 people lo their 
ight each year because of diabetes. 

In diabetics, excess sugar in the 
blood can damage some cells, espe· 

dally tho e hrung blood vessels, that 
are unable to block the sugar from 
entering. That ugar is burn d for 
fuel by mitochondria. the energy 
engines of eU ·. 

rn cells that cannot regulate their 
amomu of sugar. byproducts accu­
mulate that can acti\·ate three differ­
ent pathways ot cell damage that can 
lead t blindness and other mmpli­
cations 

Brownlee· · group focused on rwo 
compounds involved in rhis damag . 
Those compounds are affected by an 
enzym called transketolase, which 
depends on thiamine - also known 
as vitamin B 1 - for its activity. 

The researchers sought to block 
the cell damage by using thiamine to 
boost the acti ity of transketolase, 
but this increased the enzyme acti-vi­
ty only about 20 percent.

inie tion that can lead to cer­
vical cancer and lur genital 
wan~ . Thc~e are definitelr 
conditions one \\ould want 
to prcvem! During the exam 
a practitioner also in~tntct 
patients ho to conduct a 

elf-breast exam and how ro 
reduce the risk of unintend­
ed pregnancy and ·e,..-ually 
tran mitted infections. if the 
patient is exually active. But 
remember - a woman who ts 
18 does not need to be se>..-u­
ally active to go to gynecolo­
gi t or reprodu tive health 
practitioner - he hould go 
at this time in life, regardless 
of her exual hi tory. 

Listen up gentlemen! 
There i not an annual exam 
for men. However, it is 
trongly recommended that 

you incorporate this in your 
life, especially after becom­
ing sexually active. During 
this exam you hould be test­
ed for exually transmitted 
infection and have a te ticu­
lar creening. During thi~ 
time your practitioner hould 
teach. you how to do a elf­
te~ticular exam. Remember­
although it is rare, testicular 
cancer affect · men between 
the ages of 16 and 40.
