approved and issued $300 
Christmas bonuses to eight

''These transact1ons were not 
handled correctly," the audit 
states. "We noted that the proper 
withholdings were not deducted 
nor were they reported proper­
ly.'' 

At this time, the five board 
members and the board's attor­
ney have repaid tbe Christmas 
bonuses to the center's official 
bank account, according to the 
audir. The etght employees. 
however. have yet to repay what 
is, col1ectively, $2,400. 

In issuing a rarely offered 
official response to the annual 
state audit, Floyd County Judge­
Executive Paul Hunr Thompson 
expressed a de ire to prevent 
similar mistakes in the future. 

"The fiscal court and the 
County Judge-Executive will 
exercise more oversight on 
boards it appoints in the future."

Jail's canteen 
nets litt e profit ·

Findings within a tate audit 
show that inmates at the Floyd 
County Detention Center spend 
only an average of about 30 
cent a day, money whjch goes 
into the facility's canteen fund. 

According to audit reports. 
the jail brought in $13,663 from 
inmate purchases of mostly cig­
aret:tes, soda and candy bars -
all at retail price or higher -
but paid out $I 2,939 of that to 
suppliers, leaving an annual 
profit for the canteen fund of 
only $724. 

The jaiJ house about 120 
inmates daily, according to 
Floyd County Jailer Roger 
Webb, but that number can fluc­
tuate. 

According LO KR 196.270 
use of proceeds from centralized 
canteen operations for correc­
tional facilities are to be utilized 

"exclusive!} for tl1e benefit of" 
inmates of the department". 
However, some 'tate broaden 
the scope of canteen funds us in{ 
proceed for other county agen • 
cies, such as , upplemental fund ~ 
ing for sheriff depanments. 

Webb insi red ye rerday h6.

THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE 
CITY OF ALLEN, FLOYD COUNTY 

KENTUCKY, DOES ORDAIN AS 
FOLLOWS: 

SECTION NO. 1 

The Kentucky Power Company d/b/a 
American Electric Power. its successors 
and assigns. hereinafter called grantee, is 
granted the franchise. privilege, right and 
authonty to acqUire, maintain, construct and 
operate ln. above, under. across and along 
the publ1c ways other public places (as the 
same now eXist or may hereinafter be laid 
out) of the City of Allen, Royd County.

I wem to the Kentucky Fi b and Wildlife 
Department website. A few tweaks led 
me to a section on porcupines. with 
Nature erver as the source. 

I learned we don't have the barbed 
creatures in Kentucky. They are. the 
ource aid, "presumed extirpated," 

meaning, I guess, they were here, but not 
any more. 

The arne is true for most tates 
around us. We're not likely to find a por­
cupine in the wild of Ohio. Virginia. 
North Carolina, Indiana or lllinois. 

The critters are deemed ' exotic" in 
Tennessee, which, J uppose, means 
somebody has reported seeing them, but 
not often.

Porcupine breed in the fall. with a 
gestation period of 17 to 18 weeks, 
which would put most births in the dead 
of winter or early spring. Big families 
are out, since the female generally rears 
only one baby a year. 

Unlike possums and raccoons who 
eem to get out a lot (and don't alway 

make it back in). porcupines tend to live 
deep in the forest. particularly wetlands 
within the woods. They et up bou e­
keeping in faUen logs and holes in trees.
