However, this loan in combina­
tion with a property loss loan 
cannot exceed a total of $1.5 
mmion. 

Additionally, farmers, ranch­
ers and aquaculture operators 
can receive loans through feder­
al aid to cover production and 
property losses. These loans can 
be up to $500,000. 

But help doesn'tjust end with 
money. For those affected in 
ways that money can be of little 
help are not forgotten within dis­
aster relief programs. 

Crisis counseling can be 
offered for those traumatized by 
the disaster can find help, as 
well as income tax assistance for 
filing casualty losses and advi­
sory assistance for legal, veter­
ans benefits and Social Security 
matters.

your home's insulation, wmng 
and walls. Allowmg them to stay 
or '"winter over" can be costly. 

The trouble is, rac<:oons e pe­
cially are rather smart critters. At 
one home I helped restore, a pair 
of raccoon actually 
chewed/clawed through the roof 
sheathing bent back a shingle and 
propped it open with another 
pjece of shingle for in tanl access 
to the crawlspace. At another 
home. squirrels and raccoons had 
chewed through the old plaster 
walls to gain access to the thtrd 
floor. Tums out a fanner £enaur 
had been feeding Lhe wild crea­
tures during the summer, and 
these fearles fellow moved right 
in when the weather cooled down. 

a 
die inside the walls, out f your 
reach. And trust me. that .. decom­
posing critter" odor will pem1eare 
every room of your house for a 
week or more. Additionally. the 
surviving rodents may learn to 
avoid the poi on and go on with 
their busy lives. 

Crawling through the attic or 
crawlspace with a pellet gun aud 
pinging off intruders i also not 
advisable, for many reasons.
