At 90, mutual funds wizard john Templeton 
promotes scientific research about God

ty. The best way discovered yer 
is by scientific experiments:· 
Templeton said in a recent inter­
view, 

"I'm happy to spend all my 
life on it now:· he said. "I work 
harder than I ever did before." 

That's saymg someLhing after 
a hugely successful business 
career. 

Tn 1999, 300 experts ranked 
Templeton the 20th century's 
third-best in e~tOr (behind 
Warren Buffett and Perer 
Lynch). Money magazine pro­
claimed him "arguably the 
greatest global tock picker of 
the century ·• 

Templeton puts his personal 
worth at $700 million today. Not 
bad for a boy from Winchester, 
Teno , who worked his way 
through Yale and got an Oxford 
law degree thank to a Rhodes 
scholarship. 

Many years ago. be moved 
from the United States to tbe 
Bahamas and later became a

British citizen. He wa eventual­
ly knighted by Queen Elizabeth. 

The lifelong lay Pre~byterian 
also wa a Sundaj School super­
intendent at I 5. Though he 
dropped thoughts of a mission­
ary career, he decided after Yale 
to always donate a tenth of his 
income to charity. 

"I never met or heard of any­
body ~ho tithed and didn't 
become prosperous.'' he said. 
"There's a magic to it." 

Templeton also erved 42 
years on the board ot Princeton 
Theological Seminlll), and says 
his guidance helped boost its 
endowment many-fold to more 
than 900 million (it has slipped 
ince). "Titere was a lot of luck 

involved, but maybe there was 
divine guidance. We prayed for 
it."' he says with a oft- poken 
drawl. 

Since elling off hi mutual 
funds empire in 1992, 
Templeton has roiled f11U time 
on his philanthropies. which di -
pen e $40 million a year. 

His mo t publicized project 

has been the annual Templeton 
Prize for Progress in Religion. 
first awarded 30 years ago. He 
conceived of it as religion's ver­
sion of the Nobel Prizes and has 
kept the prize (currently 
725,000 British pounds, more 
than $1 million) above the 

abel amount 
The honor, won last week by 

ecological philosopher Holmes 
Rolston Ill, got a lumpily long­
winded new title in 2001: the 
Templeton Prize for Progress 
Toward Research or Discoveries 
about Spiritual Realities. 

Templeton explains that past 
judges mistakenly chose people 
with general religious accom­
plishments, and the new name 
sharply defines his original 
intention of encouraging scien­
tific study of the spiritual 
a pects of existence. 

That's also the major purpose 
of his John Templeton 
Foundation, established in 1987 
and run by his son, John Jr. 

orne prominent sdentists par­
ricJpate in its projects, which 

include books, conferences. 
research grants and the design­
ing of college courses. Other 
scientists ignore the effort. 
though open hostility is rare. 

But isn't it quixotic to mea­
ure progress in religiou 

research? 
Can working scientists dis­

cover information about spiritu~ 
al matters Like prayer. forgive­
ness. «unlimited love" or the 
evidence for '"purpose" in the 
co mos? (All of those were top­
ics for recent grants given by the 
foundation). 

Undeterred, Templeton 
defends his vision. 

His interest in sctence and 
religion originated with books 
on cosmology he read in the 
1930s. They presented a picture 
of a "universe millions of times 
larger than most people had up 
to that time .... ft seemed ridicu­
lous and self-centered to think 
God was just for one tribe or one 
planet, so we ought to study

A View From 
the Hill

"From boardroom to classroom. we're 
your link to a global community." The motto 
for Pikeville College's Community 
Technology Center (CTC) is a fitting descrip­
tiOn for one of the college's most innovative 
developments. As coordinator for the ere. it 
has been rewarding to share with the commu­
nity the many programs and services the cen­
ter provides - all of which are designed to 
enhance the educational. cuJtunl! and eco­
nomic opponuni.ties in the region. 

One of the 
most enjoyable 
experiences l've 
had. and a great 
example of what 
the center has to 
offer, came as I 
was watching a 
group of 1 00 stu­
dents from the 
Pikeville City 
School District 
take a virtual 
field trip to the 
Louisville 

Science Center. The virtual field trip was just 
one of hwtdreds of advenwres available 
through rhe CTC' videoconferencing capa­
bilities. Though they'd only traveled ash 'It 

distance, the vinual field trip took rudents to 
a location nearly 200 miles a\\'ay where they 
were able to learn about the training astro­
nauts receive before going into space. 
Through video conference technology, both 
science center facilitators and students were 
able to talk w1th and see each other simulta­
neously. Several students even took part in a 
series of hands-on ex.periments which demon­
strated the challenges of weightlessness in 
space. 

In addition to virtual field trips. the CTC's 
videoconferencing facilities provide the tech­
nology for educational opportunities through 
distance learning or collaborative meetings 
for bu messes. Attorneys are also finding 
videoconferencing to be a cost effective and 
time sa 'ing way to conduct depositions 
across the coun!r). 

The Commtm.ityTechnology Center has 
been in operation fur about two years. Since 
that time. hundreds of people have discovered 
the programs and rvices available. The 
ere can host meetings for small groups or as 
many as I 00 in a tate-of-the-art multi-pur­
pose room. The facility also offers a 6x8 foot

Additionally, everal 
causes or '"triggers" of exertion 
headach can be offset through 
cardiovascular or strength-train­
ing exercises.

Areas such 
as the head and neck can experi­
ence an incr ase in blood vessel 
swelling. triggering a headache.

INTEREST RATE PROTECTION 
When applymg for a loan you will 

be given an option to "lock in" a rate, thereby guaranteeing 
your interest rate during the processing and underwriting of 
your loan. It is wise to obtain a written, rather than verbal 
int rest rate agreement, if you choose this ption. 

The other option is to let the rat "float," allowing the final 
rate and fees to be set nearer the settlement date. This means 
your rate would be subject to market conditions at the 
time/ date that your rate is locked in prior to th closing. 

LOAN APPLICATIO PROCESS 
The Loan Officer will complete the application form and 

collect all information neces ary to b gin processing the loan. 
Discu s the loan program and t rms be t suited to your 
financial needs with the Loan Officer. Then the Loan Pr cessor 
will verify your Joan application information. 

The Loan Proce sor as mbles your d cum ntation for 
submission and final risk appro al to th Underwrit r, who 
then forwards our package to a Clo r to prepare the closing 
documents. If deni d, a lett r outlining the r a ons for denial is 
issu d to you.
