The notice also 
informed residents that high 
levels ofTHM over a long peri­
od of time may result in liver, 
kidney or central nervous sys­
tem problems. 

But, ju t as Southern stated 
in their notice, the violation 
and con equent risk factors are 
not an emergenq for the cur­
rent situation, according to 
THM reports and studies. 

However, the risks connect­
ed to T.HM levels are a major 
concern for the country as a 
whole, which is why the EPA 
only recently upped their 
requirements. According to a 
study done by the American 
Water Works As ociation, more 
than 230 million people receive 
disinfected water containing 
hundreds of byproducts. 

Southern Water officials 
have said the) hope to re olve 
the problem within the next 
several calendar quarters and 
are currently working with the 
Division of Water through its 
Comprehensive Technical 
Assistance Program in treat­
ment efforts at the Allen Plant 
and evaluating their distribu­
tion system.

One of the 
hallmarks of prevention is dietary 
management - speciftcally the avold­
ance of foods containing substances 
called "purines'' that elevate the levels 
of uric acid in the blood. While you 
rnenLioned avoiding red meat and 
wine, there are many other foods that 
are rich in punnes. All alcoholic bever­
ages. especially beer, are high in 
purines. Other high-purine foods 
anclude organ meats - such as liver 
and kidneys - and many types of 
seafood, as well as bacon. veal, venison 
and turkey. 

Non-steroidal anti-in fJammatory 
drugs (NSAIDs) uch as ibuprofen are 
useful treatment . Aspirin hou1d be 
a oided as it may make symptoms of 
gout worse. Sometimes, your physi­
cian has to try several drugs or drug 
combination - in addition to your 
own lifestyle changes - to make you 
pain and attack free. Drinking plenty of 
water also helps rid your system of uric 
acid. Even with aggressive treatment, a 
chronic gouty arthritis can develop.

The lenn "secondary gout,'' also 
called acquired hyperuricemia, refers to 
gout that is the re ull of another under­
lying condition. This include di eases 
such as multiple myeloma, p oriasis, 
hemolytic anemia, myeloproliferative 
disease and certain type of cancer. 
Secondary gout can al o be due to lead 
poisoning or as the result of an adverse 
affect of certain medications. 

Your symptoms lead me to believe 

As you are well aware. a per on's 
first attack of gout is generally quite 
severe. A class1c or "textbook" ca e i~ 
the person who experiences an abrupt 
onset of evere. crushing pain in a 
lower extremity - usually the big toe 
- that awaken him or her from leep. 
The pain is o severe that weight can­
not be placed on that foot. The affect­
ed joint becomes red, "shiny looking," 
swollen and tender. Somellmes the 
sufferer also has chills and fever. This 
acute attack is associated with such 
severe pain that most people seek 
medical care immediately. While thi 
is typical, nol all attacks affect the big 
toe or. even, the extremities. Almost 
any joint can be involved. 

Management of the acute attack 
should be aimed at treating the pain 

lt is also important to review the 
medications you are taking to see if any 
are known to elevate blood uric acid 
levels. ALso, lifestyle changes - sucb 
as weigbt loss and alcohol avoidance 
- can often prevent attacks and elimi­
nate the need for drugs.
