Is this how Fletcher will choose to handle a cri is or a 
tough policy debate if elected governor? WiU he tackle it 
head-on in a forthright manner. or will he simply revert 
to the finger-pointing that is far too prevalent already in 
state government?

Taxpayer Advocate Service traced 
the source of the mistake to an 
employer's computer glitch in 
1994. 

The problem started with some 
maLfunctioning magnetic tape. 
Instead of reporting earning~ of 
$35 to the IRS for a few hours 
work at a bowling alley, the mis­
take ballooned Ramer's pay to 
more than $2 million. Penalties 
and interest boosted rhe ta.x 
amount into the $6 million range.

One witne · said the doctors 
routinely gave patients pre crip­
tion slips for drugs that were 
written out before their exami­
nations, if examinations were 
done. 

That witness. Regina Lowe, 
a former office manager at the

Authorities raided the clinic 
in August 200 I. as part of an 
effort to crack down on doctors· 
fueling prescnprion drug abuse 
in eastern Kentucky by illegally 
prescribing pills.

of legal drugs being diverted for 
illegal ale. 

Cohn and Drabov k1y were 
indicted together on charges 
including conspiracy to illegally 
prescribe drugs, prescribing 
drugs for no legitimate medical 
reason and scheming to defraud 
Medicaid by submitting false 
bills. 

Between November 1999 
and Aug. 2, 2001 . the doctors 
handed out pre cription for 
more than 5 milHon pills. the 

indictment saicJ, 
Cohn, 70. pleaded guilty in 

federal coun in February to 
con piring ro illegally distribute 
pills, a. well as other charges. 
He i awaiting entencing. 

However. Drabov kiy. a 
Ros ian national, decided to 
fight the charges. The court also 
provided interpreters to 
Drabovskiy, who speaks some 
English but cross-examined 
witnes e in Russian. 

Cohn and Drabovskiy orne­
times saw more than 150 
patients a day. The two often 
aw patient'\ for as linle as three 

minutes and prescribed pills at 
the rate of 45.000 a day, inve ti­
gator have said. 

Lowe estimated Cohn saw 
75 to 80 percent of the patients. 
Former employee said 
Drabovskiy often pent much 
more time examining his 
patient than Cohn did.

Puppie are babies. They arc 

going to have a ddcnts and make 
mistakes. Resign yourself to thi 
from the beginning. 

With these ideas in mind.. let's 
look at ho\\ the original house­
breakmg expert. Mother Wolf, 
handles the JOb. The origins of 
most dog behavior can be found 
by the tudy of their close rela­
tives, the wolves, whoforthe mot 
part still live as they have for thou-
ands of yem. 

Mother Wolf want. to keep a 
clean house, or den as much as we 
do. When the pups are still 
infants, he keeps them and the 
nest clean. (Motherhood has 
alway been a dirty JOb.) Once the 
babies have reached the toddler 
st.age. they instinctively do their 
bu iness a little way away from 
the nest, and Morher also takes 
cnre of that. Once they can walk, 
he begin. to "potty train" them by 

leading them outside ihe den to a 
designated area When they have 
accidents, she doe n 't scold or 
punish them; she just clean up the 
mess and continues to ho\\ them 
'what right is". Soon the entire Jit­

ter knows where the toilet area is. 
I'm a great fan of "if it ain't 

broke, don't fix it", and this sys­
tem has worked for countless gen­
erations: it has Mother Canine s 
good housekeeping seal of 
approval. So how do we pul this 
plan inro action? 

First, set the puppy up to suc­
ceed. Minimize the chances for an 
accident to happen. Think hmv 
big your hou e seems to some­
thing as small as a ix-week old 
pup. It's worse than trying to flnd 
the restrooms at the maU. Don't 
give Puppy the run of the house at 
fl.rst. He will be much more reluc­
tanr to make a mess in a mail 
area, where he has to sleep, than if 
he can toddle into the next room, 
wh~re out of sight will be out of 
mind. When Puppy is out of his 
confinement area. superv1se him. 
Thts doesn't mean he is some­
where in the living room while 
you watch TV. This means that 
you are actively watching and 
interacting with him, or that he is 
phystcally attached to you by a 
leash .. and-collar "umbilical cord' 
hooked to your belt. (The ''umbil­
ical cord" is also an excellent way 
to help reach the concepts of 
restraint and walking with you.) 
Give him lots of opportunities to 
go outdoors: remember how small 
his bladder is. and that he may not 
have full t.'Ontrol of i1 yet. 

Now we· ve set the tage by 
discussing the "whys··. It's time to 
get down to the nuts and bolts of 
the "how". 

Thi method is one of the 
quickest, easie t, and mo t reliable 
ones. It doe.s. however, take 
advantage of the perfect situation 
where someone \\ ill be home all 
day with the pup. In the real 
world, we are usually dealing with 
less than ideal circumstances, so 
each case calls for tts own modifi­
cation of the basic plan. 

First off. resign yourself to a 
couple of weeks of pretty intense 
work with the puppy. Hard work 
now, for a short time, will pay off 
with years of a well-behaved pet. 

Ann yourself with cleaning 
supplies, because there WILL be 
accidents. The be t cleaning 
agents are a mild detergent and 
clear water. Use abso~nt cloths 
or paper towel to blot up as much 
moisture as possible. You will 
alro need a good odor neutraljzer. 
Most vets' offices carry very effec­
ti'r'e products. A good household 
substitute is half water and haJf 
white vinegar. (Be ure to spot 
check fab1ic and carpet for color· 
fastness.) Don't get something 
that just covers up odors. Just 
because you can't smell anything. 
it doe ·o't mean that Puppy can't. 
Remember dogs' noses are many 
times more sensitive than ours, 
and they tend to return to previ­
ously soiled areas. No' that you 
are aware of that little gem, use it 
to your advantage. Soak up a little
