homes, when we felt comfortable leav­
ing the doors open to run to the tare. 

Mullins-Little 
Now, we tend to install double or 

triple locks, put up fences or keep scary 
dogs in the hope of maintaining our po -
sessions intact and of keeping ourselve 
safe. 

Sadly, many of the people we try to 
protect ourselves from these day are 
people we know, perhaps members of 
our families or our neighbors. The 
scourge of drugs often makes the enemy 
one of our own. The addiction rob the 
addict of conscience, of self-respect. of 
the standards by which civilized people 
live together. 

"e pert/speaker" regardmg 
dysfunctional family i sues 
was John Bradshaw in the 
1980's. He had an extensive 
series that wa on Public 
TelevisiOn. Bradshaw has 
also written numerous 
books. and one of which is 
Family Secrets. He has 
talked about how he discov­
ered four rypes of family 
secret . The first degree 
were considered lethal 
secrets, in lhar they were 
secrets pertaining to actions 
that involve criminal activi­
ty. These secrets violate life, 
liberty or pursuit of happi­
ness. and alJ of these need to 
be dealt with under certain 
guidelines. Examples of first 
degree secrets are theft, 
arson. exual crimes, and 
crimes that involve emotion­
al or spiritual abuse. A spe­
cific example would be the 
extreme. long-tenn history 
of the priests who se ·ually 
abu ed children over the 
years. and are now being 
dealt with legally. 

The third degree of fami­
ly secrets was labeled by 
Bradshaw as those where 
the context of the secret wa 
what really mattered. He 
referred to marital secrets, 
including infidelity, and suf­
fering-related secrets, such 
as mentaJ illness. in this cat­
egory. It was also added that 
the very arne content in 
third degree secrets can be 
treated quite differently. 
depending upon the circum­
stances. These family 
secrets might need to be 
dealt with in some cases, 
and at other times be left 
alone and unsaid.

Bradshaw's fourth Level 
of family secrets, the lowest 
consisted of individual 
secrets Lbat do noL hun any­
one, but might be impacting 
upon the mdividual, and 
limiting freedom. Examples 
were toxic shame issues 
concerning fear, guilt, anxi­
ety, and depression, and cul­
tural shame about one's eth­
nic background or socioeco­
nomic status. This category

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Reducing sweat and bacteria 
growth key to treating 'smelly feet' 
and Micrococci. It's important to under­
:.tand that these bac1eria are not mfecr­
ing the skin itself but are feeding on 
wa ·te materials in the sweat and on 
other organic material on the surfaces of 
the. km. socks and shoes. It' what doc­
tors call an overgrowth of bacteria. 

helpful. 
Frequently. shoes are a major pan of 

the problem. Wearing sandals or shoes 
thai let the feet ·•air oul" and slay dry 
can decrease the odor. If thL is not po:--

perc ide gel. Be careful in u.sing this 
gel. however, as it can bleach and dis· 
color dark garments. 

Finally if all of the above have 
failed. Lhere are prescription medica­
tions that your family doctor or a pocha­
tri ·t can pre cribe to treat foot odor. 
These include medications that dry the 
feet and topical antibiotics to km the 
bacterial overgrowth. 

QMy husband is a wonderfUl man, 
but he has really smelly feet. He 
bathes every day, sometimes 

twice, so it Is not because he is dirty. 
What can be causing this. and what can 
be done to make it better? I have tried a 

• number of things, but nothing helps 
much or for long. 

problem is not din but bacterin !"'eople 
who have sweaty feet are prone to hav­
mg foul-smelling foot odor because 
damp feet covered by socks, inside 
shoes. provide the petfecl envtronment 
for bacteria to grow in - dark, "'arm 
and moist Ha ing said this. however, l 
should add that poor personal hygiene 
can make a foot order problem even 
war e. 

o now. what do we do ab u1 this 
overgrowth and the foul- mellmg <XIor 
it produ es'? There are many products 
available ro help minimize foot odor. but 
most of them are ineffective in the long 
term, since they treat the odor and not 
the sweat. fo really get rid of smelly 
feet. you need 10 keep your feet dr). 

We know that your husband bathes 
regularly. but he needs to be scrubbing 
his feet with antibac1crial oap and then 
drying them vcr) thoroughly, including 
between the toes. Some people even dry 
their feet using a blow dryer. Wearing 
cotton socks to absorb the sweat and 
changing socks frequently can also be 

ible, you hould rotate your hoes so 
that each pair dries out complete!) 
between wearing . In some cases, using 
a boot dryer on shoes can be helpful. If 
your shoe are washable clean them fre­
quently in detergent. blea h and hot 
water. 

orne people use undt::rarm antiper­
spirants on their feet to help decrease the 
sweat production. Some people soak 
their feet daily for 20 to 30 minutes in a 
strong black tea solution. The tea. 
' hich contams tannic acid. has proven 
helpful for some people in providing 
relief from foot weating and odor. 
when u ed daily for 10 day . Another 
over-the-counter remedy that decreases 
bacterial growth on the feet is benzoyl 

So don't despair, melly feet can be 
treated. Although a foot odor problem ts 
not of1en cured, following the proper 
treatment will make it a lot easier to live 
with.
