The new chairwoman of the 
Appalachian Regional 
Commission says the agency 
will continue to support eco­
nomic development efforts in 
the 13-state region. despite a 
potential $33 million budget cut. 

Anne Pope said projects she 
saw dunng a two-day tour of 
southern West Virginia are good 
examples of what communities 
can accomplish with outside 
help. 

Pope pent Wednesday and 
Thursday touring a water project 
in Boone County, a fish hatchery 
in Logan Count) and a wood 
products facility in Mingo 
County. 

"It has been a wonderful and 
great experience to see what 
local community leaders have 
done to diversify their 
ecooomie ." he aid. "lt' been

Appalachia was deftned by 
Congre s in L965 as the swath 
of land between Ne\\ York and 
Mississippi w1th high unem­
ployment, low per capita 
income and rampant poverty. 
Appalachian states are Alabama 
Georgia. Kentucky. Maryland, 
Mi sissippl, New York. Nonh 
Carolina. Ohio, Penn ylvania. 
South Carolina, Tennessee. 
V'ugima and West Virgmia. 

West V'trginia is the only tate 
entirely within Appalachia. 

"I wanted to get down here to 
West Virginia," said Pope, who 
was sworn in as ARC chair­
woman in Febmary. "I'm visit­
ing all 13 states in the 
Appalachian region, and I want­
ed West Virginia to be at the top 
of the list" 

The ARC ha upponed 
water and sewer improvements, 
industrial park construction. 
educational initiatives, tourism 
development and many other 
project in the past five years, 

usually in partnership with state 
and local governments. 

The Bush administration ha~ 
proposed a 50 percent cut in the 
ARC's nonhighway funding for 
such project , from $66 million 
this year to $33 million in fiscal 
year 2004. 

"f certainly recognize the 
budget proces i a long one." 
Pope satci ''Whatever re ources 
we get we'll use the best we can 
to try to help people in the 
region." 

Highways. which would 
receive $450 million in fi cal 
year 2004, will remam a top pri­
ority, he said. 

"The linchpin of lhe 
Appalacltian Regional 
Commission mission is to get 
the highway built," he said. 

Another priority i impro ing 
Internet acces and other high 
technology in the region. 

"While 1 think in years past. 
the communrttes in the 
Appa1achlan region were left 
behind whlle highways were 
built m other communities. 
that's something we don't wanr 
to have happen in the informa­
tion highway ... Pope said. 

a strong c{}mmitment to the pro­
fession and the only way 1 could 
continue to my in,ohed and 
close to practice i ues was to 
get involved in TSHP • 

~My job here at Te.'.as Tech 
focuses on teaching and 
research and not practice. I did­

Dr. Allen ay hL pa sion for 
the pharmacy profession, com­
bmed with hi ix year of expe­
rience as a member of T HP's 
board of directors, will help him 
accomplish certain goal for the 
organization.

Hwnphrey also thinks that 
near Mount.Bedr, • 1o e e peri­
enced God's call at the "burning 
bu h.'' He suggests the m)isteri­
ou phenomenon wa caused by 
flammable natural ga or vol­
canic gas e caping from a small 
vent in the ground. 

Such conclusions are typical 
of Humphreys • effort to read the 
Book of Exodus as literally as 
possible and search for scientif­
ic explanation of what's record­
ed there. 

The approach is out of step 
with Reform and Consenative 
Bible commentaries. nd 
Jewi_ h archaeologists such as 
William Dever, from the 
University of rizona. and 
I rael Finkel tein, at Tel A i\ 
University. treat the exodu 
story as inspiring national fic­
tion rather than history. 

Dever new "Who Were the 
Early Israelites and Wher Did 
they Come From?'' (Eerdmans) 
ays that, while the E odu 
tory "ma) rest on some histori­

cal foundations, however mini-
mal." the Israelites didn't devel­
op - at least not primarily -
from a people flet:ing Egypt. 

One re.a on for Dever's 
doubts is rhat there's no hard 
evidence for th~ 40 years of 
wandering in the. inai wilder­
ne .

Brown and Corbin police 
officer Brandon White arrived 
Wednesday morning at Pier 
Storage to investigate and imme­
diately found the building to be 
full of meat. with se eral card­
board boxes and tables scattered 
aero the room.

Most of the meat stored in the 
building was sirloin beef, \\ hich 
Brown declared to be un afe 
after checkmg the food's tern­
perature and ob erving the 
un an.itary conditions. The ille­
gally stored meat was reportedly 
gomg to be old at Hillbilly 
Days. held April 8- 12 in 
Pike\' ille. but was de troyed 
before it could leave the Corbtn 
area. 

A maller amount of beef and 
chicken stored inside the build­
ing's cooler, said Brown, wa 
being kept at a proper tempera­
rure and declared afe for con­
sumption. The refrigerated meat 
was sent to the Hillbilly Days 
festival shonly after the ware­
house discovery and served 
without mcident. 

The owner of the meat pro­
ce ·sing operation, identified by 
the Corbin Time -Tribune a 
Antonio Carava. ilis of Boca 
Raron. Fla .• claimed that he had

and kept the food under clo e 
watch. but Brown , aid that nei­
ther he nor hi workers could 
provide conclu ive proof that 
they had done so.
