Although the empty-nest 
)ndrome doe occur. it has 

been found that, in reality, it 
does not exist as first pic­
tured. Parents do miss their 
children, but the opposite 
reaction is actually often 
true. Research results have 
shown that parents usually 
enjoy greater freedom. a 
reconnection with their 
spouses, and more time to 
pursue their own goals and 
interests. after their kids 
have flown the nest and 
dose parental control. One 
researcher found that 40-
something mothers and their 
20-sometbing daughters 
were "alma t sappily posi­
tive" about their relation­
ships, when the daughters 
were no longer living at 
borne. A possible explana­
tion was the impact of the 
simple absence of the day­
to-day stressors that are cre­
ated by merely living 
together, and the difference 
between children being a 
"teenager" and their acting 
more Like "adults." Even 
though parents might worry 
and be concerned about 
"losing" their child, when 
the child leaves home, actu­
ally there is the possibility 
that the parents and the chil­
dren will have a more 
mature and more emotional­
ly meaningful relationship.

It 
seemed that, in one study, 
many of the women had 
been the traditional, stay-at­
home mothers, and were 
thought to probably be most 
likely to experience empty­
nest syndrome. rn reality, 
these moms were looking 
forward to their children 
leaving home. In fact, they 
had started planning and 
preparing for the next stage, 
in tenns of what they want­
ed to do, such as going back 
to school, returning to work, 
or thinking about new inter­
est .

referred to as degenerattvc joint disease 
(DJD). Also, 1 know doctors who infor­
mally call it "wear and tear" arthritis. 

The incidence of osteoarthritis (OA) 
increa e · with age, and more than 70 
percent of those over 40 years old have 
it to some degree. While we commonly 
see osteoartb.riti in the wejght-bearing 
joints - like the hlps, knee and feet, it 
is also not uncommon in the hands. In 
many case . OA develops as a result of 
persistent overuse of a joint. Acute or 
chronic trauma can aJ o lead to the 
development of OA. Obesity is often a 
contributing cause as well. In younger 

To explain a little more abou1 
osteoarthritis. I fu t need to give you a 
very quick anatomy le son about joints. 
One could define a JOint as the place 
whel'e two (or more) bones come LOgeth­
er. Usually, at these junctions each bone is 
covered with a slippery substance called 
cartilage. This cartilage is bathed in a spe­
cial lubricant known a'> synovial fluid. 

OA results when the cartilage wears 
away. spurs gro\\ on t.he ends of t.he 
bones and the body trie to compensate 
by producing CX.lr'd. synovial nuid. 
Together, these processe can lead to 
pain. swelling and loss of motion in the 
affected joint 

The treatment for OA is individualized 
for each patient. Getting weight under 
control. if needed, can be a b1g help. This 
is probably more of an i ue for a person 
with OA in the hip, knee or ankle than for 
a problem in the hand; nonetheles it's 
always a good idea to strive for a trim fig­
ure.
