Unlike the abuse of ern k 
cocaine wht h swept the nation 
dunng the 1980s and was mostly 
a phenomenon contain~ wtthin 
inne cit1 ·, meth tabs m ·t often 
:~prin up in mall towns and tar­
g 1 not the aduh population, but 
teen. seeking a cheap and easy 
high. Because ilie drug is so ea.} 
to make - requiring only a 
handful of mostly hou ehold 
pruduc~ - the buying price for 
"'hat has also been dubbed 
peed. cry. tal or crank ha 

dropped considerably with 

increa ed manufacturing. 
Cain say that a gram of meth 

that could be purcha ·ed in 19 5 
for$ I 25. now ell for 80. 

"And they don't even ell it 
b) th gram an. more," aid 
Cain. ·• 'ow the) ~ell it in what's 
called an 8-ball. or one-eighth of 
an ounce, and that'. because 
there'. ju r mor of it.'' 

Educating fellow law 
enforcement agencies and relat­
ed fields of professionals who 
might ftnd themselves in a situa­
tion to deal with the intensely 
dangerous task of approaching a 
working meth lab began as a 
way to help improve !.he safety

Patton no stranger 
to ignoring law 

No one should be surprised by the attorney general's 
finding that Gov. Paul Patton exceeded his constitutional 
authority when he vetoed a portion of a bil1 that was 
designed to offset the loss of tax breaks for Kentucky com­
panies. 

The line-item veto wasn't the fir t time Patton creatively 
interpreted the limits of gubernatorial power. 

For almost a year Patton ran state government without a 
budget approved by the legislature. After lawmakers failed 
to agree on a budget in the 2002 session. the governor sim­
ply substituted his own spending plan. 

In administering the budget, the governor ignored or 
suspended laws he did not find to bis liking. For instance, a 
law passed a number of years ago caps state employment 
at 33,000. The legislature routinely su pended this law in 
passing a budget, but in the absence of an official budget, 
the cap remained in place. 

However. Patton did not comply with the law by imme­
diately laying off 4,000 state employees. He decided to 
ignore the cap on state employment. 

While running state government without a budget, the 
governor ignored or suspended 140 state statutes. For all 
intents and purposes, Patton placed himself with few 
objections from legislators above the law and above the 
state constitution. 

It's not at all surprising. then. that Patton adopted an 
expansive interpretation of hi line-item veto authority this 
spring when the Legislature rebuffed him on the issue of 
business taxes. 

First, the General A sernbly refused to consider the gov­
ernor's proposal to harply increase taxes on the business 
community. Then lawmakers approved a measure to offset 
the impact of a court ruling that struck down a tax break 
for Kentucky-based corporations. 

If the cowt ruling stands. the state's corporations will 
have to pay an additional $200 mjllion a year in taxes. the 
Chamber of Commerce estimates. 

The legislature quickly grasped that a massive tax 
increase on corporations would not be healthy for the 
tate's lagging economy. But the governor was insistent on 

raising business taxes. 
A special session would be pointless because top law­

makers in both pa1ties have made it clear the legislature 
isn't going to raise taxes in the face of strong public oppo­
sition. So Patton's veto amounts to a gratuitous as well as 
unconstitutional slap at the busine s community. 

Apparently. no detail of government is too small for 
Patton ·s attention. No task is too large either, not even run­
ning the state without a budget ignoring its laws and 
breaking new ground for line-item vetoes. 

Ultimately. however. Patton couldn't control the course 
of events that brought his administration to new lows in 
public esteem. And he won't be able to write the history of 
his administration, which. it appears increa ingly likely. 
will come under the chapter heading "Abuse of Power." 
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Freedom of the 
press is not an end 
in itself but a means 
to the end of 
r achieving] a free 
society.

"Thieves respect property. They merely 
wish the propeny to become their prop­
erty that they ma) more perfectly 
respect it."

The economic tmpact, as well as the 
emotional trauma. on the American peo­
ple is tremendous. Each year lo es 
experienced b} burglary victim i esti­
mated to be $3.1 billion and the average 
loss per residential burglary is $1.441. 

Several weeks ago I got a phone call 
from Jason Bird. an executive with the 
Burg]ary Prl!vention Council in Chicago. 
m. He passed along some infom1ation 
about their organization. which wa 
formed back in 1995 a a national non­
profit organization dedicated to the pre­
vention of resideotiaJ burglaries. A few 
days later a nice press kit arrived in the 
mail and after reviewing it, I decided to 
pass along some of the pertinent Infor­
mation to you in the hope that it may 
keep you from become a burglal) vic­
tim.
