the drama was lost. 
I did not ride the sky lift often. some­

what. r suppose. like people in ew York 
City seldom visit the Statue of Liberty. 
But I was always thrilled when I did. fl 
wasn't the highest lift I've ever ridden, 
and U1e scenery may not have been rhe 
mos1 breathtaking I've ever ~een. 

Still, the experience wa. nonetheless 
special - perhaps becau~e I fdt the 
Jenny Wiley sky lift was mine, not so 
much literally but figuratively. It wa-. of 
my place and of my people. 

To learn that the sky lift will probably 
not be open thi ummer and maybe 
never again is more than a little di ap­
pointing. 

The whole process ;rnells bad, from 
the transition of ownership to the discov­
ery that the mechanism might not be safe 
and tbe lift might be shut down for good. 
We kno"" enough of how things are done 
in the world of government and politics 
not to be surprised by anything and to 
realize that we'll likely never k"'low the 
truth. 

What I do know is that the sky lift bas 
been a source of pride for us and an 
added attraction for tourist to the area 
who want to see a spectacular ight and 
take away a pecial memory. It ha 
offered people who don't hike an oppor­
tunity to ee the region from gloriqus 
heights.

The e can mcluu • chronk no e or 
smus infe lions, small growth in the 
nose called polyp , problem with clot­
ting and other blo d di~orders, immune 
disorder.;. high blood pressure or cer­
tain cancers. In these ca,cs, in order to 
stop the noscbltcd, you 'II first need to 
treat the iII ness that's the root cause. 

Q I have a question concerning 
nasal bleeding which has been 
bothering me over the past week. 

I assume the problem is In the nasal 
mucosa. It has either been damaged, or I 
have some kind of Infection or an aller· 
gic reaction. My nose is blocked In the 
morning, and when I try to clean It, I get 
the bleeding from the sores In the 
mucosa. The bleeding stops within a 
minute after the sores dry. It happens 
three to four tlmes a day. I would like to 
know what could be the reason that 
caused It and how can the sores be 
healed? 

ANosebleeds are relatively corn­
moo and gener::lltv not ol . cri­
ou medical corise4uence- in 

young people. Nosebleed , or epis­
taxis, can occur from one or both s1d~ ~ 
of the nose. A common cause of n ·­
bleed is direct trauma- Ul:h as a blow 
to the no e in a tight or an elbow to the. 
no ·e in a basketball game. Also. no. e 
picking i a frequent cause of no e­
bleed . This may be why no cblecds 
are common in children. Other rela­
tively common causes include dry air, 
foreign bodies, irritation from chemical 
vapor and too forceful no I! blowing, 

'I he majority of nosebleeds come 
from the rmnt part, or anterior. of the 
nose. Spcdtically, this bleeding-prone 
area lie . • dong a portion of Lhe septum 
- the middle cartilage that separates 
the nasal pa ·sages caJled 
Kic ·setbach's plexus. These nose· 
bleeds re usually ea~ily controlled by 
qul.!cz.ing the fleshy part of the no. e 

tight!) for at lea! t five minutes. 
Jf th1s s1mple procedure docs not 

top the bleeding. give the nose one 
good. hard blow to remove! any ~l·cs­

Although most no!>ebleeds re no 
cause for alarm, you hould eek med­
ical attention if your no ebleeds are 
frequent, difficult to stop. or cause you 
to lose excessive amount of blood.
