Despite ignoring 
them, problems 
not going away 

Two months ago, rhe Kentucky General Assembly 
walked away from a respon ibility and pretended oth­
erwise. 

The budget the~ pas ... ed was a ~ham~ a cobbled­
together pending piau thut shortchanges the present 
and rob~ the future. 

Meanwhile, the bad tax strucLUre that Frankfort has 
avoided fixing fm' decades, a bad economy and now a 
bad tax cUL m:.tde in Washington are combLning to 
threaten crucial public service . 

The outlook is gloomy in the commonwealth, with 
everything from layoffs ot reacher. to evictions from 
nur ing home .. looming. Almtg with Bush's tax cut, 
the federal government is shifting more of the respon­
sibility to provide ~ervice and more of the burllen to 
pay for them 10 the .states. Even with a $276 minion 
windfall coming to Frankfort from Washington. the 
~tate would ha e to pay more just to stay even wilh 
t.he service it has provided. And sraymg even isn't 
the djrcctiun Kemucky il) headed. 

The commonweallh is not Lhe only stale mired in 
budget problems. A survey of a cross-section of 771 
state legislators conduC'ted by the Pew Center on the 
States paincs a gloomy picture. Most say their states 
have been losing ground the lasL two years, when it 
comes to the economy aud jobs, health care and bal­
ancing the state budget. Furthermore~ they expect dire 
budget problems the next two yc..:ar . 

Even educalion, lhe top priority among the legisla­
tOr::i, is likely to feel the budget;. ry ax. While 
Kentul: ky legi ·}ator log about in Lhi- morass, it is to 
a large degree a mora s of their own making. 

Our legislawrs1 failure to reform Kentucky's tax 
code -because they are paralyzed by conflicting 
special interests. bound up by foolish 110-tax pledges 
or too afraid politically to act - i.-. sinking the com­
monwcaHh as certainly as bad economic times and 
shifting policies in Wa hington .. 

Kentucky's leaders have a way out if they can only 
mu ter the will to tuke it. Kentucky's tax code i~ out 
of synch with a changing economy. It is riddled with 
loopho~es. It saps poor and moderate-income families. 
1t cries out for reform. 

It is the commonwealth's most critical problem. Our 
elected leaders know it. Failing to address it is failing 
Kentm:ky.

Patton's insurance 
company asks court to 
say whether it's liable

FRANKFORT- Gov. Paul 
Patton's personal insurance com­
pany has gone to court in an 
attempt lO avoid paying the billtf 
the governor winds up o\'ving 
damages to his former mistress. 

The company is Encompass 
Insurance Co.. lhrough which 
Patton bought homeowner's cov­
erage. Encompass ha<; asked the 
Franklin County Circuit Coun for 
a "declaratory judgment" spelling 
ouL its stake in the legal case 
between Patton and Tina Conner. 

The company's complaint 
ask the court for a judgment 
"declaring !hat there exists no 
obligation on lhe part of 
Encompass under the policies to 
provide any indemnification or 
defense for the claims made by 
Conner.'' court documents show. 

Patton h<Js said he had an affair 
with Conner. who owned a nurs­
ing home in CJinton and wa his 
political conlact in Hickman 
Coumy. Patton has denied he ever 
abused his office. 

Conner claims to have gonen 
favor:; from the admtni tration 
during their sexual affair. She al o 
claims Pauon used his power to 
retaliaLe against her after the 

affair ended. 
Conner fiJed suit against 

Patton charging sexual harass­
ment and other alleged offen es. 
The circuit court dismissed all the 
charges but one - an allegation 
of outrageous conduct. 

Patton has requested that 
Encompass pay for his defen e 
and damages, if any, in the 
Conner suit, according ro the 
court record. ''Encompass has 
offered to provide Patton a 
defense, under a reservation of 
rights to deny coverage." the 
complaint says. 

Patton's policy included liabil­
ity coverage for personal injury, 
bodily mjury and property dam­
age. The company is arguing that 
Patton's alleged actions, even if 
true. did not meet U10se defmi-
6ons. 

''Additionally, if true, the con­
duct of Patton does not fall with­
in the coverage under the poli­
cies.'' the complaint says. 

Patton's attorney. Sheryl 
Snyder of Louisville. could not be 
reached for comment 

William Orberson, an attorney 
for Encompass, said he was 
uncertain whether Patton wa · still 
being covered by tht! insurance 
company. He declined to say any­
thing else.
