Time for stronger 
medicine 

Fulfilling a promi h · mn<le ju l weeks before the 2002 
midrenn el ti m , Pr • idcnt George W. Bu 'h last week 
announced rule d~::. ign d to :speed the approval of low-cost 
generic drug . 

The move wmtld shave momhs- in some case , years 
- off the lime it tak s to get generics to market, Mr. Bush 
. aid. and will ave con..;umcrs about $3.5 billion annually. 

Mr. Bu h deserves cr..:dit for taking an important first 
step. He deserve~ even more credit for rhe change of heart 
that altowcd him to take it. Lust summer. Mr. Bush lobbied 
against a S narc bill that would have made some of Lhe 
same change he cndor ·ed la. L week. That bill failed in the 
Hou e. 

But th rc ar · eriou flaws with what Mr. Bush h~ pro­
po ed. A more com pre hen ii c elution would be to 
approve a g nl'ric drug bill now working it way through 
the Senate or- even bdter - to revive last year ·s Senate 
bill. The mo 1 likely outcome of his new rule is a lawsuit 
from brand-nam drug maker . That would delay- per­
hap even kill- the change·, which bring us back to tcp 
one. 

Generic are co pie of bnmd-name drugs that can be sold 
once the onginal 20-year dn1g patents have expired. In 
recent year . brand-name drug makers have found que -
tionablc ways to extend their patent·. Among them is filing 
specious patent infringement ·uits against a generic drug 
maker. Filing suit automotically prevents the generic from 
being old for two-and-a-half ycars, even if the suit is later 
dismi ·sed. Current law allow companies to file an unlimit­
ed number of uch uit each of which buys another two­
and-a-half-year delay. Mr. Bu ·h would limit brand-name 
drug com panic· to on such delay. 

Brand-name drug maker al o have paid off generic-drug 
maker . Existing la>o giv · th first company to market a 
generic drug exclusive right for a number of year . That 
exclusivity hold . even il the generic-drug maker take a 
payoff lo top selling th drug. 1r. Bu -h's propo, ed rule 
doe. n 't addre that kind of deal: the Senate bill outlaws it. 

Even if Mr. Bu h'~ propo ed rule were to take effect, it 
would likely do little to blunt the staggering increa es in 
pre cription dru0 p~.:nding. He claim it would save $3.5 
billion annually (an increu. e of 500 million from what he 
aid the arne changt·s would save last October). This year 

alone. Medicare recipients are expected 10 spend $95.2 bil­
lion on prescription drug .. 

Mr. Bush would do better by working to get a meaning­
ful bill pa ·sed by ongr ~ ·:s.
