Father says system failed his daughter

PRESTONSBURG -
Kentucky State Police and 
Kentucky Vehtcle 
Enforcement officers 
learned up Monday in 
arresting a suspected bur­
glar driving from the scene 
while allegedly under the 
Influence of drugs, accord· 
ing to police records.

After stopprng Ktng, 
police said they found 
assorted hems in the back 
of tt1e his truck that had 
been reported stolen, 
adding that King also 
appeared to have 'blood· 
hot" eyes and uslurred" 

speech. 
Hutchinson said in his 

report ot the Incident that 
King failed a balance test, 
then later said he couldn't 
perform such tests 
because he had a ~bad 
back''. He reportedly told 
Hutchinson later that he 
had recently taken 
methadone.

Johnson, who admirs to having 
theft charges filed against hi~ daugh­
ter, says that wa a move of despern-

tion he hoped would allow tile courts 
the opponunity to deal with hi" 
d:mghtcr 's c1rug addiction. 

Lekita had been untler supervised 
pro hat ion following the charges li led 
againM her by her father. something 
Johnson says he thought would 
result in legal auemion thar mighl do 
somethmg to help force his daughter 
into facing her drug problem. 

"When I got her on thi money 
thing, I thought I had her;· Johnson 

said yesterday. "It wasn t the money, 
it was a way to get her LO undersLand 
that these things was going to cause 
her to have to pay somewhere down 
the line. lel her see whtlre drugs and 
fooling with drugs was going to have 
her doing more than just stealing a 
lirlle bit of money." 

However, Johnson said 18-year­
old Lekita, who graduated at the top 
of her class from South Aoyd High 
School last year and later accepted a 

four-year. full scholarship 10 the 
University of Kemucky, wasn't 
helped by the court or correctional 
system, and that he was labekd as a 
"crude father'' for hi approach. 

The wor l instance of his daugh­
ter slipping through the cracks came 
with a series of report<> offered to the 
Floyd County Probation and Parole 
Office concerning Lekita 's supposed

The tone is oppressively seri­
ous, befitting Greek or 
Shakespearean tragedy more 
than a tale ripped from the pages 
of Marvel Comics. 

The story by Lee's producing 
partner James Scbamus and the 
screenplay credited to Schamu~.

France has barely enough plot to 
sustain an hour-long TV pilot. 

"Hulk" is more a study of 
flawed characters than coherent 
story. The movie opens with a 
promising montage of science 
and ego gone wrong as David 
Banner, a researcher for the mil­
itary, eltperiments on himself. 

passes on a genetic alteration ro 
son Bruce. then goes ballistic 
when the government tries to 
shut down his work. 

Decades later, having been 
raised by foster parents, Bruce 
(Sana) unknowingly follows his 
father, conducting gene research 
with ex-girlfriend Betty Ross 
(Connelly). Bruce survives an 
accidental dose of fatal radia­
tion, which reacts with his 
genetic abnormality, turning 
him into a non-jolly green giant 
whenever he gets mad. 

By coincidence, Bruce's 
shadowy dad (Nolte) shows up 
about the arne time, with hazy 
motives that apparendy involve 
starting Banner & Son 
Enterprises, specializing in pro­
ducing really ticked-off mon­
sters. 

Also by coincidence, Betty's 
father is Gen. "Thunderbolt" 
Ross (Sam Elliott), the same

LOS ANGELES - In a little 
more lhan [WO years, 
Nickelodeon's ··oora the 
Explorer" has vaulted past 
"Blues Clues" to become the 
most popular show on cable or 
commercial broadcast television 
among preschoolers. And with a 
national tour under way, it could 
get bigger still. 

Johnson, who worked to put the 
show on the air, Dora - a 7-
year-old bilingual adventurer 
who inhabits a colorful cartoon 
universe somewhere in Latin 
America - is a pint-sized 
lndiana Jones.

her support during school but it 
was Mullins' determination and 
motivation that got her through 
college and into a competitive 
career. 

"She is very highly motivat­
ed. She knows what she wants 
and goes after it. She has a lot of 
determination. She adapts well 
to new environments. I think she

Mullins can't read for long 
periods of time because of the 
strain reading puts on her eyes 
and her eye condition causes 
floaters and migraines.

Hall noted that his clients 
now have more career choices 
than ever before because of new 
technology. ..We can do a lot 
with computer modification now 
so there's not a lot that people 
with low vision can't do." be 
said.

The family i , for the mo 'I pan. out of 
the mine now, . om.: relocated long ago 
to poinrs nonh and southwe 1, fa rom 
the coalfield . Those who cho e to tay 
here have gone into other career • pri­
marily in education or medi ine. 

When I learned a few weeks ago that 
folk in Lynch were ho ·ting tour of a 
coal mine. the opponunity wa~ too good 
to pass up. Last Saturday. a couple of 
friends and 1 went to Harlan County to 
see for ourselvc \\hat it used lo be like 
to work inside the belly of the earth. 

The opening of Ponal 31 at Lyn~.:h ha~ 
been in the mak.ing for several years. 

Money and . afery have apparently 
been the major barriers. But nO\\ lhe 
mine is open to shon tours that go about 
800 feet into the mme that wa once 
worked clear through a mountain. You 
could enter in Harlan County antl exit in 
Letcher.

QWhy do I eat Ice? I really crave Ice 
and have to eat It continuously. 
This has been going on for sever­

al months. My friend says this means I 
am lacking something In my diet, but I 
have a good dlel Is this something I 
should be concerned about? 

Alee craving is known as 
pagophagia. Persistent eating 
of non-nutritive substance for 

a month or more is called Pica. The 
term pica is derived from lhc Latin for 
Magpie, a bird with unusual eating 
habit'\. Pica can occur in conjunction 
with a number of conditions. but it's 
often difficult to figure out why some 
people develop this behavior while oth­
ers do nor. 

People who have pica often have 
otherwise normal appetite:,. Some 
other non-nutritive substances that are 
frequently eaten by people with this 
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Pica won't "go away" until 
underlying problem is addressed 
condition arc clay (geophagia), starch 
(amylophagia) and hair (trichophagia). 

This voraciou consumption of 
unusual substances can be associated 
with pregnancy. iron deficiency anemia 
and obsessive compulsive disorders. 

If the pica is due to a specific condi­
tion. Lhe treatment 01' the condition (Or 

delivery, in the cas~: of pregnancy) 
should make the craving disappear. 

Pica can lead to vitamin and elec­
trolyte deficiencies as people fill up on 
non-nutritive substances and don't eat 
enough of the correct food . Hair chew­
ing/eating, can lead to hairballs in the 
stotna(;h that can cause intestinal 
obstruction. If you have a cat. you may 
be familiar with this problem in the 
feline world. Humans who eat hair 
have a similar problem! 

Not surprisingly, a person with pica 

who eats dirt can develop intestinal par­
asites. Severe pica in children can 
retard nonnal growth and development. 

In your specific case of ice craving, 
there is sometime:> an association 
between the behavior of icc eating and 
iron deficiency anemia. 

ln fact. it can someumes be the ftrst 
symptom of thi!> disorder. 

In your case - as with any form of 
pica - a thorough evaluation by your 
physician is in order. He or she needs 
to determine the underlying cause 
before treatment can begin. Blood tests 
including a complete blood count. lead 
level and serum iron level are impor­
tant. Since pica is frequently associat­
ed with pregnancy. if you are a sexual­
ly active woman of childbearing age, a 
pregnancy test should be done. 

Once the underlying cond1tion is 

identified and treated, the pica wi II go 
away. In the case of pica that's due to 
an underlying psychiatric disorder, 
there are medications that can be pre­
scribed that will help alleviate the crav­
ings.

There are several probable 
contributing factors ~s to 
whether or not the family in the 
cottage with the white picket 
fence has heavenly peace and 
the children are always follow­
ing every rule. As expected, the 
make-up of the family is only 
pan of me picrure in concern ro 
sibling rivalry. Discontentment 
among siblings is also impacted 
upon by lbe individual charac­
teristic~ of the children in the 
family, such a one or more chil­
dren being fussy, easily bored, 
tense, or easily frustrated. [n 
addition, the children with sig­
nificant weaknesses in lan­
guage. allention. and social 
imeracrion are more prone to 
have negative interactions with 
sibling!>. 

It eoes without saying that 
family runc1ions can affect sib­
ling conllict. The first factor 
that eomes to mind is the trans­
generational theory. It has been 
found for years that parents tend 
to parent their young, according 
to how their parent~ treated 
and/or educated them in child-
hood. Adults, who were yelled 
at by parents. are more likely to 
vel! at their children. So kids 
~re morl! likely to yell al each 
other. Then there's the ''mon­
key-see, monkey-do" idea that 
reflects the concept that parents 
role-model JSOCial behavior:;. An 
example would be parenrs who 
are unable to maintain consi ·­
tent limit~ for themselvc,, mu~h 
less for the children. Thus. man­
agement of time and effort i:-. by 
"fire"- :tt the time of the crisis in 
the best way possible. No one in 
the J'amily is able 10 take respon­

and behaviors. A common cry 
from one child about another is. 
"Dad. she' in my room getting 
into my things againl". 

The possible negative impact 
of television and movies are also 
a contributing factor to sibling 
rivalry from Lhe perspective lhat 
TV and fllms often increase the 
risk of aggressive behavior 
among children. This might be 
especially true for ktds' TV and 
films that show sibling conflict 
and disrespect between sisters 
and brothers. 

Now that the probJem of sib­
ling rivalry is recognized, there 
are things that can be done about 
it. Sibling conflicts are less like­
ly to happen within families 
where: (I) parents model how 
to find solutions to daily prob­
lem:r. and disagreements in ways 
that are respectful, productive, 
and not aggressive; (2) there's 
an overall family rule or under­
standing that physical aggres­
sion and name calling is unac­
ceptable: and (3) members fre­
quently enjoy activities !.hat are 
fun for au family members. 
Remember, if one or both par­
ents are not behaving rea<;on­
ably, something needs to be done 
10 stop the adull's inappropriate 
behaviors. How the children are 
doing is usually a good "ther­
mometer" of how rhe family is 
doing. By all means, the parents 
need to be responsible for what 
TV programs and movies the 
children are watching. Adults 
need to teach their kids to under­
stand the real-life consequences 
of violence and how to create 
non-violent solutions to prob­
lems in films and in life. 

There are also some helpful 
guidelines that can be put in 
place for the daily sibling tivalry 
between children. Don't react at 
all. This means for adults to 
only get involved in the kids' 
argument if there's the possibil-

ity of physical hann. Even so. 
encourage the kid to take care 
of the cri:ois th~mselves. lf an 
adult must intervene, attempt to 
re olve problems with, and not 
for. lhe children. Separate the 
children until all are calm. After 
the "rest" period. they need to 
return with at least one way they 
could have resolved or avoided 
their problems without conflict. 
Don't place a lot of emphasis 
and time on figuring out which 
child 1s £o blame for rhe chil­
dren's fighting. Like doing the 
tango, it 111ke two to fight and 
any person involved is panly 
responsible. Arrange a schedule 
of things each child wants lo do 
aL the <:arne lime, such as watch­
ing a differt!nt TV game or play­
ing video games. When school­
age children fight often, plan 
weekly family meetings in 
which family rules about fight­
ing and name·calling are repeal­
ed. If the fighting continues, it 
usua11y indicates that parents arc 
not following through consis­
tently with the guidelines. 

AJthough sibling rivalry typi­
cally ··works itself out," many 
clients have been s~cn that 
ra:port that one of their worst 
memories was how a brother or 
sister fought with them. making 
thdr childhood miserable. 
Consider getting professional 
he! p if the children's fighting in 
your home: is so severe that it is 
leading to marital prohlems: cre­
ates a real danger or phy:-;ical 
hann to one or more family 
members; i-; damaging to the 
self-esteem or psych1llogical 
well-being of one or more f'<tmi­
ly members: or may be related to 
another mental health problem. 
such as depression or drug 
abuse. A child Jot!s not net!d to 
plan and dream how grateful he 
or ~he will be to get a\\ay from a 
brother or sister ll> haw a rea­
sonable lile.
