Rawling has always had a 
seemingly inexhaustible upply 
of imagination. humor and wit, 
and each of her previou books 
ha had more than its hare of 
adventure and mystery. This one 
does U!i well. but what makes it 
tand <'lut is it . cope. 

Evel) thing h bigger in tbi 
lifrh book, starting with the 
number of pages - the 870-
page tome i)o by far the longest 
of lhe series. At this rate. the 
~evcnth book might have to be 
published in two volumes. 

Hali)''· world now extends 
far past tbe grounds of Hogwarts 
School of Witchcraft and 
Wizardry. all the way to 
London. He comes in contact 
with people who aren't just the 
fellow studentS and teachers he 
nomlally deals with. He has to 
start thinkin!! about the future, 
about what profession he'd like 
to ll1ke up after fini. hing ~chool. 

And mosL striking, the TUnge 
of emotions i:> larger. and not 
jusl Harry's .

Rawling goes right into the 
action. with trouble coming for 
Harry almost immedi tely. fol· 
lowed by a reunion with hi.

gallbladder diseac;e. Also. it's inreresting 
to note that in the U.S. most gallstone<; 
are made or chole terol. but in Japan a 
significant number of stones arc calcium 
based. 

Thi is probably due to a combination 
of diet and genetics. 

Q My doctor says gallstones 
showed up on an X-ray that I had 
dane recently (not for that prob­

lem}. She says there Is nothing to worry 
about and no treatment Is necessary 
because the stones are small. If 1 devel· 
op symptoms of gallbladder trouble, 
then she would recommend having the 
gallbladder taken out What symptoms 
should I watch for and why did I get 
these stones? 

physician which patient is most likely 
to develop gallstones, he will probably 
repeat one of those mnemonic dev1ces 
that doctors are so fond of. 

In this case the "six Fs" - '·fair, fat, 
female, natulent, fertile and forty.,, 
While this is nice, neat and tidy, it may 
not be completely accurate. 

While it is true that gallstone are 
more likely if you arc female, obe e 
and over 40. the other points are prob­
lematic. For insta nee. although flatu­
lence - as well as as:.octated problems 
of indige·ticm. upper ubdom•nal bloat­
ing, belching. and fatty foOd intoler­
ance - can accompany gallbladder 
diseru e. m<my people have gallstones 

In rerms of the skin-color correlation 
with gallstones, it's again more compli­
cated than the six Fs would indtcate. ft 
is true that farr-skinned people of north­
em European descent have a high mci­
dence uf galbtones and that African 
Americans have s comparative)} low 
rate or this disorder. On the other hand. 
bolh Hispan1c Americans and 1 ative 
Americans, who tend to have darker 
skin color, have a high incidence of gall­
stones. 

Finally, the ·<fertile" in the six F's has 
ome validity - at least if you're a

When symptom appear. the sufferer 
usually e)lperiences evere pain in the 
upper .centrdl abdomen or right upper 
quadrant wilh radiations to the right 
boulder or shoulder blade. This pain 

usually last one to five hours. 
However, once symptoms start - a 

condition your doctor refer,; to a" going 
from being "asymptomatic" to "sympto­
matic" - it IS fairly ine\ itable that you 
will develop su h complications a"> liver 
and/or gallbladder inflammation. For 
this reason. symptomatic gallstone:. are 
usually treated with removal of the gall-

bludder. Today this surgery is done with 
a laparoscope and i!> mu~h les inva! ive • 
than it u ed to be. Healang times are 
muall> quick and the incidence of surgi· ~ 
cal problems are low. Since cnly 50 per­
cent of ~ople with gallstones ever 
become symp10matic, you rna) never 
have a problem that needs treatment. 
However. if you ever do develop symp­
toms. you should consult with your fam­
ily physician promptly.

In the meantime. the other perwn 
does the "childcare," such as 
supervtsing children doing 
chores, homework. picking up 
toys. getting baths. and having 
bedtime ritual. Usually. with this 
approach, all of the necessat) 
jobs of tbe family and parenting 
are done without one person feel­
ing that it is all ber/hi.s responsi­
bJlity. and the children get their 
needs met in a reasonable way.

of stress and frustralion through­

The couples have al o looked 
at other ways that they can 
increase their quality of life as a 
couple and as individuals. Smce 
everyone is working all day, they 
are attempting to fmd appropriate 
individuals. other than family 
members. to hire for routine 
household chores, "that anyone 
c.an do:· and 1>8ving their lime f<>r 
what they "only can do" and 
time for the family.
