Ja..'ion 1oorc st~1ppcd at a stone 
outcropping on a southeast Idaho 
hill·ide to give his fathi!r n le son 
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in fossil hunting. 
"I happened to glance down 

and said, 'That large pile of bones 
on the ground is bone."' said 
Moore, who studies paleontology 
at Cambridge University. 

Moore and his parents 5COUred 
lhe hillside, finding more frag­
ments, and soon realized a 
dinosaur was buried in the earth 
below. 

1he discovery m late June 
became the most complete 
dinosaur sk:eleton ever found in 
Idaho, and it doubled the number 
of known dinosaur bones in Idaho. 
The location remains secret. 

Experts say the animal was 
probably a lruge heroivore. per· 
haps a Tenontosaurus, that lived 
during the late Early Cretaceous 
Period, which began about 89 mil­
lion years ago and lasted about 16 
miUion yean;. 

Until now, most dinosaur 
hunters have avoided Idaho, 
"'here soil and vegetation cover 
rocks and make searching diffi­
cult. Montana State Unjversity 
paleontologists Frankie Jackson 
said searching in Idaho requires 
spending more time driving than 
digging.

Rebecca started singing as a 
toddler. By the time she was in ele­
mentary school she had taught 
herself piano and wa..c; beginning ro 
write her 0"'11 ~ngs. Throughout 
those years she sang in school and 
chun:h - and even directed the 
chun:h choir. "] was really 
wrapped up in music all the time," 
sh~ admits. 

For three years Rebecca toured 
with the Kentucky Opty variery 
·how. As a solo anist she opened 
shO\\ s for 1artina McBride, John 
Michael Montgomery. Rid,·y Van 
Shelton and Sammy Kershaw. 
During that time, he made fre. 
quent trips to Nashville develop-

making contacts. 

"I'..,·e always known this is 
what I wanted to do," Rebecca 
say.s. ullalked my mom into bring­
ing me to Nashville when I was

Rebecca recorded a demo that 
evenrually helped secure a rcconl­
ing contract with Rjsing 1ide 
Records. She recorded "Sofrly 
And Tenderly" for The Apostle 
soundtrack, which won a 
Grammy. Rebecca was snapped 
up by MCA Na.<.hville when 
Rising Tide closed its doors in 
'98'. 

'Tve been through a lot in the 
past couple of years;· Rebecca 
admits. "BULI've got a lot of disci­
pline. ly manager and I used 10 

run 8. 10. and a~ rnuch as 12 miles 
a day for about si to eight 
months. I'm sure thnt kind of 
phy ical challenge helped me 
deYelop the proper mental 
endurance to handle the various 
haRlships that arne in lhis busi­
ness." 

Those hardship · are finally 
paying off &Jld Rebecca oouldn't • 
be more excited about her new 
record "Musically, the song I 
write are so differenL 1 don't think 
you can peg my music to any other 
artist I'd say it' kind of rock 'n 
roll meets bluegrass meet'i r&b 
meets country. Growing up I lis­
tened to Reba. Patty Loveless, 
Michael Bohon. C&:line Dion, 
Whitney Houston and fo.tariab 
Carey- all the big po"er singen;," 
Rebecca say . "I thin you can 
hear a lot of their influence m my 
mwic.'' 

Together, Rebecca and produc­
er Mark Wnght forged a unique 
sound. ''hkh oombine the heart 
of country mu...ic with the soul of 
oontemporary pop. Rebecca wru~ 
much of the album with some of 
her favorite co-writers. 

She wrote t..he sin£le "Out Here 
In The Water" with Robin and 
Trey Bruce. "When we met for a 
songwriting session. none of us 
had any ideas. So we started play­
ing this funky, grea y melody, and 
all of a udden Trey says. ''You 
hold the pole and I'll uy to net 
him." T rotall) freaked out :md the 
song nowballed from d1ere. It 
was one of those times when we 
didn 'tiel the right side of th brain 
overtake the left ide." 

"I Don't Paint Myself Into 
Comers'' is another stand-out 
track that eems to be getting a lot 
of attention. Rebt.-cca received a 
standing ovation aft~r ·inging this , 
powerful ballad at Fan Fair '99, ,

Shepherd, a neonatologi c. 

Watts said caring for drug­
addicted babies can be physical­
ly and emotionally draining. 

"You bave to hold them a 
lot." she said. Babies experienc­
ing drug withdrawal are very 
irritable and hard to comfort. 
They have this high-pitched cry 
and they're very jittery.'' 

Drug-addicted babies also 
have trouble sleeping, eating 
and even breathing, Watts said. 

"You can hear this unusual 
snoring sound when they 
breathe," she said.

Much of the equipment is as 
much to ensure the privacy of 
the patients as it is ro ensure the 
safety of the staff.

Improvements can be seen 
within 24 hour of the first dose, 
but the recovery process is long 
for infants. The babies will be 
given the medication for at least 
a momh umilthe symptoms sub­
side. 

"The parents think the with­
drawal will last only a few 
weeks and then everything will 
be fine," Watts said. "Bul it's not 
over in two to three weeks.''

The peril of

Someone once said that discourage­
ment is. "01 t~n the last key in the bunch 
lhat opens the lock.'' We all get discour­
aged from time to time and if you hap­
pen to be discournged just now, 1 have 
some good news for you. 

A while back I had a personal experi­
ence thnt clearly demonstrated the peril 
of negative overload. After .all, L<>n 't this 
what discoumg ment is all about? We 
ge ,o much negativt! news, whether real 
or perceived. Lhat we begin to buckle 
under the load.

What made the fuse blow was an 
cxccss1ve d~::mand for electricity lhar 
exceeded the capacity of the wiring. 
Without the fu e blowing there was a 

good po ibilit) that a fire would have 
been the result. ln thi c the demand 
cau ed th ·overload" and that i<> the 
gist of the idea. 

Here i what happened to me that 
cau. ed a negative overload and remem­
ber. by and large. I am an extremely 
posit1vc person. This 
goes back to Sept. 
l I. 2001. when ter· 
roristc; alla~.;ked the 
World Tra<.lc enter 
and the Pentagon. 
Like all freedom-lov­
ing American • I wa 
deeply addened by 
the lo. s of1ife and 
especially for friends 
and family member·

be changed forever.

WASHINGTON An 
increasing number of Americans 
believe that Islam is more likely 
!han other religions to promote 
violence among its followerS', 
according to a new survey rhat 
examined religion, politics, gay 
maniages and other issues like­
ly to have a bearing on the 2004 
election. 

A significanl shift in rhe 
number of the people who asso­
ciate Islam with violence has 
occurred in the last year. a peri­
od that follows the Sept. II , 
200 I terrorist attacks by al­
Qaida and the subsequent war to 
oust the Taliban in Mghanistan. 

AI rnost half of those sur­
veyed by the Pew Research 
Center for the People & the 
Press - 44 percent - said they 
believe Islam encourages vio­
lence, an increase from 24 per­
cent in March 2002. White 
evangelical Christians were 
more likely to say lslam pro­
mores violence among its 
behevers. The number who dis­
agreed with that view dropped 
from 5 I percent in March 2002 
to 4l percent. 

At the same time, a slight 
majority of those surveyed -
51 percent - said they hav~ a 
favorable view of Muslim 
Americans, fol towers of the

This is basical­
ly unchanged from a year and 
half ago. 

"For all the rise m concems 
about Islam, we don't see much 
of an overt increase in hostilily 
toward Muslim Americans." 
. aid Andrew Kohut, director of 
the Pew Research Center. 

But Muslim Americans have 
complained about an increasing 
number of acts of violence 
against them and rheir institu­
tions m the last year, said 
Mohamed Ni.mer, re earch 
director ar the Council of 
American-Islamic R¢lations. 

The perception among many 
American is that the animo ity 
is mutuaL 

Almost half in the poll, 49 
percent.. believe that a signifi­
cant portion of Muslims around 
the world hold anti-American 
views, an increase from 36 per­
cent who thought that was true a 
year ago. 

The poll was conducted by 
the Pew Research Center and 
the Pew Forum on Religion and 
Public Life. 

Religious di\ is ions over sev­
eral issues could play a. signifi­
cant role tn the 2004 campaign. 
the survey uggested. and a 
potentially volatile issue is gay 
marriage. 

In June, the Supreme Court 
threw out a Texa." law that pro­
hibited acts of sodomy between 
homosexuals in a private home, 
saying such a prohibition vio­
lates the defendants' privacy 
rights under the Constitution. 
The landmark ruling angered 
many conservatives and prompt­
ed several congrer.sional 
Republtcans to call for a consti­
tutional amendment to ban gay 
rnaniages. 

The survey found that oppo­
sition to gay maiTinge has 
diminished since 1996. fhen, 65 
percent opposed gay marriage; 
the poU showed that a majority 
still are against il. but the num­
ber is 53 percent. witl1 38 per­
cent supporting it. 

The shtft in support has 
occum!.d in most demographic 
groups, except for white evan­
gelical Christians and blacks. 

Among white evangelicals. 
83 percent oppo e gay marriage. 
White mainline Protestants were 
almost evenly split. with 45 per-

cent supporting it and 44 percent 
against. Roman Catholics also 
were split, with 47 percent 
favoring it and 4 t percent 
against. 

As peace has proven elusive 
in the Middle East, the survey 
showed strong support for Israel 
among white evangelical 
Christians. with seven in I 0 
believing the literal interpreta­
tion of the Bible that Israel was 
given to the Jews by God. 
Overall, the number that holds 
that view is 44 percent. 

The public also is accepting 
of the expression of religious 
faith by politicians, the poll 
found. President Bush is· known 
for making frequent references 
to his faith, but about six. in 10 
say he strikes the right balance 
in how much he talks about his 
beliefs. 

Bush's Republican farty is 
more generally seen as friendly 
toward religion than Democrats, 
especially among white respon­
dents. 

Fifty-eight percent of whites 
see the GOP as friendly toward
