DEBORD -The 
United States Big Sandy 
Penitentiary is set to 
open, the Federal 
Bureau of Prisons 
announced Friday. 

The prison will have 
its official recognition cer­
emony Oct. 6, which will 
be a private event with 
invited officials from the 

~ Big Sandy region and the 
federal Bureau of 
Prisons. 

The institution will pro­
vide guided tours for the 
general public Oct 11 , 
allowing citizens to have 
an overview of the facili­
ty's operations, programs 
and services. 

The pnson is a 960-
bed male facility for high 
security inmates. An 
adjacent satellite camp 
will house 1 28 minimum 

.security inmates. accord· 
ing to the bureau. 

The first camp 
inmates are expected to 
arrive in mid-October, 
while the prison's 
inmates should arrive by 
December. 

Additional tours have 
been planned for the law 
enforcement community 
on Oct. 9 from 8 to 11 
a.m., for state, local and 
federal judges from noon 
until 3 p.m. and for the 
media on Oct. 10 from 8

Certainly. homo ·c ual are ·till ubject to viciolli and 
omctime vjolent bi in our. ociety. But it i not certain 

at all that the legal re pon e . hould be passage of hate 
crim la\v '. which make th pWli hment fit the victim 
in tead f th crime. 

The ad ocate of such law · crm make a plausible, if 
not persuariYe, ca e for them at the lower end of the 
criminal specuum. arguing that the nonnal penaltie for 
the kind of intimidation. haros. mcnt and a ault minori­
tie routinely endure aren't . ufficicnt to protect them.

'1 think Daniel 
Boone's name ought to be put 
back on his highway. I'm not 
adverse to compromise some­
how here, but talk about confu­
sion. Why can't we just replace
