ATLA 1 Th Environmenlal 
Protection Agency (EPA) has issued a 
complaint agamst both Equitable 
Production Company and Kentucky We t 
Virginia Gas Company, citing 21 spills of 
more than 10.000 gallon. of oil between 
January 1999 and April of this year. 

The complaint clajms that in that four­
year period, the 10,6 J 3 gallons of oil wa 
spilled into waters across several counties 
throughout the Eastern Kentucky, includ­
ing areas such as Bull Creek, Cutsh.in 
Creek, Wolfe Creek, Lotts Creek. 
Rockhouse Fork, Indian Creek, Carr Creek 
and several others. 

The companies couW be facing a maxi­
mum fme of more than $135.000, accord-

ing to the complaml. but representatives 
with Equitable Re ources say a settlement 
has already been discussed wit.h EPA com­
pliance officer and that a maximum fmc 
may nol be enforced. 

Lepus, Equitable Resou;ces enior vice 
president of operations. ··we met with 
them in Atlanta on Sept. ll and we· re 
looking forward to working out a settle­
ment amicable for both parties." 

"We made a presentation to them (EPA 
oft1cials) and we let them know what sig­
nificant repairs we've done and what work 
we continue to do each year and they 
seemed impressed,'' said Thomas A.

Then the pumpkin will be 
gutted and its seeds taken out 
and dried. The festival keeps 
half of the 600 to 800 eeds, 
which it will se!J for about $l 
each, and gives Wyckoff the 
other half. 

Wyckoff's record-breaking 
pumpkin began in May as a seed 
from his 2001 Barnesville win­

Kentucky 
gets 'F' on 
history 
'report card'

FRANKFORT - Kentucky 
and 22 other states got an "F' in 
hi tory- or rather the standards 
used for teaching American his­
tory - in a "report card" issued 
Wednesday by an education 
research institute. 

In sometimes biting prose, 
the report takes Kentucky ro task 
for having ··extremely general" 
guidelines encouraging .. sim­
plistic interpretation'' of events. 

"As far as Kentucky's stan­
dards are concerned, history is 
descriptive rather than analyti­
cal,'' the report by the Thomas 
B. Fordham Institute concludes. 

"Kentucky's students are 
expected to focus on facts with­
out any real understanding of 
what is invo1ved in interpreting 
tho e facts," the report said. 

The report was drawn primar­
ily from the institute's critique 
of two guideline documents -
the Kentucky Core Content for 
A es ment. which attempts to 
spell out what's essential for stu­
dents to know, and the state 
Program of Studies, which out­
lines Lhe minimum t.bat students 
should know before graduating 
from high school. 

Lisa Gross. spokeswoman for 
the Kentucky Depamnenr of 
Education, said !he repon seems 
to asswne, incorrectly, that the 
documents make up a state-man­
dated curriculum. 

For example, the report says 
ftfth-gr.aders tudying Thomas 
Jefferson are told to create time 
lines of his life, make .. Jefferson 
silhouettes" with hi contribu­
tions to American life and "par­
ticipate in trivia contesiS to rein­
force these contributions." 

'"'Surely, 10-year-old students 
are capable of more than 'trivial 
pursuit' and , hallow hero-wor­
ship disguised a. historical edu­
calion," the report aid. 

Gros said lhe Jefferson 
example was a suggestion for 
teachers. not a mandate. The two 
documents "have many such 
example and guideline . . .. 
Using that a an example of how 
we teach hi tory is misleading," 
she said.

delivery system of choice for 
nicotine and that's what's 
killing more than a thousand 
of u every day. 

Given the high stakes 
involved, it's well past time 
that we encouraged heavy 
smokers to satisfy their nico­
tine craving with a far less 
dangerous form of tobacco 
u e. r m talking about smoke­
less tobacco, also known as 
chewing tobacco, snuff or 
·chaw,' depending on the part 
of the country where you 
were brought up. 

Say 'yuck' if you want. 
but thi isn't about esthetics. 
It's about life and death. 

There is a mounting body 
of evidence that mokeless 
tobacco is a highly effective 
replacement for smoking. It's 

jobs in a community only 
increases briefly, until local 
businesses begin to fail. Only 
the gambling i.nduslly truly 
profits.

most other health risks as ·o­
ciated with smoking. 

Ironically, anti-tobacco 
zealots are doing their be t to 
suppress the evidence that 
smokeles tobacco use ha 
helped million of people 
stop smoking and prevented 
millions more from starting. 
Unfortunately, these zealots 
are taking a ·quit or die· 
approach to tobacco, smoked 
or smokeless. They abhor 
compromise, even when it 
saves lives. 

With the winds of political 
correctness at their backs and 
million of dollars in founda

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of women and our culture. Women are more 
likely to accept childcare without questioning, 
due to the manner in which they are socialized 
and their internal/innate responses related to 
their biology. Also. women present themselves 
as not wanting to rock the boat and create tur­
moil over the issue. Another big possible cul­
tural impact is that women are held primarily 
responsible when things go wrong with the 
kids. Thus, women don't want to release the 
responsibility for childcare, if society is going 
to still keep them accountable. 

Not unexpected. research has shown that 
Moms spend more time doing household and 
child rearing chores than Dads. Furthem1ore, 
the Dads are often unaware of the tasks being 
unequal between the parents. Nonetheles , the 
present generation of fathers is choosing to 
spend more tune on these family tasks than their 
fathers did. As with other issues in life, long 
term behaviors influenced by cultural standards 
do require time for productive change. In the 
meanwhile, many women. but not all, do not 
object to doing most ofrhe "family stuff" due to 
their viewing chiJdcare and homemaking as 
their responsibility. These women are reluctant 
to share these duties due to: they would need to 
give up control; they perceive themselves as 
needing to share the attachment and affection of 
their children with the fathers; and they do not 
accept the way their partner does the work. 

The fathers' fears about taking care of the 
children were thought to influence the differ 
ences between genders for parenting. Some of 
the fathers' reactions reflected such notions as. 
"J worry that something terrible will happen 
when I'm in charge. I'm afraid l won't be able 
to deal with all the demands of a child and will 
lose my temper. Their mother is better at care 
giving, and I' U never be able to master il It 
makes me uncomfortable to be physically affec­
tionate with fhem. If I get too involved with my 
kids T won't get ahead at work." 

Besides the fathers' fears about caring for 
their children, roadblocks to parenting for men 
were identified, TypicaUy, meu have fewer 
opportunities to learn about how to care for 
children, such as baby-sitting or child deveJop­
m~nt classes in school. Thus, Dads often lack 
preparation for even trying parenting, much less 
actually doing it. Pew men have good role

Avoid feeding moldy 
ay to animals 

By Ray Tackett, Agriculture 
extension agent 

Because the wet spring and 
early summer created condi­
tions for mold development in 
hay, horse owners need to be 
especially careful not to feed 
moldy hay to their animals. 
Moldy hay also reduce the per­
formance of cattle, sheep and 
goats so producers should avoid 
it 

Greater amount of mold 
growth occur when hay is baled 
above the safe moisture level of 
18 percent for large, round 
bales, and 20 percent for small. 
square bales. Mycotoxins, poi· 
sons produced by these molds. 
can cause problems when 
moldy hay is fed to animals. 
TI1ere are hundreds of different 
mycotoxins, whjch are diverse 
in their chemistry and effects on 
animals. 

Horses shouldn't be fed 
moldy or dusty hay. even when 
the amount of mold or du~t 
appears to be minor. Any hay 
(alfalfa, timothy, clover and fes­
cue) containing mold can 
inflame a horse's respiratory 
tract and impair its breathing 
ability 

Many horses develop perma· 
nent lung damage after conSlHn· 
ing moldy or dusty hay. This 
chronic lung damage, often 
called "heave:.," affect<~ the 
horses' abiHty to brca1ht: nor­
mally during exen:is~:s . ln 
severe cases, heaves impairs the 
horse's ability to br~alhe nur­
mally, even at rest. 

Mold can have mher detri ­
mental effe ts on horses such ns 

~.:ausing dige tive up ers and 
contributing ro colic. Although 
red clover has a good nutrient 
profile. it sometimes is a1Iecled 
by a mold that causes horses to 
slobber. Th1s slobbering doesn 't 
appear to b.arm the horse, but 
most handlel'l\ find it offen ive. 

Cattle, sheep and goats don't 
Jilce moldy hay, o lhey eat less 
of il. This result. in reduced per 
formance from less intake of 
lower quality hay. 

Some hay with a significant 
amount of mold can be used in 
cattle rations. because cattle are 
less sensitive to the mold 
pore . However, feeding cattle 

too much moldy hay causes 
increased disease incidence 
and reduced production effi­
ciency. 

When fed too much moldy 
hay. duiry cattle don't give a:. 
much milk and their immune 
sy terns and reproduction can 
be affecred In addition. da1ry 
producers can experien e huge 
economic losse. from the milk 
contamination. 

Beef <.:attle frequent!) con­
·ume large. round bales of hay 
with some mold present. and 
rarely have any problems. 
Howcve1. abnonnally mold 
hay can lead It'! de reased 
intake:, resulting in reduced per­
thrmance . uch a a lower rate of 
gam. Tf )'Oil suspect that hay i: 
~;xcessively muldy, you might 
want to have samples sent to a 
diagnostic laboratory to be rest­
ed for ffi)Cotoxin:.. The 
Breathitt Veterinary Ccntc;r in 
Hopkinsville will analyze sam· 
pies, but only rhosc suhmattcd 
by a veterinarian. Thi Jah per 

forms analyses for the following 
mycotoxins: alfatoxin. ochra­
toxin, T-2, vomitoxin, zear· 
alenone and ergotamine. 

Sheep and goats will avoid 
moldy ha) if at all possible: ani· 
mals will pick around moldy 
hay. or not eat it at all. Thus it's 
not a very efficient feed ource, 
and is best avoided. 

When selecting hay for plea-
ure or fann animals, be con­

cerned about the overall quality. 
Generally. large round ba1e 
have more mold than the small 
square ones. In addition to 
cleanlines nutrient value is 
another important considera­
tion. 

Legumes (alfalfa and red 
clm·er) typically have a much 
higher protein and calcium con­
~nl than grass hnys, such as 
timothy. orchardgra s and 
bennudagra s. Legumes al o 
ma) be higher in energy and 
total digestive nutrients. 

When the price per ton 
among various hays is similar. 
alfalfa usually is the best value, 
because it has more nutrients 
aud tends to bt.· more palruable 
than other type~. so animals 
usually will waste less. 

' l he best way to evaluate he 
nutrient value of bay is to have 
a chc:macal analysis performed. 
Use forage cor" samples from at 
least 20 hdles to get £be most 
a curate analyc:i ·. Typically rhe 
analysis wdl detc11nme mois­
[UTC, crude protein. neutral and 
add detergent fiber levels (that 
help determine euergy content), 
c:th.:ium md phosphorous.

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.Reader's hiccup problem annoying, 
but nowhere near record 

irritation of the diaphragm. leading to 
hiccup . Finally. orne very uncom­
mon disorder· in the lung. c;uch as sar­
coidosis or pulmonary fibrosis, can 
rc ult in persistent hiccups. 

Rarely, intractable hiccup:. are not 
the result of a serious underlying dis­
ease. How long can .such an epi.sode 
of hiccups last? Well, the Guinne s 
Book of Records says that one poor 
fellow had them for more than 69 
sLraight years. I guess an hour or two 
a few times a week isn't so bad by 
comparison, is it'? 

Q My husband thinks I get hiccups a 
lot. I do have them two to three 
times a week. He never seems to 

have them. What causes hiccups, and 
what can I do to make them go away? 
Sometimes they last for qulte a long tlme 
- as long as an hour or more. Ideally, I 
would like to prevent hiccups. Do you 
have any suggestions? 

that eparates your chest and 1!-ci.omen 
and controls your breathing. This 
causes an inrush of air and a sudden, 
but brief. closure of the glottis. This 
structure shuts off your windpipe 
when you swallow. It is the udden 
"slamming shur" of the glottis during a 
hiccup that produces the characteristic 
··hie" sound. 

While we know that this is what a 
hiccup is, no one is quite sure why 
people have hiccups. They do not 
seem to serve any physiological pur­
pose. 

Mo t everyone has hiccuped at 
some time during his or her life. r\1r 
swallowing, smoking, exce sive food 
or alcohol intake, laughter, or inge!.­
tion of spicy or very cold food can 
trigger episodes of hiccup . called sin­
gultus in medical term . While 10 the 
person affected, a hiccup episode can 
seem to last for a long tune, it's usual­
ly self-limiting of relatively brieJ 
duration. 

Although the vast majority of hic­
cups are merely a nui ance. there are 
some rare instances where a eriou 
medical condition can be an underly­
ing cause. In these cases, hiccup can 
be unusually difficult to stop. 
Diseases that are sometimes associat­
ed with hiccups that go on and on -
doctors call these "intractable hic­
cups" - include brain tumors, bean 
attacks, dementia and neurological 
problems, such as meningitis. Variou. 
abdominal disorders can also cause 

The transient hi cups that you are 
experiencing are annoymg but. a!:! you 
indicate, go away after you wait for a 
pt:riocl of time. If you arc impatient 
and want to try to get over them more 
quickly, there are many home reme­
dies that may help. Here are a few: 
holding your breath, pulling on your 
tongue, gargling with water, drinking 
pickle: juice. rubbing your stomach. 
havmg someone scare you and breath­
ing 10 times into a paper bag that is 
scaled around your mouth. 

With intractable hiccup , however. 
finding the cause and treating it is the 
first order of busines . If a known 
cause is found and the hiccups persist, 
prescription medication may be indi­
cated.

though the father dido "t have a 
close relationship with hi 
father, he turned out okay; and 
doing well in his career is the 
most important thing the father 
can do to help his family. 

Research has found great 
value in fathers supporting the 
development of children. As 
we know. children develop as 
much attachment for one parent 
as they do for the other. Dads 
are just as sensitive to their 
infants as mothers. Dads are 
nurturing in their mteracttons 
with their children. Parents 
play differently with the chil­
dren, with fathers being more 
physical and rousing during 
play, using more touching, and 
spending a greater portion of 
their time playing together ( 40 
percent father vs. 25 percent 
mothers). The manner in 
which fathers parent their chil­
dren is a big contributing mfl u­
ence on how their children are 
socialized. Fathers u ing a lov­
ing. reasonable. firm way in 
guiding their children's behav­
iors produce children with a 
high rate of competence. 
Unloving, punitive, authoritari­
an fathers are likely to lead to 
children being dependent. 
withdrawn, an(i anxious. 

According to research, chil­
dren not having a nurturing 
father are more likely to show 
several negative characteris­
tics. There are increa ed rates 
of male violence, delinquent 
behaviors, and "hyper-mas­
culinity" in boys raised without 
male role model . The children 
tend to have more difficulty 
adjusting to divorce and remar­
riage. They also tend to use 
drugs and alcohol. The children 
are apt to not learn to care about 
lhe feelings and needs of other·. 
They show declined academic 
achievement and highet school 
drop-out rate.
