Albert Robin on, who authored the 
insenion. aid hi: intention wa for it to be so murky 
that no one could see t rough plan · to give rai es of 72 
percent on "as umed larie ,'' taking pen i n from 
$27,500 to more than 4 7 .000. 

But the language wa, n't the only thing in thi piece 
of legislation that rai ·ed r~d tlags for the court. 
Amazingly enough the one-paragraph amendmem 
manages to violate the eparation of powers. usurp the 
Kentucky Con titution. run afoul of a requirement that 
legi lator di.clo, e a private interest in a bill and vio­
late a constitutional ban on changing the pay of public 
officers during the term · for which they were elected.
