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Education 
reform needs 
honest leaders

Sometime: a campaign ~eason 
prompt rhetoric that mi ses the mark 
on accuracy and faime s. We bear orne 
of that from time to time in Kentucky in 
the fonn of disparaging remarks about 
the quality of the tate's education y -
tern. But the progres we're making i 
somethmg to celebrate- not demgrate. 
As a re ull, I am compelled to el the 
record ~traight. 

After I 00 years of neglect and poli-
tics in education, the General Assembly 
et our state on a new path with the 
1990 passage of the Kentucky 
Education Refonn Act. KERA changed 
attitudes and brought tremendOus posi­
tive national attention to education in 
Kentucky. Likewise the l997 Post-sec­
ondary Education Improvement Act has 
had the same kind of positive influence 
on our colleg~ and univtr5itie~ . 

Playing politics or di triburing inac· 
curate information about education is a 
great disservice to the thousands of edu­
cators and 'ltudent who have worked 

c 0 u m A 

hard to improve education in our com­
monwealth. 

1 want the citizen of our state to 
have accurate information. Therefore 1 
would like to enumerate n few of the 
many achievements the Kentucky 
Department of Education has cited in its 
re earch on the impact of education 
reform in our tate. 

In late 200 I, Lhe NationaJ Assessment 
of EaucauonaJ Progre or NAEP. as it 
is called. released re ults from its 2000 
matb and science assessments. Results 
from thi' test. billed as t:be nation's 
report card, ~ho\.\~:d Kentucky's eighth 
grade~ had made significant progress 
from 1996 to 2000. In both math and 
science:, eighth graders gained five 
points, which AEP consider. ''.tali ti­
cally ignificant." In cience, 
Kentucky's eighth graders' score was. 
for the first time. above the national 
average. And nearly 30 percent of 
Kenlllcky's fourth grader, and eighth 
graden. arc at or above proficient. 

The 2003 Comprebensive Te ·t of 
Basic Skills ·e ·ull ho\.\ed that 
Kentucky continues its progres in the 
areas of reading, language arts and 
mathematic Por third graders, the. 

tall te~t score percentile wa 63: for 
sixth grader , 54: and for ninth graders, 
52. 

Thar mean Kentucky's student are 
outscormg more than half the other stu­
dents in the country who set the norm. 

Whtle the dropout rate among 
Kentucky h1gb chool tudent remains 

a cause for concern, the latest data 
how that lhe tatewide rate ha. 

dropped slightly. Data reh:ased in 2003 
indicated that the rate had decrea ·oo by ~ 
about three fourths of a percentage point 
- from 4.76 percent to 3.97 percent. 
The tatewide retention rate hns dropped 
about one half a percentage point from 
1999 to 2002. indicating le&~ need to 
"hold back'" tudcnt from grade to 
grade. 

Since the Commonwealth 
Accountability Testing Sy tern or CATS, 
as it is called. was implemented in 1998, 
rodents at all grade levels have shown 

progress. 
In the elementary grades, tudcnts are 

performing at high level in all subjects. 
Kentucky'~ middle chool. have 

shown progress. succeeding in moving 
students from the lowe ·t category, called 
novice. into higher categorie , particu­
larly tn the subject area of writing and 
science. 

As in elementary chool . htgh 
chool students are moving from the 

novice category in \!ach ubjt!ct. v.itb 
on-demand writing showmg the highest 
percentage of change. Scores on core 
subjects uch a mathematics al o how 
progre - the percentage of novice. in 
mathematic decreased seven points 
from l999 to 2002. 

On the Acr, more srudems than in

weight are afraid to jom a gym­
they're embarrassed about their 
ph ·ical condition. The great 
thing about walking is that you 
can do tt anywhere. You don't 
need to jom a gym or buy expen­
sive equipment. You can walk 
alone or with like-minded 
fnend ." 

He g~ on to offer lhi tip for 
people who want to start walkmg 
for health: "The be t way 10 get 
started and tay motivated i to 
join a ~alking group. Get some 
friends together. or check at a 
local church or commuruLy cen­
ter for ex Ling groups.
