'"We owe it our ·e]ve ,"' is 
the conventional wi dom 
about the national debt - so 
we're to believe that we don't 
really owe il at all. ot facing 
the same kinds of financial 
realitie that restram privatt­
spending, pohtic•ans have a 
gold-plated credit card - :and 
the ky' the limit. A A re ult, 
government keeps on spending 
and the debt keeps on growing. 

Then the bill come due. It 
may be lO, 20, or 30 year 
down the road, buL ooner or 
later all of the money that gov­
ernnlent spend that e eeds 
tax revenue - tbe budget 
deficit - mu 1 be paid back, 
and then some.
