"We applied for the big grant last year 
through the Department of Criminal 
Justice," Hall said Monday "Of the 19 
drug courts lhat went through l11e training 
for the gram. only four were awarded .. ,

County Board of Education filed 
answer Monday to two motion 
recently included in a law ·uit filed 
last year by former South Floyd 
Middle chool pecial education 
teacher John Hi<:ks. 

Hicks, who lost a federal Jaw uit 
brought aga~nsl the school board 
alleging gender discrimination in 
200 I. filed a second lawsuit last year 
claiming he was turned down for 
employm~.:nt tn retaliation for his 
suing the chool board the year 
before. 

Attorneys for Hick introduced 
motions for umroary judgment and 

also for a temporary injunction in the 
case, which the school board 
responded lo in answers filed 
Monday in Flo) d Circuit Court. 

T n its answers. the school board 
claims that relief should not be 
awarded in the motions because 
Hicks failed to e tablish how judg­
ment against him would cause 
immediate or trreparable mjury to 
him. 

The school board contends that 
Hicks' complaint could be repaired 
through payment of lost wages or 
damages and that he wasn't a ''quali­
Fied applicant" a l the time the 
motions were presented because he 
rt:ceived ··an admonishment against 
his teachjng cenificate' ', sa}ing rhat 
Hicks resigned his certified po ition 

with the chool board as part of a 
Nov. 19 settlement agreement. 

Hicks. who had worked for 12 
years as a special education teacher, 
wa fired from his position at South 
Floyd Middle School on Oct. 4. 
I 999. for conduct unbecoming a 
t·eacher Following an independent 
investigation. it was reported to the 
school board that Hick had he1ped 
-tudents with answl!rs during CATS 
testing. providing them wuh answers 
to ope11 response question as well as 
writing entries for student portfolios.

Meanwhi1e, the West Nile 
virus. introduced into the United 
States in 1999. continued to 
spread westward through the 
year, reaching everywhere but 
Washington, Oregon, Alaska 
and Hawaii and causing an esti~ 
mated 100,000 illnesses in 2003. 

As usual, many of the biggest 
medical stories of the year 
involved progress in heart dis­
ease. Perhaps the most talked­
about development was the sur­
prisingly successful testing of an 
experimental treatment that 
actually reverses heart disease. 

Based on a slightly different 
form of HDL cholesterol found 
in one village in northern Italy, 
the treatment, called APO A-1 
Milano, rolled bade. artery clog­
ging by 3 percent after just five 
weekly injections. Although the 
figure sounds small, nothing 
before has even come close to

Lt. Gov. Steve Henry, who, 
had been organizing a cam­
paign for governor, decided 
against enlering the race. cit­
ing Patton's affair as one rea-

If son. ''I'm part of an admtnis­
tration.'' Henry said. "In the 
end, thar would have been 

u ed against me.'' 
Henry. an orthopedist, had 

other problem as v.cll. U.S. 
Attorne; Steve Pence sued 
Henry for allegedly over­
billing the govemmem in h1s 
medical practice. Henry coun­
tersued, claiming he actually 
was underpaid by Medicare 
and Medica id. In an ironic 
twist, Pence would succeed 
Henry as lieutenant governor. 

Fletcher began the year 
with a djfferent running mate, 
Hunter Bates. But a rival sla1e 
challenged Bates' eligibility 
and a judge in Oldham County 
ruled that Bates, who had been 
an ajde 10 U.S. Sen. Mitch 
McConnell in Washington, 
D.C., had not lived within the 
state long enough to be a can­
didate. Fletcher replaced Bates 
with Pence. 

Fletcher's v1ctory tn 
November helped pull two 
other Republicans into offices 

!he party had not won since 
1967 - Tre) Grayson as sec­
retary of tate and Richie 
Parmer as comnu. sioner of 
agriculture. 

Also tn politic . the 
General Assembly comened 
in January for ILS fir t regular 
session in an off year, lt was 
the result of a constitutional 
amendment ending the limita­
lton ot a 60-day regular se ·­
sion every l'.\O years. 

Legi lators managed to 
pass a budget - somethtng 
they failed 10 do in 2002 in a 
standoff between the 
Democratic House and 
Republican Senate. But the 
year ended with Fletcher's 
new administration shifting 
money to the General Fund 
and ordering a new round of 
spending cuts to head off a 
$261 milhon shortfall. 

The year also brought some 
wicked weather. A winter 

storm in mid-February 
wrought havoc, especially in 
the Lcxing1on area, where 
50.000 household wen! with· 
out power. many for several 
days. Compounding the prob­
lem. at least nine hou es 
caught fire after utility crew 
re tared power to them. 

Two people were killed in 
noodmg caused by torrentiaJ 
rains in northern Franklin 
County in late summer. 

Lexington was frequently 
in the news for a pair of 
unusual legal fights - an 
aaempted takeover of the 
local water company, rather 
than allowing ItS ale to a 
German conglomerate; and 
enactmenl of an ordinance to 
ban smokjng in many public 
buildings, 111cluding bars and 
re taurants. 

At year' end, rhe smoking 
ban had yet to be enforced, 
thanks to court challenges by 

business owners. A similar ban 
was being debated within 
Louisville's new Metro 
Governmtlnt. As a further sign 
of the times. cigarette maker 
Brown & Williamson Tobacco 
Corp. merged with R.J. 
Reynold of orth Carolina 
and made plans to pull out of 
Louisvtlle. 

Some stories kept recur­
ring, such as rampant traffick­
ing in methamphetamines and 
prescription narcotics and the 
Catholic Church's settlement 
of claim of sexual abuse by 
priests. The Archdiocese of 
Louisville reached a settle­
ment of more than 200 law­
suits, freezing employee 
wages and trimming its bud­
get.
