The blueberry was first culti­
vated here in 1891, in 
Whitesbog, by the daughter of a 
cranberry plantation owner.

a ention 

The increasing frequency of blackwater spills by coal 
companies is a troubling trend, especially in light of 
recent history. 

One would think that, given the Martin County slurry 
spiJl over three years ago, enough attention would have 
been focused on such problems to prevent the large 
majority of spills. 

It would be hyperbole to say that nothing has been 
done, because indeed both the federal and state govern­
ments have stepped up with greater oversight and 
swifter action in the event of violations. 

But it would be a mistake to assume that the increased 
attention is all the attention needed. Certainly, that is 
evident just from the number of spills within the past six 
months. Four spills have polluted Fishtrap Lake in the 
past month, and it was just a few months ago that black­
water ran through the city of Martin. 

We cannot accept that enough is being done, particu­
larly on the prevention end, when it is becoming 
increasingly apparent that problems are occurring more 
frequently. 

We thought that, after the Martin County catastrophe, 
officials were busy cataloging areas of concern, where 
the potential for further problems was greater. If that is 
the case, then why are we seeing more spills now? 

Don't get us wrong. We feel it is appropriate for the 
state and federal governments to have taken the steps 
they have so far to address the problem. But we also 
feel more needs to be done. 

Right now, it appears our officials have grown 
increasingly adept at responding to and investigating 
these spills. They need, however, to do a better job of 
preventing these spills by identifying potential problems 
and demanding that they be rectified. 

We do not think that is asking too much. We under­
stand that not every accident can be prevented, but we 
cannot understand, nor can we accept, the problem 
growmg worse.

Mining operation 
allowed to reopen 
after blackwater spills

PIKEVILLE - A Virginia 
coal company, ordered to close 
down one of it mining opera­
tions after a serie of blackwater 
spills fouled streams in 
Kentucky, ha been allowed to 
resume operations. 

Environmental regulator in 
Virginia i sued a cessation order 
Friday again t a Black Diamond 
Co. operation near Big Rock, 
Va., ·aid Mike Abbott, 
spokesman for the Virginia 
Department of Mines, Mineral 
and Energy. That order was lift­
ed after the company took steps 
to prevent future spills, WYMT­
TV in Hazard reported Monday. 

In pectors believe Black 
Diamond, a subsidiary of 
Rapoca Energy Co., is responsi­
ble fQr three of four blackwater 
spills into tile headwaters of tile 
Levisa Fork of tile Big Sandy 
River and Fishtrap Lake. 

The ·company di pures that 
claim. Clyde Stacy, owner of 
Rapoca Energy, aid he believes 
the spilJs that reached Kentucky 
and blackened Fi htrap Lake 
came from a nearby mining 
operation, which he refu ·ed to 
identify. 

"Up the river, continuou ly 
for lhe past two month , some-

body has been letting out black­
water," h,e said. "We've reported 
it our elves." 

Rodney Holbrook, manager 
of Fishtrap Lake for the U.S. 
Army Corp of Engineers. aid 
no fi h kiils have been reported 
as a result of the spills. He aid 
rocks and trees along the Levisa 
have been stained by the black­
water. 

Keotucky Attorney General 
Greg Stumbo toured Fishtrap 
Lake on Monday to survey the 
situation. He said he did so to 
focus public attention on the 
need to clean up the environ­
ment.

SALYERSVILLE - The 
?ikevillc po t of the Kentucky 
State Pollee bu1oted its first 
methamphetamine lab this 
past weekend, after informants 
turned thl!ir attention lo an 
investigation into a 
Salyersville residence. 

According to investigating 
officer KSP trooper Jason 
Eversole, informants told offi­
cial that a possible metb lab 
was located at the home of 
Jack Crace. 40, in SalversvilJe. 

Eversole, who wo;k on the 

KSP criminal control program, 
a program targeted toward 
illegal drug activity, sa1d that 
hts department has received 
information regarding the pro­
duction of methamphetamine 
for the lac;t couple of month . 
However, h~ said, investigat­
ing officers couldn't "ti~ down 
a location" unril Saturday. 

''To my knowledge, that is 
the fir t meth lab that the state 
police in our district has 
recovered," aid Eversole. 
'The Johnson County 
Sheriff'· Department has 
found a few. We had been 
receiving information about 

methamphetamine use and 
production probably for the 
last two months, but we 
haven ' t been able to tie it 
down to a pecific location 
until early Saturday." 

Upon the execution of a 
search warrant at the Crace 
residence, Eversole aid, sev­
eral "elements" needed to pro­
duce methamphetamines were 
confiscated from the home. 

Officials arrested Crace and 
two other individuals -
Donald Trusty, 36, of 
Salyersville, and Tammy 
Cantrell, 41, of Martha - fol­
lowing the search. 

The accused arc currently 
incarcerated at the Big Sandy 
Regional Detention Center, 
charged with fir t-degree po -
session of a conLrolled ub­
stance, a class D felony, wh1ch 
could net them a 1-to-5-year 
sentence, and first-degree 
manufacturing meth, a class B 
felony which could result in a 
1 0-to-20-year en tence. 

Once the meth lab wa dis­
covered, Eversole said, offi­
cials with Drug Enforcement 
East, a department within the 
KSP, were called in to disman­
tle it.

BILLY RAY'S REOPENS 
I AS PROMISED'

PRESTONSBURG - There's 
not many things that could keep 
92-year-old Margaret Collins 
from Florida in mid-January, but 
Collins, a retired school teacher 
and the mother of former re rau­
ram owner and city councilman 
Billy Ray Collins, wasn't about 
to go anywhere this past Monday 
morning that would have cau ed 
her to miss the reopening of her 
son's landmark business, located 
along downtown's Front Street. 

"Tilis is the first snow 1' ve 
seen in IS years," Collins said 
Monday, wiping tears from her 
face. "This is what he would 
have wanted." 

Billy Ray Collins, former 
owner and operator of Billy 
Ray's Restaurant for more than 
20 years, died in June following 
a long battle With cancer and dia­
betes. The year before, in 
September, he made a vow to the 
loyal patron of his eating e tab­
lishment to reopen the business 

after a tire consumed the original 
Front Street locution when a ga 
leak erupted into flames. 

Monday. roughly ~even 
month after Collin. ' death at age 
69, that promise was made good 
as Collins' longtime girlfriend, 
Lois Baldridge. and longtime 
busines partner. Sheila Collin , 
joined Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry 
Fannin und Collins' mmher, 
"Miss Margaret", as a multitude 
of local have come to know her. 
attended a ribbon culling ceremo­
ny just outside the restaurant's 
front on the chilly winter morn­
ing.

The most common ear prob­
lems in cats and dogs are ear 
mites and infections caused by 
bacteria and/or yeast. One of 
the reasons they are plagued by 
so many ear disorders is the 
anatomy of the ear canal itself. 
Our ear canals are short and 
straight, and our eardrums lie 
relatively close to the surface. 
In contrast, the ear canal of a cat 
or dog is shaped like the letter 
"L". Take a look at the inside of 
your pet's ear. The upper part, or 
vertical canal, drops away right 
behind the first little fold of car­
tilage. If you use your fingers to 
trace down the outside of the 
animal's bead beneath the open­
ing, you can feel where the ear 
canal takes a right angle turn 
inward. This is the bottom of 
the "L", or the horizontal canal. 
The eardrum ties at the far end 
of the horizontal canaL 

When scientists need to grow 
bacteria or yeast in a laboratory, 
they provide their cultures with 
a warm, moist, dark environ­
ment--the same type of envi­
ronment that exists naturally in 
the ear of a dog or cat. They 
have wonderful tittle incubation 
chambers attached to their 
heads! 

Other factors play a role in 
ear problems. The position of 
the pinnae, or earflaps, can 
make a big difference in air cir­
culation. Drop eared dogs, on 
the whole, have more ear prob­
lems than those with erect ears. 
Once again, people arc to blame 
for this with our selective breed­
ing. Pay attention to the wildlife 
shows-wild canines such as 
wolves, foxes, dingoes, etc.

always have upright ears. So do 
the more wolf-like domestic 
breeds-Malamutes, Huskies, 
Elkhounds, etc. Cats are much 
more recently domesticated, and 
have kept their wild ear shape­
at least until the development of 
the Scottish Folds I 

Some dog breeds have hair 
that grows down into the ear 
canal itself. Poodles and Shih­
Tzus often have this problem. 
Your vet or groomer can help 
you keep this plucked out so the 
canals stay cleaner. Then there 
are some breeds that seem to 
form abnormal amounts of ceru­
men, or ear wax that just invites 
infection. Cocker Spaniels are 
notorious for this; in fact, we 
refer to their frequent and pecu­
liar gummy, smelly ear infec­
tions as "Cocker Ear". 

Allergies, Demodectic 
mange and other skin conditions 
can also predispose ears to trou­
ble. 

So bow do we diagnose the 
specific ear problem affecting a 
particular animal? My first 
approach is to "look and smell," 
followed by taking a small sam­
ple of any material present in the 
ear canal. 

Ear mites are small bugs that 
live inside the ear. They tend to 
cause a black material to be pre­
sent in the ear, which is usually 
either thick or dry and flaky. 
Although we usually have to 
identify them under the micro­
scope, sometimes you can see 
them moving with the unaided 
eye as tiny, pin-point size white 
specks against the dark back­
ground. We occasionally see 
such severe cases in kittens that

combination of the two. In gen­
eral, mfect10ns cause a character­
i tic smell in the ear. while mites 
have little or no abnormal smell. 

ln years past, about all we had 
was orne generic medications 
for mites or for "canker ear'' (an 
old term for a variety of infec­
tions). Nowadays, the medica­
tions are more specific, which 
allows us to go after the particu­
lar offender. Il is also pos ible to 
have a mixture of mites, yeast, 
and bacteria, and as in the case of 
the reader's cat above, multiple 
treatments may be needed. 

If your animal has a problem 
with its ears, get it properly diag­
nosed, treat it as prescribed, and 
be sure to continue treatment for 
a sufficient time. Even after the 
ears get back w normal, keep a 
close watch, since ear infections 
tend to be a chronic, recurrent 
problem. Be ure to keep m 
touch with your vet al o if the 
ear don· t re pond a they 
should. Sometimes clearing up 
one problem reveals another, 
deeper infection that also needs 
attention.

A new year brings new 
opportunities, and one opponu-
11 it)' college-bound students 
need to take advantage of i fil­
ing the Free Application for 
Federal wdent Aid, most 
often ca lled the AFSA. 
Students should always file the 
FAFSA even if they don't 
e:-.pect to need or recei\ e stu­
dent aid. 

The FAF A is the torm stu­
dents fill out to see if they 
qualify not only for federal 
grants and loan but also for 
many state and college tudent 
aid program . Both students 
and their parent ha'e to pro­
vide the information for the 
FAFSA. unlcs the tudent i. 
independent under federal 

guiddines. 
Basically, to be considered 

independent for the 2004-2005 
school year. a tudent has to be 
one or more of the followmg: 
at least 23 years old. married, a 
veteran. a parent, or a graduate 
srudem. Otherwise. the student 
is considered dependent. and 
the parent ''ill al o have to 
provtde infom1ation. 

The FAFSA asks for infor­
mation about 2003 income. 
a ets. and expenses. The 
information is plugged into a 
formula set by Congress to 
determine how much federal 
and state aid the student is eli­
gible for.
