Complaint 
concerns

MARTIN - A long-last­
ing family dispute has led to 
the first federal lawsuit filed 
against Martin residents with 
interests in the ambitious 
flood prbject the city will 
soon see get underway. 

Many home, business and 
land owners in the city have 
been involved in negotia­
tions with the federal gov-

ernment as part of the flood 
project, which, according to 
plans, would ultimately fwd 
the entire city n:sLruc:lured to 
bring it out of a flood plain 
that has long thwarted it dur­
ing times of flooding. 

Most with interests in 
land or homes that exist in 
areas looked to in planning 
have agreed without much 
problem, said Mayor 
Thomasine Robinson, but 
that's not always the case. 

The government filed a 
complaint Wednesday 
against four family members 
who retain contro1 over an 
estate which include a little 
over 17 acres of land that 
happens to be situated on the 
spot where the project's land 
moving efforts are to begin 
along Fire Station Hill.

Dwale man pleads innocent to bribing police officer

PRESTONSBURG A 
Floyd County man arrested for 
driving under the influence was 
arraigned Monday on charges 
that he attempted to bribe the 
police officer that arrested him. 

Rafe E. Lafferty, 59, Dwale, 

wa rele~ed from custody fol­
lowing the arraignment on a 
$2,000 surety bond. 

Charged with operating a 
motor vehicle under the influ­
ence, possession of an open alco­
holic beverage container in a 
motor vehicle, and bribery of a 
public servant, Lafferty plead not 
guilty Monday in District court 

under Judge Eric Hall. 
According to the arrest cita­

tion issued Sunday, Jan. ll by 
Kentucky Department of Vehicle 
Enforcement officer Dennis 
Hutchinson, Lafferty was passed 
out behind the steering wheel of 
his 1994 Chevy when he 
approached the vehicle. 

The citation notes that 

Lafferty allegedly had an empty 
vodka bottle and a half empty 
bottle of Early Times in his pos­
session. 

He failed two sobriety tests. 
the cita.tion alleges, noting that 
Lafferty blew a .228 on a breath­
alyzer te t. 

Blood and urine tests were not 
requested, according to the

"strong odor of alcohol on his 
breath.''

The more serious accident 
happened Dec. 10, when a car 
plowed into Stem's living room, 
destroying a picture window 
that is still boarded up because 
workers cannot fmd a suitable 
replacement. 

"The insurance company 
can't believe it either," Stem 
said Monday. "I've lived here 
since 1981. We've never been 
hit. Now, we've been hit twice 
in a month."

And that they did. 
The KDP sent Thompson word 

of the procedures the party wilJ 
undertake in order to nominate a

Executive comm.ittee members 
from the arne precinct do no have 
to vote for the same individual, he 
said.

According to the lawsuit, the

'1t gives everybody a good 
shot at getting it, so I don't see 
anything wrong with it," he said. 

The only problem currently 
faced by the Floyd County demo­
cratic Party regarding the election 
is the fact that several executive 
conunittee members will be 
unable to represent their precincts 
tomorrow. 

At least one executive commit­
tee member in the Melvin, Toler, 
and Wayland precincts have either 
died or moved away since their

of "about 10 or 15 county truck 
loads" of garbage and various 
other discarded items.

Executive Paul Hunt Thompson, 
Assistant Judge Brett Davis, and 
County Attorney Keith Bartley 
told the Tunes that they haven't 
yet been served with the suit, 
which was filed Monday in cin:uit 
court.

with retardation and other dis­
abilities to live outside of an 
institution. The programs typi­
cally have long waiting lists. 

Fletcher, who is a physician, 
cut the General Fund budget to 
avoid a $302 million shortfall 
this fiscal year, which ends June 
30. He must send the General 
Assembly a budget for the next 
biennium by Jan. 27. He aid in 
his State of the Commonwealth 
address Tuesday night that the 
new budget would be a "bitter 
pill." 

A leader of the advocates, 
Sheila Schuster of the Kentucky 
Mental Health Coalition, said 
the disabled "have been taking 
that bitter pill in Kentucky for a 
very, very long time."

The rally drew hundreds of 
people, most wearing red and 
sporting placard that read: ''Put 
People First!" They spent the 
morning buttonholing legisla­
tors before gathering in the 
Capitol Rotunda. 

Bobbie Bradley, who ha 
three mentally retarded sons, 
came from Hopkinsville with 
friends Martha Carter, grand­
mother of a boy with multiple 
disabilities, and Carol 
McAskill, who said she also ha 
a retarded adult son.

But an attorney for 
Sanders said his client filed a 
petition to the 6th U.S. Circuit 
Court of Appeals in December, 
10 months ahead of deadline. 

"If we have to go and ask a 
federal judge for a stay (of exe­
cution), it's going to waste 
everybody's time," the attorney, 
Christopher Lasch of 
Louisville, said in a telephone 
interview.

Drug suspect fatally 
shot by state police 
in Letcher County

JENKINS - Kentucky State 
Police fatally hot a Virginia man 
suspected of dealing in drugs 
Thursday in Letcher County. 

The 62-year-old man was shot 
twice, Letcher County Deputy 
Coroner Robbie Campbell said. 
Trooper Tun Kilburn, a public 
affairs officer at the Hazard po t, 
did not know how many troopers 
shot the uspecl. State police 
were not releasing the names of 
any officers involved in the 
shooting. 

The victim' name also was 
not released pending notification 
of hi family. 

The shooting occurred about 
12:30 p.m. EST during an inves-

tigation in Jenkins, a town of 
about 2,400 people. Kilburn aid 
police were trying to buy drugs 
from the man, though he wasn't 
sure whether an informant or an 
officer was trying to make the 
purchase. Sometime during the 
transaction, lit.ate police fired at 
the uspect. 

Campbell said the incident 
happened on No. 3 Hill Road in 
Jenkins. 

The victim' body wa taken 
to the state medical examiner's 
office in Frankfon, where an 
autopsy will be performed. 
Campbell and Kilburn said that 
was typical procedure in a hoot­
ing death involving a state troop­
er. The incident was bemg inve -
tigated. 

income over $100,000. 
People with incomes below 

the federal poverty rate, current­
ly $18,400 per year for a family 
of four, would be exempt from 
income tax.

Some version of a corporate 
tax would be applied to all com­
panies, some of which can legal­
ly use subsidiaries to shift 
income to no-tax tates such as 
Delaware and Nevada.

"physical pre ence" inside the 
tate, though they do business 

here. 
''Our tax system i not fair," 

said state Rep. Jim Wayne, lead 
sponsor of the legislation, which 
comprise separate bills on indi­
vidual and corporate taxation. 

"Kentucky burdens its low­
paid workers with a heavier tax 
than any other state in the 
nation," Wayne, D-Louisville, 
said at a news conference. 

Groups banding together as 
the Kentucky Economic Justice 
Alliance are trying to promote 
the bill . The groups include 
Kentuckians for the 
Commonwealth, which for years 
has worked on tax and landown­
er hip issue , and Kentucky 
Youth Advocates, which special­
izes in child welfare issues. 

Overhauling the tax code 
became a topic in the General 
A sembly this week. Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher called for "tax modern­
ization" during his State of the 
Commonwealth message, reiter­
ating a consistent though vague­
ly defined theme of his cam­
paign. 

Fletcher has offered little 
insight into his wishes for the 
tax code though he bas aid the 
poor are taxed too much. He also 
has said the tax code is not 
"friendly" to busine s - a con­
tention disputed by some advo­
cates and Democratic legislators 
who lined up behind Wayne at 
the news conference. 

Rep. Brent Yonts, D­
Greenville, said Kentucky may 
be the only tate that fails to tax 
companies that do business here 
but lack a permanent place of 
business inside the state. 

Changing that quirk of the 
law and reaping more tax money 
would mo tly benefit "the basic, 
working people who survive by 
the kin of their teeth," Yonts 
said. 

Wayne said his legislation 
bas been promi ed a hearing but 
nothing more in the House 
appropriation committee. The 
"political climate" will deter­
mine whether the committee 
acrually votes on the bill , he 
said. 

Wayne said Fletcher, by ask­
ing legislators to rewrite the tax 
code this year, wa "moving our 
way, and that's encouraging." 
He did not say he expected 
Fletcher to buy into hi legisla­
tion.

WlilDing a Nextel Cup title as 
a driver i priority No. 1. But, 
thanks to a new sponsorship deal, 
Earnhardt will also try to win a 
Bu ch Series championship for 
the ftrst time as a car owner. 

Martin Truex drove a part­
Lime schedule last season for 
Chance 2 Motorsports, co-owned 
by Earnhardt and his stepmother, 
Teresa Earnhardt, and will drive 
the team's Chevrolet for the 
entire 2004 schedule. He ran 
only 10 races la t year, but fin­
ished with consecutive econd­
place finishes at Rockingham 
and Homestead - his first top 
fives. 

"We're going for the Busch 
Serle title with Martin," Junior 
told The Associated Press on 
Tue day. "We had just kind of 
planned on a three-quarter sched­
ule, but, as things changed in the 
offseason, we were able to justify 
running the entire season for 
him." 

He said the full-season deal 
came together when Yum! 
Brands Inc., agreed to put its 
KFC, Taco Bell and Long John 
Silver restaurant brands on 
Truex's car for 14 of the 34 races, 
joining several returning spon-
ors from last year. 

As much as Earnhardt Jr. 
wants to win the title in 
NASCAR 's top stock car series, 
his years racing in the Busch 
Series and winning champi­
onship (1998 and 1999) have 
made that circuit special to him. 

'1t's a series that I have a lot 
of love and appreciation for," 
said Earnhardt, who will drive a 
second Chance 2 car in two 
Busch races at Daytona and one 
at Talladega in 2004. 

''The style of racing, the per­
sonalities, the attitude, ju t the 
whole feeling you get when 
you're around that series and 

inside that garage area is totally 
different than the Cup series," he 
said. "It's just a little less stress­
ful and ... there's just a lot of 
excitement and enthusiasm and 
energy in that whole program." 

Being around the Busch 
Series as an owner has also been 
an education. 

"You're out there in that race 
car on Sundays all day long, dri­
ving, and you really don't know 
what's going on in the pits," 
Earnhardt said. "You're really 
not there to see what all's unfold­
ing and what the strategy is. 

"I've learned a lot just being 
able to sit in the pits on Saturdays 
with the Busch team and learn 
what they do and what their strat­
egy is and what their goals are 

throughout the day and how 
things work themselves out. It's 
given me a lot of appreciation 
and more respect for the guys 
I've got on Sunday." 

Earnhardt wound up a career­
best third in the 2003 Cup points 
and said he believes his Dale 
Earnhardt Inc. team can make a 
strong run at the championship 
this year. 

"Each year we're just a little 
bit better," Earnhardt aid. 'We 
have never made any massive 
gains as a team in the past and I 
don't see that happening in the 
future. 1 just think we continue to 
improve little places at a time 
and little parts of the team that 
need it and we'll get a hot at 
winning the championship."

But this struck me as desperate. 
and normally would have had me 
quickly tullting back to Lettennan 
or Leno had 1 not noticed who they 
were handing the baton to. 

Imagine my surprise when I 
heard my old friend Dick Martin, 
the voice of the Ashland Blazer 
Tomcats, and saw that the network 
was going to focus on fonner Rose 
Hill Chri ·tian standout O.J. Mayo. 

Mayo made national news in at 
least some circles when he bolted 
from the tiny 16th Region school 
for Cincinnati's North College Hill 
High School, where be is currently 
a freshman, and it goes without 
saying the star of the team. 

Mayo lived in Huntington, 
across the river from Ashland, but 
!>pent his junior-high years at Rose 
Hill because in the MoWJtain State 
you have to actually be in high 
school to play for the team. That 
rule doesn't apply in Kentud.-y, 
and for two years. Mayo was this 
generation's Richie Fanner. 

He scored more than 1,000 
points at Rose Hill as an eighth­
grader led the Royals to the tate 
tournament where they knocked 
off South Laurel before losing in 
the to eventual runner-up Ballard 
in the quarterfinals. 

On Tuesday night Mayo told 
ESPN's Mark Schwan his goal 
wa n 't to follow James to the 
NBA, but instead to be more like 
James' chief rival, Cannelo 
Anthony. 

"(I'd Wee to) have a great high 
school career, win a couple of state 
championship .'' he aid. ''Go to 
college, win national champi­
onship . and go to the NBA and 
wm a couple ofNBA titles." 

As far fetched as that sounds, it 
isn't impossible according to Mike 
Fields, the legendary high school 
ports writer for the Lexington 

Herald-Leader who is the dean of 
prep writers in Kentucky. He 
believes the first step of that dream 
could have been accomplished at 
Rose Hill Christian, a chool 
who e population doesn't 
approach 100. 

"Yeah, definitely, if they'd kept 
the group there, especially if Bill 
Walker bad come back and added 
a piece or two," said Fields, "I def­
initely think they could have won a 
tate championship at Rose Hill." 

However. seconds after Mayo 
talked about his three-tiered plan to 
becoming a basketball idol, 

Schwarz speculated that becaur 
he turned 18 before his (ita!) junior 
(ital) year of high school. he might 
cballenge the NBA's current rule 
that a player's high chool class 
mu t have graduated before enter­
mg the league. 

"If I happen to be that good 
when I'm a junior," Mayo said, 
"then anything can happen." 

That part of the dream i n't 
likely, says Fields, who saw frrst­
hand a high school-to-the-NBA 
leap when Danyl Dawkins did it in 
the 1970s. 

"Honestly, no. Jf he grow and 
puts on more muscle - right now 
they list him as 6-6, but realistical­
ly be' more 6-3 or 6-4," Fields 
said. "Even though I think he's a 
teni.fic high school player already 
and has the potential to be a really 
good or great high school player, I 
think that's a really big chasm from 
high school to the NBA." 

And Fields isn't talking about 
going out during high school, be 
means bypassing h.is college day . 
"I mean, sure, he could make the 
leap, but that doesn't mean he's 
going to make it," he said. '1 think 
maybe the people around him are 
feeding that delusion. You see 
LeBron on TV and there's not too 
many like that" 

But talk of Mayo has gotten all 
the way to the NBA commission­
er's office, where David Stem 
talked intelligently of the high 
school freshman. 

"Right now we do have a rule 
that your class has to have graduat­
ed high school," he said, before 
adding, unfortunately only partial­
ly tongue-in-cheek, "Although 
there are orne terrific eighth­
graders suggesting why should we 
stop at high school? Why not go 
down to junior high?'' 

As for Mayo. Stern dismissed 
the option of leaving high school 
when he turns 18. "That's easy: He 
can't," he said. 'The collective­
bargaining agreement covers that. 
He could do anything (legally), but 
he wouldn't be successful.' 

Chris Broussard, the NBA 
writer for the New York Tunes, 
agreed. "I would think it would be 
very difficult for him to do that," 
be said, adding he felt both the 
NBA and the player' union would 
be opposed. "I also think there 
would be some public resi tance to 
a kid corning out before his junior 
year of high school. I think we at 
least would want him to get a high 
school diploma" 

Right now, however, Fields 
believes it's far more possible 
Mayo's next move will be to yet 
another high school and not an 

NBA arena, despite Mayo denying 
ir to him during the holidays. 

"I'd be. hocked beyond all my 
being if he would tay at North 
College Hill m Cincinnati through 
his senior yeru;· the writer said 

Fields believes Mayo - and his 
''handlers" -will seek better oppo­
sition in rheir pursuit of rhe NBA 
than is currently available in 
Cincinnati. 

''I don't think h sees much 
competition up there in the level 
they play." he said. "Whether or 
not that means be goes to Oak Hill 
Academy or comes back to 
Kentucky (to) a high-profile pro­
gram that plays an aggressive 
schedule, I just don't see him stay­
ing' at North College Hill.'' 

Fields, who says as far as 
Kentucky players go Rex 
Chapman ''was about the most 
dynamic talent you'll see, but he 
was, physically, just a kid" oom­
pared to a specimen Wee James, 
has reason to doubt Mayo's alle­
giance to North College Hill. 

'They were in (the Lexington) 
area. and I don't want to use the 
tenn 'shopping around,' but they 
were making inquiries about the 
possibility of going to school down 
here," he said 'That indicates to 
me that they have some restless­
nes about where he's eventually 
going to go." 

Regardless of where Mayo ulti­
mately winds up finishing his high 
school career, it appears that 
despite his desire for a champi­

ots of folks have been given the 

impression by the repeated ads on TV and 
in the magazines that anx.iety can be erased 
from their life as easily as heartburn with 
Tums. The indirect me age becomes one 
of "True inner peace is just a pill away!" 
Some people·s idea is that medication or 
"nerve pills" provide peace of mind with­
out any hassle. Those of us in the mental 
health lield know though that usually the 
.. taking only medication" approach to the 

treatment of anxiety is similar to giving 
only a Tylenol for a definite infection that 
also needs an antibiotic to gel down to the 
underlying cau e of t11e distress. 

Like many medical conditions. where a 
combination of different approaches to 
treatment is required, anxiety i a general 
term that includes a variety of conditions 
that also requires different therapy 
approaches. Research has ·hown that ther­
apy without medications is often a better 

option. In other situations, therapy com­
bined with the temporary use of the proper 
medication might be the be~t alternative of 
a11. It i. thought that in some cases, the 
long-tem1 use of medications might actual­
ly prevent a person from learning to con­
quer anxiety. Medication being needed 
with therapy is according to the form of 
anx.icty present, since there are several 
types. and the person'. history. 

''Panic'' or ·'panic attacks" i the major 

anxiety disorder that pushe people into 
treatment the faste l. As those who have 
had panic experience , there are several 
fight-or-flight ymptoms that really disrupt 
Life and distress people o much that they 
"just can't take it anymore." Some of the 
ymptom include rapid. hallow breath­

ing, extremely fa t heart rate, dizz.ines ,

However, 
no one has died of a panic atta k 
as yet. In addition, the person 
with the panic attacks often feel 
a sured that they are going crazy 
or losing control. After quickly 
seeking medical help, the 
extremely anxiou person is fre­
quently given "nerve pills'' or 
anti-anxiety medication such as 
Xanax or Antivan. Of all the 
anxiety disorders, panic i the 
one that rarely requires on-going 
medication for fuU recovery. 

It is not unusual for people to 
have their frrst panic attack "out 
of nowhere." Although it might 
occur after a time of long-term 
tress, it might not be actually 

related to it. The flfSt panic 
eplsode sometimes is in connec­
tion to a eriou , unexpected 
stress, such a a car accident. 
Because this fust event is so 
traumatic, the "fear of fear" 
begins. In an effort to prevent 
such episodes from occurring 
again, the person will tart 
avoiding specific place or cir­
cumstan e that 'just might"

create panic. Then the person's 
life tends to be controlled by 
efforts to avoid tho e places or 
circum tances at any cost. Thi 
is typically where the nerve pill 
come in with their prod'uction of 
spontaneou relief, it seems. 
However, the potential for other 
significant problem can be set 
up; the panic ymptom will 
typically return as oon as the 
med1cation i discontinued and 
addiction are created from 
being dependent upon these 
type of medications. 

Although anti-anxiety drug 
are helpful at the moment, they 
are not the real cure. Sometimes 
anti-depre ant medications are 
pre. cribed to correct a chemical 
imbalance within the brain that 
can be developed after pro­
longed stress. However, thi is 
an instance where therapy i 
useful, the main approach, and 
the "root of the problem" can be 
resolved. Often learning ways 
to counteract the symptoms can 
permanently eliminate panic

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Daily low-dose aspirin 
good for heart health 

the onset of heart attack symptoms 
may decrease the severity of the 
attack. A slightly higher daily dose of 
aspirin- 160 mg- has been shown 
to benefit people with vascular 

Q Many of my friends take a baby 
aspirin every day and are sur· 
prlsed that I don't. I am 60 years 

old and In excellent health. Should I 
take an aspirin every day? How much 
should I take? Is It a safe medication? 

• lower temperature - the 
antipyretic effect, 

• reduce inflammation - the anti­
inflammatory effect, 

• relieve pain - the analgesic 
effect, and 

• reduce platelet aggregation • the 
anticoagulant effect. 

This is important because aspirin and 
other non-steroidal anti-inflammatory 
drugs like ibuprofen can cause gas­
trointestinal bleeding. Over a period 
of time this can eat away at your stom· 
ach lining and cause ulcers. In fact, 
next to h. pylori bacteria, aspirin -
and it's more modem cousins - are 
the second most common cause of 
stomach ulcers. 

Many physicians now recommend 
that their otherwise healthy adult 
patients take a low-dose aspirin tablet 
every day. If you've already had a 
heart attack, your physician may still 
recommend daily aspirin but at a high­
er dose of 325mg. That's about the 
amount in a regular adult aspirin 

disease. At this level it can help to 
prevent strokes. 

While aspirin is a safe drug with a 
long and distinguished track record, 
there can be problems with its use. As 
I mentioned earlier, it can increases 
the risk: of gastrointestinal bleeding. 
This is especially true as you get older. 
It can also interact in a negative fash­
ion with other drugs. 

need daily aspirin therapy is a com­
plex matter. It depends on your over­
all health, your health history and 
what other medications you are now 
taking. That's why I can't make a spe­
cific recommendation. Your own fam­
ily physician is the person to evaluate 
the risks and benefits of an aspirin reg­
imen in your case.

Aspirin use and dosage varies 
depending on what you are treating 
and why. AAspirin is an old medicine that 

was a folk medicine for many 
years before Bayer started 

manufacturing it in synthetic form in 
1893. The active ingredient in aspirin 
is saJicyJic acid that is found in the 
bark of the willow tree. 

Aspirin has many medicinal uses. 

Low dose aspirin has been shown 
to prevent heart attacks. This 81 mg 
dose in now available in an adult form, 
so adults don't have to take flavored 
children's chewable tablets. It is also 
coated so it will be absorbed in the 
intestines rather than in the stomach. 

tablet. This level of treatment with 
aspirin has been shown to reduce the 
incidence of repeat heart attack. 

It is important to emphasize that 
taking aspirin is not a substitute for a 
healthy life-style. Practicing a 
healthy life-style - like not smoking, 
exercising regularly, and keeping your 
weight under control - are the key fac­
tors in preventing heart attacks and 
strokes.

Generalized anxiety disorder 
(GAD) is more common than 
panic, but also more often over­
looked. People with OAD have 
the theme of "Oh, no! I've 
made a mistake and someone is 
sure to find out." They are apt 
to Jive with the worry of GAD 
for years before seeking therapy 
for the depression that often 
results from the continuou 
worrying. Feeling this way for 
so long gets to feel natural, until 
it gets to the point of feeling 
overwhelmed. Individuals with 
GAD are prone to have physical 
complaints, such as headaches, 
ulcers, or colitis. "Feeling bad" 
is a prominent sign for the dread 
lhat is a main feature of GAD. 
lts victims often cope by having 
a workaholic lifestyle or have 
chronic pain or poor sleep. 
Usually, the basis of GAD is a 
chemical imbalance that sets 
them up to be worriers, plus 
also contributes to them being 
solemn, careful, or meticulous. 
When the worry becomes over­
whelming, anti-depressant med­
ications often help to slow 
down the worrying cycle and 
help them to sleep. Anti-anxi­
ety medication, uch as Bu par 
that is not addictive, is helpful 
ro take the edge off, while the 
anxious person learns tech-

niques for being in charge of 
their life and not allowing the 
anxiety to control them. 
However, the medications are 
rarely needed forever. 
Basically, people with GAD 
need to make lifestyle changes 
and they tend to benefit a great 
deal from therapy, learning 
relaxation and thought-stopping 
techniques. There i not a 
"magic wand" for removing 
GAD, since years of worrying 
has been developed.

Social phobia i another 
panic condition that has been 
advertised often on the TV. 
Individuals with social phobia 
have an intense fear of being 
observed in social situations 
and of being rejected or humili­
ated.

Similar to the other anxiety con· 
ditions, its basis is related to a 
chemical imbalance that tends 
to cause an individual to be very 
sensitive to fac~ and emotional 
tones in interpersonal interac­
tions - shyness.

Masking 
anxiety with a nerve pill only 
pushes it underground, so to 
speak, and does not eliminate it, 
but sometimes contributes to 
greater problem in the future.

ing your forages, concentrate 
on maximizing per-acre pro­

duction. Soil fertility is the 
foundation of high forage 

production; without adequate 
nutrients, intensive manage­
ment practices are destined to 
fail. 

So begin your quest for high­
er-yielding forage by getting 
samples for a soil test on a 
warm wimer day when the soil 
isn't frozen. Taking these sam­
ples is easy, and the test is inex­
pensive, five dollars per sample. 
The Floyd Cooperative 
Extension Service has more 
information on soil testing. The 
research- based results will list 
exactly what nutrients and bow 
much of each needs to be 
applied. 

Of a11 soil nutrients, nitrogen 
usually gives you the highest 
yield return. Unfortunately, 
nitrogen prices have nearly dou­
bled the past few years. The 
good news is that you can total­
ly eliminate the need for nitro­
gen in pastures and hay fields 
by over-seeding them with red 
clover next spring. Red clover 
will last about three years.

Other ways to improve for­
age production include planting 
summer annual grasses for mid­
sununer grazing, stockpiling 
fescue for early winter grazing, 
and renovating with improved 
varieties.

Without knowing it, I was 
growing up. After a few years of 
playing, studying, helping moth­
er, and being carefree, I was 
maturing and living my life, and 
before I knew it, I was ready for 
high school. 1 went to live in a 
dormitory for girls in Pikeville, 
Kentucky so that I could contin-

ue to go to chool. I turned 
eleven years old my first year of 
high chool. Again, I found 
myself insecure and afraid. I wa<> 
too young to be rooming with a 
girl who was seventeen. I had to 
grow up fru.t that year and learn 
to be away from my parents. I 
cried a lot, but I made my grades 
and learned to fit in and make 
friends. It was hard, but l dtd 
well. 

These four years passed by 
sometimes fast and sometimes 
very slow, but here I was, ready 
for college. My daddy took me 
to Morehead, Kentucky that year 
(1936) to enroll me in college at 
the age of 16. He had an old 
Dodge pick·up truck. He put my 
trunk and a few other things in 
the back of his pick -up and we 
drove to Morehead. If my heart 
was pounding on my first day of 
school and my first day of high 
school, you know that it was 
pouncling harder on our way to a 
city far away from home and a 
school bigger than the whole 
fann at home. 

Again I cried. I mi sed my 
mother' cooking. I mi sed her 
anns around me and us sirring 
together under the cherry tree. 
When it was in bloom, we would 
watch the honeybees gather nec­
tar and the butterflies flit from 
one blossom to another. r mi sed 

the evening:-: we would walk 
together to bring the cow in to 
be milked. On those trips, we 
would gather up a few walnuts to 
crack or maybe a paw-paw to eat. 

T missed the days in winter 
when Daddy would pull me on 
my little led through the snow to 
gather the eggs before they froze. 
r thought about the night we 
would it on the back porch and 
listen to the whip-o-wilt call and 
watch the moon start its trip 
across the sky. That's when a 
tear drop would always find its 
way to drip off my chin. 

By now I was working toward 
being a teacher and my courses 
were hard and mo t of my time 
was u ed to tudy and to keep up 
my school work. r still had time 
to make friends, go to school 
dances, and all the other school 
functions. I had a good time and 
lots of beaus - nice boy friends -
were always around. 

Then, like most girls do, I 
met a young man one summer 
vacation and another great 
change came along in my life. I 
went to visit my Aunt Amma 
and Uncle Dick wbo lived 
along the banks of the Big 
Sandy River. Late in the after­
noon, when the sun was ju t 
going down, a gentle April 
shower came pouring down and 
drove this young man up the 
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river bank, from where he had 
been taking fi h from his trot 
ljne that he had in the river 
behind their house. His hair 
was wet with the rain and his 
feet were muddy. Hi blue eye 
were I it up and his beautiful 
white teeth sparkled as he 
stopped to say hello. Whoops! 

Kenneth and I were married 
the next January (1940). Again 
my heart was pounding and I 
wa scared because a new and 
strange life was before me once 
again. On our wedding day 1 
cried as I had in days gone by. I 
wondered what life ahead 
would be like and once again 1 
thought of my borne and how l 
missed the sheltered love there. 
I was filled with thoughts of the 
old barn with a hay loft over the 
stalls where Daddy's cows and 
bor e lived and of the old cher­
ry orchard behind the barn. As 
a tear found its way to my chin 
- to drop on my wedding dress -
I knew I would never be far 
away from it all and that I 
would probably be there a 
often as I wanted to be.
