A floodwall - either a shan 
wall option or a long walJ option

One of the key points of focus 
during the $6 million tudy con­
ducte-d throughout Prestonsburg 
and the rest of the county was 
efforts to "minimize social 
impact," Conforti said Wednesday. 

"We're hoping to minimize 
social impact." she said.

Vigilance needed to 
block education cuts 
during lean times

have our work cut out for u . In recent 
days, Gov. Ernie Fletcher ordered bud­
get cuts that include $7 million worth of 
cuts to educational programs. The cuts 
will reduce the amount we invest in pre­
school and afteJJ-school tutoring pro­
grams. They will also reduce funds for 
education technology, as well as family 
resource centers. 

makers start working on the budget pro­
posal Gov. Fletcher will ubmit later this 
month. 

Protecting the programs that affect 
students in K-12 is important. But in 
today's world, education is a lifelong 
process. We need to make ure that post­
secondary and adult education programs 
are also fully supported. Colleges can' t 
afford any more cuts, and students can't 
afford any more of the tuition increases 
that usually follow the cuts. While though there's no shortage of 

issues lawmakers will consider during 
the General As embly's 2004 ession, 
one topic clearly stands out as a top pri­
ority: Protecting education programs 
from cuts. 

Education spendiag make up a ig­
nificam portion of state budget. So any 
time there's a budget crunch our educa­
tion programs are somewhat vulnerable. 
But targeting school programs for cuts 
would be shortsighted. Kentucky has 
made hard-won progre in educational 
attainment, and we can't afford lo go 
back. 

Family resource centers are of partic­
ular concern to me, as well as many 
school officials. These centers work 
closely with families to remove any bar­
riers that would stand in the way of a 
child's chance to learning. Often, these 
centers provide crucial support to chil­
dren who don't have enough family sup­
port to do their best in school, for exam­
ple clothing and shoe . It's no wonder 
these programs are considered to be one • 
of the shining stars of our state's educa­
tion reform initiatives. 

Yet recently the news came out that 
Gov. Fletcher had notified universities 
and community colleges that they could 
expect $45 million in budget cuts on top 
of the $24.8 million budget cuts he 
recently ordered. 

The $45 million cut is being made to 
the schools' "restricted" funds, funds 
that universities receive from sources 
outside of state funding, for example, 
through tuition, gifts, contracts or athlet­
ics. Officials from several universities 
said they could not remember any

Things to Ponder: Teens' latest thr·n 
Sometimes it is difficult to keep up 

wilh teenagers. They are so busy experi­
menting and exploring the world and its 
contents. So it is nor surprising when you 
bear lhey are doing something new. 
Several parent have recently voiced con­
cerns about teenagers finding new ways 
to get "high'" and have "thrill " ... "Do you 
know where your kids are? Do you know 
what your kids are doing?" 

Although there have not been any 
ca e seeking ervices, several folks have 

reacted to a . egment presented by ABC 
News· 20/20, "Stoned on Cold Medicine­
Teens Are Abusing Over-the-Counter 
Cold Pill to Get High." The major prob­
lem eems to be that teenagers are u ing 
ordinary cold medicine to get h1gb. This 
further adds to parent ' list of po ible 
substances their children might abu e -
alcohol. smoking and illegal or illegally 
gotten drugs. ln contrast to thes "usu­
als," this ordinary cold medicine helps 
teens to get high legally. 

The non-prescribed medication that 
some teens are using to become impaired 
is Coricidin HBP Cough and Cold PilJ . 
The source of the "high" i the ingredient 
dextromcthorphan, or ''DXM," that sup­
presses coughs afely, BUT, if used in 
large quantities, DXM create a chemical 
imbalance within the brain that produces 
the "high'' ,ensation imilar to mar of 
LSD or PCP. Although DXM is a part of 
more lhan 100 cold medicines, teen par­
ticularly like the combination of chemi-

caJs in this one type of Coricidin. 
Being legal. it is easily and conve­

niently acces ible so that purchase doe 
not require a "dealer" and it can be 
bought at a local convenient or drug tore 
a an "over the counter" medication. 
Parent and teacher will likely not be 
readily aware that the ub tance is being 
u ed. in that the eye won't be red a 
with other drugs. Some k..ids de cribed,

Teenagers have been known to 
frequently steal it off of the 
shelf in the di count store. 

According to the American 
Association of Poison Control, 
the abuse of these kinds of 
over-the-counter cold medica­
tions has doubled in the last 
four years, with approximately 
a 300 percent increase over 
three years to the poison con­
trol center · about DXM. A 
major problem seems to be that 
parents and teachers are not 
aware of the use/abuse until 
the teen begins to show a 
change in behaviors, such as 
fai ling grades. One boy

thought it was funny when he 
was pulled over by the cops for 
a traffic violation, but they 
couldn't tell he was high, in 
that the Breathalyzer was neg­
ative and be did not have any 
drugs on him. Reportedly, 
more abuse cases are showin~ 
up in hospitals' emergency 
rooms due to teens having 
accidents related to being high 
or being agitated, difficult to 
control, sweating, and unre­
sponsive when spoken to. At 
least five people have died 
after taking Coricidin, but typ­
ical of many drug users, this 
doe not seem to scare some 
kids. In the meanwhile, the 
kids have learned that one type 
of Coricidin contains aceta­
minophen and not to take that 
particular one, since aceta­
minophen in large doses can 
cause liver damage or death. 

As with other types of 
abu e, the teenagers seem to 
use Coricidin with DXM for 
varying lengths of time. It 
seemed in the 20/20 program. 
kids talked about using this 
"drug" for five months, over a 
year, daily and also auending 
Coricidin parties.

the use of Coricidin is not con­
sidered addictive from a phys­
ical perspective, a general 
impression was that it "might 
be" a psychological dependen­
cy. One case was about a 20 
year old twin that admitted that 
he still had fun taking 
Coricidin, even though he real­
ized that it had "wrecked" his 
life. Examples were that: his 
mother had to drive him every­
where, because with one more 
ticket, be would lose his 
license; and he quit school and 
now Lives at home, where he 
spends his time playing hL 
guitar or just sitting. Even 
though he said, ''My brain has 
gone and I'm just wasted. It 
took all my friends away from 
me. I threw my life away," he 
keeps using. 

As usual, "What is the 
answer?" Some parents want 
Coricidin taken off the shelf. 
However, if the drug company 
does that, it prevents the drug 
from helping others who need 
it. In addition, the drug com­
pany reported that this particu­
lar cold medicine was the 
safest and most effective prod­
uct for individuals with high 
blood pressure. They suggest­
ed putting the drug behind the 
counter so that it would not be 
in reach of teens. The actual 
stores selling this type of 
Coricidin are also taking some 
control by selling it only to 
customers 18 years old and 
older and limiting people to 
only being able to buy three at 
a time. But, as the world turns, 
the medicine can still be 
bought from the Internet. A 
with so many things in life, 
ultimately, it is up to the kids 
whether or not they abu e 
drugs.

Question: Every winter 
my leg · and arms get dry and 
itchy. My doctor said I have

than ever. It\ only January and I don't 
think I can make it through the rest of 
the winter thi way. Is there anything I 
can do to feel les miserable? 

Answer: Winter itch, also 
called xero is, is a common 
winter aftliction for many 

In winter itch, the skin becomes 
exce sively dry and rather r<>ugh or 
scaJy. This drying causes itching, and 
the resultant scratching produces a 
rash. It's the opp site of many condi­
tions, such as poison ivy, where the 
rash is what causes the itching. Winter 
itch is more common in the Northeast 
because of the climate and central heat­
ing that Jowers the relative humidity of 
the indoor air. The low humidity pro­
motes the drying of skin. 

and legs produce less of these natur­
al skin oils and, o, are more suscepti­
ble to drying problems. That's why you 
have trouble with your arms and legs. 
but other with this condition can have 
the arne itching and rash on other areas 
of their bodies. 

One of the mo t important way you 
can help stave off winter itch next year 
i · to avoid unnece sary bathing -
especiaJly the areas where your skin is 
the driesL Our society encourages daily 
bathing, but thi · i often not necessary 
to be clean. Wa h your "stinky" parts 
(face, underarms, privates) daily, but 
bathe lhe rc t of your body le s fre­
quently. Use tepid water instead of hot. 
Use a mild moisturizing oap or emol­
lient cleanser and follow this by patting 
dry mstead of vigorously rubbing with 

Immediately after bathing, apply a 
lotion or cream to help smooth and 
soothe the skin while retaining mois­
ture. Petroleum jelly is probably one of 
the most effective products for this pur­
po e, but its greasy residue i often 
objectionable. I often recommend 
Aveeno cream for this purpo e because 
my patients have found it significantly 
more effective. 

Raising the humidity within the 
home is also beneficial in reducing dry 
kin. A vaporizer or humidifier in the 

bedroom is a good method of adding 
moisture to the air in your inside envi­
ronment. It's also helpful to avoid wool 
clothing that scratches the already irri­
tated skin. There are many other natur­
al and synthetic fibers that are attractive 
and comfortable without being 
scratchy. In my experience, however, it 

And one additional reminder. EveA 
though the "winter itch'' itches, don't 
scratch. Scratching will only make it 
worse. Rub on another dab of lotion or 
cream instead.

asked to write up their interviews 
with folks who want to hare 
memorie of the landmark. 

Just reading about the essay 
contest brought waves of memo­
ries. Murphy's 5&10-cent store 
was an integral part of my youth. It 
was as much a part of my life as 
my family. It was one of many 
anchors for a young person grow­
ing up in an isolated mounrain 
cormnunity in the mid-20th centu­
ry, seemingly far removed from 
the sophisticated outside world. 

When I was a kid, Murphy's 
seemed huge. It dominated 
Paintsville's downtown. Whether 
you lived in town or in country, 
when you went downtown-or did 
we say uptown? - you went to 
Murphy's, even if you just walked 
through. 

Today, I realize the store took 
up only about one-third of one ide 
of a block. It didn't even go back a 
third of a block in the other direc­
tion. It grew smaller, I uppose, as 
I grew bigger. 

Oo Saturdays way back then, 
the treets of Paintsville were t:lllck 
with people. Sidewalks were full 
and car traffic was bumper to 
bumper. It was like Apple Day 
every day. 

And in Murphy's people were 
shoulder to shoulder. Very small 
children plodded along, often 
being almost dragged by one arm, 
seeing little more than a forest of 
legs. 

Along the wall next to the 
street, brown chairs were lined up 
and folks weary from walking to 
town or around town sat there and 
talked with friends and neighbors. 
Murphy's was more than a retail 
store; it was a social center. My

grandmother often sat there, re t­
ing her aching legs and catching 
up on family news with her vast 
network of Castle cousins. • 

It was not unusual m those day 
to see women nursing babies in 
those traight-back chairs. They 
did so without shame. They sat 
there with blouse unbuttoned. a 
breast hanging out and aimed at 
the suckling child. My generation, 
I su pect, was the first to be 
embarras ed by this natural acl 

The smell of Murphy's was 
distinct. Almo t as trong as the 
fresh-ground coffee at the Kroger 
store down the street, the hot dogs 
on rotating pits emitted a pleas­
antly rich and greasy aroma that 
broadcast warmth and promise of 
nourishment. I eldom got to eat 
there, but the mell was its own 
reward. 

More beckoning was the nut 
and candy counter. Chocolate cm­
ered peanuts and rai in and 
chocolate stars permeate the mem­
ory. There was bin after bin of 
other candle.. but they did not 
irnpre me as much. 

The nut bin were the mo. t 
alluring. For five cents, you could 
get a generous helpmg of Spanish 
peanuts. The red jewels seemed to 
be eternally nuning in a heared 
canister. Now, I wonder if the 

. machines were rumed off at night; 
then, the thought never entered my 
mind. The peanuts offered the best 
bargain for the money. My friends 
and I would often make luncb of a 
nickel bag of these peanuts. If we 
had money to plurge, we would 
buy cashew , a warm handful for a 
dime.
