The case against a convicted 
felon who is currently serv­
ing a 20 year sentence on a 
manslaughter charge will be 
placed back on the docket, 
following an order filed this 
week in circuit court 

Acting on his own behalf, 
George Andrew JarreU, 39, 
currently detained at the Lee 
Adjustment Center in 
Beattyvil1e, Ky. asked the 
court on Jan. 15 to vacate his 

sentence and conviction 
because of ineffective legal 
representation during his 
trial. In his request, Jarrell 
ftled several motions, includ­
ing one seeking an eviden­
tiary hearing, which would 
place his aaomey, Stephen 
Owens, on the stand to testify 
as to the way he investigated 
and presented the case. 

Jarrell was convicted of 
first degree .manslaughter by 
a jury in April, 2002, for 
killing his cousin, Bill J.

Judge to dismiss 
Martin sex abuse case

PRESTONSBURG 
Floyd County Circuit Judge 
John David Caudill filed a 
notice of intent this week to 
dismiss a sexual abuse case 
against Allen attorney 
Sheridan Martin. 

The notice, fJ..led Monday, 
Jan 26, as a matter of routine, 
and sent to both Martin and 
the complaining witness in 
the case, who filed a civil suit 
against him in 2002 for 
allegedly sexually assaulting 
her and detaining her in his 
office against her will 

The wol1lan filed the suit 

s 

against Martin, seeking puni­
tive damages, after he 
entered an Alford plea (con­
ceding that he was not guilty, 
but that the court may find 
enough evidence to convict 
him) to charges of third 
degree sexual abuse and sec­
ond degree unlawful impris­
onment, charges handed 
down in an indictment 
against him for an alleged 
incident whlch occurred on 
April 27, 2002. 

Thereafter, Martin volun­
tarily entered a treatment pro­
gram in Texas, where he 
completed the program and

- Some residents of this 
Boston suburb are being asked 
to pay for the mayor's snow job. 

Many awoke to find neither 
the expected snow - nor their 
cars. Others found tickets on 
their vehicles saying they had 
violated the snow emergency 
called by the mayor. 

Because of weather forecasts 
calling for up to 8 inches of 
snow, Mayor Joseph A. 
Curtatone declared a snow 
emergency at 7 p.m. Tuesday. 
Within hours, with nary a flake 
in sight and barely any on the 
way, 3,000 cars were ticketed 
and another 200 were towed 
before the ban was lifted at 4:20 
a.m. 

The tickets co t $50, and the 
tow jobs $145. 

'They shouldn't be able to 
charge you because they ain't 
got no snow," aid Jeff Reislen, 
who got a ticket for parking on a 
snow emergency street. ''This is 
ridiculous." 

The mayor disagreed. He said 

Wednesday that he has no plans 
to forgive the tickets or the tow­
ing charges, which could com­
bine for a possible $179,000 
windfall for the city. 

"We are at the whim of fore­
casts and projections," aid 
Curtatone, who took office earli­
er this month. "Sometimes it 
snows more, sometimes less, 
sometimes not at all. We're all in 
the same boat as far as projec­
tions." 

Curtatone said he would con­
tinue the city policy of declaring 
a snow emergency at the predic­
tion of 4 or more inches, giving 
residents four hours to remove 
their vehicle . 

He eems Jess than confident 
looking back at the storm that 
never came. ''I don't think I've 
ever prayed for snow so much in 
my life," he said.

Congressional campaign 
ads featuring president can 
count as donations to Bush 

WASHINGTON (AP)- Ads 
by congressional candidates that 
feature President Bush's 
endorsement and were prepared 
with his input will count as a 
donation to Bush unless he helps 
pay for them, election officials 
say. 

The Federal Election 
Commission's decision Thursday 
came after Bush's campaign and 
Kentucky House candidate Alice 
Forgy Kerr asked whether 
planned Kerr campaign ads men-

t:tonmg Bush's support for her 
candidacy would be considered 
campaign contributions to Bush. 

Kerr is running in a special 
election Feb. 17 to fill a seat pre­
viously held by fellow 
Republican Ernie Fletcher, who 
was elected governor. Bush is a 
candidate in the state's May 18 
presidential primary. 

The commission said the ads 
mentioned in the Bush-Kerr 
request satisfied several factors 
for coordination between the two 

campaigns. That would make 
them in-kind contributions to 
Bush by the Kerr campaign sub­
ject to federal limits, unless 
Bush's campaign covers some of 
the costs, it said 

Among the factors cited, 
Kerr's campaign planned to pay 
for the ads~ Bush aides planned 
to review the final scripts; the ads 
would refer to Bush, a federal 
candidate; and they would air 
within 120 days of Kentucky's 
presidential primary.

Those eeking to build within 
city limits would take up an appli­
cation with the review board, who 
would, according to guidelines in 
the city's master plan, either 
approve or deny it Those denied 
in the process can appeal to circuit 
cowt, he satd. 

Hafley said the purpose of the 
board was to create and maintain a 
downtown that the city could "be 
proud of 30 or 40 years from 
now." 

' ·For example:· he l><lid, "We 
don't want someone w drag a 
mobile home. set it up in the city 
and sell from there. We're uggest­
ing the adoption of the c guide­
lin~ ... If omeone wants to put in 
a furnace or paint a porch. they 
don't have to get a penuit. But if 
they wanted to build an addition to 
their home, then they· d have to 
take up an application with the 
review board." 

According to Gus Drum, 
Community Planner with the 
Corps. similar regulations in 
newly relocated cities in West 
Virginia were "expected" and 
favored by the citizens who now 
live there. 

As the meeting continued. 
Drum also discussed safety and 
noise concerns that the consLruc­
tion would bring into the city, a 
factor. he ays, the Corps has 
weighed heavily in their plans. 

"One point two million yards 
of rock will be blasted outta here," 
said Drum. "It' gonna be noisy." 

According to Drum. the project 
contractor will not be allowed to 
do any blasting at night. nor will 
he be blasting or rock hauling on 
Sundays. He requested that the 
city place a 25 mile per hour speed 
Hmit on main street, where the 16 
ton trucks will be traveling six

Yates was indicted Sept. 30, 
2003, on a single count of sec­
ond-degree manslaughter, three 
counts of fourth-degree assault, 
operating on a suspended 
license and leaving the scene of 
an accident. 

According to his indictment, 
Yate cau ed the death of 2-
year-old Stacia Page Collins on 
Dec. 12, 2003, by running the 
vehicle he was operating into 
the vehicle in which she was a 
passenger.

Martin disputed her allegations 
m a supplemental filing in which 
he said that the woman, ''dressed in 
a pair of tight jeans and t-shirt 
which exposed her waistline and 
stomach" was the one who insti­
gated sexual advances in his office 
by asking him to lock the door and 
by lifting up her shirt and howing 
him her bra.

He's gotta work 
here while you· re living here and 
we· re doing what we can to make 
it as painless as possible."

Restrictor plates are 
here to stay - for now

LAS VEGAS - NASCAR 
officials would love to fmd a 
way to get rid of the carburetor 
restrictor plates used lO slow the 
Nextel Cup car at Daytona aad 
Talladega. 

And the carburetors them­
selves could go with them. 

"I didn't like the plates when 
1 was a crew chief and I don't 
like them now,'' said Gary 
Nelson, NASCAR's managing 
director of re earch and devel­
opment. 

"When I got this job at 
NASCAR, I said I was going to 
get rid of them and I'm still try­
ing. So far, we haven't found 
anything better." 

NASCAR is the last refuge in 
the automotive world for carbu­
retors, which long ago were 
replaced in production cars and 
most race cars by electronic fuel 
injection. 

The stock car sanctioning 
body, concerned with the possi­
bility of increasingly sophisti­
cated race teams - hiring more 
and more engineers every year -
manipulating computer·operat­
ed fuel systems to gain more 
horsepower, has steadfa tly 
refused to eliminate carburetors. 

Io tead, NASCAR ba con­
tinued to require the team to 
use carburetor and, at Daytona 
aad Talladega, its two biggest 
aad fastest ovals, the organiza­
tion also requires the horsepow­
er-sapping metal plates that fit 

above the carburetors and 
restrict airflow. 

The plates will be in place 
when practice begins in Daytona 
on Feb. 6 for the season-opening 
Daytona 500. 

"What we have done in 
recent years is, if we're going to 
u e restrictor plates, make sure 
that we do the best possible job 
we can do to eliminate any per­
ception that there's one different 
or something like that," Nelson 
said. 

"So, our folks take it very 
seriously. They look at them 
with microscope , in pect every 
plate, pack them in ealed con­
tainers and handle them careful­
ly to make sure that restrictor 
plates are as good as they can 
possibly be. 

"But that doe n ' t stop us 
from trying to figure out ways to 
accomplish the same thing a dif­
ferent way." 

Nelson said there have been 
numerous ideas brought up and 
checked out in recent years. 

"But, ultimately, we always 
find that going back to that 
restrictor plate is pretty simple, 
pretty easy and is pretty well 
understood by the co~petitors." , 

Nelson aid there are some 
new fuel management system 
on the horizon that could even­
tually mean the end of carbure­
tor and re trictor plates. 

"I kind of like a few thing 
that 1' m seeing coming down 
the road, but it's a ways down 
the road1' ' he added.

In the search and request for topics, a 

different slant on a known topic came up 
about teenagers setting ftres. They "seem 
to be me. merized by starting ftres," 
whereas tt is usually preschool-age chil-
dren. mother told about how her 
teenage daughter and her friend sprayed 
hairspray on a mirror in a small bath­
room, lit a match, and watched it flame.

Out of U1c dcsin~ to play with 
matches and lighters, this young group or 
children is most likely to rausc hundreds 
of deaths ami injuries every >ear !rom set­
ting fires.

A second subgroup of fire­

setters is the "Troubled Fire­
setters." The age range of 
~ese kids i, often pre chooler 
through teenager. They have 
mental or emotional distur­
bances that arc considered to 
be the basis of fire-se tting 
behaviors. From a clinical 
perspective, these youngster 
are thought to set fires as a 
way to act out anger, frustra­
tion , and feelings of being 
pow rless. It is not unu ual 
for them to also have other sig­
nificant acting-aut behaviors 
asso iated with a general lack 
of im pul e control and an 
inability to go by rules consi -
tently. 

·'Delinquent fire-se tters" is 
a third subgroup and con ists 
of older youth. Usually they 
are teens with a history of 
•Harting fires. The underlying 
theory far their setting fires is 
that it is an act of vandalism or 
for creating excitement and 
destroying property. They are 
often strongly in11uenced by 
thl!ir pccrc;. Jn addition, they 
are apt to use fire to cau e 
maliciou. mischief or rebel 
against authority. These fire­
setters are 1 ike I y to target 
abandoned buildings, open 
field'>. and schools . Teens with 
a hi ·tory of etting fires fre­
quently have _a hi t~ry of anti­
so~.:iul behaVIOr, lymg, teal -

ing, truancy, and drug use. 
The fourth ubgroup and 

roo t extreme group of fire-set­
ters are adolescents who are 
severely emotionally dis-
turbed. A expected, they 
often have a long history of 
behavioral problem · . They 
have not learned and/or are 
unable to control themselves 
from the inside out. These 
extreme fire-setter are often 
referred to as being pyromani­
ac, when they have an irre­
sistible urge to set fires. 

A strong recommendation is 
to remember thal fire-play is a 
deadly game Lhat should not be 
dismiltseJ as a ·'phase'' or sim­
ple "curiosity.'' Young kid. 
and juveniles setting fires are a. 
problem that needs an an wer. 
They can be prevented when 
parent , teachers, firefighters, 
Jaw enforcement a uthori ties 
and all caregivers become 
aware of fire setting. The 
NFPA (National Fire 
Prevention As ociatiou) ha 
everal programs aimed at 

teaching young children and 
their families about safety with 
fire, such al> "Learn Not to 
Burn Pre chool Program," and 
a video entitled, "A Lighter i, 
Not a Toy.'' These program 
teach preschool chi ldren match 
and lighter afcty and encour­
age parents to use child resis­
tant lighters only. One study 
found a 58 percent decn.::ase in 
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Hepatitis B vaccination, immu­
nization , and WIC appoint­
ment.

Teenage fire -setter and 
their parents need to be evalu­
ated regarding the chi ld's fire­
setting behavior. Again, a 
with the preschoolen., if the 
teen sets a fire, due to simple 
curiosi ty or poor judgment, 
then the hasic education and 
counseling is usually effective. 
In con tra t. if the teenager is 
experiencing psychological 
problems then a referral needs 
to be made for mental health 
services. The adolescent fire­
setters need to be evaluated to 
determine if their fires are set 
becaulte of criminal intention.

Q uestlon: I have seen the 
ads on TV for medication for 
GERD. I think I may have It, but I 

would like to know more about GERO 
before I make an appointment with my 
doctor. What are the symptoms? Maybe 
I just have heartburn. 

Answer: Gastroesophageal 
Reflux Disease (GERD) occurs 
in about one third of the popu­

lation in the United States. It is also 
call acid reflux, heartburn, water brash 
and reflux esophagitis. This coounon 
ailment is frequently self diagnosed, 
and many people use over-the-counter 
medications\ for a few yearS before see­
ing their physician. 

GERD is caused by relaxation of a 
muscle at the junction of the esophagus 
and the stomach. This muscle-called 
the lower esophageal sphincter (LES) 
- is supposed to open up when you 
swallow food or drink and then close 
tight to seal off the acidic stomach con­
tent. If the LES opens at other times, it 
can allow acid from the stomach to 
splash back up into the esophagus. 

The classic symptoms of GERD are 
a burning feeling in the upper stomach 
region and behind the breastbone. 
Some people actually have stomach 
acid reflux into their mouth or throat 
This can be worse when lying down or 
bending forward. It's not too uncom­
mon for a patient with GERD to come 
into his or her family phy ician's office 
with abdominal pain, chronic cough, 
hoarseness or burping a the major 
complaint. Interestingly, GERD is one 
of the most common causes of clu·onic 
cough. And, you may find it even more 
surprising that some people with 
GERD have wheezing as a primary pre­
senting problem and come into their 
doctor's office thinking they've devel­
oped asthma. 

caffeine. If you are overweight, your 
family physician may advise you to 
reduce your calorie intake to shed some 
pounds. You may notice that certain 
foods also cause you problems. Those 
foods should be avoided as well. 
Avoiding eating for a couple of hours 
before bedtime can relieve nocturnal 
symptoms. Jf symptoms are infrequent, 
using an antacid can help. 

There can be serious complications 
from longstanding GERD, including 
the development of esophagea1 cancer. 
In fact, when the ymptoms of untreat­
ed chronic GERD appear to be improv­
ing, it can be a sign that a pre-cancer­
ous condition called Barrett's esopha­
gus i developing. This is one of the 
reasons that before using any over-the­
counter medication regularly you 
should see your physician and see what 
he or she thinks you should do. 
Further evaluation, such as an upper GI 
endoscopy (a look at your esophagus 

with a special fiber-optic scope) may 
be indicated. If you are already using 
OTC medications regularly to tre~t 
your heartburn, you should discuss this 
with your doctor at your next appoint­
ment. Alway include routine OTC 
medications when giving your medica­
tion list to any health-care profession­
al.

When my mother died a few 
years ago, 1 finally got rid of 
two pictures I'd given 
Marnmaw when I was 10 or o. 
They had the same tan pla tic 
frame , but one had a southwest 
pueblo scene and the other a 
biblical one. Why I cho e those 
divergent prints, I have no idea. 

You could also get cookware, 
dishes, glasse (reading and 
drinking), Linen , curtains, 
blinds, hardware (in the old

A record ice storm last year 
brought do'NTI hundreds of power 
lines across Kentucky. Thanks to 
efforts of utility companies and 
public safety agencies to warn 
people of the danger. not a sin 
person was hurt as a result of con­
tact with a downed line. 

Unfortunately, Kentucky resi­
dents are not always as aware of 
the hazards posed by electric lines 
and equipment. Each year, the 
Kentucky Public Service 
Commission (PSC) investtgates 
dozens of electrical accidents. 

A few represent new or unusu­
al ways to get into ttouble with 
electncity, but the vast majority of 
accidents are caused by people

repeating the same mistakes: 
• Using ladders, especially 

metal or wood ladders, around 
energized power li11es. 

• Trimming or cutting trees 
near power lines. 

• Attempting to retrieve 
objects that are on or near ener­
gized power lines. 

• Climbing into trees that have 
power lines passing through them. 

• Touching or approaching 
downed power lines. 

• Digging in areas where 
power lines may be present with­
out ftn'it having the lines located 
and, if necessary, the power 
turned off. 

• Attempting to do repairs 
that should be left to a utility 
worker or licensed electrician. 

The PSC is required by 
Kentucky law to investigate all 
electrical accidents that involve 
facilities of regulated utilities. 
That experience has led us to 
conclude that exercising com­
mon sense and following a few 
simple electrical safety rules 
could prevent the vast majority 
of £hose accidents. 

Those rules are: 
• Do not approach any 

downed lines. If you see a 
downed Jine. call 911 and the 
utility company immediately. 

• Never engage in any activ­
ity that might bring you into 
contact with an energized power 
line. Keep in mind that you, or 
any object you are in contact 
With, need not touch a power 
liJJe. Electricity can arc, or jump, 
from a line to a person or object. 

• Use only fiberglass ladders 
and fiberglass-handled tools in 
any situation where the ladder or 
tool might come near an electri­
cal line, no matter how unlikely 
that may seem. Fiberglass is a 
poor conductor of electricity. 
Wood ladders are not a safe 
alternative. 

• Be especially careful 
around power lines in wet 
weather. Because water is a 
good conductor of electricity, 
materials that normally do not 
conduct electricity, such as 
fiberglass. may do so when wet. 

• Do not attempt to retrieve 
any object that is on or near a 
power line. Contact the utility 
for assistance. 

• Do not climb into or 
attempt to trim trees that are 
close to utility lines. If a tree 
needs to be trimmed or 
removed, contact the utility 
company or a licensed arborist 

• If a power line falls across 
your vehicle, stay in the vehicle 
until help arrives. If you are 
forced to leave the vehicle, exit 
by jumping from the vehicle (do 
not remain in contact with the 
vehicle while your feet are on 

the ground) and then shuffle or 
hop away to safety. DO NOT 
WALK AWAY because the 
ground may be energized 
around the vehicle and walking 
away could cause electrocution. 

• If you may be digging near 
buried utility lines, call before 
you d·g. In Kentucky, the num­
ber is (800)752-6007. Member 
utilities will be notified to mark 
their lines. Under many circum­
stances, Kentucky State Law 
(KRS 367.4901 to 367.4917) 
requires that you call two busi­
ness days before you dig. 

While investigating electrical 
accidents is part of the PSC's 
job, it is not a task that anyone 
here enjoys. We much prefer to 
work on improving electrical 
safety. So please follow these 
imple rules and use common 

sense around utility lines. We'd 
hate for you to become the sub­
ject of one of our investigations.
