Kentucky's woeful dental 
health leads to greater overall 
health problems, especially 
among the tate's poorest resi-

1/f. dents, dentists say. 
New federal statistics show 

that more than 42 percent of 
Kentuckians 65 and older have 
lost all their permanent teeth. 
That's about 213,000 people. 

"The underlying reality is 
that Kentucky's population, 
particularly the poor part of its 
population, is really ill," said 
Dr. James Cecil, a University of 
Kentucky dentistry professor 
who serves a administrator of 
oral health for the state's Health 
Services Cabinet. 

A November report by the 
~group Kentucky Youth 

inflammation and the spread of 
germs throughout the body, 
dental disease also worsens 
heart di ease, diabetes and 
other major problems that boost 
the state's health care burden, 
he said. 

For example, by passing on 
an infection to the fetus, a 
mother's poor oral health is 
responsible for 10 percent or 
more of the pre-term low-birth­
weight babies born nationwide, 
studies show. A pre-term birth 
increases a child's risk for 
death, mental retardation, 
blindness, lung disease and 
other health problems. 

In a recent survey, reported 
Dec. 19 by the Centers for 

Disease Control, Kentucky 
edged out West Virginia for the 
top spot in toothlessness. 

The study on toothlessness 
by the CDC concluded that 
tooth loss nationwide was more 
prevalent among the less edu­
cated, those with lower 
incomes and people reporting 
fair or poor general health. It 
also occurred more often 
among blacks than whites. 

The authors of the study 
called special attention to the 
"adverse effects of cigarette 
smoking, which accounts for 
approximately half of all cases 
of periodontal disease in the 
United States." 

But toothlessness is accept-

a. 
v 

ed in many parts of the staLe as 
a natural step in growing older. 

"People say, 'My mom had 
her teeth out at 22 and my teeth 
are bad and now I'm going to 
have mine out," ' said Dr. J. 
David Hardison of the 
University of Kentucky 
College of Dentistry. 

The dental association's 
main focus is getting legislation 
that would require children to 
have a dental exam before 
entering school, said Michael 
Porter, executive director of the 
Kentucky Dental Association. 

Such a bill has been mtro­
duced everal times in past 
years but has met stiff opposi­
tion and died each time. 

Advocates showed that two­
thirds of Kentucky children eli­
gible for dental services for the 
poor dido 't receive them. 

Ceci l and other experts told 
The Courier-Journal of 
Loui ville that poor oral health 
is hurting Kentucky economi­
cally just as much as heart dis­
ease, obe·ity or diabetes.

wonder if the low-carb craze 
will force changes in one of 
America's best-loved foods. 

They're saying, "Hey, we've 
got a problem here. Pizza's 
built on bread. It's the No. 1 
enemy of the Atkinites," said 
Tom Boyles, senior editor of 
PMQ Magazine, a pubHcation 
that follows the pizza industry. 

Boyles has a word for those 
wbo want to avoid carbohy­
drates: "carbavoids." 

Although industry sales 
haven't taken a hit yet,.some 
pizza operators are considering 
offering customers Iow-carb 
pizzas. 

"Pizza operators are asking 
themselves, •oo I want to do 
this?' and they're bouncing the 
idea back and forth," Boyles 
said. "It's at that point where 
they're going, 'Just how far is 
this going to go?'" 

According to the National 
Association of Pizzeria 
Operators, about 3 billion piz­
zas are sold each year in the 
United States by about 40,000 
shops. 

At the same time, low-carb 
diets like the Atkins, South 
Beach and Zone have gained 
wider popularity. A Harris 
Interactive poll done last sum­
mer for Novartis Consumer 
Health Inc. estimated that 32 
million Americans were on 
some kind of high-protein, low­
carb diet. 

Doug Ferriman, owner of 
Crazy Dough's Pizza Co. in 
Cambridge's Harvard Square, 
said he didn't think low-carb

Survey finds increasing health costs for retirees 
One in three of 
surveyed employers 
have hit cap on health 
obligations 

Washington, DC - In a new 
survey ofsomeofthe largest U .. 
employers - conducted prior to 
passage of the new Medicare pre­
scription drug legislation - I 0% 
say they eliminated subsidized 
health benefits for future retirees 
in the past year, while 20% say 
they are likely to terminate retiree 
health coverage for future retirees 
in the next three years. These 
changes primarily affect new 
hires, rather than current retirees. 
The study also finds that 71% of 
surveyed firms increased retiree 
contributions to premiums in the 
past year, and 86% plan to 
increru,e such contributions with­
in the next three years. The sur­
vey of large, private-sector 
employer was conducted and 
analyzed by the Kaiser Family 
FoundatJon and Hewitt 
Associates. 

"Based on current trends, we 
can expect that fewer retirees will 
have health coverage in the future 
and those who do will be paying 
more for their health care," said 
Drew Altman, Ph.D., president 
and CEO of the Kaiser Family 
Foundation. 

Employers are an important 
source of health insurance cov­
erage for workers who retire 
before they are eligible for 
Medicare ("pre-65 retirees") and 
for retirees who have Medicare 
and rely on retiree coverage to 
fill in Medicare's gaps ("age 
65+ retiree."). For pre-65 
retirees, employer-plans are typ­
ically the primary and sole 
source of health insurance cov­
erage, while for age 65+ 
retirees, employer plans gener­
ally supplement Medicare, help­
ing to pay for benefits. such as 
prescription drugs, that are not 
currently covered, and assisting 
with cost-sharing requirements 
under Medicare. 

The 2003 study, the second 
survey on retiree health cover­
age conducted by Kaiser and 
Hewitt, was c.onducted between 
June and September 2003 with 
408 large private sector firms 
(I ,000 or more employees) that 
offer retiree health benefits, 
including 45% of all Ponune 
100 companies and 30% of all 
Fortune 500 companies.

• Firms' Retiree Health Care 
Costs Continue to Ri e 

Among surveyed employers, 
the total cost for employers and 
retirees for health benefits 
increased by an estimated 
13.7%. from $18.1 billion in 
2002 to an c timated $20.6 bil­
lion m 2003, to provide cover­
age to pre-65 and age 65+ 
retirees and their dependents. 

Annual retiree health care 
costs vary widely by firm size 
from an average $4. I mill ion for 
a company with 1.000-4,999 
employees to an average $156.1 
million for a company with 
20.000 or more employees. 
Among surveyed finns, retlree 
health costs represent more than 
a quaner of the total estimated 
cost of health coverage for 
active workers, retiree and 
dependents. 

early half of all surveyed 
ftrms (46%) have placed "caps'' 
(pre-dctem1ined limits) on their 
future financial retiree health 
obligations, prompted by rising 
health care costs and the 
Financial Accounting Standards 
Board (FASB) rule . Financial 
caps are oflen a specific doUar 
amount on what the employer 
will contribute e.g., no more 
than two times a certain year's 
cost or a specified amount per 
year of serv1ce. The use of caps 
can limit the liability of employ­
ers by requiring retirees to 
absorb a greater share of costs 
when spending for retiree health 
exceeds a pre-determined 
amount. One third of all sur­
veyed films offering health ben­
efits to pre-65 retirees and age 
65+ retirees have eith,er hit their 
cap or expect to hit their cap on 
retiree health obligations within 
the next one to three years. 

"Offering retiree health care 
benefits is a delicate balancing 
act for employers," said Frank 
McArdle, Ph.D., manager of 
Hewin's Washington. DC, 
Research Office. "Double digit 
cost increases, shifting demo­
graphics, financ1al caps, global 
competition and the impact on 
the bottom line are driving large 
companies to reexamine their 
retiree health programs and 
make change . ·• 

• Retirees Are Paying More 
for Health Care 

Faced with double-digit cost 
increases for retiree health, sur­
veyed employers have made a 
number of changes m the past 
year that directly impact costs 
for retirees: 

• Nearly three-quarters 

(71 %) of large-private ector 
firms increased retiree contribu­
tions to premiums. 

• For new retirees, between 
2002 and 2003, retiree contribu­
tions to premiums increased by 
20% for pre-65 retirees and by 
18% for age 65+ retirees. 

• In 2003, pre-65 retirees 
paid an average of $ L 66 for 
health coverage and employers 
paid an average of $261 , while 
age 65+ retirees paid $83 per 
month and employers paid an 
average of $129. 

• 57% increased drug 
copaymentslcoinsurance and 
32% imposed three-tiered drug 
copayments. 

• 53% increased gener.il 
cost-sharing requirements. 

• 34% increased 
deductiblCj . 

• 29% increased out-of­
pocket limits. 

• 26% increased hospital 
copa yments. 

Yet, despite efforts by most 
large private-sector employers 
to cut costs, 12% of employers 
said they added or improved 
retiree health coverage over the 
past year. 

• Retirees Will Experience 
Higher Costs in the Future 

Looking to the future (again, 
prior to enactment of the new 
Medicare legislation), continued 
cost-shifting to retirees appears 
to be on the horizon as employ­
er look for strategie to rein in 
health costs. Nearly two-thirds 
(64%) of fmns reported that 
CEOs are very concerned about 
retiree health costs and employ­
ers expect to implement the fol­
lowing changes sometime in the 
next three years: 

• 86% of surveyed firms say 
they are likely to increase contri­
butions to premiums and 70% 
expect to increase premiums for 
dependent coverage. 

• 8 I% of companies expect to 
raise cost-sharing obligations. 

• 75% say they are likely to 
increase deductibles. 

• 69% say they will likely 
increa..;e physician copayments. 

• 65% say they will raise out­
of-pocket limits. 

• 59% say they will increase 
hospital copayments and 54% are 
likely to increase cost-sharing for 
out-of-network care. 

Almost all of the survey 
respondents (98%) said they 
were unlikely to eliminate pre­
scription drug coverage in the 
next three years (again. when 
asked prior to pas age of the 
Medjcare drug bill), although 
the majority of large employers 
said they were likely to increase 
drug copayment or coinsurance 
for pharmaceuticals (85%). 

• Employer Coverage Plays 
Critical Role in Drug Coverage 

Employer-sponsored retiree 
health benefits provide substan­
tial assistance to retired work­
ers. Typically, retiree health 
benefits have a $250 deductible 
for retirees and $500 for retirees 
and spouses, and out-ofpocket 
spending limits, with the 
deductible counting toward the 
out-of-pocket limit for the 
majority of fmns. 

With regard to prescription 
drugs - a key issue in the recent 
Medicare debate - 9 in lO large 
employers (93%) currently pro­
vide prescription drug coverage 
for retirees and the majority 
(64%) says drug benefits are 
integrated into the overall plan 
design. Fewer than one in ten 
surveyed employers (8%) have 
separate benefits limits on the 
amount the plan pays for pre­
scription drugs; one quarter 
(26%) have a separate prescrip­
tion drug deductible, in contrast 
to the new Medicare legislation 
which has a separate limit on the 
drug benefit and a separate drug 
deductible. 

"Prescription drug benefits 
offered by employers to retirees 
tend to be much more generous 
than what seniors can expect to 
get from Medicare if they sign 
up for the new drug benefit when 
the new law goes into effect," 
said Tricia Neuman, Sc.D., vice 
president, Kaiser Family 
Foundation. "A big question is 
whether the new Medicare drug 
law will encourage employers to 
stay in the game." 

Because the survey was con­
ducted before final details of the 
Medicare prescription drug leg­
islation were decided, the sur­
vey did not ask employers to 
respond to specific provisions 
of the legislation. The new 
Medicare legislation offers 
incentives to encourage 
employers to maintain retiree 
health coverage for Medicare­
eligible retirees, including $89 
billion in both direct subsidies 
and tax benefits. This survey 
provides a baseline prior to 
implementation of the new 
Medicare law. Future work wiiJ 
be needed to assess employer 
responses to the new legisla­
tion. 

Methodology 

This study reflects survey 
responses of 408 large private­
sector employers that currently 
offer retiree health benefits. The 
majority of participating firms 
are multistate employers (90 
percent) and are publicly traded 
(72 percent), and they represent

NEW YORK - Ba eball 
historians are trying to deter­
mine whether William Edward 
White was the first black player 
in the major league~. 

White played one ~arne for 
the Providence Grey of the 
National League on June 21, 
1879, and the Society for 
American Baseball Research is 
researching hi history. 

The Wall Street Journal 
reported on the White case 
Friday. 

Until now, it was generally 
accepted that the first two black 
players were catcher Mo es 
Fleetwood Walker and hi broth­
er, Welday, an outfielder. Both 
played for the Toledo Blue 
Stockings of the merican 
Association. then a major 
league, in 1884. After that, no 
black player appeared until 
Jackie Robinson with the 
Brooklyn Dodgers in 1947. 

White attended Brown 
University, was born in 1860 
and was the son of A.J. White of 
Milner, Ga., according school's 
records. 

Peter Morris, a SABR 
re earcber, got in contact with 
Civil War historian Bruce 
Allardice, accorcling the Journal, 
and Allardice found the only 
A.J. White in Miler in 1880 was 
Andrew J. White and that the 
1880 census said his household 
included a 35-year-old mulatto 
woman, Hannah White. 

Mark Arslan, a genealogist of 
the White family, told Allarclice 
that the 1980 census reported 
A.J. White owned 70 slaves. 
Allardice and Arslan found that 
the 1870 census showed Hannah 
White was living with her moth­
er and three children, including 
a 9-year-old mulatto boy, 
William White. 

Morris found that A.J. 
White's will, in a courthouse in 
Zebulon, stated he left the bal­
ance of his estate to "William 
Edward White, Anna Nora 
White and Sarah Adelaide 
White, the children of my ser­
vant Hannah." 

Jim Gates, library director of 
the Hall of Fame, has been 
aware of SABR' research on 
the project.

Meanwhile, t.be foUowing 
questions from the National 
Cancer Institute (NCI) may help 
you tell if health information on 
the Internet i likely to be trust­
worthy. 

Who owns the ite? A ite' 
Web address wiJl tell you what 
type of organization owns it For 
example. addresses ending in 
"gov" are federal government 
agencie ; ''edu" mean an educa­
tional institution; ''org" i used by 
non-profit organization ; and 
"com" i u ed by commercial 
organization . 

For more information about a 
site's owner, look for a Link called 
"About this site." 

Where does the information 
come from? Health-related ites 
should give the names and medical 
qualification of the people who 
prepared and/or reviewed the 
materials. It aJ o should list refer­
ence (such as articles in medical 
journals) for medical facts and ta­
tistics. 

Is the mformation optDJon or 
facts? Opiruon and advice bould 
be clearly · parate from scientific 
fa based on l"el earch re ults. 

How current is the infonna­
tion? It is particularly in1portant 
that medical information be up to 
date. Information hould include 
the date it was published 10 the iLe 
and the date it wa lw t reviewed 
for scientific accura y.
