Now that Floyd County's voters - well, a few of them 
anyway - have chosen Chuck Meade as their selection 
for state representative, we offer Mr. Meade our encour­
agement and best wishes in being the 95th District's 
advocate in the state legislature. 

The task before Meade is a monumental one, given the 
fact that he has had little time to prepare for the chal­
lenge and now enters his first legislative session a little 
more than halfway through it. 

With Greg Stumbo stepping up from the legislative 
seat to serve as state attorney general, that representation 
has been noticeably absent during the current General 
Assembly. After years of being spoiled by Stumbo's clout 
and power iiJ the legislature, having no representation 
has been something of a change of pace for Floyd 
County. 

And it is not exactly as if Meade can step in to pick up 
where Stumbo left off. Not only does he enter the fray as 
the most freshman of freshmen legislators, he also enters 
at a time when all the rules have changed. 

With Republicans now controlling nearly all of state 
government save the House of Representatives, it may be 
more difficult for a strong Democratic stronghold such as 
Floyd County to get the state assistance to which it has 
been accustomed. 

That is unfortunate. While the needs of much of 
Eastern Kentucky have been ignored historically, Floyd 
County has been lucky the past several years to have 
benefited from significant state investment in such pro­
jects as Stonecrest, the Mountain Arts Center, roads and 
water lines. Fair or not, part of the reason for that has 
been Stumbo's stature in the legislature and part of it has 
been Floyd County's status as the most Democratic coun­
ty in a state formerly dominated by Democrats in state 
government. 

Neither of those is true any longer, and that puts Floyd 
County at a disadvantage for the time being. That is not 
Meade's fault; anyone stepping into that position, partic­
ularly any Democrat, would face the same thing. Now 
may be a time for Floyd County to tighten its belt and 
lower its expectations whenever the annual legislative 
session rolls around. 

For those reasons, we sincerely hope Mr. Meade meets 
with success in his new endeavor. Floyd County is going 
to need all the help it can get.

"I hope God helps Kentucky, 
because we're doing a pitiful job 
of it ourselves," aid Nunn, R­
Glasgow 

Yonts said the inactivity might, 
in part, reflect the state's tough 
budget situation. He also pegged it 
to politics because many House 
incumbents - both Democrats 
and Republicans - have oppo­
nents in the fall. 

"I think a lot of people are 
remaining quiet, to some extent, 
and not stirring up anything that 

might be used against them," 
Yonts said. 

Partisan rancor surfaced last 
week. House Republicans com­
plained their bills were being 
shunned by majority Democrats. 
Democrats complained that 
Fletcher was too slow in revealing 
his plans for a tax overhaul. 

House Minority Leader Jeff 
Hoover said the changing political 
dynamics might account for the 
slow pace. 

"l think everyone is still trying 
to find their role, because every­
one's role has changed," said 
Hoover, R-Jamestown. 

House Majority Leader Rocky 
Adkins, D-Sandy Hook, said leg­
islation simply was getting more 
scrutiny in the House than 
occurred in the past. 

"We're not in a hurry," Adkins 
said. "Just to say we've passed 
several bills - I don't think we 
need to do that." 

Gone are the days when law­
makers emphasized quantity over 
quality when passing legislation, 
said Sen. Tom Buford, R­

State Budget Director Brad 
Cowgill said the proposed pre­
mium would not exceed the p ay 
raise the governor included for 
state workers and teachers in the 
budget he presented to the 
General Assembly. 

State employees, teacher 
and classified classroom aides 
would get a 1 112 percent pay 
raise neltt year and 3 percent the 
following year under Fletcher ' 
spending plan. 

They also would pay higher 
co-payments and deductibles. 
Cowgill sa.ld none of the pro­
posed second-year raises would 
be needed to cover the health ' 
care premium. 

Cowgill said the health-care 
plan would head off $1 77 mil­
lion in additional co ts to the 
state. He said it would avoid a 
corresponding cut in state pro­
grams and fulfill a mandate by 
voters not to raise taxes. 

Fletcher campaigned on ~ 
pledge not to raise taxes. 

However, Rep. Jim Wayne 
said higher health costs violated 
that pledge. He said the premi­
ums, plus higher co-pays and 
deductibles, amounted to a tax 
increase for state workers and 
school employees. 

"You're aying that you ' re 
not going to cause a tax 
increase, but you are having a 
tax increase. It's on the backs of 
these people,'' Wayne, 0-
l..ouisville, told Cowgill . 

Wayne said the higher loom~ 
ing health costs reflected an ail­
ing national health care system. 
"You're trying to put a Band­
Aid on a cancer," he said. 

The Fletcher administration 
contends the only alternative 
was to suffer steep increases, 
projected at 35 percent over the

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Diabetes is on the rise in Kentucky: Blacks especially Vulnerable 

FRANKFORT The 
Kentucky Diabetes Prevention 
and Control Program has 
joined with the National 
Diabetes Education Program 
(NDEP) to urge the 18.2 mil­
lion people with diabetes 
nationwide to manage their 
blood pressure and choles­
terol, along with blood glu­
cose often called blood sugar. 

This approach helps pre­
vent heart attack and stroke­
the leading killers of people 
with diabetes. 

In recognition of February 
as ·American Heart Month, 
these two groups are joining 
forces to inform people with 
diabetes that good diabetes 
management is more than

"Diabetes is reaching endemic 
proportions, but it can be pre­
vented and controlled in peo­
ple at high risk for the disease 
by losing a small amount of 
weight through regular phy i­
cal activity and healthy eat­
ing," said Dr. Rice Leach, 
Kentucky's Commissioner for 
Public Health. "If you already 
have diabetes, you can still 
live a long and heallhy life 
with the disease and reduce 
your risk of serious complica· 
tions by keeping your blood 
glucose, blood pressure, and 
cholesterol within the recom­
mended target ranges and fol­
lowing your doctor's treat­
ment plan. Common sense 
living and good medical care 
will do the job for you." 

Prevention is Possible! 
You may be at risk for dia­

betes if you are overweight or 
have a family history of dia­
betes.

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By definition 
A lighfhouse is a tower with a very 
blight light at the top that serves as a 
navigational guide for ships. Lighthouses 
warn sailors that dangerous rocks or reefs 
are ahead, help ships and boats determine 
their position and let them know that a 
harbor is near. The tower serves as a 
marker night and day. At night, it flashes a 
bright light. By day, the colorfully painted 
towers are readily ident~ied. The taller the 
lighthouse, the farther away it can be seen. 

Ughthouses date as far back as 280 B.C. 
They were vital marine navigational aids 
and reached their peak in the ear1y 1900s. 
Modem electronic navigational aids, which 
made powerful beams of light superfluous, 
eventually phased out the usefulness of 
lighthouses. Over the years, about 1,500 
lighthouses have been constructed In the 
United States. 

Making light 
Intensity (brightness) of a lighthouse's light 
can be measured in candlepower. Ught 
from a single candle equals one candle­
power. Ear1y lighthouses burned wood or 
coal to create light. Whale oil, kerosene 
and other oils were also used. The Argand 
lamp (1782), with an intensity of about 
20,000 candlepower, used a circular wick 
with a glass chimney that allowed plenty of 
oxygen to reach the flame to 
create a brighter light. Reflec­
tors and the invention of the 
filament light bulb increased 
the light even more. 

The Fresnel lens 
Augustln·Jean Fresnel 
(pronounced fray-nel) was a 
French physicist bom In 1788. 1:;~:~7 
Fresnel developed one of the 
most Important advances In lighting tech· 
nology. He Invented special glass lenses 
that Intensified light so that It could be 
seen from longer distances. Later, Fresnel 
mounted a group of lights on a rotating 
framework so that lighthouses could 
produce a unique signature (this distinctive 
pattern is known as a characteristic). 
Fresnel lenses (with an intensity of about 
80,000 candlepower) were so superior to 
past lenses that before long all of Europe, 
and eventually the wor1d, were using them. 

Fixed lens Rotating lena 

Fresnel lenses can be thought of as huge 
larnpshades made of hundreds of prisms 
(specially ground, cut and polished glass). 
When arranged in a particular way, the 
prisms bend (reflect and refract) light. 
The prisms act like a magnifying glass

It's up to you - and your 
budget- whether you want to 
invit~ out-of-town guests or 
people you don't see that 
often. It may be a good idea 
since it will give you more 
time to chat with them than 
during the wedding reception. 

You don't want any unnec­
es ary tre the night before 
your wedding, so choose a 
place that' relaxed and casual. 
A small restaurant that you can 
take over for the evening 
would be perfect, or a private 
dining room in a hotel or 
restaurant i another option. A 
catered dinner in someone's 
home or a picnic in a park 
(weather permitting) are also 

good choices. 
Your dinner host is respon-

ible for taking care of the 
invitations. They hould be 
sent out after the wedding invi­
tation are mailed to give 
guests enough time to make 
proper lodging and tran porta­
lion arrangements. The invita­
tions can be formally 
engraved, printed from a com­
puter or handwritten on fill-in­
the-blank cards. Include direc­
tions and parking information. 
Ask people to RSVP o you 
can give the venue a proper 
head count 

Mo t gue ts will want to 
rest up for your big day, o 
don't be .urprised if orne 
make an early exit. If you and 
a few of your guests aren't 
ready to tum in just yet, you 
might sugge t that guests gath­
er in someone's hotel room or 
at a nearby bar. Just don't 
make it too late an evening or 
you'll wake up to puffy, baggy 
eyes.

Tables, for example, are key. 
''The tables are really impor­
tant because typically wed­
ding celebrations are a dining 
experience," she ays. "You 
are breaking bread together, 
and your gue ts are anchored 
to the tables. That is their lit­
tle home away from home 
for the celebration.

"You want to create 
easy ice-breaJcing opportuni­
tie . I find that when the 
brides take the time to set the 
table in an interesting way, it 
starts chatter among the 
guests. It's a subliminal way 
of being a really great host­
ess." Her own favorite table 
etting is an all-white table 

with chocolate-brown 
accents. "I Jove the graphic 
results of marrying the rich 
brown tone with crisp 

whites," he ays. "Starched 
white linen dres ed with 
chocolate linen napkins, 
vases of chocolate cosmos or 
calla lilie and dark wood 
ballroom chairs with white 
cu hion i altogether mod­
em, elegant and cia ic." 

And don • t forget the 
chair . 'Dres ing chairs i a 
nice punctuation point," he 
says. "I find dressing all the 
chairs is a little like gilding 
the lily because having 200 
chairs with decorations is 
definitely over the top and in 
most cases perhaps an unnec­
essary luxury. But what IS 

great i to do the bride and 
groom's chairs or the bridal 
party's chairs as the center of 
attt 'ltion." 

McBride-MeUinger . ug­
gests making a large poufy 
bow, ewn with the fabric 
used for the tablecloth, which 
tie around the back of the 
chair. And if you don· t want 
to take the time to sew, a 
five-inch-wide satin ribbon 
can make an equally luxuri­
ous accent when tied into a 
bow, he ay. 

Whatever you choose,

Weddings are full of 
their own language and 
lingo. Some are easy to 
understand, like "some­
thing old, something new, 
something borrowed and 
something blue" or "getting 
hitched."

n Accessories: Vests, or 
waistcoats, are for ultra-for­
mal evening weddings. 
They come in various pat­
terns. Cummerbunds, which 
are essentially pleated fab­
ric worn around the wai t, 
are usually black but can be 
more colorful to match the 
bridesmaid dresses or wed­
ding colors. 

n Size: Tall.and thin men 
can wear almost any style 
of tuxedo. For the extreme­
ly thin, a double-breasted 
tuxedo will pad the chest. 
But double-breasted jackets 
and pleated shirts may add 
too much bulk to bigger 
guys. Larger men may also 
want to wear a vest instead 
of a cummerbund because it 
draws attention away from 
the waist and hides bulk.

n Time of day: It is not 
alway nece sary to wear· a 
tuxedo. For informal, day­
time weddings, and even 
for emi-formal, summer­
time events, the tuxedo can 
be replaced with a white 
dinner jacket and black 
pants, or a traditional black 
uit.

n The wedding party: 
The groom's outfit, experts 
say, should look slightly 
different from the grooms­
men.

Though he i not required to 
dress formally, lbe groom' 
father should wear a tuxe­
do. The bride's father 
should wear a tuxedo 
because he will walk down 
the aisle. The ring bearer 
can wear a tuxedo, but boy 
under six should not wear 
one.
