MIDDLE CREEK- A 
Salyersville man was killed 
Wednesday when his car 
careened into a hillside on

According to a news 
release issued by

' Trooper Shaun Little, 
Daniel W. Minix, 29, of 
Flint Branch in Salyersville, 
died after he was ejected 
from his 1991 Chevy 
Cavalier as a result of the 
accident, which occurred 
approximately 11 :30 p.m. 
Wednesday. 

In the release, Little 
reports that Minix was trav­
eling east on U.S. 114 
when he lost control of his 
~ehicle and rammed into 
the hillside. 

The car came to a rest 
facing southwest on the 
shoulder of the road, the 
news release says. 

Minix was pronounced 
dead at the scene by 
Floyd County deputy coro­
ner Roger Rowe and was 
transported to Highlands 
Regional Medical Center 
following the accident. 

The case is still under 
investigation by Little, who

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First task force trial ends with conviction

PRESTO SBURG- Since the begin­
ning of the law and order collaboration, the 
Floyd County Commonwealth's 
Attorney's Office had not been faced with 
taking a Floyd County Drug Task Force 
case to trial. Most or all of the severaJ 
ca cs in the wake of the task force' efforts 

had ended in plea deals and sentence . 
But there's a first time for everything, 

and that first time started Monday and 
ended Wednesday when accused drug 
dealer Jes ie Compton went to trial in 
Floyd Circuit Court 

Compton, 23, who was found guilty on 
all charges Wednesday and sentenced to 
eight years in prison, was arre ted during 
an April 2002 drug roundup along with 

more than 30 other Floyd Countians and 
charged with two counts of first-degree 
trafficking in a controlled substance, 
including one within 1,000 yards of a 
school, and single counts of econd- and 
third-degree trafficking in a controlled 
substance. 

During the three-day trial, witnesses 
testified that Compton sold methadone, 
hydrocodone, Oxycontin and marijuana to 

undercover informants working with the 
task force on three separate dates in 
January and February 2003. 

Testimony and audio taped evidence 
was offered to support that the 23-year-old 
Goble Roberts resident sold methadone 
and hydrocodone tablets to an undercover 
informant on Jan. 17, and again on Feb.

Slone cleared of giving 
girls alcohol, drugs

Charges against a 53-year-old 
Prestonsburg man accused of 
giving pre cription drugs and 
alcohol to underage girls were 
dropped following a motion 
filed Thursday in Floyd Circuit 
Court.

him $4,244.50 for services he rendered last 
year. 

Reynolds purcha ed the company after 
the death of his former partner, Bud 
Edmonds. who died Nov. 22 of a heart 
attack, said Kidd, and has since neglected 
to pay for hl services to the company. 

"Bud's wife sold out to Mr. Reynolds 
and he asked me to tay on aJter he died," 
said Kidd. "He aid he' d pay me double 
what Mr Edmonds wa paying me 
because he didn' t ha e no one to help and 

he depended on me." 
"Mr. Edmonds was a special friend, you 

know," continued Kidd. ''I'd known him 
about five or ix years and he was more 
than ju l employer. He was special to me. 
He was like a father to me. Bud would turn 
over in his grave right now if he knowed 
that Edgiltreated me like this." 

K.idd, who ay he' worked with tbe 
company since it opened three year ago, 
claims that he borrowed a total of $2.188 
from the company la t year, and that he' 

"overpaid" his debt in services to them. 
Kidd wa employed by the company a 

a maintenance man who in taiLed air con­
ditioners and did electrical work on R s 
old on the lot. 

Kidd says he quit working for Pikeville 
RV on Feb. 4 when Reynolds hired a new 
employee and told him he couldn' t pay 
him ''that kind of money."

During the Feb. 10 buy, 
Compton was found guilty on 
charges that he sold marijuana to 
an informant who visited his 
Goble Roberts residence to 
make the purcha e, while later 
that month, on Feb. 22, the com­
monwealth offered taped evi­
dence of Compton mak:i ng a 
transaction for three Oxycontin 
tablets, all sold for $45 each. 

The buy were caught on 
audio tape, but Assistant 
Commonwealth's Attorney 
Wayne Taylor, who tried the 
case, said the tapes were of 
"average" quality, a hurdle easi­
ly cleared with the office 's 
newly acquired $10,000 audio 
equipment. 

The equipment, which was 
purchased with money provided 
from the Floyd County Fi cal 
Coun, rendered the tapes more 
audible for the jury, which delib­
erated only 25 minutes before 
returning guilty verdicts on all 
four trafficking counts, some­
thing Commonwealth's 
Attorney Brent Turner says can 
be attributed in large part to the 
equipment itself. 

"We've had it roughly a 
week, and it's already paid great 
dividends," Turner said. 
"because without that equip-

We've all heard horror stories about government contrac­

tors overcharging. There was the $127 washer that could 
have been purchased for $10.50. And there was the recent 
$6.3 million check Halliburton wrote the Anny Materiel 
Corrunand to reimburse it for a suspected overcharge for ser­
vices provided in Iraq. 

Now auditors for the General Accounting Office have 
noted a disturbing trend of underpaying by some contractors. 
The GAO found that a total of $3 billion in taxes was owed 
by more than 27,000 contractors in the budget year that 
ended Sept. 30, 2002. The agency claims that if the Pentagon 
had pursued these contractors, it should have been able to 
collect at least $100 million in 2002. 

Most of the contractors involved are small businesses that 
failed to send the IRS taxes withheld from employee pay­
checks, the GAO reported. Nonetheless, this is the sort of 
housekeeping that must be maintained or else fiscal chaos 
will ensue. With the amount of overcharging some of these 
contractors have gotten away with in the past, you can see 
they're expecting to slip under the radar of a government 
choking on its own bureaucracy .. :.

Thel'e 
was still no ambulance. We 
were told that a police officer 
had radioed for an ambu­
lance. 

From the time we came up 
on the accident, it took about 
30-to-45 minutes for an 
ambulance to arrive, it being 
the same ambulance compa­
ny that would not answer our 
call for help. r overheard 
ambulaiJCe personnel say that 
they had come from 
Prestonsburg. 1 cannot under­
stand what the purpose of 
having an ambulance sitting 
at this station in Martin wifh 
no one available to attend it.

Art exhibit at Louisville Slugger 
Museum chronicles Negro League

LOUISVILLE Willie 
Foster stands under a clear, blue 
sky in a sleek, black suit and wide­
brimmed hat, a baseball bat at his 
ide. Four children in tattered, 

drab clothes sunound him., each 
holding a piece of baseball equip­
ment A red-brick shoe store and 
barber shop complete the urban 
scene. 

The portrait of the former 
Negro Leagues pitcher, who was 
elected to the Hall of Fame 
po thumous.ly in 1996, was paint­
ed by Kadir Nelson and is part of 
the "Shades of Greatness" art 
exhibit now on view at the 
Louisville Slugger Museum. 

The 35-piece collection chroni­
cles the Negro Leagues, which 
were created 84 years ago this 
month and existed into the 1960s, 
long after Jackie Robinson inte­
grated the major leagues. 

"This is history people should 
know," said Buck O'Neil. a for­
mer Negro Leagues home run 
champ who gained fame for his 
eloquent storytelling in Ken 
Burns' 1994 documentary, 
"Baseball." "There are only a few 
of us left who can tell this story. 
They (the artists) did a beautiful 
job telling it" 

Louisville is the flfSt stop for 
the traveling show, which features 
works produced by 28 artists and 
was launched by the Negro 
Leagues Baseball Museum in 
Kansas City, Mo. 

"It's another way to introduce 
Negro Leagues baseball to a sector 
of the population who may not 
have been aware of the story 
before," said Bob Kendrick, the 
Negro League museum's market­
ing director. 

In 1920, the Negro National 
League became the first fully 
organized baseball league for 
black players, who were shunned 
by the all-white majors; the 
Eastern Colored League was 
e tablisbed in 1923. Robinson 
broke the major league color barri­
er in 194 7, when he joined the 
Brooklyn Dcxlgers. 

One of the works, "Sunday 
Best" by Keith Shepherd, is 
splashed with bright colors, por­
traying a well-dressed crowd wild­
ly cheering the Kansas City 
Monarchs, who captured three 
Negro League pennants from 
1923-25. The games became gath­
erings where spectators mingled, 
regardless of social standing, 
Shepherd explains in an accompa­
nying caption. 

"People whether they were a 
farmer, mortician, homemaker, 
mechanic, baiber or hotel owner 
came out in droves dressed to 
impress," it reads. 

Artist Lonnie Powell said he 
was trying to convey the black 
struggle for acceptance in baseball 
as well as society in his piece titled 
"Looking Him Back." The work 
show a lone pitcher concentrating 
on hi lask 

'The piece had to portray the 
dignity of a people forced to live 
through a shameful time in our 
history," Powell wrote. 

Kendrick said the Negro 
Leagues museum gathered the 
artists in Kansas City in March 
2003 and gave them a day long les­
son on the league's history. After 
that, they were left to their creativ­
ity. 

'We really didn't want them to 
focus on photorealistic depictions. 
We wanted them to interpret what 
they saw, tap into their imagina­
tions," Kendrick said. 

Louisville was chosen for the 
first show simply because the two 
museums have coordinated other 
exhibits in the past. Kendrick said. 
The Slugger museum chronicles 
the history of tbe world's most 
famous baseball bats and shows 
how they are made. 

Now 92, O'Neil is the subject 
of four grainy, black-and-white 
photographs taken in July 2003 by 
Steve Wilson. The pictures show 
O'Neil in a Kansas City Monarchs 
uniform with a ballpark as a back­
drop. 

"It probably took me longer to 
walk through there than it would 
the average person because they 
would say, 'Yeah, I beard about 
this and I heard about that,"' 
O'Neil said about the exhibit ''I 
was there. It was special being 

there and knowing what it was all 
about" 

Satchel Paige, a Negro 
Leag\Jes star and pitching legend, 
is the subject of !he exhibit's 
largest work:. The 62-by-84-inch " 
portrait by Steve Musgrave has a 
wood frame engraved with the 
colorful names Paige gave his 
favorite pitches: "Midnight 
Creeper," "Two-thump Blooper," 
"Little Tommy," among others. 

All the works are displayed in 
the Pee Wee Reese Exhibit 
Theater at the mu ewn. Reese 
played for the Brooklyn Dodgers 
and became well-known for his 
efforts to ease Robinson's transi­
tion from the Negro Leagues to 
the majors. 

Robinson is shown walking out 
of a dugout- from shadows into 
sunlight -in a painting by Norm 
Bannister. 

o·Neil recalled meeting Reese 
and Brooklyn teammate Eddie 
Stanley at Ebbets Field. 

"I say, 'Hey fellas, is Jackie 
gonna make it?"' O'Neil recalled. 
'They looked at me and said, 
'We're going to see !hat he makes 
it."' 

After the show leaves , 
Louisville in July, it goes to 
Indianapolis. Other tentative stops 
are San Diego and the baseball 
Hall of Fame in Cooperstown, 
N.Y.

Until 
they say we can't. I'll keep doing 
it." 

N AS CAR has no problem with 
its top drivers taking part in Busch 
races, knowing they bring in more 
fans and sponsors to the series that 
n01mally provide a warm-up to 
the big event every weekend. The 
stars even have their own name: 
Buschwhackers. 

The 34-race Busch season 
includes 26 events that are run in 
the same cities as the Nextel Cup 
races, usually the day before to 
bolster the weekend schedule. 
(The Busch race at Daytona 
International Speedway wasn' t 
completed until Monday because 
of rain.) 

The other eight Busch races 
serve a different purpose for 
NASCAR, going to tracks -
including Nashville, St. Louis and 
Kentucky - that haven't landed a 
prized spot on the Nextel Cup 
schedule. Call it the consolation 
prize. 

Gordon, who finished third in 
Monday's race at Daytona, said 

the Nextel Cup regulars adtl a little 
glamour to the developmental 
series. He's got a three-year deal to 
run 25 Busch races annually, in 
addition to his regular job. 

"It's great for the sport," 
Gordon said. "If not for the Cup 
guys coming down, the Busch 
Series would struggle. They 
wouldn't have the sponsors they 
do now." 

There arc other benefits, as 
well. 

''We can teach the young kids 
what the next level is like," 
Gordon said. "A lot of the guy in 
our series came from the Busch 
Series." 

What do the tars get out of it? 
For many, it's a chance to slart 
building their own race team. 
Earnhardt, for example, co-owns a 
Busch operation with stepmother 
Teresa Earnhardt. Martin Truex is 
the team's full-time driver, but 
Junior plans to take part in at least 
two more Busch races this year. 

Then there's Johnny Sauter and 
Kasey Kahne, rookies in Nextel 
Cup. They'U do double duty this 
eason with a full slate of Busch 

races - a way to gain twice as 
much experience in a year·s time. 

There's nothing the Busch 
guys like better than beating the 
Buscbwhackers. It didn't happen 

at Daytona, but the regulars did 
knock off the interlopers in six of 
the last nine companion races a 
year ago. 

"It ups your game," Busch dri­
ver Jason Leffler said. ''When I 
went down to the truck series for a 
couple of years, I didn't have as 
many good guys around me. I got 
into a rut. When I came back and 
did a couple of Cup races at the 
end of the year, I was like, 'Holy 
cow. This is tough.' Those guys 
are the be t. You have to do the 
best you can just to stay with 
them." 

The Busch Series serves up an 
interesting mix on race day. It's a 
chance to see drivers on the rise, 
such as 2003 champion Brian 
Vickers, who won the title at age 
20 and earned a full-Lime Cup ride 
this year. 

Then there are drivers such as 
33-year-old Jason Keller. who are 
trying to make a living in Busch 
while clinging to the hope of a 
promotion. With more and more 
20-somethings getting a chance to 
race in the Cup serie , he knows 
the window of opportunity is clos­
mgfast. 

"Everyone has different agen­
das down here," Keller aid 
"Some guy are using it as a tep­
ping stone. Some just use it to play

armmd on a day ofT. Then there's 
guys like me and David Green, 
who are trying to use it for our 
full-time job." 

Busch officials have tried to 
level !he playing field by requirin 
all teams to be in the inspeccio 
line before the first Cup practice 
on the morning of a Busch race. If 
nothing else, that eliminated the 
perception that Cup drivers had an 
advantage by getting in a practice 
right before the Busch race. 

Keller doesn't mind racing 
against the Cup regulars, even 
though they migbt have stronger 
cars and better crew . 

'There's a certain excitement 
when those guys are around," he 
said. "1t's a chance for my pit crew 
to compete against lhe best pit 
crew . It's a chance for me to race 
against the best drivers." 

And there's nothing like beat­
ing the best. One of KellerJs most 
memorable Busch wins carne in 
2000 at Dover Downs 
lntemational Speedway, where he 
held off Cup star Mark Martin by 
three car lengths. 

''There's nothing better than 
beating those guy ,"Keller said. "I 
drove by him and won. He didn't 
blow an engine. He wasn't 
involved in a wreck. Yeah, you 
remember tho e races."

Things to ponder: When is hitting too much? 
When 1s it really necessary to hit a 

child? That is frequently a BIG question 
in that it has the potential to create on~ 
going disputes between people who really 
care about each other. Usually, both sides 
can pas ionately present the ba is of their 
belief . The goal of this di cussion is to 
not clarify the pros and cons of physical 
punishment. The goal is to provide orne 
thoughts abour "when does physical pun­
ishment become phy ical abuse,'' if physi­
cal punishment is u ed. What do you 
think is the criteria of knowing that the 
line has been eros ed? 

The law permit phy ical puni hment 
of children as a disciplinary technique. by 
parent or caregivers, a long as it fall 
within the limits of "reasonable" repri­
mand, being moderate and done for the 
purpose of correcting a behavior. A. 
expected, "reasonablene s" is a flexible 
concept and take into account all of the 
relevant factors of a ituation. Typically, 
the Jaw accepts phy ical punishment of 
children based on the child' age, size, 
health and intellectual capaciry, the adulrs 
method of and reason for inflicting the 
punishment, and the harm cau ed by the 

child. A big problem here is that the 
physical harm can be seen, but the emo­
tional impact cannot. 

But why does the child end up with 
phy leal abuse? Often the abuse i an 
unexpected unintentional outcome of 
phy. ical punishn1em by an angry. frustrat­
ed parent. There are al. o those time<, th,lt 
physical discipline i intended to harm the 
child. Ultimately. it i:-. the responsibliity 
of the parent as to whether or nm the 
chtld t physically abused hj parental Jj,_ 
cipline. When the chtld or young per..,on 
ha injury or tissue damage. as the re ult 

of the adult's physical punt hment, the 
child ha experienced physical abuse and, 
usually, emotional abuse. Thts outcome 
mtght becom the grounds for a harge of 
assault as well as a rea on for intervention 
by ProJective Services. If another adult 
was present ~ lule the "physi at puni ·h­
ment" was o cutTing and the mtnor per­
son i-. physically abu ed, then the observ­
er might receive ch::trges also related to 
the event. The incrc~1sed acknowledg­
ment of child abuse docs not indica1e that

it Js occurring more, but that our 
society' tolerance of mistreat­
ment of children has declined. 
There has been a growing 
human awareness that the 
human rights, dignity and 
integrity of every man, woman 
and child should be protected. 

Child physical abuse is a 
complex issue that takes into 
con ideration everal significant 
factor known to possibly con­
tribute to a situation to the 
extent that a child is at risk of 
physical abu e. Needle s to say, 
one or even several of these 
characteristics does not neces­
sarily equal that a parent will 
abuse a child. Some common 
characteristics in parents or 
careg1ver that increase the like­
lihood of them being physically 
abu ive to children are: sub-
tance abuse (alcohol or other 

drugs); poor self-image and dis­
trust of others; low impulse con­
trol: unrealistic expectations of 
children; limited or incorrect 
knowledge of child develop­
ment; a negative view of chil­
dren; and a fear of poiling chil­
dren. The most con istent 
research ha hown that parents 
abu ed phy ically as children 
were more likely to abu e their 
children. In addition, parents 
who experienced a high level of 
family violence wnilc growing 
up are also very likely to be 
physically abusive toward their 
children. If you know of a vic­
tim of spouse abuse, then you 
need to be aware of what hap­
pens to the children, since about 
one-third of the adults who 
abuse their spouses also abuse 
their children. 

Children are not responsible 
for being abused and cannot be 
blamed for the unacceptable, 
physically aggressive behavior 
shown towards them. However, 
there are some behaviors or 
developmental aspect of chil­
dren that have been recognized 
as pos ibly increasing their risk 
of physical abuse by adults. 

While aU of the family's chil­
dren might be physically 
abused, in some instances, only 
one of the children might be 
abu ed. One child's specific 
characteristics might precipitate 
stress reactions in parents who 
are predispo ed to physical 
abu e. Some of the e possible 
characteristics are: (1) children 
for whom the bonding and 
attachment process has been 
di rupted, such as unwanted 
pregnancy, a difficult pregnan­
cy, or a child who is not the pre­
ferred ex or appearance; (2) 
children for whom parent 
experience difficulty caring for­
premature babies, crying or 
unresponsive babie , fus y 
cater , or children with di abili­
ties or pecial need ; (3) chil­
dren who experience particular 
difficulties at developmental

stages, such as children with 
developmental delays, tho e 
who bite, resist toilet training, 
or are unusually active toddler ; 
and (4) children who are seen as 
different, perhaps perceived as 
less attractive or intelligent than 
other children. Then there are 
the situations where children 
who experience on-going physi­
cal abuse, are likely to take in 
negative messages about them-
elves leading them to feeling 

rejected and worthless. As a 
result, the children's reactive, 
acting-out behaviors add even 
more frustration, anger, or dis­
appointment for their parents, 
who are prone to keep physical­
ly abusing the children. 

Another major issue is the 
physical abuse of adole cents 
that might start in childhood or 
not until adole cence. As i 
well known, adolescents some­
times require more demanding 
and complex parenting than that 
required of younger, dependent 
children. Also, it is well known 
that adolescents often have 
behaviors that are likely to real­
ly frustrate or enrage orne par­
ents. The possibility for conflict 
between parent and adoles­
cents tends to occur more when 
authoritarian or overly protec­
tive and controlling parents can­
not accept an adole cent's need 
for independence and support 
for change from the family into 
the world. Thus, as conflicts 
increase, the potential of physi­
cal punishment boiling into 
physical abuse increases. 

Besides characteristics of 
individuals, parents and chil­
dren/adolescents, there have 
also been environmental stres­
sors identified that often con­
tribute to physical abuse of 
youngster . Examples are: 
poverty, financial problems, iso­
lation and lack of extended fam­
ily or social support; unemploy­
ment; housing problem ; and 
health problems. The e diffi­
culties further compound the 
interaction of some folks' prob­
lems about coping with children 
and the stress of living and man­
aging life adequately in that 
physical abuse is more likely to 
happen. Community attitudes 
may also tend to add to the 
potential abuse, such as not 
valuing children. 

Although citizens concerned 
about our youth would ideally 
like to know the characteristic 
of the "typical abu ed child," 
there is no such thing. 
However, if one or more of 
these characteristics and other 
parental or environmental risk 
factor are present, then you 
might "que tion" whether or not 
a child might be "at ri k" for 
phy ical abu e. Do not be 
afraid to alert Protective 
Services if you are concerned 
about the phy icaJ welfare of a

Tobacco-related disorders that 
can produce a chronic cough include 
bronchitis, chronic bronchitis and 

Since your doctors both thought you 
had a inus problem, they probably saw 
evidence of a condition we call post­
nasal drip (PND). It is by far the most 
common non-smoking cause of chronic 
cough. PND is usually a result of 
sinusitis or allergic rhinitis. An ear, 
nose and throat specialist can probably 
help you refine this diagnosis and new 
treatment options. 

Asthma can also cause a chronic 
cough, but symptoms are usually 
worse at night rather than in the morn­
ing, as you report is the case in your sit­
uation. This type of asthma can be 

As you can see from this discus­
sion, many different things can cause 
you to cough up yellow gunk. 
Sometimes treatments, themselves, 
can help hone the diagnostic process.

low, lined paper. He wrote in 
longhand, using broad pen strokes 
and frequent flourishes. 
Inevitably, each letter had a few 
words that were not readily obvi­
ous and had to be deciphered. 

Most of us, I'm sure, would 
have as many or more bard-to­
read words if we were to hand­
write such a long piece; I can't 
write a single page that someone 
else could easily read. 

His conversations were long, 
too. He was a natural storyteller 
and could interestingly recount a 
myriad of tales about the history 
of the region and its colorful char­
acters. 

He knew where many skele­
tons were hidden in Floyd County 
closets, and he loved to open them 
and share the contents. I can just 
see the glee in his eyes and hear 
the low laugh as he reveled in 
unseating folks from their high 
horses. 

He loved politics and held 
strong opinions. But he was will­
ing to listen to other opinions and, 
on occasion, would 
change his mind. 

He was one of the smartest 
people I've known. His vocabu­
lary was most excellent; he fre­
quently stumped me and sent me 
running to the dictionary. His 
knowledge of mythology and of 
history was impressive; he made 
me feel quite inadequate, although 
I never would have told him that. 

He was also a fine writer. His 
letters were rich, rational and full 
of emotion. He told me one time 
he had written some stories and 
thought I might be interested in 
one in particular, a story about a 
sighting of the aurora borealis on 
Brandykeg in the 1940s and its 
impact on the residents.

up a serious thatch layer. 
It's no longer necessary to 

spend endless hours to dethatch 
lawns and haul away the loose 
debris. Nowadays, rental centers 
still have dethatching equipment, 
but it typically is u ed when ren­
ovating lawns to improve seed­
to-soil contact. 

Aerification, or turf coring, is 
an important practice for golf 
greens, sports fields and other 
heavily trafficked areas. 

The cultivation practice 
involves removing cores from the 
top two to three inches of soil and 
depositing them on the surface. 
This relieves soil hardness 
caused by surface compaction 
and allows rainfall or irrigation 
to penetrate the soil instead of 
just running off. 

However, aerificstion ha lit· 
tle value on home lawn becau e 
these areas rarely receive exces· 
sive traffic and the oil is Je s 
penetrable below the two· to 
three-inch depth. 

Additionally, most rental aer­
ifers make only four to eight 
holes per square foot, affecting 
only one to two percent of the 
soil surface. 

It might be a good idea to aer­
ify sloping lawns where almost 
all rainfall or irrigation run off. 
In this instance, coring would 
disturb the surface ufficiemly to 
slow down runoff and encourage 
water penetration. 

If you plan to use an aerifer to 

ran the lengthy piece in the TV 
tabloid, which we had beefed up 
considerably in the late 1990s.

renovate a bad lawn with new 
seed, crisscross the lawn several 
times. Using it only once or 
twice will provide little soil-seed 
contact and most seed won't ger­
minate. 

Rolling lawns was a very 
common practice years ago, but 
we're not sure why this practice 
was done. Most agronomists dis­
couraged rolling because of the 
potential to increase soil surface 
compaction. 

With the resurgence of earth­
worms and night crawlers, we're 
seeing more roughness problems 
in sparse grassy areas, especially 
beneath bade trees. It almost 
feels like tottering on marbles 
when you walk on these surfaces 
if they're frozen or completely 
dried out. Therefore, rolling 
would be preferable to killing 
beneficial earthworms when 
their activity makes it hard to 
walk on parts of your lawn. 
Since the heaviest earthworm 
activity is in the spring, rolling 
areas when the soil is moist 
would help alleviate the rough­
ness.
