PRESTONSBURG - Local 
residents concemed with how a 
U.S. Army Cnrp:. of Engineers 
plan to reduce t1ood damage with­
in the city turned out in droves 
Wednesday for a town meeting at 
Pre~ton. burg High School. 

The meeting, hosred by the 
Corr~ and Judge-Executive Paul 
Hunt Thompson, focused on cor­
recting "inaccurute infonnation" 
given prevmusly ahout the project. 
said project manager Tammy 
Conforti. who brought along scv· 
eral Corps r~presentatives to 
answer puhlk ljUe. tioru. and com­
ments. 

Conforti gave a slide slow prc­
~cntation outlinjng l.he history and 
future or the proposed project, 
through which she said the Corps 
would designate recommendations 
to its ..;ponsor. the Floyd County 
Fiscal Court, by :!006. 

The Corps obtained lhe autho­
rization to conduct a flood reduc­
tion study in 2002 because of the 
1977 llood, a 100-year tlood which 
caused $282 million in damages 
along the Levisa Fork Basin. 

The study began in the low­
lying city of Martin. whlch is cur­
rently the site of a massive effort to 
robe the enUre communily out or 
the lloodplain, foUowing recom­
mendation~ from the Corps. 

The purpose of the study is to 
find lh~ best alternative for the 
lea~t cost, said Conforti, who 
detailed hoth structural and non­
~tructural pos ibilities that would

the problem could be solved with a ring wall around the entire Black 
Bottom area. 

prevent flood damage within the 
city. which is home to 5,500 resi­
dential homes and 800 nonresiden­
tial buildings. 

The most cost-efficient alterna­
tive'\. which range from imple­
menting a flood warning system to 
constructing flood rings around 
individual structures or a short 
nood wall, will be presented to the 
fiscal court upon the completion of 
the study. The fiscal court can 
either support the Corps' recom­
mend.'ltions or find orher alterna­
tives. Conforti said. noting !.hat the 
Corps will likely present recorn-

mendations that incorporate both 
structural and nonstntcturol strate­
gies. Conforti said all resident. 
who partiCipate will be doing so 
voluntarily. 

The study will he conducted in 
three stages. Phase I. a nearly $6 
million project, includes all areas 
lying in Pre<;tonsburg and down­
stream to the county boundary. 
Phase 2 will focu~ on the area 
lying upstream from Prestonsburg 
and Phase 3 encompasses all other 
remaining areas in Floyd County.

He got it back last week. 
Wellington Drake, a 55-

year-old retired: CSX railroad 
worker. brought the trombone 
to Johnson in Charleston. 

Drake paid $8 for the trom­
bone at a street sale in 
Huntington last summer. Only 

the mouthpiece was missing. 
"The case was awfully fillhy 

when T bought it." said Drake. 
"When l wiped it off and saw 
his name, I said, 'I can't believe 
this.· I thought he would proba­
bly be interested in getting it 
back. I had no idea he had lost 
it that long ago. And I had no 
clue about the flood. 

"If it had just been the name 
of an individual I didn't know. 
the trombone would have been 
out of my hands. 1 would have 
sold it." 

Holding the trombone

Man convicted of killing 
girlfriend's young daughter

LOUlSA - An Eastern 
Kentucky man was found guilty 
Wedn~sday afternoon of the 
murJer of h1s girlfriend's tod­
dler. 

A jury deliberated fbr about4 
l/2 hours before convicting 
Nick Ratliff, 23, of Louisa. 
Ratliff was also convicted on 
seven felony counts of f'rrst­
degree criminal abuse for beat­
ing and burning the child. 

The child's mother, 22-year­
old Tammy Kirk of Louisa, was 
acquitted of murder, but was 
found guilty of four misde­
meanor counts of criminal abuse 
in the death of her daughter. 20-
month-old LeTemarra 
McDowell. 

The jury recommended a 50-

year prison sentence for Ratliff 
on the murder charge and 70 
years total for the criminal abuse 
charges. He was taken to the Big 
Sandy Regional Detention 
Center pending formal sentenc­
ing on May 14. 

The jury recommended a 12-
month sentence for Kirk. The 
judge released her from custody 
since she had already served 13 
months. 

In the days leading up to her 
murder on Feb. 8, 2002, the 
child had been punched and 
burned with a disposable ciga­
rette lighter. Lawrence County 
Commonwealth's Attorney 
Anna Melvin said. 

"Nobody wants to hear, nor 
do they want to believe, that 
something this awful, this 
unthinkable can happen to a 
baby," Melvin said in her clos-

ing arguments. 
Melvin aid the cause of 

death was "forcible ru.phyxia­
tion." She said the killer cupped 
a hand over the child's nose and 
mouth and kept it there until she 
died. which may have taken as 
long as four minutes. 

Public Defender Kristi Gray, 
representing Ratliff, blamed 
Kirk for the murder. Eldred 
"Bud"' Adams Jr., representing 
Kirk, blamed Ratliff. 

Testimony showed Kirk and 
Ratliff were the only two people 
with the baby when she died. 
Melvin said they were responsi­
ble for her intentional murder. 

Testimony in the trial con­
cluded on Tuesday. Closing 
arguments began Wednesday, 
one week after the trial began.

So might the network 
exec who put lhe show on in the 
first place. 

Obscenity on TV, such a rag­
ing issue today, will undergo an 
amazing rever a1 in the next few 
years. By 2014, most viewers 
will be so sick of brutishness 
and lewd behavior that nearly 
every bit of it will have vanished 
from the TV screen (even on 
Fox). 

For the handful of viewers 
who miss that kind of thing, a 
new kind ofV-chip will be intro­
duced to serve this minority. It 
will sift through the hundreds of 
virtuous channels for any 
naughty glimpses of Janet 
Jackson or a bad word from 
Bono. 

These are just Some of the 
wonders likely awaiting couch 
potatoes of tomorrow. If you 
doubt such forecasts, consider 
the prophecies of someone who 
does it full time. 

Phillip Swann, president and 
publisher of 
TVPredictions . .::om, has two 
broad expectations for the future 
of TV. 

First: A proliferation ofTiVo­
like devices and Video on 
Demand, with a resulting 
change in how networks deliver 
their programming. 

"In the past," says the 
Arlington, Va.-based analyst, 
"people watched television kind 
of like they read books." ''But 
over the years, attention spans 
have gotten limited, and people 
have gouen busier." 

The networks' traditional 
stream of on-air programs may 
be supplemented, or even 
replaced, by a nightly menu of 
choices, each available on 
demand, Swann says, "to a1low 
you to be your own scheduler." 

The second major change 
Swann envisions will result 
from the vastly improved pic­
ture made possible by High 
Definition Television (HDTV). 

Shows telecast in HDTV are 
currently watched by roughly 3 
million viewers each night. 

"But when more shows are 
done in HDTV,'' Swann says. 

Clark blames horse racing industry 
for gambling plan's demise

FRANKFORT- A House 
leader who was pushing legtsla­
tion to allow casinos in 
Kentucky said Wednesday the 
biU would not advance this year. 

House Speaker Pro Tem 
Larry Clark blamed the horse 
racing industry, saying its inter­
nal disagreements contributed to 
the legislation's demise. 
Lawmakers and industry offi­
cia1s had reached an impasse 
and the bill was "dead as far as 
I'm concerned," said Clark, D­
Louisville. 

"The industry wouldn't come 
wgether. Every time we had an 

agreement, it would fa11 apart,'' 
Clark said. "It's like negotiating 
with people in quicksand -
they kept moving, and moving 
and moving." 

On Monday, Clark said it was 
unlikely the legislation -which 
he said could have brought 
Kentucky $437 million each 
year- would pass the General 
Assembly thts session. The leg­
islation was scheduled before a 
House panel on Wednesday, but 
Clark decided not to call it. 

Clark proposed offering vot­
ers an amendment to the 
Kentucky Constitution that 
would have allowed for casino 
gambling. Had the voters 
approved the amendment,

Dawn Stacy, a reporter who 
wrote moving stories about a 
fictitious battle with cancer, has 
died of compljcations from dia­
betes. 

She was 38. 
Johnna rngersoll, chief 

deputy coroner in Peoria 
County, Ill., said Stacy died 
from kidney failure in the emcr-

1. gency room at the St. Francis 

Medical Center on March 2. 
The Tazewell County, Va., 

native was fired from her job as 
a reporter at the Owensboro 
Messenger-Inquirer in 1999 
after writing a series of stories 
about her fabricated battle with 
terminal brain cancer. 

Stacy had previously worked 
at the Virginia Mountaineer in 
Grundy. Va.. and at the 
Appalachian News-Express in 
Pikeville, which ran her obituary 
on Wednesday. 

Clark's plan called for as many 
as nine casinos throughout the 
state. 

Sen. David Boswell, D­
Owensboro, proposed similar 
legislation in the Senate. 

Industry representatives said 
they had internally agreed on the 
bill. 

The ultimate disagreements 
were with lawmakers, said Steve 
Sexton, president of Churchill 
Downs and Ellis Park. 

The industry had even corn­
promised on allowing casino 
gambling at locations other than 
hor e racing tracks, he said. 
Churchill Downs also would 
have supported having a casino 
in downtown Louisville, he said. 

"The industry was in com­
plete agreement," Se;~.:ton said. 

Industry officials did not 
agree with lawmakers on how to 
word the proposed amendment, 
Sexton said. 

The indusLry wanted the 
amendment to establish a 25-
mile compctttion-free radius 
around each casino, and to say 
how many casinos would be 
allowed in Kentucky, Sexton 
said. They also did not agree on a 
provision that would have 
allowed for loca1 option referen­
dums in areas where casinos 
would have been built, he said. 

But those details were includ­
ed in a proposed bill and should 
not have been in the amendment. 
Clark said. 

"You do not use a constitu­
tional amendment to legislate," 
Clark said. "You do noL tie future 
legislators' hands or you do not 
tie the industzy's hands." 

Boswell said he does not plan 
to withdraw his legislation. 

"and more people watch it that 
way, it is really going to change 
the paradigm of how people 
view shows and how they view 
the individuab on those shows."

says Swann. it alters the TV­
watching experience as much as 
did the change from black-and­
white to color decades ago.

that." 
Gray, in her closing argu­

ment, said Ratliff didn't mur­
der or abuse the child. She said 
she couldn't prove that but that 
the prosecution couldn't prove 
otherwise.

There 
was not one single piece of 
evidence to show that Nick did 
anything to hurt that child." 

Ratliff's father, Kenneth 
Ratliff, pleaded with jurors to 
be lenient during the sentenc­
ing phase. 

"I love him, and I don't 
believe he did it," he said. "He 
is young, and he might have a 
chance of bettering himself in 
life." 

Bill would restrict 
sex offenders' access 
to school property 

FRANKFORT- Registered 
sex offenders would need writ­
ten permission to enter school 
or day care grounds under a bill 
passed by the House Monday. 

House Bill 303 was consid­
ered by the body earlier in the 
session but was sent back to the 
Judiciary Committee after some 
legislators said they thought the 
bill was too soft on sex offend­
ers. "I tried to say this is not 
being soft. this is being hard on 
them because there are not 
restrictions now whatsoever," 
said Rep. Mike Cherry, D­
Princeton, the bill's sponsor. 

The current version of the 
bill removes exceptions from 
the bill that would have allowed 
juvenile offenders enrolled at a 
school and adult offender~ with 
children at a school or daycare 
center to be on the grounds 
without restrictions. The bill 
now would require any regis-

tered sex offender to receive 
written permission in advance 
from a school principal. the 
school board, or the day care 
director. Certain information 
regarding the person's status 
would have to be disclosed 
before permission could be 
granted. 

The bill would aJlow juve­
nile sex offenders who lived 
with their parents or guardian in 
a home within 1.000 feet of a 
school before becoming a regis­
tered sex offender to rerum to 
that home until they tum age 18. 
Once they reach 18, they would 
have to move 1,000 or more feet 
away from the school. 

Should HB 303 become law, 
violators would be guilty of a 
Class A misdemeanor, which is 
punishable by a $500 fine and 
possible jail time. 

The bill now goes to the 
Senate for its consideration.

FRANKFORT - Recent heavy 

rains are reminders that Kentucky 
is in the mid t of ilS rainy season -
November through May. 
Although this is the typical flood 
season, flash floods can occur at 
any time. 

Aash flooding is the Number 1 
weather-related kiJier in the 
United States. Because Kentud..J' 
has 89.431 miles of rivers and 
streams, virtually everyone in the 
Commonwealth will at sometime 
or another be in an area suscepti­
ble to flash floods. 

With flash floods, time is short 
and danger is great. The 
Kentucky Division of Water 
offers these suggestions on how to 
he prepared when flood waming:-. 
occur: 

First of all, have a plan of 
action. Know where you are, and 
know where high ground is and 
how to get there. Keep in mind 
that you don't have to be at the 
bottom of a hill to be a target for 
fla"h flood dangers. Water runs 
off higher elevations very rapicUy. 

Stay away from natural 
streambeds and other drainage 
channels during and after rain­
stonns. 

Never camp on low ground. A 
flash flood could catch you while 
you are asleep. 

A flash flood watch is an advi­
sory lhat heavy rains may result in 
flash flooding in the specified 
area. If one is issued by the 
National Weather Service for 
your area: 

Ll 

• Listen to area radto and tele­
vision station · for National 
Weather Service warnings and 
reports. 

• Recall your plans for such 
an emergency and prepare to 
move out of danger' · way. 

• Jf you are on a road, watch 
for flooding at dips, bridges and 
low area. 

A flash flood warning advi es 
that flash flooding is occurring or 
is imminent in the specified area~. 
If a fla'>h flood warning is issued 
for your area: 

• Act quickly; you may have 
only minutes to leave the area. 

• Do not attempt to cross a 
flowing stream on foot if water is 
above your knees. Flood waters 
can move boulders or heavy 

trucks. and the depth and speed of 
swift water i very difficult to 
judge. 

• lf you are driving, don't try 
to go through water of unknown 
depth. If your car stalls in rising 
water, abandon it immediately 
and seek higher ground. 

• Be especially careful at 
night. when flood dangers are 
harder to recognize. 

• Stay tuned to area radio or 
television for additional informa­
tion or changing conditions. 

After the flash flood watch or 
warning is canceled, continue to 
stay tuned to the radio or televi­
sion for follow-up information. 
General flooding may come later 
in headwater streams and in major 
rivers.

FRANKFORT The 
Kentucky House of 
Representatives has shut out two 
bills which would have pennit­
ted casinos to become a feature 
at state racetracks, including 
Floyd County's Thunder Ridge 
Raceway. 

Democratic Representative 
Larry Clark had been spearhead­
ing efforts to get the legislation 
passed. His secretary contacted 
The Floyd County Times 
Tuesday with a terse summary of 
where the issue stands - "It' s 
dead." 

Clark was optimistic Monday 
about efforts to get around a 
stumbling block in his ongoing 
mission to u e casinos to solve 
the state's budget woes. 

The stumbling block was a 
provision which would have 
allowed county governments to 
have the final say on allowing 
legalized gambling in their bor­
ders. 

The disappointment will be 
felt in Floyd County, which had 
stood to reap a windfall from 
gambling at Thunder Ridge.

The bill carried a provision 
for host counties that would 
have entitled Floyd County to 15 
percent of the taxes generated by 
gambling at Thunder Ridge.

LEXINGTON -University 
of Kentucky athletics director 
Mitch Barnhart has apologized 
to lhe University of Florida for 
the behavior of orne Kentucky

Barnhart wrore a letter to 
Florida athletics director 
Jeremy Foley on Monday, say­
ing the behavior was not con­
doned by UK. 

During the game, some fans 
taunted Florida forward Matt 
Walsh. 

"We want our athletic 
department in general to be a 
first-class athletic department 
and represent the university in a 
ftrsl-cJass way;· Barnhart said 
Wednesday from Atlanta, 
where he was attending a meet­
ing of Southeastern Conference 
athletics dtrectors prior to the 
SEC tournament. 

"There are issues around 
college athletics, and certainly 
this i a topic of conversation in 
a lot of places. It came up in our 
athletic directors' meeting 
today. There are no real 
answers out there, but it's 
something our conference is 
trying to get its arm around,'' he 
said. 

Athletics department 
spokesman Scott Stricklin said 
the lener wasn't meant to be 
made public.

THINGS TO PONDER 

Things to ponder: Who abused Mam aw? 
"Lasl year the Cabinet for Families 

and Children received 6,000 referrals 
fur adult abuse. There were only 27 
~.:unvictious for adult abuse in the last 
three years. Nationally it is estimated 
tllat 85 percent of incidents of elder 
abuse are never reported." These 
remarks were part of a Letter to the 
Editor in a recent edition of the Ployd 
County Times. The writer (O.D. 
Humphrcss) stressed the importance of 
citizens supporting the passage of a bill, 
ll B I OS. to "ensure that everyone knows 

what their job is and to provide some 
means of accountability," with regards 
to abuse of the elderly. Would you 
know what to do, if an elderly family 
member or neighbor was being abused 
in some way? Do you really know what 
elder abuse is? What do you thjnk 
someone should do, if they knew it was 
happening to you? 

The following numbers were reported 
from a national study of domestic elder 
abuse in 1994 (from state adult protec­
tive ervice agenetes and state units on 

aging across the nation). There had 
been an increase of 106 percent since 
1986, with about 820,000 elders becom­
ing victims. The typical age of the vic­
tim was 76.5 years. Neglect, 58.5 p~r­
cent, was found to be the most common 
form of mistreatment of the elderly in 
domestic settings. Physical abuse was 
the basis of 15.7 percent of the abuse 
cases with financial/material exploita­
tiOn being found in 12.3 percent of the 
reports. ln 1994. the victim was most 
likely white (65.4 percent). Often U1e 

elderly females are victims of ahu ·e -
61.4 percent, while no significant differ­
ence was found as to whether or not 
males or females did the abu ing. Even 
though it is difficult to accept that abuse 
of the elderly is actually occurring, 
adult children arc the most frequent 
ones to abu,'e the older ones (36. 7 per-
cent). All states but eight have specific Mable Rowe Lineberger, 
guidelines as to the procedures for Ph.D. 
mandatory reports about suspected elder 
abuse. The 1994 Study round that

me angry at times in the past 
few years, that she really never 
intended to.

physicians and other health­
care professionals were doing 
the most (21 .6 percent) reports 
of elder abuse, followed by 
family members and relatives 
of victims ( 14.9 percent), taff 
of agencies providing services 
for the elderly (9 .4 percent) 
and finally friends, neighbors, 
law enforcement personnel, 
clergy, banks/business institu­
tions, and elder abuse victims. 
Whether anyone wants to 
accept the reality or not, 61 
percent of all reports made in 
1994 were substantiated. How 
would you have felt if the 
abused one bad been your 
MamMaw or a neighbor that 
yo~ really cared about? 

Elder abuse is really a 
crime and in many instances 
abusers breaking the law can 
be charged with a criminal 
offense. It seems that one of 
the saddest parts of the elderly 
being abused is that they usu­
ally know their abusers. 
Furthermore, they depend 
upon these cruel people, per­
haps for food, shelter. personal 
care, or companionship. There

her sister has now passed. I use 
the words "fully aware" because, 
according to my own older sister, 
who visited our mother the morn­
ing of our aunt•s funeral, my 
mother was not quite "herself' 
that day. 

Being one to always give a 
smile and a chuckle freely most 
anytime you stop to visit, on this 
particular morning, my sister says, 
our mother wasn't very happy. "It 
was so strange," my sister told me, 
"Mom was just making these little 
wailing sounds and seeming so 
upset lt was like she just sensed 
something wasn't right" 

Who's to say that she didn't? 
Bonds that have remained active 
and strong like the one between 
these two women are not easily 
broken. It is these sort of bonds 
that truly last a lifetime - and an 

abuse. Physical abuse occurs 
with such activities as slap­
ping, pushing, inappropriate 
use of medication, and unnec­
essary physical restraint. 
Sometimes, the abuse is sexu­
al in nature. Mental cruelty 
and psychological abuse can 
also be elder abuse, with such 
acts as insults, treating the per­
son like a child, and threats of 
putting the aged person in a 
nursing home. As shown 
above, neglect of the elderly is 
frequently the type of abuse 
that occurs. A prime example 
is the inadequate provision of 
food, clothing, shelter, med­
ication, health, social and per­
sonal care. Passive neglect is 
the lack of fulfilling a care­
taking obligation without 
meaning to - creating distress 
without conscious or willful 
intent. Active neglect is when 
the abuser means to not do 
what is needed for the older 
person, whatever it is, by fail­
ing to provide food or medical 
care or inflicting physical or 
emotional stress or injury. 
Financial exploitation of the 
elderly person is certainly 
abuse. This is when "some-
one" inappropriately takes the 
older one's money, pension 

' checks, or possessions. In 
addition, theft, fraud, forgery, 
extortion, and the wrongful 
use of Power of Attorney can 
be elder abuse. 

Many factors are thought to 
lead to elder abuse with each 
case usually having its own 
twist in the matter. A mixture 
of psychological, social, and 
economic factors, combined 
with the mental and physical 
conditions of the vic6m and

the abuser, are thought to con­
tribute to abuse of the elderly. 
Some of the "big'1 reasons 
might be a family history of 
coping with stress and con­
flicts by violence, no matter 
what the age is of those 
involved. They just have not 
learned any other ways of 
dealing with situations. There 
is the possibility that a former 
abusing partner becomes ill 
and his wife seizes the 
moment to "fight back." In 
other cases, the elder abuse is 
likely to occur when both the 
psychological and material 
resources are starting to be 
drained. The coming together 
of stress from excessive 
demands and "not enough to 
go around" can lead the way to 
abuse or willful neglect. 
Abusers of the elderly tend to 
have more personal problems 
than do non-abusers. Adult 
children that abuse their par­
ents often have mental and 
emotional disorders, alco­
holism, drug addiction, and 
financial difficulty, ending up 
being very dependent upon 
their elderly parent. Elderly 
people might also be abused 
because caretakers do not 
know about the aging process 
and the psychological/physical 
needs of older folks. 

Although one sign or symp­
tom of elder abuse need not be 
a definite conclusion, each one 
needs to be taken seriously. 
Some of the signs to be aware 
of are: (I) Differences 
between a person's standard of 
Jiving and financial assets or

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Restless legs syndrome treated 
with 'art' not 'science'

Q My doctor recently told 
me that I have restless leg syn­
drome and to take Iron supple­

ments. He didn't do any lab work, just 
examined me and said that was what I 
had. I have been having trouble sleep· 
lng from this because my legs only 
bother me at night. Is there anything 
else I can do about this? What is rest­
less leg syndrome? 

A
Rcstl~ ·s leg syndrome, or 
RLS, IS a movement di order. 
The primary symptoms are an 

uncomfortable feeling, usually in the 
upper legs. that causes an irre1.istible 
urge to move the legs or walk to

relieve the sensation. These symp­
toms frequently occur during the early 
stages of sleep. Moving the leg 
seems to make the sensation go away. 
Episodes can last for up to an hour or 
longer. A similar syndrome can affect 
the arms, but this is rare. 

Generally, the person with RLS 
comes to his or her physician's office 
complaining about an inability to 
sleep. The fourth leading cause of 
insomnia. RLS is seen in about 6 per­
cent of the adult population, with a 
higher incidence in people over 65. 
There is a strong tendency for this dis­
order to run in families, and most 
cases are idiopathic - no cau ·e is 

ever found. 
ln some cases, though, certain 

medical conditions can be pinpointed 
a the caw;c. Jron deficiency anemia. 
for example, i' a common, treatable 
cause of RLS. This may be why you 
were told to take iron. It would he 
best to have sonw lah work done to 
con finn the diagno,is of anem1a, how­
ever, 

before beginning treatment. 
Women v,ho arc pregnant arc also 
more prone to R LS. as are peop!l.! of 
both genders who have low thyroid 
hormone levels, diabetc!., low folic 
aid and magnesium levels. or varicose 
veins. 

The treatment fur RLS d~;:pcnds on 
the cause. If you ha'e an underlying 
causative condition, then adequate 
treatment of that condition will u:-.ual­
ly cure your RLS. However. a I said, 
most people with RLS have no identi­
fiable cause, o the treatment is much 

less specific and more problematic. 
Discontimung coffee, alcohol and 

tobacco c;~n be hclpfu l. void exer­
cise for atll.!ast two hours before bed­
time. Ma. saging tht· legs and u. ing 
cold compresses can give orne relief. 
There are medications that can help to 
still the restles legs. hut some may 
have undesirable ide effects. 

Finally, rcmcmbc1 that any time 
you :-.ee the label "syndrome" it mean 
we are in the realm of the "arC' of 
medicine rather than the "science'' of 
medicine. I say this hecau e a syn­
drome i ~ a grouping of symptoms that 
are commonly observed together 
rather than a specific disease condi­
tion for which we understand the 
underlying causes. Con equently, 
treatment decisions are based more on 
:o.ubjective - or "artful" -observa­
tions than on hard. scientific data. 
This is certainly the ca!.e with idio­
pathic restless legs syndrome. 

lf you ~uffer from restless leg syn- -~ 
drome and are one of the mujority of 
sufferers who don't have an underly- l 

ing disorder, f'd still recommend that 
you talk to your family doctor about • 
treatment choice::..
