father or a 22-month-old toddler 
inve~tigator~ say was badly burned 
after being placed into hot bath 
water Ia. t week appeared in Floyd 
Circuit Court Friday afternoon to 
ask that his bond be lowered so he 
eould travel to Ohio to visit his 
child at Cincinnati'<; Shriner's 
Ho!-tpital. 

Trav1s Banks, who was incarcer-

ated at the time of the incident on 
burglary charges, appeared with 
public advocate Mike Studebaker to 
ask that his bond be lowered to 
attend a possible surgery the child 
might undergo, according to 
Assistant Commonwealth's 
Attorney Wayne Taylor. 

"His attorney talked to the folks 
at the Shriner's Hospital and said 
the burns could be severe enough to 
require skin grafts and that it might 
be necessary to schedule a surgery," 
Taylor said after the hearing Friday. 

Taylor did not object to Circuit 
Judge John David Caudill's order 
granting Banks a $20.000 unse­
cured bond, something the judge 
says he doesn't usually order. 

"Normally 1 wouldn't do this," 
Caudill said. "but l'm doing thi~ 
because I think it's an emergency." 

Caudill ordered that Banks· bond 
be set at $20,000 unsecured. which 
would enable a family member or 
friend to post his bond and stand

Analysis: Black-lung bill 
would double awards

FRANKFORT - A bill to 
change the evaluation of 
black-lung claims would result 
in twice as many coal miners 
winning awards at a cost of 
milltons, according to an 
analysis given to a House 
committee Thursday. 

The bill ' s supporters sought 
Lo discredit the estimate. The 
bill then won approval for a 
second time from the Labor 
and Industry Committee. 

The United Mine Workers 
union is pushing for the bill, 
and the coal industry opposes 
it. The union contends the cur­
rent review process denies 
benefits to sick miners. 

The committee approved 
the bill last month, but House 
leaders sent it back for a cost 
analysis. 

The changes envisioned 
would add from $20.1 million 
to $27.8 million in overall 
costs to the Coal Workers' 
Pneumoconiosis Fund, used to 
pay black-lung awards, 
according to the analysis by 

the National Council on 
Compensation In urance. 
Those costs would cover 
claims dating back to 1996. 

It predicted the increase in 
annual costs to the fund would 
range from $3.5 million to 
$11.2 million if the bill 
became Jaw. 

The black-lung fund cur­
rently has an $18 million sur­
plus, according to Bill 
Landrigan, presidem of the 
Kentucky AFL-CIO. Money in 
the fund comes from an 
assessment on coal operators. 

The analysis predicted 40 
percent of Kentucky miners 
filing bJack-lung claims under 
the proposed evaluation sys­
tem would win awards. The 
approval rate currently is 18 
percent. 

Landrigan and several com­
mittee members said the pro­
jections were inflated. 
Landrigan said the number of 
additional miners that would 
win awards "is not going to 
break the bank." He said 
black-lung awards have

Senate passes proposed 
a10endment to ban uav 
marriages in Kentuckv

FRANKFORT The 
Kentucky Senate passed a pro­
posed amendment to the state 
constitution Thursday that 
would ban same-sex marriages 
and ignore civil unions. 

Lawmakers invoked scriptur­
al passages from the Bible in 
arguing about the amendment. 
Others said the decision should 
not he b!Sed on religious princi­
ples. 

"I would caution that we not 
push for legislation - much 
Jess constitutionaJ amendments 

that purport to enact the word 
of God," aid Sen. Emesto 
Scorsone, D-Lexington. 
"Because if we really wanted 
our constitution to reflect what 
the Bible ays about marriage, 
then we'd have our work cut out 
for us." 

The proposed amendment, 
which the Senate passed on a 
33-4 vote, would ask voters 
whether they want to change 
the state's constitution to 
define marriage as something 
that can only be between a man 
and woman. It would also 
invalidate and ignore civil 
unions. 

Same-sex marriages are 
already illegal in Kentucky. 
Still, they have been a con­
tentious - yet largely biparti­
san - topic around the General 
Assembly this year. 

A similar proposed amend­
ment that does not mention 
civil unions has been intro­
duced in the House. The House 
also approved a resolution that 
urges Congress to send the 
states a proposed amendment 
to the U.S. Constitution on the 
matter. 

Voting against the amend­
ment were Scorsone, the state's 
only openly gay lawmaker, and 
Sens. David Karem, D­
Louisville; Tim Shaughnessy, 
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D-Louisville; and Lindy 
Casebier, R-Lexington. Sen. 
Gerald NeaJ, D-Lou1svtlle, 
passed. 

National debate over same­
sex marriages has created the 
need for "decisive action" at 
the state level, said Sen. Vemie 
McGaha, R-Russell Springs. 

Judges and elected officials 
are trying to legi'late social 
policy and put traditional mar­
riage "under attack," said 
McGaha, who sponsored the 
legislation. Now it is up to state 
lawmakers to prevent the "des­
ecration" of traditional values, 
he said. 

"Marriage is a divine insti­
tution designed to form a per­
manent union between man and 
woman," McGaha said. 
"According to the principles 
that have been laid down, mar­
riage is not merely a civil con­
tract. The Scriptures make jt 

among the most sacred rela­
tionships of life." 

But amending the state's 
constitution to exclude same­
sex marriages was tantamount 
to attempts m the early part of 
the previous century to ban 
interracial marriages, Scorsone 
said. 

"I would urge that we not 
use the Bible as a shield or a 
prop," Scorsone said. 

Senate Minority Leader Ed 
Worley, D-Richmond, said the 
amendment did not have to do 
with discrimination against gay 
people. 

Andrea Hildebran. execu­
tive director of the Kentucky 
Fairness Alliance. said if the 
amendment were to pass. it 
would hurt families across 
Kentucky. 

"I don't think that reflects 
how Kentucky feels as a 
whole," Hildebran said. "Most 
Kentuckians know people who 
are gay." 

The proposal now heads to 
the House for consideration.

According to documents 
tiled in her case in Floyd Circuit 
Court, Kinslow was convicted 
on five counts of second-degree 
complicity to commit forgery 
and one count of fraudulent use 
of a credit card in November 
2000 following an indictment in 
1997 on those charges in Warren 
County. She was handed a three-

year suspended sentence and 
five years supervised probation 
in the case. 

The added persistent felony 
offender count in Kinslow's 
indictment Friday enhanced her 
class B felony to a class A 
felony, punishable by 20 years 
to life in prison. 

Kinslow and her husband. 
David Kinslow, also pleaded 
guilty in 2000 to theft charges 
in Floyd County in a case 
brought against her by Hart, 
according to circuil court docu­
ments. 

According to court files, 
Hart filed a complaint against 
the Kinslows in May of 2000 
claiming the two had purchased 
a cell phone in his name and ran 
up a bill of more than $430. 
Both Kinslow and her husband 
pleaded guilty in the case to 
individual counts of theft by 
deception. class D felonies, and 
accepted one-year probated 
sentences and restitution pay­
ments to Hart. 

Tumer said the 2000 case in 
Floyd County was the only 
criminal case in which Kinslow 
and Hart were in direct conflict 
prior to the recent charges 
brought against Kinslow. 

But family memhers claim 
Hart has a vast criminal history 
record that includes abuse 
against his wife. Kinslow's 
daughter, Elesa, as \Vel! as 
threats against her children and 
involvement in drug trafficking. 

In a Feb. 20, 2002, article in 
The Overton County (Tenn.) 
News, it was reported that Hart 
was arrested and charged with 
four counts of obtaining or 
attempting to obtain a con­
trolled substance by forgery or 
fraud following a joint investi­
gation of the Livingston Police 
Department and the Overton 
County Sheriff's Department. 
That report1 written by staff 
writer Becky Meredith. also 
cited that Hart was "reportedly 
out on parole in relation to other 
charges he faced in Kentucky''. 

According 10 Overton 
County court documents 
obtained by The Floyd County 
Times Friday, Hart claimed dur­
ing divorce proceedings 
between he and Elcsa Hart, that 
his wife had a "drug problem" 
and had "made threats about 
kiiJing herself and the chil­
dren". 

Daniel Hart was awarded 
custody of the children and later 
filed a temporary restraining 
order against Elesa. according 
to those documents. 

Elesa Hart's sister. Melanie 
Wilkes. of Memphis, said 
Thursday that she only wished 
her mother, who now awaits a 
pretrial conference June I 0, 
could be understood.

Only 17.1 percent of Kentuckians 25 and older are 
college graduates, a number that's downright shameful 
when compared to other states. 

The national average for all states is 24.4 percent. 
And when compared to the seven states with which it 
shares a border. Kentucky is ahead of only West 
Virginia .... 

That. in a nutshell, is why legislators should preserve 
the Kentucky Educational Excellence Scholarship pro­
gram. Since KEES was created in 1998 to boost college 
enrollment and help keep smart youths in state, under­
graduate enrollment has jumped 25 percent. This year, 
the program is helping 60,000 students. 

But the state lottery. which funds the program and 
other scholarships. is projected to be $3.3 million short 
of what's needed by the 2005-06 academic year, so leg­
islators are considering several bills that would tighten 
eligibility requirements. Others, who have long criti-· 
cized KEES as a set-aside for the middle class, want it 
to die altogether. 

We scoff at the suggestion that only rich kids get 
good grades and shake our heads at statements that 
KEES is pointless since colleges just snap it up anyway 
with higher tuition. We argue that higher tuition is 
exactly why KEES is needed. 

Because Kentucky's governor and its legislature con­
tinue to value their political futures above the needs of 
Medicaid recipients, elementary school kids, single 
mothers and colleges, tuition is increasing dramatically 
across the state. To make up for insufficient state fund­
ing, Northern Kentucky University, for example, is con­
sidering a double-digit raise after raises over the last 
four years of 6.9 percent, 5.5 percent. 9.2 percent and 
16.4 percent. Students are definitely feeling the hurt. 

They'll feel it even more should KEES be killed or 
dramatically scaled back. The program rewards with 
cash students who get good grades throughout their four 
years of high school and score well on college entrance 
exams. The better the grade, the better the payment. 
Students can earn a maximum of $2,500 for each of 
four years of college .... 

In a perfect world, every high school student could 
afford college and would be smart enough to breeze 
through it. But the reality is that high schools don't pre­
pare students as well as they should for higher educa­
tion, and even Kentucky's so-called middle class finds 
it difficult to afford the upper tier schools. That's where 
programs like KEES come in.

Can you connect 
the dots? 

Do you have any idea how many 
people there are in this country who live 
a hand-to-mouth exi tence? While r 
don't know the exact number, I suspect 
there are million , especially in light of 
the number of bankruptcies that are filed 
each year. 

When I say hand-to-mouth existence. 
of course I'm talking about the people 
who get a paycheck and it's aU gone 
before the next payday. When I was 
talking with a young man the other day 
who is in this predicament. I told him 
there is no good reason why a person 
with good health and a sound mind 
should have to live this way, in light of 
the tremendous economic opportunities 
in this nation. 

As J pondered hi· situation, my mind 
gave me an interesting concept that may 
help to explain why so many people are 
deep in debt and how many of these 
people can get a handle on their 
finances. This may not apply to you but 
I bet you know someone that it does. 

Before the days of "fast food" many 
restaurants used to have "place-mat" 
menus and on the reverse side of many 
of them was a series of dots that could 
be connected to reveal the outline of a 
picture of some kind. The reason for

these menus was to serve as a distrac­
tion in case the service was low. There 
was always a starting point and you 
could ju t go dot-to-dot-to-dot until the 
outline was complete and you could 
then see the completed picture. 

This brings me a little closer to what 
I'm trying to say here. Back when I was 
in school. one of the few things I 
remember from my 
math classes is that 
"the shortest dis­
tance bet\\ e~n two 
points is a straight 
line."

Marriage, 
presidential style

Well. I guesl> we all know what mar­
riage is now. It's a word. 

That, at least. is one logical interpre­
tation of President Bush ·s call for a con­
stitutional amendment banning gay mar­
riage. 

"If we are to prevent the meaning of 
marriage from being changed forever. 
our nation must enact a constitutional 
amendment to protect marriage in 
America,·· he said. 

By "marriage" he said he meant the 
institution as defined in the Defense of 
Marriage Act: "the legal union between 
one man and one \\oman as husband 
and wife."

Security survivors benefits, tax break.

Does it matter whether the 
• Pledge of Allegiance proclaims 

that ' the indivisible American 
republic is "under God"? 

In a political sense, the 
answer is certainly yes. The 
attorneys general of all 50 states, 
the Bush administration and 
many members of Congress 
joined briefs backing the current 
wording. an issue to be argued 
before the U.S. Supreme Court 
on March 24. 

But the religious answer to 
the "under God .. question is 
more complicated. as indicated 
by the unusua1 lineup of groups 
taking stands and what they're 
saying. 

Pledge proponents think gen­
eral acknowledgment of religion 
IS good for society, and dropping 
God would rewrite history or 
threaten religion's legitimate sta­
tus. Opponents, some of them 
religious believers. argue the 
phrase violates church-state sep­
aration as well as the religious 
rights of some Americans - or 
that it's just a meaningless 

phrase and possibly demeaning 
to persons of faith. 

Formal suppon for deletion 
of "under God" comes largely 
from atheists, secularists, 
Unitarians and Buddhists. Grass­
roots sentiment has silenced 
most Protestant and Jewish orga~ 
nizations that normally champi­
on ch'urch-state separation. 

In the biggest surprise, the 
American Jewish Congress, one 
of the most militant separationist 
groups, joined conservative reli­
gious organizations in asking the 
court to retain the God reference. 

Marc Stern calls this the 
"most uncomfortable" decision 
the Jewish congress has faced 
during his 27 years as a lawyer 
there, but political realities left 
no choice. 

Victory for "under God" is 
inevitable, Stem figured, so his 
group should offer a path to 
approval on narrow grounds. 
Further, he feared that if "under 
God" is banned, public fury 
might cause a "train wreck" - a 
Constitutional amendment

Fletcher would 
tax all tobacco, 
not just cigarettes

FRANKFORT Gov. 
Ernie f-letcher's proposed tax 
plan would do more than raise 
the excise tax on cigarettes. It 
would impose, for the first time 
in Kentucky, an excise tax on 
other tobacco products - cig­
ars, snuff and chewing tobacco. 

The administration projects 
the new tobacco taxes would 
raise $333 million over the 
biennium that begins July I. 
That would be the single 
largest revenue source in 
Fletcher's plan to raise some 
taxes and cut others - mainly 
income taKes on individuals 
and corporations - in nearly 
perfect balance. 

Fletcher made a campaign 
promise that any tax changes 
would be "revenue neutral." 
But his administration is bank­
ing that the cuts will stimulate 
economic growth, leading to 
revenue growth, within two 
years. 

State Budget Director Brad 
Cowgill said the administration 
ex.pects it!> plan, if enacted by 
the General Assembly, to result 
in 7,000 new jobs and $43.2 
million in new revenue by 
2008. 

The idea of raising tobacco 
taxes is unsettling to retailers 
like Dan Simpson, who does a 
brisk drive-up business at his 
Bridge Tobacco Shop in 
Russell. 

Simpson said in a telephone 
interview Friday. 

In first outlining his propos­
al Thursday, Fletcher said he . 
wanted to raise the cigarette 
tax, now 3 cents per pack, by 
26 cents. The increase would 
be $2.60 per carton. 

Details of the plan, released 
Friday by Cowgill, include a 
higher tax - 39 cents per pack 
- on cigarettes made by inde­
pendent manufacturers that did 
not join the tobacco industry's 
legal settlement with the states 
over costs of treating sick 
smokers. 

Under the plan, snuff and 
chewing tobacco would be 
taxed at 9.5 cents per package. 
Smoking tobacco and cigars 
would be taxed at 10 percent of 
the wholesale price. 

Kentucky is one of three 
states, including Virginia and 
Pennsylvania, that do not tax 
tobacco products other than 
ctgarettes, according to the 
administration. Neither does 
the District of Columbia. 

Another category of "sin 
taxes" - those on alcoholic 
beverages - also would under­
go change. Fletcher proposed 
doing away with excise taxes 
and a nickel-per-case produc­
tion tax paid by distillers. In 
their place, he would raise the 
wholesale tax rate, currently 9 
percent for all beverages. 

New rates would be 15.53 
percent for liquor, 11.94 per­
cent for beer and 12.86 cents 
for wine. 

Seven Orthodox Jewish orga­
nizations, meanwhile, made an 
openly religious appeal for the 
pledge.

The pledge expresses 
peoples' universal acknowledg­
ment !hat "man's destiny is 
shaped by a Supreme Being'' but 
doesn't endorse any one reli­
gion. 

Many pledge proponents 
offer secular justifications to tit 
Supreme Court rulings. They 
claim "under God" isn't any sort 
of religious exercise or prayer 
but simply a factual acknowl~ 
edgment of the nation's past her­
itage of faith, for patriotic rather 
than religious reasons. 

If God is eliminated, they say, 

lookOut!... 

what about the Declaration of 
Independence ("endowed by 
their Creator with certain 
unalienable rights") or 
Gettysburg Address (" this 
nation, under God, shall have a 
new birth of freedom") or the 
full text of the National Anthem 
("and this be our motto: 'In God 
is our trust"'). 

Proponents also wonder if the 
constitutions of the 50 states 
would become unconstitutional, 
since all refer to the deity. 

To Alan Wolfe, a Boston 
College political scientist and an 
atheist who accepts the pledge, 
such references to God are "rela­
tively harmless" because most 
people think. they point to "a 
kind of friend and counselor, 
rather than a commanding

judgmental presence." 
But pledge opponents don't 

want to give up the fight. 
" Under God" is a classic 

example of what scholars call 
"civil religion" or ''ceremonial 
deism," the merest reference to 
a purposely vague deity accept­
able to anyone. 

That's exactly why the 
pledge is objectionable to 
believers like Episcopalian 
Randall Balmer, a professor of 
American religious history at 
Barnard College, one of the 
interfaith religion scholars who 
filed a bnef against "under 
God." 

Balmer says such ritual 
recitations that mention a gener­
ic God "lead to a trivialization 
of faith." 

God has promised that He 
will always cause you and I to 
triumph in Christ. We are guaran­
teed victory over the adversity 
we are facing today. If we will 
make up our minds right now to 
be a winner, we will spread the 
knowledge o f victory in Christ 
everywhere we go.

the signal lights and the traffic 
patterns to plan your route 
where you can make as many 
right turns as possible. I've seen 
people, and you have too, who 
make a left tum against the traf­
fic during the rush hour where 
there is no signal light and they 
wind up taking their life in their 
own hands and lose some valu­
able time in the process. By con­
trast, people who take time to 
visualize the trip don't waste 
valuable time making left turns 
against the flow of traffic. Do 
you see what 1 am saying? 

The bottom line is this. To 
achieve success in any under­
taking or in life itself, we must 
be able to connect the dots by 
using that great mind that God 
has given to each of us. We must 
first visualize the best possible 
route and then stay the course 
until we arrive. 

If you don't already do this, 
set some goals and begin now to 
pay yourself by setting aside 
about I 0 percent of your earn­
ings before spending anything 
on non·essential items. While 
you may need debt consolida­
tion, beware of credit card com­
panies and others who offer to 
help you or those you care 
about. Remember these people 
charge for their services and that 
just adds more debt to the load 
you may already be carrying. 

My final question to you is 
simply this: "Can you connect 
the dots?"

totaled $3.3 million since 
1997. 

Rep. Denver Butler said the 
same group has submitted cost 
estimates on previou black­
lung bills that were "out of 
whack." 

"Why should we feel that 
these figures would be any dif­
ferent?" said Butler, D­
Louisville. 

The analysis projected that 
the bill would lead to hundreds 
more claims being filed each 
year. Rep. Robin Webb, the 
bill's chief sponsor, said that 
was unsubstantiated. 

The bill would abolish a 
"consensus procedure" in 
which three radiologists 
review chest X-rays, then 
decide whether black lung is 
present. The procedure is 
invoked when a miner and 
employer cannot agree on a 
settlement. Findings are sub­
mitted to an administrative law 
judge. 

The bill would create a sys­
tem in which two X-ray inter­
pretations from radiologists 
would be submitted to an 
administrative law judge. 
Their rulings would be based 
on X-rays and pulmonary 
function studies. Miners could 
refile old black-lung claims 
since 1996 that had been 
rejected. 

The bill also would lower 
the age - from 57 to 52 - at 
which miners could choose 
cash awards for black lung 
instead of retraining benefits. 

Kentucky Coal Association 
President Bill Caylor said the 
current system relies on objec­
tive medical evidence while 
the proposed change would 
have judges decide whether a 
miner had black lung. He said 
it also would revive ·'doctor 
shopping" by miners and coal 
companies. 

Standards for black-lung 
cases were raised in the mid­
l990s at the urging of then­
Gov. Paul Patton, a former 
coal operator, who said costs 
were bankrupting the industry. 
The claims approval rate 
dropped to a fraction. and 
Patton said he had gone too 
far. The General Assembly 
loosened standards in 2002.

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Creating jet fuel from coal getting close to reality, scientists say

STATE COLLEGE. Pa. 
The Air Force's !>Carch for a jet 
fuel that docsn 't break do\\n 
under high heat could lead it to a 
hard, bright black mineral iden­
tified with propelling the 
steamships and locomotives of 
the industrial revolution. instead 
of modem airrraft. 

After about 15 years of study, 
scientists at Pennsylvania State 
University say they are getting 
ready to test a fuel, half of which 
is derived from coal, which they 
believe can provide the stability 
required by the ever-hotter­
burning engines in tighter jets. 

Not only that, but Penn State 
scientists say they have removed 
a major obstacle to producing a 
coal-blended fuel by coming up 
with a way to make it in an 
existing refinery, instead of 
building a new one. And 1f they 
can sell off some of the byprod­
ucts, they believe that getting 
fuel from coal could finally be 
less expensive rhan refining 
crude. 

"This looks eminently 

doable,'' said Harold Schoben, a 
professor of fuel science and the 
director of Penn State's En~.:rgy 
Institute. 

'l11e progress comes at a good 
time. when politicians are clam· 
oring to reduce tlw country's 
•cliance on foreign oil. 

For Pennsylvania. which has 
lost 75 percent of its coal pro­
duction ince 1918, the peak 
year. there arc hopes that the 
project could mean more work 
in depressed areas still marked 
by piles of black coal slag and 
shuttered mines. 

Clean-energy atlvocates 
question whether the fuel can be 
environmentally sound, and 
competing researchers say they 
are working on a different coal­
to-fuel technology that would be 
cleaner but require the construc­
tion of refineries. 

Without rt.:al production or 
engine tests, it is too early to say 
whether Penn State's fuel can 
. uccc.:ed in the marketplace and 
satisfy all Air Force engine spec­
ifications. 

Penn State scientbts ''are 
doing things that have nc.:vcr 
been done before,'' said Bill 

Harnson, nn Air Force fuels 
expert at Wright Patter on Air 
Porcc Base in Dayton. Ohio. 
who is involved in the project 
"It's a novel way of using coal 
with pctrol~um to make fuel 
(but) we always look to see 
whether this can be commercial­
ly viable." 

Penn State scientists say they 
have come a long way since the 
early 1990s, when they first sat 
down to figure out why jet fuels 
broke down into solids under the 
high heat of jet engines. 

Now. after simulating retin­
ery and engine combustion 
processes in their laboratory, the 
scientists believe they could be a 
year away from running a large­
scale production test and per­
haps two years away from trying 
11 out in a jet. They say they are 
realistic about the chaiJenges 
ahead. and are working hard to 
ensure that they satisfy the Air 
Force, refineries and engine 
makers. 

"lt's not like we're a bunch of 
nut-ca-;e professors in their labo­
ratory dreaming something up," 
Schobert said . 

While the initiative and 

money for the project have come 
from the Air Force, Penn State 
scientists are looking to develop 
fuel formulas that could power 
the country's mj)itary and com­
mercial aircraft, which together 
consume about 35 billion gal­
lons of fuel a year, at least dur­
ing peacetime. 

Such broad use could mean 
eventually replacing up to 1.5 
million barrels of the 9 million 
to l 0 million barrels of crude oil 
that the United States imports 
each day. Schobert said. 

"The principle application is 
for fighter jets, but we're trying 
to make it as similar to existing 
jet fuel as we possibly can," 
Schobert said. 

The intriguing element of the 
coal-blended fuel is its ability to 
remain fluid in temperatures 
reaching 900 degrees. 

Currently, the Air Force uses 
fuels that, with additives, can 
remain stable up to 400 or 425 
degrees, Harrison said . 

CoaJ has molecules that more 
readily share hydrogen atoms 
under intense heat, keeping the 
fuel fluid and shutting down the 
chemical reactions that result in 
the formation of solids, Schobert 
sat d. 

Pro-Fitness 
In a jet engine, fuel also 

serves as a coolant. When 
exposed to high enough heat, 
fuel can break down into what 
Harrison described as "gums 
and varnishes," creating a con­
stant maintenance problem. The 
solids gradually build up and 
plug engine valves or fuel inJeC-

tors, "like clogging your a~ter­
ies," he said. 

Fighter jets are always 
achieving higher speeds - and 
hotter temperatures - as engine 
technology advances. But the 
heat-resistant properties in jet 
fuels have not similarly 
advanced. Harrison said. 

The result, be said, are engine 
designs that must adjust for the 
heat limitations of existing fuels. 

"If you look at commercial 
aviation fuel 30 years ago vs. 
today, they're nearly identical," 
Harrison said. But "in the mili­
tary, we've made a series of 
improvements over that period" 
in engines and fuel additives. 

For the Penn State scientists, 
a number of hurdles remain. 

They need more than the $2.5 
million a year they have been 
getting from the Air Force to fol­
]ow through with tests that could 
convince the military, commer­
cial refineries and engine mak­
ers that the fuel is viable, 
Schoben said. About $30 mil­
lion over four years would do it, 
he said, and Pennsylvania's rep­
resentatives in Congress have 
pledged to request the money. 

While the coal-blended fuel 
would improve upon the sulfur 
emissions from conventional jet 
fuel, the scientists say they must 
significantly reduce its soot 
emissions if the fuel is to work 
in aJl military engines. 

And the country's commt:r­
cial refineries must be able to 
produce it at a cost that 1s com­
J.X:litive with refined crude. 

One refinery executive who 
bas consulted on the project said 
the long-term goal is for his 
refinery to produce the jet fuel, 
but it is too early to say whether 
it is possible.

The project's goals are 
"admirable," said Nathan 
Willcox of PennEnvironment, 
but he worried that it was "tak­
ing one dirty fuel and turning it 
into another d111y fuel." 

Federally funded research on 
technology to gassify coal and 
blend it with oil is happening at 
the University of Kentucky, and 
would result in a much cleaner 
fuel, said Gerald Huffman, a 
professor of chemical and mate­
rial engineering at the school. 

While this process would 
require the construction of a 
mu I ti billion -dollar refinery, 
tightening federal air-quality 
standards could make Penn 
Stair's project impractical, 
Huffman said. 

That aside, pushing any coal­
to-fuel project across the finish 
line is going to take more sup­
port from the federal govern­
ment, Huffman said. 

"What it's going to take," he 
said, "is for someone in the fed­
eral government to wake up and 
say ... $150 billion of our trade 
deficit is becau!>e of a11 this oil 
we're importing."
