Labor leaders mourn 
apparent death of 
black-lung bill

FRANKFORT - Organized 
labor leaders Wednesday said 
legislation to alter the evaluation 
of coal miners' claims for black­
lung benefits has apparently 
been killed. 

They blamed Republican 
leaders in the Senate, where the 
bill stalled after it passed the 
House with bipartisan support. 
Senate leaders sent the measure 
this week to the Appropriations 
and Revenue Committee. a com­
mon tactic to let bills wither 
away late in a legislative ses­
sion. 

"Once again, the miners of 
this state have fallen victim to 
the politics in Frankfort," Steve 
Earle, a lobbyist for the United 
Mine Workers union, said in an 
interview Wednesday. 

In a statement, UMW 
International President Cecil 
Roberts called the development 
a "travesty" for miners who "are 
only seeking fairness." 

The bill's supporters say few 
miners are being compensated 
for black-lung disease, or pneu­
moconiosis, under a review sys­
tem created by the General 
Assembly two years ago. The 
process relies on panels of med­
ical specialists reaching a con­
sen u after reviewing miners' 
chest X-rays. 

"Miners are still breathing 
coal dust and miners are still 
contracting black-lung disease," 
Earle said. 

Bill Caylor, president of the 
Kentucky Coal Association, said 
the measure would have retreat­
ed from using objective medical 
evidence in reviewing miners' 
claims. 

··we can iU afford to return to 
the days where both parties doc­
tor shop for a favorable doctor 
and then took it before a judge 
who considered more evidence 
than strictly work-related," 
Caylor said. 

Approval of black-lung bene­
fits was once widespread. 
Standards were raised in the 
mid-1990s at the urging of then­
Gov. Paul Patton, and claims 
became nearly impossible to 
win. Patton. a former coal oper­
ator, later said he had gone too 
far. The General Assembly in 
2002 revi ed tandards. 

Rep. Howard Cornett. R-

Whitesburg, said Wednesday 
that the Senate ran out of time 
because House Democrats did­
n't act on the bill soon enough. 

The bill was introduced Feb. 
· 12. More than a month elapsed 
before it was passed by the 
House on an 88-0 vote. The bill 
received two hearings in com­
mittee, the second to review a 
report on the bill's cost. 

The bill would abolish a 
"consensus procedure" in which 
three radiologists review chest 
X-rays, then decide whether 
black lung is present. The proce­
dure is used when a miner and 
employer cannot agree on a set­
tlement. Findings are submitted 
to an administrative law judge. 

The bill would create a sys­
tem in which two X-ray inter­
pretations from radiologists 
would be submitted to an 
administrative law judge. 

The bill also would lower the 
age - from 57 to 52 - at whjch 
miners could choose cash 
awards for black lung instead of 
retraining benefits. 

Rep. Robin Webb, the bill's 
lead sponsor, said the main 
sticking point was the coal 
industry's upport for the con­
sensus panels. 

''To leave the consensus 
panel as it is defeats the purpose 
of the legislation to open the 
fund up to more awards," said 
Webb, D-Grayson. "And I have 
no apologies for trying to do 
that.'' 

The bill's supporter say the 
Coal Workers' Pneumoconiosis 
Fund, used to pay black-lung 
awards, has an $18 million sur­
plus. They say the fund is pro­
jected to remain healthy for 
years to come. 

The bill's supporters said 
they would offer the legislation 
again next year. Cornett said that 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher had offered 
to help work out differences 
before the 2005 General 
Assembly convenes. 

"We've got people dying 
every day from black-lung dis­
ease, and their families are left 
in poverty in many cases 
becau e of it becau e they don't 
get any benefits," Cornett said. 

"And tills legislation would 
help those fan1ilies receive the 
benefits that they're due, that 
they've worked hard all their 
lives for."

Sexton was attempting to 
return to his home to change 
his clothes and get a couple 
hours rest after having spent 
over 24 hours in local hospitals 
with his girlfriend and their 
newborn baby.

Pledging 
allegiance 
without God

It's a curious thing for any biograph­
er: When you write a book on a histori­
cal figure - particularly an unappreci­
ated aspect of a historical figure, in my 
case, Ronald Reagan and his religious 
faith - it's inevitable that you will get 
asked questions like, "How would 
Ronald Reagan react to the war on ter­
ror?" or "What would Reagan think 
about gay maniage?" 

Some of these questions are difficult 
to answer. Gay marriage, for in tance. 
was simply inconceivable in Reagan's 
time. 

Yet, there is one current question I 
could shed some light on: "How would 
Reagan respond to the attempt to 

c 0 u m n 
remove 'One Nation Under God' from 

J ~rrierica's pledge of'al~l::giance1' 
Answer: He would be quite dis­

turbed. 
"One Nation Under God" was added 

to the pledge by the Eisenhower admin­
istration and Congress in the 1950s. 
Dwight Eisenhower was one of Ronald 
Reagan's favorite presidents. He was the 
fU'st Republican president that Reagan, 
once an ardent Democrat, voted for. 
Reagan keenly identified with the 
ridiculous characterization of 
Eisenhower as a lazy dummy, an ami­
able dunce controlled by his staff. 
Reagan ordered that two presidential 
portraits be hung in his White House: 
Eisenhower's and Calvin Coolidge's. 

Eisenhower's rationale for "One 
Nation Under God" was one Reagan 
supported wholeheartedly: to draw a 
moral and religious distinction between 
the American republic and the Soviet 

' empire. Reagan himself described the 
difference: "Two visions of the world 
remain locked in dispute. The first 
believes all men are created equal by a 
loving God who has blessed u with 
freedom. Abraham Lincoln spoke for us 
... The second vision believes that reli­
gion is opium for the masses. It believes 

that eternal principles like truth, liberty 
and democracy have no meaning 
beyond the whim of the state. And 
Lenin spoke for them." 

Reagan referred to the Soviet Union 
as a "Godless tyranny" and a "Godless 
collectivist antheap." The founder of the 
Soviet state, Vladimir Lenin, had called 
religion "necrophilia" (sex with a 
corpse) and compared it to venereal dis­
ease. 

"There is nothing more abominable 
than religion," sneered Lenin, a proud 
member of the League of the Militant 
Godless. Said Reagan: "Atheism is as 
much a part of communism as is the 
gulag.'' The 40th president assailed the 
USSR for its "war" against "the very 
ideas of religion and freedom." 

Though sophisticated people 
ridiculed him for calling the USSR an 
"Evil Empire," Reagan had a clear 
intent: to draw an unmistakable moral 
demarcation between the American sys­
tem, based on the ideal that human 
beings are endowed by a Creator with 
inalienable rights, and the Godless 
Soviet system. In other words, Reagan's 
objective was the same as Eisenhower's

with the line "One Nation Under 
God.'' 

Of course, communism and the 
Soviet Union are dead. Yes, but 
God is not 

"God isn't dead," began 
Reagan in a line he used since the 
1960s. "We just can't talk to Him 
in the classroom anymore." He 
lobbied incessantly for the right of 
children to pray in public schools. 

"Can it really be true," he 
appealed in February 1984, "that 
the First Amendment can permit 
Nazis and Ku Klux Klansmen to 
march on public property, advo­
cate the extermination of people of 
the Jewish faith and the subjuga­
tion of blacks, while the same 
amendment forbids our children 
from saying a prayer in school?" 
Reagan personally said a prayer at 
his high school commencement 
ceremony in Dixon, Ill., in 1928, 
quoting the New Testament's John 
10:10. 

Reagan thought it important to 
acknowledge God in school. 
Doing so reminded young people 
that they possessed sacred rights 
granted by the Almighty rather 
than by benevolent government 
bureaucrats who can arbitrarily 
take them away. 

Worse, Reagan feared that if 
America turned its back on God, 
He might no longer shower me 
country with so many blessings. 
Reagan was fond of a phrase from 
Whittaker Chamber. "History is 
cluttered with the wreckage of 
nations that became indifferent to 
God, and died," wrote Chambers. 

Speaking at Georgetown 
University in October 1988, 
Reagan quoted Alexis de 
Tocqueville, author of the classic 
"Democracy in America": 
"Tocqueville said it in 1835, and 
it's as true today as it was then: 
'Despotism may govern without 
faith, but liberty cannot. Religion 
is more needed in democratic soci­
eties than in any othet"' He 
warned his academic audjence: 
"Learning is a good thing, but 
unless it's tempered by faith and a 
love of freedom, it can be very 
dangerous indeed" 

Again, it's not always clear 
where figures from the past would 
stand on the issues of today. We 
can be confident, however, that 
Ronald Reagan would not be 
enthusiastic about removing God 
from the pledge of allegiance -
and for reasons worth remember­
ing.

After I 
left, jailers advised that sub­
ject [Bentley] stated I couldn't 
charge him with the pills since 
they weren't in my posses· 
sion." 

Bentley was arraigned on 
the charges Tuesday in district 
court. the same day he was 
arraigned on several charges 
standing against him in circuit 
court from a February indict­
ment. 

A grand jury charged 

Bentley Feb. 9 with first­
degree wanton endangerment, 
fleeing or evading the police, 
driving on a our-suspended 
license, reckless driv1ng, 
improper passing and being a 
persistent felon. 

Bentley has a long and 
vivid criminal history record, 
stemming back to 1994, when 
he wa given a one-year sus­
pended sentence for a third­
degree burglary charge. He 
served two years on a theft 
charge in 1999, was given a 
suspended sentence in 2000 
for a fourth-degree aggravated 
assault charge and a resisting 

arrest charge. In addition to 
several traffic-related misde­
meanor charges given him 
since 1994, he was also fined 
last year for marijuana posses­
sion and lo t his license for 
driving under the influence. 

He is scheduled for a pre­
liminary hearing Friday on the 
burglary charges and a pretrial 
conference for the indictment 
charges against b1m in June.

Acevedo getting another 
shot at rotation

LAKELAND, Fla. 
Whenever things would go 
badly, Jose Acevedo knew only 
one thing to do. 

He'd throw harder. 
It wasn't the best thing to do, 

and it certainly wasn't the way 
to go about securing a spot in 
the Cincinnati Reds' rotation. 
Still, the right-hander couldn't 
seem to shake the habit. 

Things go wrong, he throws 
harder, things get worse. 

That might be changing. 
The right-hander seems to be 

figuring out what it takes to win 
a spot on a major league roster. 
Acevedo, 26, is one of four can­
dtdates for two open spots in 
the rotation, and his manager 
likes what he ees. 

"I think he has matured 
tremendou ly;· manager Dave 
Miley said Wednesday, before a 
night game against Detroit. 
"He's always had good stuff. 
He got hurt on some pitches 
that quite honestly were right 
down the middle." 

Acevedo struggled with his 
control Wednesday for the first 
time in spring training, giving 
up two hits and one run but 
walking four in four innings. 
He didn't walk anyone in his 
frr t four games. 

Still, he didn't compound 
the problem by losing his poise, 
even when he thought the home 
plate umpire had a small strike 
zone. 

"It's not about the umpires. 
He missed, and I missed too," 
Acevedo said. "It's all part of 
the game. Be consistent, just 
throw the pitch where you want 
it." 

The Reds have been 
impre ed with Acevedo's 
pitche, for years. The way he 

uses them often gave pause. 
He was one of four pitchers 

called up from Double-A in 
2001, when the Reds decided to 
put some of their top prospects 
on the fast track. At one point, 
the rotation included four rook­
ies. 

His rapid ascent soon lev­
eled off. 

Acevedo has bounced 
between the majors and Triple­
A in each of the last two ea­
sons. falling off the fast track. 
He even wound up pitching out 
of the bullpen, a forebodmg 
sign in an organization that had 
plenty of relievers but was des­
perate for starters. 

He made a good last impres­
sion last season, getting Miley's 
attention after a promotion in 
late July. Acevedo made one 
relief appearance and four 
starts, going 3-l. 

Miley noticed that Acevedo 
was bowing more composure 
and more maturity, especially 
when things wen£ wrong. He' 
had the same demeanor this 
spring, keeping him in con-

tention for a job. 
''I guess the way to put it is 

mound presence," Miley said. 
"Mistakes are going to happen, 
and sometimes it's how you 
allow a mistake to affect you on 
the mound. I think that's one 
thing he's taken a giant step 
with. He's been able to keep 
going after he makes a mis­
take." 

Notes: 3B Brandon Larson 
was out of the lineup again. He 
hasn't played since March 10 
because of a sprained big toe on 
his right foot. Dr. Timothy 
Kremchek will examine him in 
the next few days and decide if 
he's ready to rerum. Larson has 
appeared in only five games 
this spring, and Miley doesn't 
know if be'll have enough time 
to get ready for opening day. 
"That remains to be seen," 
Miley said. "I can't even set a 
timetable. If you ask me early 
next week, I'll give you a better 
idea." . . . Miley is leaning 
toward keeping 12 pitchers on 
the staff. They have l7 left in 
camp.

Kelly parlays hobby 
into stellar career

LOUISVILLE - Sacred 
Heart star Crystal Kelly started 
playing basketball when she 
was 6, shooting baskets with 
her molher in a park in down­
town Louisville. 

She knew right away she 
loved it. 

"1 didn't think anything of 
it. It was just something I real­
ly enjoyed," Kelly said. 

By the time she was ready 
for high school, Kelly was 
starting to attract local media 
attention and starting to 
consider the game more than 
just a hobby. 

"1 felt like I could really do 
something with it," she said. 

And she has. 
This week, Kelly was 

named !.he 2004 Associated 
Press girls' player of the year 
by a statewide media panel, 
earning 12 of 17 possible 
votes. Jackson County center 
Sarah Elliott garnered four 
votes and Muhlenberg County 
center Jade Perry got one. 

Kelly's stats aren't gaudy. 
She is Sacred Heart's aU-time 
scorer and rebounder, but she 
won't finish close to the state's 
aU-time leaders in either cate­
gory. 

Instead, her legacy wilJ be 
as the best player on one of the 
most dominant teams in state 
history. 

as Sacred Heart won its first 
state title since 1976. 

Her junior year, Kelly aver­
aged 17.8 points, 10.2 
rebounds, 4.5 blocked shots, 
4.3 steals and 3.2 assists per 
game. She was also named the 
Sweet 16 Most Valuable Player 
after scoring 14 points and 
grabbing 10 rebounds in her 
team 's championship victory 
over Lexington Catholic. 

She averaged only 14.2 
points and 8.6 rebounds last 
season, but Coach Donna Moir 
said the numbers reflect her 
unselfishness. 

"Sometimes. she tries to get 
everybody involved in Ute 
game when I rather she just 
take the ball to the basket," 
said Moir, the 2004 AP girls 
coach of the year. 

Kelly has heard the criti­
cisms in practice. 

"The coaches all get on my 
case about that," she said. "But 
if [don't feel comfortable with 
a shot, I'm not going to take it. 
The thing about it is we're all 
unselfish. We all feed off each 
other." 

Kentucky, Louisville and 
Western Kentucky are brealh· 
lessly awaiting Kelly's college 
choice, which she'll make after 
the season. The recruiting 
pressure has sometimes been 
intense- she's met Kentucky 
coach Tubby Smith and 

Louisville coach Rick Pitino 
along the way - but she 
insists the process hasn't both­
ered her. 

"It's been a little crazy. BUl 
I've been able to put it off until 
the end of the season,'' said 
Kelly. who has a 3.7 career 
grade point average. "Right 
now, ['m really focused on 
other things." 

Her immediate plans 
include a spring-break trip to 
Florida and a high-school all­
star game in New Orleans next 
weekend. 

She's also making sure 
Sacred Heart doesn't falter 
when she's gone. She's r~J<:en ~ 
freshman center Elizabeth 
Campbell under her wing in 
practices, showing her moves 
and other ways to improve. 

"That's Crystal.'' said Moir 
said. "She's always the one 
who picks up the younger 
players and takes them places, 
she's the one who invites the 
younger players out when the 
seniors are going out." 

The tight-knit team and 
Kelly's career have their 
finales this weekend, but Kelly 
isn't looking at it sadly.

This 
week, Lofton was named The 
Associated Press' Kentucky 
boys high school player of the 
year. 

Lofton received 14 of 17 
possible votes from a statewide 
media panel. Lyon County 
guard Ty Roger earned two 
votes and Warren Central for­
ward Lonnell DeWalt earned 
one. 

Lofton scored a school­
record 2,763 career points, 252 
of which came in 10 state-tour­
nament games - the third-best 
in state history, behind only

nament. 

Mter Lofton's her01cs 
against Trinity, Shamrocks· 
coach Mike Szabo said his team 
should've fouled Lofton before 
the shot, because Szabo knew 
Lofton would make it. 

••That's why he's the best 
player in the state," Szabo said. 
"We've seen him do it time and 
time again. He's absolutely a 
great player, a winner."

by myself. 1 don't want to have to 
interact with anyone. Why hould 
people keep trying to make me 
join in?

It is as though they 
want to crawl in a hole and bring 
it in with them. as the old aying 
goes. They feel so down. unhap­
py, sad, etc., that they don't have 
the energy, mentally, emotionally, 
or physically, to cope with others. 

ey sincerely want to not be dis­
turbed They want to go on with 
their "routine" without interrup­
tion of any kind. On the depres­
sive inventory, depressed adults 
will indicate that they have lost 
most or all of therr interest in other 
people. Depressed children will 
report on their questionnaire that 
they do not like being or do not 
want to be with people at all. 

Seeking social isolation can 
also become a separate diagnosis -
Social Phobia or Social Anx.iety 

J:,isorder. According to the diag­
i'lostic code, this i when there is a 
marked and persistent fear of one 
or more social or perfonnance sit­
uations in which the person is 
exposed to unfamiliar people or to 
possible scrutiny by others. The 
individual fears that she will act in 
a way (or show anxiety symp­
toms) that will be humiliating or 
embBITal;sing. The feared social 
or performance situations are 
avoided or else are endured with 
intense anxiety or distress. As a 
result., the anxiety and/or fear of 
the situation interfere significantly 

·th the person's nonnal routine, 
occupational (academic) function­
ing, social activities, social rela­
tionships, or there is marked dis­
tress about having the phobia. 
There is an additional situation 
where exposure to the feared 
social situation almost invariably 
provokes anxiety. In these case:>, 
the person recogmzes that the fear 
is excessive or unreasonable.

Son not allergic to milk, has 
symptoms of lactose intolerance

On the other 
hand, some ethnic and racial groups 
have a very high incidence or 1actose 
intolerance Over 90 percent of Asian 
Americans, for instance. are lactose 
intolerant. 

can diagnose laclose intolerance. could take before consuming dai 
products. These add the missi 
enzyme and thus aid digestion of lac­
tose. Finally, some groceries now carry 
special milk that has had the lactose 
removed as well as other dairy product~ 
made out of this type of milk. 

Ql \hink my son Is allergic to 
milk. He gets stomach· aches 
after drinking milk and is real 

gassy. He sometimes gets stom· 
achaches from other foods like bread 
and cake. Is there something else he 
could be allergic to? Are there tests the 
doctor can do to tell it he Is allergic to 
milk? I had to give him soy formula as a 
baby, but I thought he had outgrown this 
problem. 

digest lactose - the primary "milk 
sugar." This is because they do not pro­
duce a specific enzyme, lactase, in suf­
ficient quantities to break down the lac­
tose in the dairy products they consume 
into digestible sugars. 

Jn people who do not produce 
enough lactase. Lhe lack of ability to 
digest lbe lactose results in diarrhea, 
abdominal pain and gas. Symptoms 
may depend on bow much !acto e is 
consumed. Not everyone who is defi­
cient in lactase production has symp­
toms of lactose intolerance. 

If that is the diagnosis, treatment is 
relatively straightforward -avoid lac­
tose by steering clear of milk and relat­
ed products. This simple step can 
"cure" most of the symptoms. Start 
reading labels very carefully, looking 
for milk. non-fat milk, milk solids, 
whey and butter, to name a few. Once 
you start reading labels, you will fmd 
that milk-based products are found m 
many foods, like bread, cake mixes and 
milk chocolate.

Many people 
call this a milk allergy. but tech­

nically it's not an allergy at all. People 
with this disorder have an inability to 

Normally the lactase enzyme is 
found in the small intestines. It breaks 
the lactose into glucose and galactose 
- the digestible sugars f just men­
tioned. In most people the lactase 
enzyme levels decrease with age, so a 
person actually "grows into" lactose 
intolerance. Interestingly, many people 
of European descent don't seem to 
experience a decrease in their lactase 
levels as they age. This is thought to be 

While most cases of lactose intoler­
ance are due to the normal decrease in 
lactase production over time, there are 
some diseases of the small intestines 
that can cause lactose intolerance. 
Because of that. you should have your 
child evaluated by his physician, espe­
cially if his stomachaches are causing 
weight loss. There are some blood 
tests. breath tests and stool tests that 

Be sure to discuss calcium and vita­
min 0 supplementation with your 
physician since avoiding milk could 
deprive a growing child of these essen­
tial nutrients. AI o, experiment with 
foods a bit. You may fmd that your son 
can't tolerate a large milk shake, but a 
small ice cream cone or piece of cake is 
okay. 

Also. there are special lactase pills 
av.Ulable without a prescription that he
