Rosenberg began his 
legal career as a trial attor­
ney for the United States 
Department of Justice. He 
worked for that office by 
fighting untair voting prac­
tices in Mississippi, 
Alabama and Georgia. He 
went on to become chief of 
the Criminal Section of the 
Civil Rights Div1sion of the 
department. 

In 1970, he became 
deputy director of the 

· ppalachian Research and 
Defense Fund with respon­
sibility for Eastern 
Kentucky. In 1973, he 
became director of the 
Appalachian Research and 
Defense Fund of Kentucky, 
in Prestonsburg. He held 
that position until he retired 
In 200i. 

Today he is 1n part-time 
private practice and "of 
counsel" witt'l Pillersdorf, 
DeRosset and Lane in 
Prestonsburg. His leader· 
ship of Appalred led to 
groundbreaking develop­
ments in all aspects of

A drug roundup was executed on 
Thursday with warrants for 18 suspects. 
Sheriff John K. Blackburn and several 
of his deputies collared ·ix of the seven 
people on their U t during the late morn­
ing hours. 

Bad weather turned out to be an asset 
for local law enforcement officers and 
kept most of the uspects home. 

The arrests were conducted through a 
joint effort between the sheriff's depart­
ment, city police and the Floyd County 
Drug Task Force. , 

'I he 1rony of the roundup falling on 
April Fool's Day was not lost on 
Blackburn, who said, "lt won't he no 
fool for 18 of them. They're just not get­
ting the message but they're going to 
learn that we are putting traffickers 
behind bars." 

A few of the suspects tried to hide in 
their homes but were easily found. 
Blackburn seemed resigned to ·uch 
behavior, yet marveled at one instance 

of this behavior and cited. ''This one hid 
on u in· the closet like we'd never find 
him an the " 

The ramshackle homes that most of 
the suspects were taken from shared 
some similarities. Many were covered 
in refu e. had poorly looked after ani­
mals on the property and each one had a 
shiny satellite dish mounted on the root~ 

The areas that the dt:putics went to 
included Wilson Creek, Harold and a 
rundown apartment building in 1artin. 
None of the su pccts got overly excited 
and everyone remained calm throughout 
the proce );. 

Charges against the suspects includ­
ed trafficking in a myriad of different 
drugs, which included Oxycontin and 
other prescription pills and cocaine. and 
one person charged with several counts 
of doctor shopping. 

Those charged with second-degree 
drug trafficking include Arthur Huff: 
Jason Shepherd, of Langley; Michael 
Chaney, of Martin: Kenneth Rudder. of

Sex abuse 
case ends 
with plea

PRESTONSBURG - A 
Floyd County man was given 
a probated sentence after 
pleading guilty last week to 
an amended abuse charge, 
according to documents flied 
Wednesday in circuit court. 

Three days before he was 
scheduled to go to triaL Em1 
Lee Robinson. 27, of 
Arkansas Creek, originally 
indicted in January for first­
degree sexual abuse, pleaded 
guilty and was sentenced 
Friday morning to an amend­
ed charge of third-degree 
criminal abuse. 

Robinson'~ attorney. 
Gerald DeRossett, entered a 
motion for Robinson to plead 
guilty to the crime following 
a plea offer made by the 
Commonwealth's Attorney's 

Office. 
According to Assistanl 

Commonwealth's Attorney 
Wayne Taylor, Robinson sex­
ually abused his daughter, 
who was 5 at the time of the 
incident, by touching her 
inappropriate! y. 

Taylor said the common­
weallh amended the charge. 
offering Robinsl n a probated 
sentence, becau e it was in 
the best interest of the child, 
who now attends counseling. 

The commonwealth made 
the recommendation. Taylor 
said. to concur WJth the wish­
es of the child's family. who 
were concerned about allow• 
mg the child to testify <luring 
the trial. 

"They wanted to have him 
admit it, so she wouldn't have 
to take the stand:' Taylor

First. Bartelds su pends cows 
sideways, using a machine 
caUed a tilt-table that attaches to 
his one-ton Ford. 

Then, using an electric trim­
ming tool that sends shavings 
tlying and a special knife madt! 
in witzcrland for finer work, 
Bartelds can trim the hooves of 
four to six cows an hour. 

Like trimming fingernail.;, 
trimming hooves doesn't cause 
the animal pain when it is done 
correctly. But cows hate being 
strapped down and tlipped on 
the tilt-table. Knowing a little 
cow psychology helps Bartelds 
do his job without stressing the 
animals. 

One trade secret: ever tilt a 
cow more than 80 degr~:es. "If 
you have a cow completely 
level, that freaks her.'' he said. 

He also believes in speaking 
softly. 

"C'mon, don't argue," 
Bartelds told a bellowing cow 
he was shooing toward the tilt­
table. 

Hoof trinuning is an exacting 
process. If the trimmer removes 
too much of the hoof. the cow 
can be so seriously injured that 
it is fit only for hamburger. 

"You can kill a $1,500 cow 
instantly," said Bartelds, 53, 
showing a photograph of a 
cow's foot split in half to reveal 
the heavy bone just beneath the 
hoof. 

His charges vary from $1 0 to 
$25 per cow depending on the 
size of the dairy and how often 
the animaJs' hooves are 
trimmed.

Fletcher says KSP 
investigating alleged 
embezzlement

FRANKFORT - Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher on Thursday revealed 
that Kentucky State Police are 
investigating alleged embezzle­
ment by a former ranldng offi­
Cial within a state agency that 
regulates banking. 

Fletcher and Laluana 
Wilcher, secretary of the cabinet 
that includes the state agency, 
said the alleged embezzlement 
involved tens of thousands of 
dollars. 

The official was dismissed in 
late February after a review of 
travel reimbursement vouchers 
the employee submitted and 
approved, Wilcher said. 

Fletcher presided over a news 
conference where the employee 
was identified as Barbari Nash, 
the former director of the divi­
sion of administrative services 
in the Office of Financial 
Institutions. 

Nash allegedly u ed state 
funds to pay her personal credit 
card bills and to purchase an 
array of items, including crystal 
candy dishes, decorative prints 
and clocks, said Wilcher, secre­
tary of the Environmental and 
Public Protection Cabinet. 

No criminal charges have 
been filed. 

Nash was a longtime state 
employee who at one point 
worked for former state 
Treasurer France · Jones M.ills, 
who was dogged by corruption 
charges. 

During her time in the state 
treasurer's office, Nash's self­
described job duties included 
writing confidentialit) and 
ethics policy for the treasurer's 
office, according to a job appli· 
cation on file with the Kentucky 
Department for Personnel. Nash 
also was a speechwtiter for the 
treasurer, according to the appli­
cation. 

ln the 1980s. Mills was 

acquitted of theft charges 
involving use of state employees 
and equipment in one of her 
campaigns. Years later, she was 
fmed by the Executive Branch 
Ethics Commission for violating 
the executive branch code of 
conduct. 

Nash ran for state treasurer in 
1995, finishing fourth in the 
Democratic primary. She also 
worked for the Revenue 
Cabinet. 

The prosecutor in Frankfort. 
Franklin County 
Commonwealth's Attorney 
Larry Cleveland, said he expect­
ed to present the case to a grand 
jury in a couple of weeks. 

"I think it's a fairly strong 
case," he said in an interview. 

Cleveland said the investiga­
tion was linllted to one suspect, 
but he declined to identify the 
person. 

f\ash 's attorney, Larry 
Roberts of Lexington. said his 
client was cooperating with 
authorities. He declined further 
comment. 

State police said the investi­
gation is continuing. 

"We're still reviewing 
records and gathering informa­
tion," state police Sgt. Phil 
Crumpton said in an interview. 

Albert Krieger, a nationally 
prominent trial attorney in 
Miami. was critical of the deci­
sion to publici_ identify a sus­
pect in a criminaJ investigation 
who has not been charged or 
indicted. 

"One would certainly hope 
that the chief officer of a gov­
ernment would exercise appro­
priate discretion in such a mat­
ter," he said. 

Wilcher said that officials 
were alerted to the alleged 
scheme after another employee 
pointed out a reimbursement 
claim for a $200 gold bracelet 
that was suppos~:d to go for a

The House has passed a welfare reau­
thorization bill that included President 
Bush's request to spend $1 .5 billion 
over five years to promote marriage 
education among the poor. 

Currently the bill is stalled in the 
Senate. The President promises that 
marriage education will reduce poverty. 
Feminists argue that the program will 
force women into marriages, increasing 
domestic violence. People of all politi­
cal stripes wonder tf the government has 
any busine s in people's romantic lives. 

The goal of marriage education is to 
teach people how to have successful 
marriages. If the President wanted to 
force people ro get married there would

Warning: Obesity 
(and lying about it) 
could be hazardous 
to your health

Lest anyont! have an) doubts that our 
federal daddy is carefully watching over 
hi adult-children, the Food and Drug 
Administration has formally announced 
a campaign against obes1ty among 
Americans. 

You remember the FDA. right?. 
That's the federal bureaucratic agency 
that wrongfully leaked the informahon 
that ultimately led to the conviction of 

be impler options, such as giving cash , 
to married people. Providing marriage 
education is not going to coerce people 
who are happily single into marriage. 

Marriage education programs work. 
because they teach people the skills that 
are necessary for marriages to succeed. 
The single best predictor of maritaJ sat­
isfaction is how conflict is handled. All 
couples have disagreements, and all · 
couples dU.agree about the same things: 
chores. sex, in-laws and money, to name 
a few. Research suggests that the typical 
happily married couple has I 0 conflict­
ual issues that they cannot resolve. 
Happy couples handle these disagree­
ments differently than unhappy couples. 
Research shows that we can teach peo­
ple to handle conflict better and thereby 
improve marital satisfaction. 

Does more marriage necessarily 
mean more domestic violence against 
women? No. Women are much more 
likely to be abused by the men they are 
living with when they are not married. 
A good marriage education program 
will help women avoid violent men. 
Marriage education includes informa­
tion about choosing a mate. For exam 
ple. marriage educator John Van Epp 
has a program called "How to Avoid

Martha Stewart. Stewart's friend Sam 
Waksal decided to unload stock in his

As part of its anti-obesity campaign, 
the FDA has announced that it intends

Furthennore, marriage education pro­

grams have been shown to reduce vio­
lence in relationships. Most people, 
even those prone to violence, do not 
begin shoving or throwing things the 
moment a disagreement breaks out. By 
teaching couples bow to handle conflict 
in a more controlled and positive way, 
negative escalation and the violence that 
may follow are short-circuited . Marriage 
education will reduce domestic vio­
lence. 

Is it the government's job to promote 
marital bliss? No. However our govern­
ment has chosen to be involved in fight­
ing poverty. Clearly our "War on 
Poverty" waged largely by providing the 
poor with fmancial assistance has not 
eliminated poverty. One option would 
be to declare the policy a failure and 
end such programs. This is untenable in 
our currem political climate. Another 
option is to attempt to change behaviors 
that are related to poverty. 

Promoting successful marriage is 
likely to change behaviors that are relat­
ed to poverty. Because of our cultural 
expectations for husbands. in contrast to

sure that their labels clearly state the 
number of calories their food contains. 
so that American adults, most of whom 
graduated from America's public (i.e., 
government) schools, will be able to 
more easily count their calories. 

With overeating apparently posing a 
greater danger to the American people 
than terrorism, chief anti-obesity warrior 
Tommy G. Thompson, Health and 
Human Services Secretary for the U.S. 
welfare state, announced the gravity of 
the crisis: "The epidemic [sic} of obesity 
threatens the health of millions of 
Americans.

In other words, something has to be 
done! Now! Think of the millions of 
Americans who could be dead if we 
wait!

PAINTSVILLE - 1 he 
Ladies Fitness Center of 
Paintsville moved to irs new 
location at 926 Broadway, in 
Paintsville. on Monday. The 
facility only ~erves women and 
is a women-run business from 
the ground up. 

The facility is run by Linda 
Castle. of Martin. who is also the 
mother of owner April Smith. of 
Williamstown. 

Castle retired from nursing in 
the 1980s and was recently 
recovering from an illness when 
her daughter told her about a 
women's fitness center in 
Williamstown. They both 
lamt:nted that it was too far away 
to meet Castle's needs but soon 
realized that they could establish 
a !>imilar facility in Eastern 
Kentucky. 

The two began the operation 
eight months ago and it has 
become a thriving business with 
unique qualitie. that have 
attracted many area women. 

The most obvious diiference 
is the lack of men. except for the 
male shaped punching bag. but 
Castle pointed out that "it is just 
for building upper body 

' strength" and shouldn't be seen 
as any kind of symbol because 
they don't make them in the 
form of women. 

The facility also sports a 
working mother-friendly envi­
ronment which is evidenced by 
the play area set up for children. 
1 his feature is a big attraction 
and Castle said that, ··A lot of 
women sa) they joined because 
they can bring their kids." 

The establishment also 
e chews any sense of competi­
tion by having all weighing and 
measuring done in a private 
room.

MSHA boosts auditing 

after criticism, official says

BECKLEY. W.Va. 
ederal mine safety officials 

arc strengthening internal ~:on­
trois in response to a 2003 con­
gressional report that said lax 
enforcement wa endangering 
miners. a Labor Department 
official said Thursday. 

"We're rolling out a ne\\ 
program to hold ourselves more 
accountable," saiJ John 
Correll. deputy assistant secre-
tary of labor for mine safet) 
and health. He said the program 
includes more internal audits 
and performance reviews. 

··our challenge has been 
consistency - getting 2.300 
(employees) to act the same 
way every day,'' Correll said. 

Congress' inve ·tigatory arm, 
the General Accouming Ortice. 
reported in October that the 
U.S. Mine Safety and Health 
Administration was inade­
quately over,eeing mine <:afety 
plans. The lax oversight could 
be causing mines to operate 
with insufficient ventilation 
and roof upport sy~tems. it 
concluded.

Boaters can go on-line, log on to 
www.boat-ed.com and then click 
on Kentucky to get me required 
training and take the safe boater 
test.

Things to ponder: Kids' moral decisions 
A hig gue i that many of us who 

"wanta be good" parents have often won­
dered, "Have I really taught my child the 
value y tern that I wanted him to have? 
How long will I have to wait to know, 
that he knows, the difference between 
nght and wrong? Where do kids learn 
compa ion, kindne .• and other impor­
tant moral ?" How do you think your 
child would respond to the following situ­
ation. A tudent tells a close friend that 
he plan to commit suicide-and says 

that h~.: trusts her friend not to tell any­
one. Whut should the friend do? 

Much research ha been done examin­
ing issues around learning to make moral 
decisions. The oasis of which is moral 
development. referring to individuals' 
conduct and attitude toward other people 
in society. Thi ha to do with whether or 
not everyone follow ociety' nonns. 
rules, and law . For kid , thi pertain to 
their ability to di tingui h nght from 
wrong. 

A Swiss named Jean P~aget began 
studying moral development in children. 
in the e1U"Iy yearl! of p ycholO£Y· He told 
the children a story with a "moral dtlem-

ma'' IUld asked, "Which boy 1s naughti­
er?'' 1~ it the boy who accidentally hrcaks 
15 cups, or is it the boy who breaks one 
cup, trying to sneak into the cookie jar, 
when hi mother i not around?" 

Piaget found that younger children 
hawed a much more primitive undr tand· 

ing of right and wrong behavior than do 
older on . They aid the "naughty" 
hehn\ ior \\a the boy that broke the mo t 
cup , no matter if he meant to or not. In 
contra.;;t, the older children told Plagct 
thUI the b:1(} bchavtor happened when the 
boy broke only one cup, because hi 

motives were bad. Thi lust boy inrended 
to do something wrong. Piaget's opinion 
was that childr,en did not full. develop 
this stage of moral development before 
the ages of 12 or 13 

In the 1970's, Lawrence Kohlberg wn 
a developmental p ychologi t at Harvard 
Univer ity who bccam famou fler he 
started doing research having to do \\ ith 
moral education. He at·o looked at moral 
deveh 1 menta· Piaget did, even into Jdo­
lesccnce anJ ndulthoud, such a the ba:.is

Kohl berg's second level of 
moral development was consid­
ered typical of children over I 0, 
and on to adulthood. This level 
hus to do with moral thinking 
supported by what society 
thought was acceptable, so 
comes the name 
"Conventional." 1)'pically, in 
the ftrst portion of this stage, the 
children and adults' attitude per­
tains to doing what is necessary 
to gain the approval of others. 
The second half has to do with 
following laws or wanting to do 
the right thing, because it is 
good for the group, family, or 
institution. 

Kohlberg did not mink that 
many folks reached the third 
level of moral development­
Post-conventional. The first 
portion has to do with an under­
standing of social order and 
establishment. This is when 
individuals govern their behav­
ior by the relative values and 
opinions of the groups they Jive 
and interact with. His last ·tage 
was apparently very difficult to 
reach. It was based on respect 
for me universal principle, that 
may or not agree with society's 
laws. This is apparently when 
the individual follows me prin­
ciples instead of the laws. if the 
laws do not support the princi­
ples. 

A more recent author (Robert 
Cole , "The Moral Intelligence 
of Children," suggested that 
character or moral development 
is an interaction between nature 
(born with) and nurture (from 
environment). h develops as a 
result of how parents interact. 
balanced discipline styles, and 
children's own choices. He also 
stressed that children Jearn

about right from wrong from 
their earlie)t experiences. If the 
parents take care of the child's 
need, without being extreme in 
doing so, then me chlld is more 
likely to develop characters that 
accept rules and tolerate furstra­
tions, later in life. 

Another writer (Ron Huxley. 
"Love and Limits: Achieving a 
Balance in Parenting") points 
out the need for balance 
between discipline and the 
child's needs. He thought that 
when there is too much love, 
and a child become spoiled. the 
children ends up expecting their 
every want and need to be met 
regardless of other people's 
wants and needs. This was 
thought to cau e children to be 
stuck in the early stage of being 
a selfish individual. How many 
adults do you know, and guess, 
were spoiled "to death" as chil­
dren, because they are now mid­
dle-aged and still expect the 
world to tum around them'? 

In contrast. too many limits 
were thought to support the 
child in developing a low :;ense 
of worth and a lack of self-con­
trol. This usually results in an 
overly rebellious child or an 
unhealthy submissive one. It 
can also lead to young adults 
who will often do anything to 
get away from home and par­
ents, to be on their own, whether 
or not they are ready to do the 
right thing. 

Piaget and Kohlberg 
believed thal most moral devel­
opment occurs through social 
interaction, or being and doing 
with others. Kohlberg also 
thought that it was important to 
present children with moral 
dilemma. for di cussion. mat 
would help them to see and 
understand the reasonableness 
of next stage of thinking. The 
adults in children' lives need to 
provide opportunities for dis­
cussious, not "strict-soun<.lng 
lectures," to take place about 
uch topics as standing fim1 

against peer pres<;ure. teaching 
kids now to make good deci­
sions on their own, and helping 
children make good friends 
without being overprotective.

guage it is called conjunctivitis- com­
bining the root of "conjunctiva" with 
the ending "itis." which refer to 
inflammation. 

This infection typically comes on 
suddenly, usually in just one eye. The 
primary symptom is a red. watery eye 
that may be associated with some 
mucus-like discharge from the corner 
of the eye. Frequently, the child wakes 
up with the eyelids ''stuck shut" from 
the discharge. Sometimes they com­
plain of itching and burning of the eye. 
Eventually, the other eye may become 
infected as well. While pinkeye is usu­
ally seen in children, it can occur at any 
age. Pinkeye can also be associated 
with ear infections. 

days. Viral infections will clear on 
their own in eight to ten day~. Allergic 
conjunctivitis is treated hy identifying 
and lrcating the underlying allergy. 

Bacterial and viral conjunctivitis 
are quite contagious. The infection is 
easily spread though direct contact with 
the infected eye. For instance. a person 
may touch the infected eye and then 
touch your hand; then you touch or rub 
your eye. You can also acquire the bac­
teria or virus through the victim's 
coughing or sneezing as well as 
through exposure to towels, washcloths 
and pillows he or she may have used. 
Putting used toweb and washcloths 
directly into the hamper and changing 
the pillow case daily can reduce the 
spread of conjunctivitis. It's also 
important for you and everyone in your 

family to follow good handwa.shing 
practices. That means washmg your 
hands after any contact with your 
daughter or articles she may have used.

Many types of conjunctivitis can 
spread from one person to another. 
Millions of Americans are affected at 
any given lime. Conjunctivitis can be 
caused by bacterial or viral infections, 
allergies and chemical 1rntants. 
Common examples of the latter are 
contact lens products and other eye 
drops or eye ointments. In preschool­
age children, the inflammation is most 
commonly caused by a bacterial infec­
tion, with viral infection being the next 
most common cause. 

Bacterial conjunctivitis is treated 
with antibiotic eye drops or ointment. 
It's a good idea to clean the eye with 
warm water and a soft tissue before 
using the medication, which will usual­
ly clear up the infection in three to five
