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Woman seeking people for 
agoraphobia support group

Agoraphobia is a common, 
~ though often misunderstood, 

t anxiety disorder. 
· !ts name comes from a Greek 
'term that implies a fear of the 
,marketplace. People often con­
}use it with a fear of open spaces 
but there are many levels to the 

''disorder. The disorder is charac­
terized by panic attacks. 

Linda, a Floyd County 
woman who has been diagnosed 

. with the disorder, characterizes 
r them as, "Extremely draining. 
! First your heart races, you get 
1 

lightheaded and you get a heavy 
• feeling in your chest like you 

can't get any air." She points out 
t that the feeling is misleading 

because, "You are actually get-

ting too much air and hyperven­
tilating." 

Linda had her first panic 
attack in 1983 and was almost 
killed when it came over her 
while driving. She lost most of 
her vision during the attack and 
slowed to a stop on a major 
highway. Luckily, for her, a fire­
man noticed her erratic driving 
and came to her aid. This is not 
an uncommon occurrence. Most 
mental health professionals note 
that patients present with panic 
attacks before the onset of ago­
raphobia. 

There are currently more than 
80,000 diagnosed agoraphobics 
in the United States but the dis­
order is probably more prevalent 
because many people don't seek 
psychological treatment due to 
many factors, not the least of 

which is fear of the stigma of 
being treated by a mental health 
professional. 

Linda has recently suffered a 
relapse and hasn't been out of 
her house for several months. 
She recognizes that her condi­
tion requires several forms of 
treatment - a combination of 
drugs, therapy and support. To 
that end she is currently seeking 
others who suffer from agora­
phobia and wants to begin a sup­
port group. The guidance of a 
professional counselor is vital to 
the endeavor.

FLOOD WORK BEING DONE 
The Memorial Day flood came early in the morning and m any people were caught by 

surprise. The Middle Creek and the Mountain Parkway areas were hit the hardest of all 
in District 2. We h~td. damages in other parts of District 2, also . County crews were called 
out from their Memorial Day Holiday and started to work. Five major brid2es were 
washed out- not counting several culverts that were washed out and the roads that were 
totally cut in two. Five inches of rain with the ground soaked has destroyed the M iddle 
Creek and Mountain Parkway roads and bridges. 

We started to work on the people who were stranded, and had no way out. I know 
everybody has got a bad road and culverts stopped up, and breaks halfway of the road. 
These people who have no bridges - w e are building bypass roads into them where we 
can, or temporary walk bridaes so people can get in and out. It's going to take months 
to rebuild these bridges. The flood that came last June, in Middle Creek, has taken us 
nearly 11 months to get everything repaired and here we go again-JUST A LITTLE 
WORSE. 

We will get the roads fixed , and we will get the bridges fixed, but it will take time. 
We are starting to pick up the flood debris where people got flooded, so we can get it out 
of there before the rats and diseases take over. Then we will be back on our road work 
FULL TIME. 

We had an emergency Fiscal Court meeting on Memorial Day, Monday evening. in the 
''WAR ROOM" to plan the Judge 's and Fiscal Court's strategy for this disaster. We also 
had another Fiscal Court meeting on Thursday, June 3rd, with people from the Salvation 
Army, Red Cross, Carl D. Perkins Job Corp, Church leaders, representa tives from 
the Southern Baptist, representatives from Congressman Hal.Roger's office, repre­
sentatives from the school board, and representatives from FEMA, so we could coor­
dinate our relief efforts. The Fiscal Court asked Tonya Conn from Congressm an Hal 
Roger's office to see if Congressman Rogers could he(ppushfor payment for the money 
owed from the Federal and State from past floods where work had been completed. but we 
had never been paid, totaling oyer $6QO.OOO. She assured me that he would. 

We had another special Fiscal Court meeting on Tuesday, June 8, in order to accept 
$270.000 from the Federal and State for payments owed Floyd County for past work 
done on past floods, and we hired 12 temporary workers to help.

Some 44 years later, and you could say the halo is on the 
other head now. Indeed, if Democratic presidential nominee 
John F. Kennedy was considered too Catholic by some back 
in 1960, presumptive Democratic nominee John Kerry isn't 
considered Catholic enough in some quarters in 2004. 

Go figure. 
Kerry is just the third Catholic in the nation's history to 

win his party's nomination for president. He has been in the 
news with several church leaders taking issue with his public 
positions, particularly on abortion. The candidate supports 
abortion rights. 

Archbishop Raymond Burke of St. Louis said Kerry is not 
welcome to receive the sacrament of communion while cam­
paigning in Missouri. Bishop Michael J. Sheridan of 
Colorado Springs sent a letter to parishioners telling them 
that those who vote for candidates who aren't in lockstep 
with Catholic teachings must confess that "sin" before 
receiving communion. In New Jersey, former Peoria Bishop 
John J. Myers advised pro-choice Catholic officeholders to 
rethink seeking communion there. Closer to home, a 
Springfield monsignor said he would not want to give Sen. 
Dick Durbin communion because of his pro-choice stance. 

It's a fascinating issue. On the one hand, Catholic Church 
leaders have as much right as any other institution in 
America to espouse their views. When the Rev. Jesse 
Jackson gets up in the pulpit and urges those in the pews to 
vote for Demqcrats, few suggest he has no right to do so. 
Other denominations weigh in on political issues, though 
none is quite the behemoth the 65-million-strong Catholic 
Church in America is. 

On the other hand, some have challenged the wisdom of 
turning the altar into a place of confrontation. Others have 
called the church's consistency into question, as it clearly 
places a higher priority on the issue of abortion than it does 
on other life-and-death issues, namely war and capital pun­
ishment. No doubt many local Catholics were none too 
happy in 1960 when the late Bruce Dunn, then pastor of 
Grace Presbyterian Church, went on national TV and indicat­
ed that JFK's Catholicism should keep him out of the Oval 
Office. Some have said the church has crossed the line into 
becoming a political organization, thereby threatening its tax­
exempt status.

In 1974 they opened 
the Magoffin County Clinic in 
Salyersville and the Mud Creek 
Clinic in Grethel and began pro­
viding a comprehensive array of 
quality health services. 

easy walking distance of three 
public housing projects, one of 
which is an elderly complex and 
the other two provide low­
inco;ne housing. They are also in 
close prox1mity to Shelby Valley 
High School and can provide 
emergency services for the 
school if needed. 

The clinic presently has two 
full-time internists that see 
approximately 2,000 patients 
annually, amounting to about 
8,000 patient visits. Additionally, 
the clinic houses a small labora­
tory and support staff. 

41' The Magoffin County Clinic 
~became the Hope Family 
Medical Center when the current 
facility was completed in 1993. 
The Mud Creek Clinic was 
housed in a trailer that was 
destroyed by fire in 1982. At that 
time, its founder, the untiring 
Eula Hall, led fund-raising efforts 
to build a new facility. This new 
facility is the present Mud Creek 
Clinic which opened its doors in 
1984. 

For more than a decade, Big 
Sandy Health Care dreamed of 
being able to replace the "dilapi­
dated" doublewide trailer with a 
modern facility that would enable 
them to expand the services they 
could offer as well as increase the 
number of patients they could 
see. In 2000, Magistrate Vernon 
"Chick" Johnson persuaded the 
Pike County Fiscal Court to give 
Bi Sandy Health Care a long­
term lease on the property for $1 
a year. This enabled them to 
begin actively pursuing fmancing 
to build the new facility they had 
been dreaming of. 

Big Sandy Health Care's Shelby Valley Clinic as It looks today. 

In 1993, a group of Pike 
County residents formed a non­
profit organization called the 

~ Cumberland Valley Medical 
Clinic and secured a lease on 
property owned by the Pike 
County Fiscal Court at Shelby 
Valley. They later changed their 
name to Shelby Valley Medical 
Clinic and opened their doors in 
1994, operating out of a dou­
blewide trailer. Later that same 
year, the Shelby Valley Medical 
Clinic entered into an· operational 
agreement with Big Sandy 
Health Care to assume opera­
tional responsibility of the clinic. 

The clinic is situated within 

Big Sandy Health Care Chief 
Executive Officer Ancil Lewis 
contacted the Morehead Area 
Office of USDA Rural 
Development about possible 
financing for the project.

CHICAGO - Call it Candy 
Lite. 

Long viewed as a slightly 
naughty self-indulgence, candy 
is getting a makeover as com­
panies try to concoct sweets 
that are a little healthier. 

From low-carb to low-cal to 
sugar-free to "guilt-free," many 
of the estimated 1,400 new 
products on the market this 
year come with a health pitch 
of some kind. And the array of 

_,soon-to-be-released offerings 
on display at this week's All 
Candy Expo, North America's 
largest candy trade show, 
shows the pro-health move­
ment is just getting rolling. 

Tinkering with treats is part 
of the low-carb boom being 
served up by the U.S. food 
industry in response to the 
growing popularity of the 
Atkins and South Beach diets. 
Candy makers also are anxious 
to avoid any repercussions 
from rising obesity among chil-
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dren, although the National 
Confectioners Association 
trade group contends kids' 
candy consumption hasn't 
increased. 

So far the strategy appears to 
be working. Sales of "diet 
candy," the industry's feel­
good term for sugar-free and 
reduced-carb sweets, soared 90 
percent to more than $273 mil­
lion last year as overweight 
Americans fretted more about 
nutrition and health. And super­
matket shelves are being 
stocked regularly with new 
low-carb goodies, likely ensur­
ing the fad won't fade any time 
soon. 

"There's no doubt that the 
buzz in the industry right now 
is really health-conscious 
candy," said Barry Sokol of 
Sorbee International, a 
Philadelphia-based company 
that touted its new sugar-free 
products at the All Candy 
Expo. "This low-carb craze is 
beyond going through the 
roof." 

Sugar-lovers, relax - it's 
not all about health. Low-carb 
or sugar-free items still com­
prise just a fraction of the $24 
billion-a-year confectionery 
industry. And gobs of teeth-tin­
gling sugar candies still com­
manded attention at the three-

Debut items included 
jumbo-sized Smarties, one­
pound chocolate wreaths and 
chili-pepper flavored candy 
called Diablo Ignited Sours. In 
the ever-popular gross-out cate­
gory, there were Mean Green 
Blow Pops that turn your 
tongue green and Brain Drain 
Liquid Candy, which maker 
Kandy Kastle promotes as feel­
ing like "brains rolling around 
in your mouth." 

But the focus on sour and 
"extreme" tastes that influ­
enced new products a year or 
two ago has shifted to a more 
healthful approach eaturing 
low-carb fudge and licorice, 
sugar-free jellybeans, calcium­
fortified wafers and a whey 
protein diet bar. 

Hershey Foods is sinking a 
bigger investment into the new 
trend with the introduction of 1 
Gram Sugar Carb Bars after 
recording first-year sales of 
$12 million for its line of sugar­
free Reese's Peanut Butter 
Cups and Hershey's chocolate 
bars. 

Smaller companies are fol­
lowing suit. 

Albanese Confectionery 
Group is repackaging its World 
Best Oummi Bears as World's 
Best Zeros, with a label boast­
ing "0 Fat - 0 Sugar - 0 Net 
Carbs." "We were making 
sugar-free products for years 
(for diabetics), but never 
thought of the idea of market­
ing them as low-carb," said 
Scott Albanese, owner of the 
Merrillville, Ind., company. 

Innovative Candy Concepts 
of Atlanta launched a line of 
bite-sized candies last year 
called Sinfully Delicious, 
advertising them as no-guilt 
candy because they are sugar­
free, fat-free and contain just 
two calories. This year it has 
reformulated its popular Too 
Tarts kids' candy to eliminate 
refined sugar and add fruit juice 
concentrate, with SO percent to 
60 percent fewer calories. 

The Atlanta company says 
orders of Too Tarts have tripled 
since it announced the product

of June 14 has been proclaimed 
as 2004 National Men's Jle;llth 
Week. It ends on Father's Day, 
June 20.

(KDPH) wants to take this

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Cause of eastern Kentucky road's deterioration debated 
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The Associated Press 

LOVELY - Martin County 
residents are looking for some­
one to blame for the deteriora­
tion of a homemade road built 
nearly 40 years ago. 

Some say coal trucks have 
caused the damage to the section 
of Kentucky 292 known as the 

Huntley-Brinkley Road. Others 
blame heavy rains and mud­
slides. 

State highway spokeswoman 
Sara George declined to specu­
late. 

"It'd take a lot of analysis 
and an engineer to determine 
that," she said. 

Whatever the cause, large

into the Tug Fork of the Big 
Sandy River. 

Last we.ek, highway officials 
were having little luck trying to 
limit traffic along the remaining 
one-lane sections. 

"We don't have any enforce­
ment ability," said George, who 
referred questions to the state 
Department of Vehicle 
Enforcement, which has 15 offi­
cers stationed in Pikeville. 

Lt. Martin Slone at Pikeville 
said he sent an officer to the 
scene last week. 

"That's the first DOT f've 
seen up here in 12 years," said 
Judy Maynard , 46, of 
Huntleyville. 

A Martin County deputy 
sheriff, Dwayn'e Crum, said 
highway officials planned to 
place concrete barriers that 
could not be removed. 

Overweight trucks have been 
a sore spot for Huntleyville resi­
dents since they opened the road 
38 years ago. 

In 1978, residents placed a 
chain and fence across the road 
to bar trucks, claiming it was 
private property. 

Now, Martin "Joe" Stepp. 68, 
of Lovely, whose family helped 
build the road with funds donat­
ed by TV viewers after a 1966 
NBC News report, said there are 
large sides on hillsides above 
each section of the road where 
half the pavement has vanished 

into the river. 
"What broke that off was a 

lot of water coming off that 
hill," Stepp said. "We didn't 
have the money, or the bulldoz­
ers, to cut that road far enough 
back into the hillside to put it on 
solid rock. We must have done a 
pretty good job, though, because 
the state's made us use it the last 
35 or 40 years." 

Stepp's late father, Archie 
Stepp, was a county magistrate 
in the early 1960s when the state 
started building Kentucky 292. 

The winding two-lane road 
headed south along the Tug for 
nine miles to Mount Sterling 
Branch, where - for reasons 
now lost - it stopped against 
the side of a hill, still almost 
four miles short of Big Creek on 
the Pike County line where it 
would have joined Kentucky 
468. 

To reach Pike County or 
Williamson, W.Va., from the 
end of Kentucky 292, travelers 
were forced to get out of their 
cars, cross the Tug Fork in a 
rowboat, walk two miles 
upstream and return to 
Kentucky across a low-water 
bridge. 

The rowboats made an 
impression on Americans 
watching the Chet Huntley and 
David Brinkley report on their 
black-and-white TV screens. 

Money began arriving in the 
mail from across the country. 

The Lovely Development 
Organization was formed and 
the late Rufus Reed, a local 
poet, naturalist and surveyor, 
was given custody of the purse 
strings. 

Local residents bought a 
small bulldozer, drill hammer, 
explosives and other equipment . 
and worked two summer~ to 
build their own road across pri 
vate property to Pike County, 
Stepp said. 

"We just kept hammering 
away and hammering away" 
Stepp said. "We worked our fan 
nies off on that. Dad' always kept 
a shovel, mattock and a sledge­
hammer to do road repairs " 

Local residents said Ia t 
week that the state 
Transportation Cabinet never 
got around to buying the roads 
right-of-way - they did not 
seem certain who owns it now 
- but last week's broken black­
top exposed a state interest in 
the project: at least a foot of 
asphalt and new guardrails, the 
supports for which were left 
dangling like icicles above the 
nver. 

Stepp said he hopes that, 
when the road is repaired this 
time, the state will spend 
enough money to make it safe. 

"The coal operators have 
made mdhons of dollars off that 
road," he said. "They could 
.build it themselves."

PRESTONSBURG - A Floyd 
County man facing four counts of 
first-degree sexual abuse is sched­
uled to be sentenced in August, fol­
lowing an order filed in circuit court 
Monday. 

Dale Vernotzy, 49, of 
Prestonsburg pleaded guilty to the 
charges on June 3, following his 
acceptance of an offer from the 
Commonwealth's Attorney's Office. 

He was arrested by officer George 
Tussey on May 6, 2003, for the 
alleged sexual abuse of a 9-year-old 
child. Two months later, he was 
indicted on three additional first­
degree sexual abuse charges. 

In March, Vernotzy, represented 
by Pikeville attorney Bernard 
Pafunda, was found competent to 
stand trial by Circuit Judge John 
David Caudill. Forensic psychiatrist 
Dr. Robert P. Grainger and psycholo­
gist Dr. David Bliss both testified at 
that hearing that Vernotzy suffers 
from schizophrenia and a "degree of 
retardation." 

Judge Caudill originally sched­
uled his sentencing for August 13, 
but the hearing has since been 
rescheduled for August 27, according 
to court documents. 

He is currently free on a $20,000

1,300 
apply 
for aid

At least 1 ,300 area residents who suf­
fered damages during the Memorial Day 
flooding have submitted applications for 
assistance from Federal Emergency 
Management Agency, officials reported 
yesterday. 

FEMA representatives are combing 
through the applications for assistance, 
taken after President Bush declared a 
state of disaster for 66 Kentucky counties 
on Friday. 

According to public information offi­
cer Dennis Lowery, FEMA officials are 
currently assessing damages to homes 
and businesses affected by the flood. 

Those who apply for assistance 
through FEMA will be contacted within 
seven days by a trained inspector who 
will make an appointment to view the 
damaged property, Lowery said. 
Financial assistance will arrive approxi­
mately seven days following the comple­
tion of that inspection. 

Lowery said that FEMA will be incor­
porating disaster relief centers around the 
state where people can check on their 
applications, but no specific stations have 
been named at this time. 

Federal aid programs available for dis­
aster recovery include everything from 
rental payments for temporary housing, 
unemployment benefits, grants ana low­
interest loans through the Small Business 
Association. 

Those seeking assistance can do so by 
calling the FEMA hotline to begin the 
application process. (800) 621-FEMA or, 
for the hearing impaired, (800) 462-758.5. 
Phone lines are available from 8 a.m. to 6 
p.m. every day of the week. 

Federal aid programs for disaster 
recovery include: 

• Rental payments for temporary 
housing. Initial assistance provided up to 
three months for homeowners, one month 
for renters. 

• Grants for home repairs and 
replacement of essential household items 
not covered by insurance to make dam­
aged dwellings safe, sanitary and func­
tionaL

Clark Elementary School is evi­
dence of that partnership and 
close collaboration. With The 
Salvation Army purchasing all 
the food, and the Southern 
Baptist volunteers diligently 
cooking all the hot meals, and 
Salvation Army personnel col­
lecting the meals in their can­
teens and driving them to flood­
ed areas, the two churches are 
reaching thousands of people 
each day. 

Many of the volunteers and 
staff from the two respective 
organizations served together in 
New York City after the Sept. 11 
terrorist attacks. Today, howev­
er, they find themselves helping 
their own neighbors in a very 
different kind of disaster. 

"One thing about disasters, 
be it New York City or Eastern 
Kentucky - the feeling of 
hopelessness is the same," said 
Captain Rolando Casado. 
"Today as I served meals to 
flood victims in Martin County, 
I listened to how one lady's 
trailer was literally lifted up 16 
feet onto the side of a hill. 
Another lady had just invested 
$4,000 in her trailer, and now it 
was completely destroyed."

Before the flashfloods of last 
week, unemployment in 
Magoffin County was around 17 
percent. Illiteracy is extremely 
high. Many do not have trans­
port to travel to nearby cities 
like Inez or Paintsville. So with 
high unemployment, staggering 
illiteracy, and very limited abili­
ty to travel, many disaster relief 
agencies are facing a new dilem­
ma - how do you get help to 
the people that need it? 

"We have a presence in this 
community day-in and day-out," 
said Major Dewey Alderson. 
"We have local volunteers who 
provide social service assistance 
via our Service Units, so we 
have a good understanding of 
how to reach those most in need. 
But the challenge is going to be 
the long-term recovery effort. 

"Many of these victims do 
not only need food and clothing, 
they need new homes. The tem­
porary homes that will be pro­
vided by FEMA will only be a 
temporary fix. Although there 
might be emergency grants 
made available by FEMA, they 
will not be in large amounts. 
And the low-interest loans 
offered by FEMA will still cause 

additional debt burden on a 
community that is already over­
burdened." 

So what i·s the solution? It 
has to be a long-term, communi­
ty-based recovery effort. As The 
Salvation Army moves through 
the relief and recovery phases of 
its disaster services, it will tran­
sition into the third and final 
"rebuilding phase" - seeing it 
through. This involves rolling 
up sleeves and helping people 
rebuild their lives and spirits 
with personalized services, and 
emotional and spiritual support. 

Together with the Kentucky 
VOAD, which helps coordinate 
the Volunteer Organizations 
Active in Disasters, The 
Salvation Army will remain in 
these communities helping pro­
vide hope in a practical way.

Q There is so much news about breast cancer these 
days. Are there any advances in this area? 

AYes, In fact, there are too many to discuss in detail in this 
limited space. Our cancer program is at the forefront of 
many of these including: 

1. Early diagnosis, improved cures. As more women take 
advantage of screening mammography, more cancers are 
found in highly curable stages. Cure rates of up to 97 percent 
occur in the earliest detectable tumor by mammograms. The 
Kentucky Women,s Cancer Screening Project is Currently pro­
viding free mammograms for women without insurance or 
whose insurance does not cover it, through local health 
departments. I 

2. Breast preservation. Earlier diagnosis has allowed more 
women to take Advantage of breast preserving surgery. A 
major leap in this area has been MIBB, vacuum assisted 
biopsy. Another advance is sentinel node biopsy, a procedure 
that may do away with the need for removal of multiple lymph 
glands from the armpit of a women diagnosed to have breast 
cancer. 

3. Adjuvant treatments. These additional treatments can not 
only improve cure rates in more advanced stages of the dis­
ease but new evidence indicates chemotherapy, and radiation 
treatments ( such as IMRT) can improve cure rates in earlier 
stages of breast cancer as well .. 

4. New and better drugs. A number of new drugs have been 
discovered that are either milder, better than the existing drugs 
or use a totally new concept of cancer treatment (e.g.,. 
Herceptin uses a less tox1c ,guided ~issile%oapproach).

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State urges caution as West Nile season arrives 
FRANKFORT- Kentucky's 

ftrst bird with West Nile Ytrus in 
2004 was reported May 17, which 
indicates that West Nile virus is 
circulating in the state and 
Kentuckians should take precau­
tions to prevent mosquito bites 
and reduce standing water. 

A mourning dove found dead 
in Ohio County on May 7 was 
tested and found to have the virus. 
No human or equine cases have 
been reported yet in Kentucky, 
and no additional positive birds 
have been reported. The first posi­
tive bird in Kentucky in 2003 was 
collected on June 30. 

The Department for Public 
Health advises that the risk of peo­
ple and/or animals contracting 
West Nile is very small and offers 
the following facts about and tips 
for reducing the risk of contact 
with the virus. 

• Stay indoors at dawn, dusk 
and in the early evening when 
mosquitoes are most active. 

• Wear long-sleeved shirts 
and long pants when you are out­
doors. 

• Spray clothing with repel­
lents containing permethrin or 
DEET (N,N-diethyl-meta-tolu­
amide) since mosquitoes may bite 
through thin clothing. 

• Apply insect repellent spar­
ingly to exposed skin. An effective 
repellent will contain 30 percent 
DEET for adults and 10 percent 
DEET for children. 

• Whenever you use an insec­
ticide or insect repellent, be sure to 
read and follow the manufactur­
er's Directions for Use printed on 
the product NOTE: Vitamin B 
and "ultrasonic" devices are NOT 
effective in preventing mosquito 
bites. 

Additionally, people can take 
the following steps to reduce mos­
quitoes around their home and 
neighborhoods by reducing the 
amount of standing water avail-

Waddy, who helped shape the 
bill in the Kentucky Senate to 
ensure it met business needs, 
said the legislation exempts rou­
tine maintenance on electrical 
lines and equipment, including 
inspections, parts replacement 
and adjustments. 

Sen. Tapp strongly recom­
mended that companies take 
advantage of a licensing oppor­
tunity, ending July 15, that per­
mits the grandfathering in of 
individuals currently engaged in 
the work of an electrician, elec­
trical contractor or master elec­
trician who can verify appropri­
ate years of experience in their 
respective areas. Applications 
are available online at 
http://hbc.ppr.ky.gov, and state 
legislators would be happy to 
assist with the process, if need­
ed, he stressed. 

Dempsey noted that compa­
nies should plan appropriately 
for any expansion work. Under 
House Bill 115, manufacturers 
planning such work after July 15 
should be licensed as an electri­
cal contractor, should have at 
least one licensed master electri­
cian on staff to oversee all elec­
trical expansion work, and 
should have at least one licensed 
electrician supervising each on­
going job. 

Dempsey noted that the 
licensed electricians are required 
for supervision purposes. 
Unlicensed electricians may 
work on an expansion project 
under the guidance of licensed 
electricians, with a licensed 
master electrician responsible 
for overall management.

Anti-doping agency 
changes burden of 
proof in athletes' cases

In a shift that could signifi­
cuntl) hurt Olympic champion 
Marion Jones and other athletes 
under investigation for possible 
drug 'iolations. the U.S. Anti­
Doping Agency plans to start 
using a less-stringent burden of 
proof in doping cases. 

The Associated Press 
obtained a copy of a USADA 
memorandum calling for such a 
change, which was dated .Tune I 
and \Hitten by USADA Director 
of Legal Affairs Travis Tygart. 
fhe exi'itence of the memo was 
tirst reported Sunday by The 
Washington Post. 

USADA spokesman Rich 
Wanninpcr said Sunday he could 
not comment. 

The memo says the standard 
burden of proof used in U.S. 
criminal courts - "beyond a 
reasonable doubt" has been 
replaced with the requirement 
that CSADA prove doping "to 
the comfortable satisfaction'' of 
the panel hearing the case. 

Tygart's memo said the 
change reflects world anti-dop­
ing rules that took effect March 
I. 

Such a change could make it 
much easier for the USADA to 
conclude there were doping vio­
lations that could lead to bans 
from this summer's Athens 
Olympics. 

Jones won an unprecedented 
five track medals at the 2000 

Sydney Olympics and has hint­
ed she might try to match that 
mark at the Athens Games. She 
repeatedly has denied using per­
form~mce-enhancing drugs and 
has vowed to fight any USADA 
charges. 

Jones met with USADA offi­
cials last month to discuss possi­
ble drug evidence against her, 
and received a letter from the 
agency this week asking follow­
up questions. On Friday. she 
asked that her grand jury testi­
mony in the Bay Area 
Laboratory Co-Operati-ve 
steroid distribution case be 
released to her so she could pass 
it on to the USADA. 

She was one of several dozen 
athletes who testified last fall 
before a grand jury that ulti­
mately indicted four men on 
charges of distributing steroids 
to top athletes. 

Four prospective Olympic 
medalists - including Jones• 
boyfriend, 100-meter world 
record holder Tim Montgomery 
- received letters last week 
informing them the USADA is 
pursuing possible doping cases 
against them that could result in 
bans from the Athens Games. 

The USADA probe of Jones 
and other athletes is based on 
documents from the grand jury 
investigation of BALCO that 
were subpoenaed by a Senate 
committee and then turned over 
to the USADA. None of the ath­
letes has failed a drug test. 

"beyond a reasonable doubt" as 
the burden of proof in doping 
cases worldwide - the same 
standard used in U.S. criminal 
courts.

occurred," Jacobs said. "You 
can't apply a new rule like that 
retroactively."

"I was never confident at all 
until the photo came in," said 
Bindner, who won a graded 
stakes for only the fourth time in 
his 30-year career. 

The strong six-horse field 
also included multiple graded 
stakes winners Peace Rules, 
Perfect Drift and Midway Road 
and outsider Best Minister. 

"Some of the best horses in 
America," Bindner said.

Smarty Jones' connections 
receive Derby ~rophy

LOUISVILLE - Smarty 
Jones' owner Roy Chapman 
brushed away tears at Churchill 
Downs as a bugler played "My 
Old Kentucky Home," the tradi­
tional song played before the 
Kentucky Derby. 

Chapman, his wife, Pat, and 
trainer John Servis returned 
Saturday to where their colt's 
emotional, but unsuccessful, 
Triple Crown quest began with 
his Derby victory on May 1. 

The group spent 90 rrtinutes 
signing autographs for hundreds 
of fans before receiving their 
engraved Derby trophies on a 
drizzly, overcast afternoon remi­
niscent of Derby Day. 

"For me, it's extra special 
because when we won the 
Derby, I didn't get to enjoy very 
much of it because you're jump­
ing right into the Preakness," 
Servis said. "This is the day I get 
to enjoy it all and I'm loving 
every minute of it." 

Fans from as far away as 
Arkansas and New York lined 
up to meet the colt's connec­
tions. Servis said the colt's one­
length loss to Birdstone in last 
Saturday's Belmont hasn't 
dimmed his popularity. 

"A couple of people from 
New York told me I had to bring 
the horse back to redeem our­
selves," Servis said. "It's great, 
because that tells you how excit­
ed everybody still is about the 
horse." 

Pat Chapman said the flow of 
letters and e-mails hasn't slowed 
despite Smarty's failure to 
become the first Triple Crown 
winner since 1978. 

"That's one of the tremen­
dous things, that the fans have 
not changed their rrtinds," she 
said. "That's what I was so wor­
ried about. Both of us said we 
don 't care so much about winning 
the race for us, but winning the 
race for all the fans. Our worst 
fears have not been realized." 

Pat Chapman said a couple 
from Alaska introduced them­
selves while the Chapmans were 
having dinner at a Louisville 
hotel on Friday night. 

"They had never followed 
horse racing before, but they had 
fallen in love with Smarty Jones," 
Chapman said. 

The Chapmans said Smarty 
will race again this year, but 
Servis will decide where and 
when. Servis said the colt will 
rest for tlu-ee more weeks before 
he trains again. 

"Then I' ll sit down with Mr. 
and Mrs. Chapman, st:ow them a 
couple of game plans I have 
mapped out and we'll figure out 
which one's the best to get him to 
the Breeders' Cup at the right 
time," Servis said.

Supreme Court to look at retaliation for 
complaints about unequal treatment for women

WASHINGTON The 
Supreme Court agreed Monday 
to hear a case that could expand 
the protection offered by Title 
IX, the federal law known best 
for promoting women's athlet­
ics. 

The 1972 law bars sex dis­
crimination in schools and edu­
cation generally. It already is 
settled that students or others 
who think they were short­
changed can even the playing 
field in court. 

Sometime next fall, the court 
will look at whether the law also 
protects people who are not 
themselves the victim of dis­
crimination but who suffer con­
sequences because they have 
complained about it. 

At the urging of the Bush 
administration and others, the 
court said it will hear an appeal 
from a former girls' ba<>ketball 
coach who claims he was fired 
when he complained that his 
players got second-class facili­
ties and less money than the 
boys. 

Title lX bars sex discrimina­
tion in "any education program 
or activity receiving federal 
financial assistance." It is not 
explicit about protection for 
whistle-blowers. 

Roderick Jackson had been a 
public school gym teacher and 
girls' basketball coach in 
Birmingham, Ala., for several 
years before the school system 
transferred him to Ensley High 
School. 

Jackson said he quickly dis­
covered that Ensley denied his 
team equal financing, equip­
ment or facilities, and he 
protested to his supervisors. 

Jackson claims he received 
poor performance reviews after 
he complained, and in May 2001 
he was fired as coach. He 
remained on the school's payroll 
as a teacher. 

When Jackson sued, a federal 
judge threw out the case on 
grounds that Title IX includes 
no specific right to go to court 
over alleged retaliation. The 

Atlanta based 11th U.S. Circuit 
Court of Appeals ruled the same 
way last year, noting the law 
"makes no mention of retalia­
tion at all." 

Jackson's lawyers said that 
view undermines the purpose of 
Title IX and is at odds with other 
federal courts. 

"If schools and other defen­
dants could freely retaliate 
against those who protest dis­
criminatory treatment, they 
would effectively be engaging 
in the discrimination prohibited 
by" the law, lawyers from the 
National Women's Law Center 
wrote. 

Lawyers for the Birmingham 
school board argued the high 
court should not get involved. In 
passing Title IX, Congress did 
not intend to give individuals 
this kind of power to sue, the 
school system argued. 

Also, the lawyers argued, 
allowing such a retaliation suit 
could open the door for other lit­
igation claiming schools had 
spent money unfairly. 

"Bringing disputes about 
allocation of facilities and 
equipment into federal court 
under an anti-retaliation rubric 
would serve only to divert 
scarce resources away from the 
educational mission," the 
lawyers wrote. 

The case gives the court its 
fust opportunity to consider the 
scope of Title IX since the Bush 
administration reviewed 
whether the law was being 
implemented fairly. Critics such 
as the College Sports Council, 
an organization of coaches and 
athletic groups, say that Title IX 
can lead to schools cutting 
sports programs for men to cre­
ate a better balance in male­
female athletics. 

Women's sports and legal 
groups said they feared the 
administration would undermine 
the law and set back advance­
ments in women's athletics, and 
a commission studying Title IX 
bogged down in disagreement. 
Ultimately, education officials 
said last year they would reaf­
firm and better explain their 
policies. 

"Congress would b we 
understood that, by prohi ung 
sex discrimination in federally 
funded educational programs, it 
was simultaneously forbidding 
recipients from retaliating 
against persons who complain 
about that form of di~crimina­
tion," Sol1citor General 
Theodore Olson wrote. 

"Congress would have ">.!en 
no need to enact a prohih1t1on 
that specifically referred to 
retaliation," he said. 

The administration <ll~o 
argued it makes no sense to limit 
protection under Title IX to :-.tu­
dents or others directly affected 
by alleged sex discrimination. 

"Teachers and coaches. are 
often in a much better position 
to identify sex discrimination 
and express opposition to it than 
are the students who are demed 
equal educational opportuni 
ties," Olson wrote.

debris behind. A surgical inci­
sion creates a clean (and at least 
in theory, sterile) wound. So 
would a clean piece of glass that 
just caused an open cut and did 
not shatter or embed itself in the 
tiSSUe. 

Contaminated wounds con­
tain foreign bodies. Things that 
might contaminate a wound 
include gravel, dirt, hair, splin­
ters, bullet fragments, etc. 
Before the wound itself can be 
treated, all the visible, or gross 
contaminants must be removed, 
and the wound washed, or 
lavaged, thoroughly to remove 
as much of the remaining 
microscopic contaminants as 
possible 

Both clean and contaminated 
wounds have the potential to 
become infected, which means 
that bacteria have set up house­
keeping in the area. 
Contaminated wounds are obvi­
ously much more likely to 
become infected. 

Back to Marion's dog. 
Puncture wounds are one of the 
worst types to deal with for sev­
eral reasons. For one thing, they 
are often much worse than they 
look on the surface. Whatever 
punctures the skin carries with it 
all sorts of bad stuff from the 
surface and deposits it deep in 
the tissues. To make matters 
worse, only a small hole is pre­
sent on top. This heals up quick­
ly, trapping all the debris and 
bacteria inside, and a little caul­
dron of bacteria starts boiling­
the beginnings of an abscess. 

With so much bacteria pre­
sent in the mouth, bite wounds 
make for particularly nasty 
punctures. Cats are notorious 
for developing abscesses fol­
lowing fights, and if you look at 
their teeth you can understand 
why. They act just like little 
hypodermic needles full of bac­
teria. Dogfs teeth are larger, and 
tend to tear flesh in addition to 
puncturing it. Dog bites fre­
quently look much worse, but 
are, m general, Jess likely to 
abscess. 

I am a little off the subject 
here, but this Jack of damage is 
one of the things that makes me 
wonder if this was a dog-bite 
case. Another is the location of 
the bite, which doesn't jive with 
normal canine aggre~sive 

behavior. When I e-mailed 
Marion later to discuss the inci­
dent further she mentioned that 
she and her husband had also 
started to doubt that another dog 
was involved, but they don't 
have a clue what it could have 
been. (Keep those Rabies vacci­
nations current!) 

Anyhow, it sounds like the 
first aid treatment of these 
wounds was entirely appropri­
ate; the peroxide and ointment 
just couldn't penetrate deep 
enough to wash out the trapped 
debris or kill the bacteria. What 
the vet did later was to open the 
abscess and let the infection 
escape. He probably also 
flushed out the wounds to get 
rid of any hair, dirt, or other for­
eign bodies that might still be 
present. Antibiotics were used 
to mop up the leftover infection. 
Drainage and the ability for 
Oxygen to get into the depths of 
the wound are key to treating an 
abscess.

food around from time to time 
and in between there was enter­
tainment. The food was put on 
flat, round, wooden "plates" and 
everyone ate with their fingers. 
No problem. Modern Americans 
are good at hand eating: 
McDonald's, Hardee's, Taco 
Bell, Kentucky Colonel. I really 
liked the medieval bread. They 
had a couple of kinds. One kind 
was the shape and size of a very 
thick pancake. What you put on it 
is a different story. It was lard 
with flour in it (talk about artery 
blocker). It was served in a huge 
wooden dish with a stick from a 
bush in the middle of it to spread 
with. The main dish was a turkey 
drumstick for each person. Wine 
to drink. In one way, the 
medieval period was an advance 
over modem fmger eating. At 
intervals a man came by with two 
wooden pails of water suspended 
from a yoke on his shoulders. 
Two towels hung over the yoke. 
The towels were less helpful than 
the water after about the tenth 
pair of hands. 

Now, for the entertainment. 
The master of ceremonies was 
tall and imposing and spoke 
excellent English. He gave a 
welcoming speech and told 
something about medieval feasts. 
Then he sat down and everyone 
ate a little. Then he stood up to 
introduce the entertainers and 
then he sat down. It went like 
that. One entertainment was a 
member of the audience picked at 
random who was accused of 
some infraction of the rules and 
was put in the stocks. Another 
one was a drinking contest 
among three men in the audience. 
They told us afterwards it was 
colored water. Then there was 
the snuff. The servants brought 
around snuff and the master of 
ceremonies explained how to put 
it on the back of your hand and 
sniff the powder up your nose. I 
wasn't into that, but I got to 
thinking about the dates involved. 
Snuff is a form of tobacco. 
Tobacco, I was sure, had been 
imported from the American 
colonies. I The earliest American 
explorations were in the 1500's. 
The Middle Ages ended at the lat­
est in the 1400's.2 At least that's 
what I thought. I was sitting in 
the front seat about fifteen feet 

from the master of ceremonies so 
I dctcided to get up and ask him. 
"Are you sure snuff is medieval? 
T t came from the American 
colonies." The master of cere­
monies looked quite surprised, 
"But it comes from Bavaria!"3 It 
was hard for me to see how 
tobacco could grow in land that 
was eighty degrees up and down 
and in a climate of eighty percent 
rain and fog even though that was 
beside the point of the dates. But 
I decided to forget it and went 
back to my seat. 

Then I got to thinking about 
the costumes the head table peo­
ple were wearing. I am a serious 
student of historical costumes. I 
decided to ask the master of cere­
monies another question. "What 
about your costume? The hat is 
definitely Renaissance." The 
master of ceremonies looked into 
space, "I wear what they give 
me." So I went back to my seat 
again but was beginning to ques­
tion the high reputation of 
German historical scholarship. 

Eating and merriment contin­
ued. Suddenly the master of cer­
emonies seemed to have an idea. 
He stood up authoritatively. He 
pointed straight at me, "That 
woman has been aggressive and 
disruptive all evening! Put her in 
the iron mask!" 

Two servants immediately 
appeared and escorted me to the 
front of the hall. They put the 
iron mask over my head. It didnft 
fit. It was too big and I couldnft 
see out the eye slits. The master 
of ceremonies knew that and he 
guided me in front of the audi­
ence. He whispered instructions 
to me, "Turn in this direction for 
photographs.}" "Turn in this 
direction for photographs." 
Judging from the flash bulbs, I 
was a big hit. 

I decided not to ask the master 
of ceremonies about the exact 
dates of the iron mask. I didn't 
think that was medieval either. I 
could see how it might have 
evolved from a helmet of 
medieval knightly armor but the 
earliest I knew of this form of 
punishment was a story set in the 
1700's.4 

That's how I got to be part of 
the entertainment at a castle tour. 
Maybe a dozen or so Americans 
have my photograph.

1) The World Book 

Encyclopedia states that 
Columbus brought tobacco seeds 
back to Europe on his trip in 
1492. 

2) The World Book entry on 
the Medieval period says that the 
beginning and ending dates are 
not precise but their author has 
chosen the 400s to 1500. The fol­
lowing period was the 
Renaissance. That entry says that 
the Renaissance spread north and 
west from Italy in the late 1400s 
and ended about 1600. Clearly 
the periods are overlapping and 
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there is room for different inter­
pretations. Furthermore, the 
Medieval period would have 
ended at different times in differ­
ent places. 

3) The World Book gives the 
main crops of Bavaria as barley, 
hay, hops, oats, potatoes, rye, 
wheat No mention is made of 
tobacco one way or the other, but 
these are clearly the crops of cold, 
wet, northern climates, not those 
of the US tobacco growing 
regions. 

4) The Man in the Iron Mask, 
a movie.

Crocodiles are a member of the reptile order Crocodilia, which also includes 
alligators, gharials and caimans. Crocodilians are close relatives of ancient dinosaurs. 

Years of being hunted by man brought many of these creatures to the brink of extinction. 

. 

Due to conservation efforts some species have recovered, but others remain seriously 
endangered. About 20 species of crocodilians exist today. 

The phrase "crocodile tears" is used to describe someone who 
is faking sadness or remorse. A crocodile does not weep over 
the victim it just ate, but crocodiles do produce tears to help 
lubricate and clean their eyes. Tears are especially apparent 
when a crocodile has been out of the water for a while and the 
eyes start to dry out. While underwater, a protective membrane 
serves as an extra eyelid. The membrane can interefere with a 
crocodile's focus, so they rely heavily on hearing underwater.

The easiest way to 
tell an alligator from a 
crocodile is to look at 
their noses. Alligators 
have a wide, U-shaped 
snout.

Crocodilians share many characteristics 
and lifestyles. Social animals, they live in 
warm (tropical) climates in freshwater 
marshes, rivers, lakes and swamps (only 
the saltwater crocodile lives in salt water). 
Strong swimmers, these carnivores (meat 
eaters) spend much of their time in water, 
but they are born on land and have lungs, 
not gills. Some crocodilians can stay under­
water for up to 30 minutes if they have to, 
but a typical dive is about 15 minutes. Croc­
odilians are vertebrates (animals with back~ 
bones). Because they are reptiles, they are 
cold-blooded; their body temperature 
changes with that of their environment.

Alligator Crocodile 

Crocodiles can crawl along on their bellies or 
raise themselves off the ground in a high walk. 
They are capable of moving quite quickly and 
can travel considerable distances by land. 

Crocodiles have five toes on their 
front feet, but only four toes on their 
back feet. Webbing on the feet 
between their toes helps crocodiles 
move quickly through water and walk 
more easily in mud. 

Dinner time 
Crocodilians are designed to be superior 
hunters, and many will eat just about any­
thing they can catch, including people. 
Their teeth are ideal for grabbing and 
crushing prey, but not for chewing. Instead 
of chewing, crocodilians rip their food apart 
or swallow it whole. Crocodilians have very 
high levels of acid in their stomach to help 
them digest every part of an animal - even 
the bones. And they store more than half of 
the energy supplied by a meal as fat in their 
tails, backs and abdomens. Because they 
can store so much energy, it is possible for 
a large crocodilian to go up to two years 
without a meal. 

Like most reptiles, crocodilians lay eggs. Crocodilian mothers build nests and lay one clutch 
of eggs a year. A clutch may consist of 15 to 80 eggs (depending on the species). The 
mother fiercely guards her nest, while the male stays nearby to assist her, but he will not get 
too close to the nest for fear of being attacked himself. (Some species dig holes in the 
ground, others combine mud, leaves and branches and build above ground.) The sex of the 
babies is determined by the temperature of the eggs during the first few weeks. If the nest is 
below 86 F (30 C), all are female; above 93 F (34 C), all are male. Temperatures in between 
will produce both sexes. Some mothers will help break the eggs by gently chewing on them. 
Some crocodilian parents will protect their young until they are old enough to look after 
themselves (about 3 months), while other crocodilian parents provide no further care for their 
offspring once the young hatch.

All in the family

subgroups: crocodiles; alligators and 
caimans; and gharials.
