New Jersey utility to pull 
out of Inez water plant

INEZ - A New Jersey-based 
utility is abandoning a water 
plant in Martin County, citing a 
$537,296 debt owed by the 
county's water district. 

American Water Services 
Inc., a subsidiary of RWE in 
Germany, will sever all ties to 
the plant on Wednesday, project 
manager Dave Cooley said. 

"It couldn't go on any 
longer," he said. 

The 31-year-old rust-streaked 
water plant has been plagued 
with problems in recent years. 

In April 2002, the plant 
stopped running, creating an 
emergency that sent state offi­
cials scrambling to find a backup 
source for the system's 3,400 
customers. 

The breakdown came shortly 
after a crackdown by both the 
Public Service Commission and 
the state Division of Water on 
the facility's operations and 
staffing problems. 

Under fire from all sides, the 
water district board entered a 
five-year contract with 
American Water in October 
2002 to operate the system. The 
deal called for American Water 
to receive monthly payments of 
$70,833 plus reimbursements 
for repairs. 

''The problem is, basically, 
that the district can't generate 
enough money," Cooley said. 
"Our company has made the 
financial decision that we just 
can't keep going on and not get 
paid." 

The district still needs new 
meters and water Loss from leaky 
lines is still high, he said. 

"We spent a lot of money 
here, bringing it to where it 

needed to be," Cooley said. 
"We're just now getting to the 
point where the folks have confi­
dence to drink the water again." 

Water board chairman Greg 
Scott said Cooley is the only 
American Water employee now 
at the plant. With Cooley gone, 
local plant workers wiU continue 
to improve water quality and the 
system, Scott said. 

The district purchased new 
meters and will work closely 
with the state Division of Water 
and PSC, he said. 

Division of Water official 
Sandy Gruzesky said the agency 
will meet Tuesday at the Inez 
plant to discuss any transition 
concerns. 

PSC spokesman Andrew 
Melnykovych said his agency 
also is aware of the transition. 

"Our settlement with the 
Martin County district is silent 
on whether they operate the 
plant or hire someone to operate 
it forthem," he said. "The PSC's 
concern is that they meet the 
terms of the settlement, and that 
is what we will continue to mon~ 
itor." 

American Water vice presi­
dent WiUiam Eisenstadt notified 
the Martin County board in a 
June 23 letter that it was can­
celling its service agreement. 

After months of failed negoti­
ations, "It is now apparent the 
district has no intention of meet­
ing its commitments,'' wrote 
Eisenstadt, who warned the 
company "shall vigorously pur­
sue all monies owed to it by the 
district." 

Board member Brian Cumbo, 
an Inez lawyer, answered in a

Dirt extracted from 
Fire Station Hill will be utilized 
in the process.

Redevelopment 
good for county 

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers' ambitious plan to raise 
the city of Martin out of the floodplain once and for all has come 
under fire in recent weeks, from both within and without Floyd 
County. 

Some folks in the city of Martin are understandably nervous 
about the project. which is now getting underway. We can under­
stand that hesitancy from the people most directly impacted by 
this huge project, as homeowners and businesses alike will bear 
the brunt of the inconvenience and uncertainty that will come 
with tearing down and rebuilding an entire city. But we also 
believe that the prices paid now will be well worth the invest­
ment 

On the other hand, we cannot sympathetically disagree with 
the Lexington Herald-Leader's criticism of the project. We can 
only .disagree. 

The Herald-Leader, in a recent editorial, claims the project 
"smells like pork," and the paper has noted that the $97 million 
pricetag for the project "could buy every man, woman and child 
in Martin a nice new house outside the floodplain." The paper 
has also spent great effort to highlight the fact that the entire 
town, according to property tax assessments, is only worth about 
$10 million. 

But the HeraJd-Leader's argument is, quite simply, ludicrous. 
To point to the sum of property tax assessments as the only way 
to measure the value of this project, or the city of Martin itself, is 
both shortsighted and silly. 

True, correcting the problems posed by Mother Nature will 
cost a phenomenal amount But how many times has Martin 
flooded over the years? How much has been spent to repair that 
damage? How many opportunities have been lost because of the 
city's unfortunate geography? 

We think the answers to those questions more than justify the 
amount of money it will take to complete this project, and that is 
only scratching the surface. 

Consider the fact that. despite the hardships imposed by 
Mother Nature, Martin has survived. That fact alone serves as 
testament to the strength of the community and reveals the 
Herald-Leader's notion of moving all of Martin's residents some­
where else as fallacy. A community cannot be saved by destroy­
ing it 

And as rich as the history of Martin is, its future once this pro­
ject is complete is far more valuable. Floyd County's future 
growth depends largely on Martin. Prestonsburg has served as 
this county's commercial center for decades, but Floyd County's 
chances for prosperity depend largely on extending growth to 
other areas, and Martin is first on that list Already the largest 
commercial center outside of Prestonsburg, Martin is in an ideal 
location to serve both Floyd Countians and others. Once flooding 
is no longer a concern in that community, we see no limits to the 
potential for growth and that will benefit all of Floyd County. 

So when some question whether the redevelopment of Martin 
is worth the cost, we have only two words in response.

Legal Aid cut demonstrates 
governor's insensitivity to 
needs of the poor

Gov. Ernie Fletcher projects a mild­
mannered exterior, consistent with the 
so-called "compassionate conservative" 
image the Republican Party strives to 
project. But the governor's actions are 
cutting through any fayade and revealing 
his insensitivity to the needs of the poor­
est Kentuckians. 

Just six months into his term, a dis­
turbing pattern is beginning to emerge, 
as the governor cuts programs that help 
the poor and supports policy changes 
that will prove costly if not disastrous to 
the state's most vuJnerable citizens. 

The pattern was visible again recently 
when the governor made a whopping 27 
percent cut to Legal Aid, which repre­
sents the poor in civil cases. The cut was

part of the Governor's "Public Services 
Continuation Plan," a spending plan for 
state dollars that he alone is implement­
ing. 

The cut to Legal Aid came at a time 
when the agency had already been cut to 
the bone in previous budgets. Legal Aid 
had already stopped taking non-emer· 
gency cases because of chronic under­
funding. Today, its cases represent real 
emergencies. 

What kinds of emergencies? Many of 
the people Legal Aid serves are about to 
lose their housing, their children or their 
health care. Legal Aid fought for the 
people who were being kicked out of 
nursing homes in an effort to trim 
Medicaid spending. (The governor ulti­
mately reversed these particular 
Medicaid cuts under heavy public pres­
sure.) 

Legal Aid clients are often the vic­
tims of domestic violence. Like one case 
involving a young woman from rural 
Kentucky who was raped by her stepfa­
ther at age 13. He was convicted; she 
was pregnant. When he got out of jail, 

unbelievably, he sought custody of the 
child. She had nowhere to turn. Legal 
Aid represented her in court and stopped 
him. 

The big holes the Governor is ripping 
in the Legal Aid safety net mean that the 
agency will be able to serve approxi­
mately 1,700 fewer families this year. 
Caseloads in Legal Aid already average 
250 clients per attorney. Fletcher's is 
clearly cutting desperately needed ser­
vices. 

The governor's curious lack of con­
cern for the impact of his cuts on the 
poor were reflected by the out-of-touch 
comments of his spokesman, who 
denied that Fletcher's cuts to Legal Aid 
would have a "devastating effect on the 
legal system in general." Nothing is far­
ther from the truth. 

The governor may need a civics les­
son. One key cornerstone of our system 
of justice is that every man or woman 
can have his or her day in court, and in a

The chase saw a concerted 
effort by the Paintsville Police 
and Johnson County Sheriff's 
departments alongside state 
troopers. The car chase ended 
when the thieves lost control 
of their truck and hit a tele­
phone pole near Greasy Creek. 
They then took off on foot. 

"They may still be on foot 
up in the mountains," said 

Paintsville Police Chief Larry

Fletcher and House Speaker 
Jody Richards said after the 
nearly three-hour meeting that 
they exchanged many ideas for 
compromises but made no 
agreements. 

They intend to meet again in 
a few days but did not set a date. 
The meeting also included 
Republican leaders in the 
Democrat-controlled House. No 
senators attended. 

"Any time you can under­
stand each other's positions, I 
think there's progress made," 
said Richards, of Bowling 
Green. 

The House and Senate have 
been deadlocked over a state 
budget since the 2004 General 
Assembly adjourned in April. 

They were at odds over 
Fletcher's tax proposal. The 
Republican-controlled Senate 
has insisted that any budget 
include the governor's tax plan. 
Meanwhile, the House has 
wanted to deal wit]} each issue 
separately. 

Fletcher told The Courier­
Journal, "J think it's a clearer 
path that we can see - that 

there's a way of allowing people 
to get their opinions considered, 
to begin to, say, walk in the 
other person's shoes, if you 
will." 

Saturday's meeting came 
after House leaders proposed an 
alternative budget and tax bill 
that does not include some of 
Fletcher's tax measures, such as 
a big increase in the cigarette tax 
and changes in taxes on 
telecommunications. 

"It was a good discussion ... 
that I think helps us at least 
begin to move toward address­
ing the issues and concerns that 
both parties have," Fletcher 
said. "We're both going to go 
back and look at some things 
and discuss some things, try to 
come back together in a few 
days and see if we made any 
progress." 

Richards ca1led the meeting 
"very amicable." 

The meeting was the longest 
Fletcher has had with a group of 
Democratic legislative leaders 
since February, when their talks 
about tax reform broke down.

FRANKFORT - A group 
advocating fair elections asked 
Secretary of State Trey Gray on 
on Tue:day to pledge that the 
state· electronic voting 
machine. would be backed up 
with paper ballots this 
November. 

But Grayson said he didn't 
think any changes were on the 
way. 

The group - representing 
'arious organizations including 
the Lexington-based Change for 
Kentuck}. a ked Grayson to 
sign a "Pledge of Ballot 
Security." It also pres en ted 
Grayson with a petition contam­
ing more than 3.200 signatures. 

"Having a voter-verified 
paper ballot allows voters to 
mak sure that the person they 
came :o the polls to vote for are 
the person that they voted for,'' 
Jerem} Horton, a spokesman for 
the group. said. 

Currently, seven counties' 
voting ystems are not fully 
electronic, Secretary of State 
spokesman Les Fugate said. 

Along with the petition, the 

group also gave Grayson a letter 
signed by Howard Dean urging 
Grayson for support. 

"Today we call on you to 
require any electronic voting 
machine used in this election to 
produce a paper trail - one that 
allows voters to verify their 
choices and officials to conduct 
recounts," Dean wrote. 

However, Grayson released a 
statement later that indicated 
there wouldn't be any changes 
coming. 

"I have confidence in the vot­
ing systems in place in the 
Commonwealth." Grayson stat­
ed. "These systems have been in 
use for well over a decade with­
out incident." 

Similar requests were being 
made to election officials in 19 
states Tuesday as part of the 
"Computer Ate My Vote" day of 
action campaign, Horton said. 

Meanwhile, Grayson 
announced that Kentucky would 
be receiving a federal grant -
worth more than $169,000 -
for making polling places acces­
sible for people with disabilities.

A lawsuit challenging 
Fletcher's authority to run 
state government without a 
budget moves back into 
Franklin County Circuit Court 
on Wednesday. Attorney 
General Greg Stumbo filed the 
suit to contend that Fletcher 
could not use an executive 
"spending plan" to suspend 
statutes. 

The citizen group Common 
Cause later joined the suit, as 
did three legislators - state 
Reps. Charles Geveden of 
Wickliffe, Jim Wayne of 
Louisville and Steve Nunn of 
Glasgow. 

Common Cause claims the 
Kentucky Constitution forbids 
Fletcher to spend unappropri­
ated state money. The three 
House members contend his 
spending plan, which took 
effect July I, usurped a power 
the Constitution reserved to 
the legislative branch. They 

asked Judge Roger Crittenden 
to order Fletcher to call a spe­
cial legislative session. 

The response filed Tuesday 
by Fletcher's attorneys - his 
general counsel. John Roach, 
and Louisville attorney Sheryl 
Snyder said the 
Constitution also gives the 
governor exclusive authority 
to call the legislature into spe­
cial session. 

The interveners "are simply 
attempting to seize the spot­
light," the Fletcher team said. 
Crittenden should decline to 
rule on it because any decision 
would provoke an immediate 
appeal, "which would only 
unnecessarily disrupt and pro­
long this litigation," the 
response said. 

Another group, the 
Kentucky Association of State 
Employees, also wants into 
the suit in order to argue that 
state employees should be 
given a 5 percent raise under 
Fletcher's spending plan.

Judge savs countv can 
pursue lawsuit over 

• Bengals stadium ease

CINCT 'NAT! - Hamilton 
County can pursue a lawsuit chal­
lenging the Cincinnati BengaJs' 
lease for the stadium that county 
taxpayers paid to build, a federal 
judge ruled Monday. 

U.S. District Judge S. Arthur 
Spiegel ruled the county can 
replace a taxpayer as the plaintiff 

• in the lawsuit, which alleges the 
Bengals' lease for the county­
owned Paul Brown Stadiwn vio­
lates antitrust law. The lawsuit 
alleges that the Bengals and the 
National Football League used 
thelf monopoly and the Bengals' 
threat to move to another city to 
coerce construction of the 65,000-
seat stadium and to extract highly 
favorable lease tenns. 

The $458 million stadium 
opened in 2000. lt was built with 
proceeds from a half-rent sales tax 
increase that county voters 
approved in 1996. 

The Bengals and the NFL have 
• denied wrongdoing and are fight­

ing The lawsuit. The team had no 
comment on the judge's ruling, 
spoke man P.J. Combs said. NFL 
spokesman Greg Aiello also 
declined comment. 

In February, the judge rejected 
a request by the NFL and the 
Bengals to djsmiss the lawsuit 

The county's lawyer, Stanley 

Chesley, said Monday he plans to 
seek financial records from the 
Bengals and take statements from 
team officials, including owner 
tvlike Brown. Chesley said he also 
would seek to take a statement 
from Bob Bedinghaus, a fanner 
Hamilton County commissioner 
who backed the stadium sales tax 
increase and now works for the 
Bengals after losing a re-election 
campaign in 2000. 

Chesley said he hopes the law­
uit can go to trial early next year. 

County commissioner Todd 
Portune filed the lawsuit in 
January 2003 as an individual tax­
payer, without the support of fel­
low commissioners. That com­
plaint. which named the NFL and 
all its franchises as defendants, 
alleged fraud, civil conspiracy, 
antitrust violations and breach of 
contract 

When conflict-of-interest ques­
tions arose regarding Portune's 
position as a county commission­
er, community activist Carrie 
Davis took his place as lead plain­
tiff. 

A judge dismissed the case in 
state court, but Spiegel said the 
case should be heard in federal 
court. The county will replace 
Davis as the plaintiff. 

Portune and fellow county 
commissioner Phil Heimlich 
voted in March to have the county 
pursue the lawsuit

Q: If I have a low PSA 
level, could I still 
have prostate cancer? 

A: A low PSA (prostate 
specific antigen) 
level does not rule 

out the possibility that a man has 
prostate cancer, according to a 
new National Cancer Institute 
study. This is the first large 
study to look at how often 
prostate cancer is diagnosed 
among men with low PSA lev­
els. 

PSA is a substance produced 
by the prostate. It can be mea­
sured by a simple blood test. A 
high PSA level may be caused 
by prostate cancer or one of sev­
eral less serious conditions. A 
biopsy (surgical removal of tis­
sue to check for cancer) and 
other tests are often recom­
mended if the patient has a PSA 
level of 4 nanograms per milli-
1 iter or above. Levels under 4

Doctors 
agree that most of these cancers 
will remain harmless, although 
some may become aggressive. 

About 2.3 percent of the can­
cers found in the study were 
aggressive. This means they are 
more likely to grow quickly and 
spread to other parts of the body. 

It is unclear how doctors will 
respond to the new findings. The 
PSA test is commonly used in 
the United States to find prostate

Frankfort - More than one 
million calls have been made to 
the Kentucky Transportation 
Cabinet's 511 Traffic and Travel 
Information Line. The service, 
launched statewide in 
November 2002, is now receiv­
ing an average of 80,000 call 
per month. 

Kentucky Transportation 
Cabinet Secretary Clay Bailey 
said, "Safety is a high priority 
for us and managing congestion 
effectively is very important. 
We are pleased to have imple­
mented this useful service for 
motorists." 

By calling the simple three 
digit number, motorists can 
receive information about acci­
dents, construction information 
and weather conditions that 
affect the roadways. This infor­
mation allows the public to 
make informed decisions before 
getting into a congested area, 
thereby making the 

road safer. 

Leon Walden, 511 program 
coordinator for the Kentucky 
Transportation Cabinet said, 
"We are vecy pleased with the 
response from the public. We 
are having more trips with dri­
ver having information ahead 
of time to make their journeys 
safer." 

Calls to tbe 5 I I line from 
landline phones are free. 
Wireless customers may incur 
roaming fees and atrtlme 
charges for the call. The inter­
active voice recognition system 
allow. callers to speak their 
de ired information, rather than 
pushing buttons. Callers can 
request specific information on 
8.217 miles of major Kentucky 
roadways. 

In December of 2003, the 
Kentucky Transportatton 
Cabinet added tourism informa­
tion for 45 southern and 'iouth­
eastem counties. Callers inter­
ested in events and lodging in 
those counties can al o get 

tourist information by calling 
511. Callen; requesting infor­
mation for other areas of the 
state are referred to a toll free 
number. 

Information on the phone 
line is updated every minute, 
while it takes about 15 minutes 
for new data to appear on the 
Web site (www.SII.ky.gov). 
The service is available 2417. 
When traveling outside 
Kentucky. the same information 
on our highway ystem is avail­
able by calling 1-866-737-3767. 

The Federal 
Communications Commission 
established the 511 number m 
1999 as the national traftic and 
travel information dialing code. 
Kentucky's Public Service 
Commission designated the 
Transportation Cabinet as the 
agency to implement the service 
for the Commonwealth. 
Currently, 20 states have at least 
a portion of their state with the 
511 system.

The twilight zone 
The mesopelagic zone is 
also called the twilight or 
midwater zone. It extends 
from 656 feet to 3,281 feet 
(220m to 1,000 m). Here, 
the light becomes fainter 
and the water colder. 

Water temperature 
The temperature of the ocean 
varies depending on currents 
and water depth. Warm surface 
water generally reaches depths 
about 500 feet {150 m), and twice 
that in some tropical waters. In 
deeper water, the temperature 
drops quickly. Below the warmer 
surface waters is a band of colder 
water called the thermocline. The 
depth of the thermocline layer 
varies from 1,000 feet (300m) to 
3,000 feet (91 0 m). Below that 
layer the water cools more slowly. 

Currents 
Currents are the result of two 
main forces: surface wind and 
the difference in temperature 
and salt content of the water. 
Wind circulation produces the 
major ocean currents, great 
streams that travel in general cir­
cular patterns. The wind is also 
responsible for upwelling, when 
coastal waters are blown offshore 
and are replaced with colder water. 
Thermohaline circulation happens 
when colder, saltier water sinks, 
resulting in vertical currents that 
flow from the surface to the 
bottom and eventually to the sur­
face again in a neverending cycle. 

Shellfish are part of a group of 
soft-bodied animals called 
mollusks. Limpets and snails are 
univalves (protected by a single 
shell). Clams and mussels are 
bivalves. They have two hinged 
shells covering their body.
