Lester, 44, of Wllliamson, is 
accused of the attempted murder of 
his brother-in-law, Donald Ray 
Dotson, who was shot while staying 
at a friend's home in Auxier Heights 
on July 20. · 

Assistant County Attorney 
Jimmy Marcum called to the stand 
Kentucky State Police Det. Mickey 
Watson, who worked with several 
KSP tJ:oopers in his investigation. 

Watson testified that the charges 
against Lester came mainly from 
statements given by Clifford

Board makes no decision on 
school meal charges~ prices

PRESTO SBURO- Members 
of the Floyd County Board of 
Education were still wrangling with 
the problem of what to do about stu­
dent meal charges as they strUggled 
with the composition of a new poli­
cy on Monday evening. 

Board member Glenna Slone 
voiced her concerns as she hesitated 
to approve any pollcy that did not 
expressly make provisions to ensure 
that all Floyd County students 
would receive meals regardless of 
whether or not they were in viola­
tion of a meal-charge policy. 

During the past year, the school 
system has come under fire for 

serving "alternative meals" to stu­
dents who were in excess of the 
allowable number of meal charges. 

Though current policy dictates 
that parents be informed when a 
student is nearing the maximum 
number of meal charges, Slone still 
expressed concern over the possi-

Councilman's brother says city owes for flood damage

Floyd County couple believes the 
city is responsjble for damages 
they incurred during the 
Memorial Day flood. 

Ron and Carol Cooley, brother 
and sister-in-law to council mem­
ber Hansel Cooley. says the city 
should have seriously considered 
their opposition two years ago 
dunng the construction of a side­
walk near their home. 

Now they're asking for more 

than $100,000 in damages. an 
amount they're willing to sue for, 
to repair their home after the 
flood. 

During a meeting Monday, 
Ron Cooley read two letters. one 
he drafted in 2002, the other 
drafted this year, in which he out-

lined the city's negligence in con­
tributing to the flooding of his 
property. 

ln the Oct. 15, 2002, letter, 
addressed to the entire council, 
Cooley voiced his opposition to 
the city's construction of a side­
walk near his home.

He did, however, 
refer to photographs taken during 
and after the flooding, which 
show that his six-and-a-half foot 
culvert carried the floodwaters, 
whereas the city's drain pipes did 
not. 

He commended the city for 
clearing debris behind his home, 
but said subsequent rainfall June

Lester, who voluntarily 
turned himself in, said he '·had 
nothing to do" with the shoot­
ing and named his mother and 
girlfriend as his alibis, Watson 
said.

Layne said 
that Dotson's initial statement 
was that he saw the white 
truck, but that he didn't know 
who shot him or why he was 
shot. Layne said he connected 
Lester and Dotson after inter­
viewing Glover at the hospital, 
who identified the truck as one 
belonging to Dotson's brother­
in-law. 

Shane Lester, Michael 
Lester's son and the boy's girl­
friend, Megan Daniels, testi­
fied on behalf of the defense. 
They said they were at Lester's 
Williamson residence after ll 
a.m. on the morning of the 
shooting. Shane Lester said 
that his father was cutting 
grass, that he "had a lot done'' 
and that he bad obviously been 
working a while on it. Marcum 
challenged that testimony, 
aimed at proving Lester was 
home at the time of the shoot­
ing. which occurred at approx­
imately 10:30 a.m., by point­
ing out that the grass cutting 
could have been completed the 
night before. 

Shane Lester, who testified 
that it takes approximately two 
hours to drive from 
Williamson to Auxier Heights, 
said that his father's truck had 
recently been washed. 

''I remember that the tread 
on the tires was still clean, so 
it hadn't been moved," the boy 
said.

Baldridge was 1n tears when 
she left the courtroom, sur­
rounded by several of Lester' 
family members. 

Lester remains at the Floyd 
County Detention Center 
under a $250,000 cash bond.

Mullins allegedly shoved, 
kicked, punched, pu hed and 
pinched the students. ifhe chil­
dren also claim that Bins 
twisted their arms and wrists 
u ed pressure points to bring 
them to their knees. slammed 
them against walls. sat on them 
and locked them in the bathroom 
as punishment. 

Last year, the Cabinel for 
Families and Heallh Services 
substantiated the claims of abuse 
against Mullins, who denies the 
allegations. 

According to the lawsuit, 
filed by attorney Ned 
Pillersdorf, children and parents 
reported the abuse on at least sill 
occasions to the school principal 
and vice principal, who alleged­
ly refused to investigate the mat­
ter. Principal Carole Combs 
called Mullins "a big teddy 
bear'' when approached with the 
complaints. Pillersdorf wrote. 

During an interview yester­
day, Combs denied that allega­
tion, saying that she "immedi­
ately" began an investigation 
when she first learned of the 
abuse from school employees in 
September 2003. At that time. 
Combs srud she contacted the 
school superintendent and the 
Department of Permanency and 
Protection to initiate an investi­
gallon. 

"Mullins was never back in 
the classroom with the children 
after that," Combs said. "He 
came to the building in the front 
office, but that was it." 

She would not comment 
about Mullins' instructional 
techniques or about hi relation­
ship with the students. 

In the lawsuit, Mullins pro­
vided documentation of his daily 
activities and incidents that took 
place in the classroom between 
April and December 2002.

We'll be the first to admit that talk of an out-of-state 

company looking locate a dump for construction waste 
in Floyd County raised a few red flags when it first 
crossed out desk. 

After all, "out-of-state" and "dump" are two concepts 
that have never commingled positively in most commu­
nities, and certainly not in our area. 

But given time to consider the matter, we have to 
reserve judgment on the prospect until we have more 
information. 

Granted, not much is known about the proposal at 
this time, and that is the perfect reason for waiting until 
we do know more before giving it a thumbs-up or 
thumbs-down. 

From what we do know, the proposal does have a few 
things going for it, although nothing which would with­
stand any serious negative consequences. For one, the 
dump would provide some jobs, but only a handful. It 
could provide the county with additional tax revenue, 
but not enough to make a huge difference. The best 
result the dump would bring is that it would give Floyd 
County the means to get rid of one ticking environmen­
tal time bomb. 

The dump would be located at the site of an aban­
doned coal combustion landfill at I vel. That site just sits 
waiting for some sort of catastrophe, either by contami­
nating the local groundwater or by clogging drainage in 
the area and posing the threat of flooding. 

The most obvious negative to the proposal is that we 
still do not know very much about it. We're sure that 
the lack of information makes some nervous about the 
prospect, but we are doing our best to correct it. 

Our reporters are currently at work trying to bring our 
readers more information about what Floyd Countians 
can expect should the proposed dump become a reality. 
They will speak to the company making the proposal, as 
well as others who are knowledgeable in this particular 
field so that we can bring you the most complete infor­
mation available. 

Until that time, we will pass on voicing our view on 
whether this is a good, bad or neutral prospect for our 
community, and we hope that others - our county's 
decision makers included - do the same.

What price this pill?

America has been sold a bill of goods 
on the "cost" of pharmaceuticals. [n a 
transparent effort to demonstrate public 
outrage on behalf of their constituents, 
some misguided politicians pontificate 
endlessly about the price of a pill. But 
what they never discuss is the "value." 

As a result of the increased value of 
new pharmaceuticals to patients and the 
savings they create within the health 
care system, overall spending on pre­
scription drugs has risen in recent years. 
Doctors now use drug~ as a more effec­
tive, less painful and cheaper substitute 
for invasive surgical procedures and pro­
longed medical intervention. Yet drugs 
still account for just 10 cents out of 
every health care dollar! 

A perfect example is the new drug 
therapy for ischemic strokes which are 
responsible for 80 percent of stroke 
cases and occur when an artery in the 
brain becomes blocked or narrowed. 
Strokes can cause weakness or paralysis 
and devastating loss of speech or vision. 
In the past, recovery took months of 
costly rehabilitation in the hospital or

nursing home, with the patient often 
unable to live independently again. 

This doesn't have to happen any­
more, and often, it doesn't. 

That is because pharmaceutical com· 
panies developed a clot-busting drug 
called "tPA" which when administered 
early during ischemic stroke dissolves 
the clot, preventing further damage and 
disability. The cost of administering the 
drug is about $1,700. (Gasp!) But 
according to the National Institutes of 
Health, using tPA saves $4,400 in hospi­
talization and nursing home care alone. 
The value of the drug, both in hard and 
soft measures - to patient, family and 
system - is incalculable. 

A further illustration of this point: 
Thomas Jefferson University Hospital 
found that treating heart failure patients 
with innovative drug regimens resulted 
in a 15 percent increase in medication 
expenses, with total spending dropping 
by a remarkable 28 percent. Another 
study showed that patients 01i new con­
gestive heart failure drugs avoided near­
ly $9,000 in hospital costs over a three­
year period. 

Medication advances benefit each of 
us. I used to get migraines. They hurt -
a Lot, and I couldn't work. Now I take 
lmitrex and the migraine is gone at first 
twinge. A study from the American 
Journal of Managed Care shows that the 

cost of treating migraine patients fell 41 
percent because of new drug therapies, 
not including the toll of lost wages on 
sufferers. I'd like to calculate the value 
to my children, my employer and me 
associated with the cost of my $12 
migraine pill, but I really can't. 

Instead of fussing at pharmaceutical 
companies for the cost of innovative 
medications, we should be begging for 
more. But to hear some politicians tell 
it, this increase in medication spending 
is a national crisis, requiring innovation­
killing government-imposed price con­
trols and risking patient safety with the 
illegal importation of non-U.S. produced 
foreign pharmaceuticals. They are dead 
wrong. 

The solution to drug affordability is a 
combination of the new Medicare 
Discount Drug cards, individual-based 
insurance plans, vigorous insurance mar­
ket competition, and targeted govern­
ment premium support - but not 
assaulting the golden goose of treatment. 

It's time for our politicians to do 
what is best for us and direct their out­
rage at diseases, and not the treatments 
that cure them. 

My dad has Alzheimer's. He's been 
taking Aricept for many years, and I 
believe it has added at least two years to 
our ability to communicate. The cost? 
Who cares. The value? Priceless.

Study shows Kentuckians' weight problems getting worse

FRANKFORT- Kentucky's 
weight problem is at epidemic 
level and is gerring worse, 
according to a new study 
released Friday. 

Overall, about 24 percent of 
adult Kentuckians are obe e, 
compared with about 22 percent 
nationwide, the study found. 

Adult men seem to have a 
greater problem with their 
weight than do women. About 
70 percent of Kentucky men are 
overweight or obese, compared 
with 55 percent of women in that 
category, according to the report. 

"Bas1cally, obesity ts slowly 
killing us," Gov. Ernie Fletcher 
said at a news conference. 

The new "Kentucky Obesity 
Epidemic 2004" report, which 
was funded through a federal 
grant, looked at obesity in 
Kentuckian from all age 
groups. The report shows that 
Kentucky's weight problem is 
"accelerating at a rate that is 
simply unsu rainable," atd Dr. 

It James Holsinger. secretary of the 
Cabinet for Health and Family 
Service . 

Among its findings. the 

report found that 15 percent of 
Kentucky's high school students 
and I 7 percent of middle school 
tudents are overweight. 

Also, 17 percent of children 
ages 2 through 4 are already 
overweight, while 18 percent are 
at risk of becoming overweight. 
Meanwhile, 14 percent of the 
tate' sixth-grade pupil and 

alma t 21 percent of seventh­
graders are already overweight. 

First lady Glenna Fletcher 
said Kentuckians' health habits 
must change to help protect the 
state's youngsters. 

"As a nurse who is very 
aware of all the technological 
advances in modem medicine, I 
find it inconceivable that we 
may be raising the first genera­
tion of children who will have 
shorter lifespans than their par­
ents," she said. 

The governor, who caiJed the 
report's findings "extremely dis­
appointing," said he's establish­
ing a I 3-member panel called 
"Get Healthy Kentucky!" aimed 
at fighting obesity. It will be 
respon ible for devising a plan 
for Kentucky to become healthi­
er by reducing smoking and ille­
gal drug u e whjle increasing the 
number of child immunizations, 

Videotape examined 
in drugstore heist

PRESTONSBURG 
Kentucky State Police is investi­
gating the burglary of a 
Preston burg drugstore, one 
week after two people were 
arrested and charged in the rob­
bery of a pharmacy in Martin. 

KSP T-rooper Brian Layne, 
heading the investigation, said 
he responded to a call at approx­
imately 1 a.m . Tue day at the 
Med Zone Pharmacy on Route 3 
near Highlands Regional 

• Medical Center. 
Three of the possible four cul­

prits, he said, were videotaped 
outside the premise . 

According to Layne. the bur­
glar removed an overhead 

garage-type sliding door used to 
protect the entrance to the phar­
macy. They spent approximately 
30 minutes prying the door open, 
he said, and were inside the store 
for approximately five minutes. 

The burglars, disguised with 
ski masks and described as wear­
ing muddy jeans and t-shirts, 
w~lked away with approximately 
$350 worth of medicine, includ­
ing vicoprofen, a generic 
hydrocodone, Xanax, Darvon, 
and other generic pills. 

The pharmacy's "big pain 
pills" were kept in a safe in a 
separate room and were not dis­
covered by the burglars, Layne 
said.

Fletcher said. 
"Our unhealthy lifestyles are 

essentially draining us of healthy 
days and the economic opportu­

Fletcher said. 

Currently, Kentucky ranks 
eighth in the nation for adult 
obesity and sixth in the country 
for adults who are either over­
weight or obese, according to the 
report. While about 60 percent of 
adults nationwide are either 
overweight or obese, about 63 
percent of Kentucky's adults fall 
in that range, the report said. 

"The problem is all too clear, 
as is the urgent need for the solu-

tion, we must eat healthier and 
become more physically active," 
the report said. 

Right now, only 29 percent of 
Kentucky's adult population gets 
enough exerci e, compared with 
45 percent nationwide. 
Meanwhile, about 35 percent of 
Kentucky's adu lt population 
does not get any phystcal activi­
ty, compared with 27 percent 
nationally, the report found. 

"We need to encourage 
Kentuckians to become more 
active. And physical activity 
needs to be easily available. 
inexpensive and enjoyable," the 
report said. 

edicare's quest: 
lind a weight loss 
treatment that works

WASffiNGTON - The gov­
ernment is looking for the Holy 
Grail of weight loss programs: 
one that keeps the pounds off. 

Now willing to pay for a treat­
ment that works, Medicare is 
shunning fad diets to focus on 
one of the more radical solutions, 
stomach bypass surgery. 

Despite the claims of various 
diets and surgical procedures, 
most researchers agree that no 
approach to weight reduction has 
been proven to be effective over 
the long haul. In deleting 
Medicare's edict that obesity is 
not a disease, officials said they 
would consider paying for some­
thing, but only something that 
can be shown to work. 

;'The key ,piece of data that's 
not there is the long-term benefit 
of any of these particular thera­
pies," said Steve E. Phurrough, 
director of coverage and analysis 
at the federal Centers for 
Medicare and Medicaid Services. 
"That's what we're looking for." 

A Medicare advisory commis­
sion will take the ftrSt step in 
November when it considers the 
effectiveness of stomach-bypass 
surgery, which has soared in pop-

ularity over the past five years. 
More than 100.000 morbidly 

obese people had the surgery in 
2003. up from 25,000 in 1998, 
according to the American 
Society for Bariatric Surgery. 
Costing $30,000, the surgery is 
intended for people who are at 
least 100 pounds above their 
ideal body weight and who have 
failed at other attempts at weight 
loss. 

Many insurance carriers have 
started to cover the procedure. 
fmding it cheaper to pay for the 
surgery than long-term treat­
ments of obesity-related health 
problems such as diabetes and 
high blood pressure. 

One major in urer, however, 
Blue Cross and Blue Shield of 
Florida, which serve 6 million 
people, will stop paying for it 
next year. 

'Gastric bypass surgery is an 
extremely risky procedure that is 
of questionable benefit to the 
patient," said Robert Forster. 
Florida Blue Cro s' vice presi· 
dent and chief medical director. 
"We are concerned at the grow­
ing numbers of these procedures 
while significant questions 
remain regarding quality of care, 
safety. efficacy and long-term 
consequences.''

the meeting on prescription drug 
abuse was Eastern Kentucky," 
he said. "The real scourge that is 
expected to overtake OxyContin 
abuse is methadone. One of the 
things we learned is that this is a 
volatile drug when combined 
with any other. Xanax, when 
combined with methadone, can 
stop your respiratory system 
cold." 

Spencer noted that programs 
like Drug Court are a healthy 
start toward fighting the prob­
lem by healing the addict. 

"The politics of old have to 
change," Spencer said. "These 
aren't bad people [addicts). 
They are sick and need treat­
ment. 

"Hearing that our region 
came up in a meeting about drug 
abuse in D.C. should be an eye 
opener for anyone who doesn't 
think we have a drug problem 
here."

FRANKFORT - Most of 
Kentucky's delegation to the 
national Democratic convention in 
Boston this week are convention 
rookies, making their first trip to 
their party's national showcase. 

More than 61 percent, includ­
ing state Democratic Party chair­
man Bill Garmer, said they had 
never served as a delegate to their 
party's national convention, 
according to a survey conducted 
by The Associated Press. 

''There are people here who 
have had a great interest in poli­
tics, who have not been involved 
in the process," Garmer said in a 
telephone interview Monday. 
"They have brought with them a 
new enthusiasm and new energy 
to the party." 

First-time delegates account 
for at least 35 of Kentucky's 57-
member convention delegation, 
according to the survey. That's 
attributed to a more competitive 
delegate selection process this 
year that allowed more people a 
chance, Ganner said. 

"We tried very, very hard to 
have an open state convention, to 
have an open process for people 
- whoever they were - to be 
able to vie to be a delegate," 
Garrner said. "Many of the people 
who were flrst-timers took advan­
tage of that." 

While many may not be hard­
ened political convention veterans, 
more than 73 percent of the 52 
who provided their age are adults 
over age 35. And more than 55 
percent of that group are older 
than age 45, whiJe about 27 per­
cent are between ages 18-34. 

Bill Londrigan, a Democratic 
delegate attending his second con-
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Water Gap 
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vention as a delegate, said he 
thought that was a good showing 
for younger Democrats. 
Londrigan, also president of the 
Kentucky State AFL-CJO, said he 
thought it seemed like there were 
more younger people at this con 
vention than in previous years. 

The new faces should be attrib­
uted to the "re-energizing" of 
Kentucky's Democratic Party, aid 
Keisha Carter, a first-time delegate 
from Lexington. Carter, 25, said 
the new faces should also help 
improve diversity in the party and 
the state. 

The Democratic Party needs to 
continue attracting not just new 
faces, but younger ones too, Carter 
said. 

"A lot more people are wanting 
to get involved and be a part of the 
process from the ground up," 
Carter said. 

Kentucky's delegation headed 
into the convention with the state 
of the economy at the top of their 
list of important issues before the 
next president, according to the 
survey. 

When asked to rank is ues fac­
ing the next president, Kentucky's 
Democratic delegates 86 percent 
of the time chose jobs and the 
economy in the top three. 
Delegates also ranked the econo­
my as the most pressing issue fac­
ing the next president 38.6 percent 
of the time. 

Beyond the economy, dele­
gates ranked health care in the top 
three 68 percent of the time, fol­
lowed by education. 

No delegates ranked crime or 
taxes in the top three issues. 

However, that's not necessarily 
because those issues aren't impor­
tant, Garmer said. Rather, it' 
because there are many important 
issues facing the next presidenr, he 
said 

Londrigan said he considered 
the top two issue as the economy 
and the Iraq war. 

"We've got a terrible economy 
right now and people are aware of 
that," Londrigan said. "People are 
having a hard time fmding job 
with decent pay." 

More than 70 percent of dele­
gates favored abortion rights for 
women. About 26 percent said 
they favored same-sex marriages, 
compared with the approximately 
30 percent who opposed U1e idea.

PIKEVILLE - A mine fore­
man banned from working in 
Kentucky has found a new job in 
Virgima. prompting officials here 
to consider better ways to share 
mine enforcement information 
with other states. 

State mining officials banned 
foreman Paul Clevinger from 
mining in the state last year, say­
ing he placed profits over afety, 
le<~ding to the death of Pike 
County miner Ronnie Charles in

But Virginia has allowed 
Clevinger to take a foreman 's job. 

An examination by The 
Courier-Journal of Louisville 
found that no foremen sanctioned 
in Virginia or West Virginia are 
working in this state. But no state 
Jaw prevents that from happening, 
and Kentucky does not do back­
ground checks.

The issue has been a self­
described obsesston of Health 
and Human Services Secretary 
Tommy Thompson, who regular­
ly hands out pedometers and is 
known to scold overweight aides 
in public. "The problem is grow­
ing as fast as our waistlines are in 
America," Thompson says at vir­
tually every opportunity. 

Perhaps as many as 7.4 mil­
lion Medicare beneficiaries are 
obese. generally described as 
excess body fat of 30 pounds or 
more over ideal body weight.

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Thompson and other top 
Medicare officials said they have 
no idea about the cost of any 
change in coverage. The amount 
will depend on any tn:atment that 
is accepted and how widely it is 
used. 

Even without a new weight­
loss benefit. cost pressures are 
building on Medicare. A new 
prescription drug benefit taking 
effect in 2006 will cost at least 
$400 billion and possibly much 
more over 1 0 years. 

Taxpayers already foot the bill 
for $39 billion in medical costs 
related to obesity. Medicare and 
Medicaid programs now cover 
sicknesses caused by obesity, 
such as type 2 diabetes, cardio­
vascular disease, several types of 
cancer and gallbladder disease, 
according to the CDC. The gov­
ernment also pays for a limited 
array of treatments for illnesses 
that can lead to obesity, such as 
thyrotd problems. 

Officials have an array of 
questions to be answered before 
Medicare starts covering weight­
loss programs. What is effective, 
and for whom? Can people 65 
and older withstand the stress of 
stomach-reduction surgery? Just 
how obese must a person be to 
qualify for coverage? 
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A proposal to keep miners 
banned in other states out of 
Kentucky has been discussed 
here, but William Spears. an 
industry member of the Kentucky 
Mining Board, said the measw-e 
died. "We didn't get a response 
from other states." 

West Vuginia has such a law, 
prohibiting miners whose certifi­
cations are revoked or suspended 
in other states from working there 
for the length of the sanction, said 
Doug Conaway, director of the 
West Virginia Office of Miners' 
Health, Safety and Training. 

Charles, the miner who was 
killed in 1999, had been working 
under a roof without wooden safe­
ty timbers when he was killed by 
a rock at a South Akers Mining 
Co. underground mine in Myra, 
said the Kentucky Mine Safety 
Review Commission. 

The commissioners ruled that 
mine supervisor David Sturgill 
and Clevinger placed "a higher 
priority on the recovery of coal 
over safety" by ordering Charles 
to illegally cut in an area suscepti­
ble to a roof collapse. 

The conunission revoked certi­
fications for Clevinger and 
Sturgill for four years each. But 
the Vtrginia Board of Mineral 
Mining Examiners said Clevinger, 
62, of Pike County, could work. 

Through his wife, Clevinger 
declined to comment 

Billy Shelton, Clevinger's 
lawyer, said the Virginia mining 
board acted correctly. 

"I don't know if it's fair, but 
that's the way the law is now," 
Shelton said. "We believe Mr. 
Clevinger's run a safe mine since 
being made a mine foreman."

AWhen new evidence comes out about health or disease, 
the role of the Surgeon General Is to give this information 
to the public. The evidence of the health risk from srr1oking 

Is overwhelming and the public needs to understand the dan­
gers. Several new diseases, including one form of leukemia, are 
now directly linked to smoking. 

While it is true that tobacco has been smoked for centuries, only 
in the last 50 years have people lived long enough to see the real 
effects of smoking. 

Because people today are not dying early from infections or 
communicable disease, the impact of livestyle becomes clearly 
evident. While some problems caused by smoking show up 
immediately-such as asthma or increased lung infections-the 
long term and permanent effects of smoking are not seen until 20 
or 30 years down the road. 

In June 2004, the British Journal of Medicine published a 50-year 
study of smokers and nonsmokers. The research shows that 
smokers die, on average, ten years before nonsmokers and two­
thirds of these deaths are directly related to smoking.

Expert advises against 
trying to kill snakes

MUD CREEK - Ivel resident 
Belinda Case says her family 
won't be camping anymore at a 
strip job near Mud Creek. 

That determination came after a 
recent camping excursion was 
"rattled" by some unwanted 
guests. 

"I'm 43 years old and I've 
never seen them," she said, hold­
ing a picture of the two timber rat­
tlesnakes that approached their 
campsite. "I could have went 
another 40 years without seeing 
them." 

Case said she and her husband, 
Milfred, 63, have been camping at 
the strip mine on Route 777, a trail 
popular with all-terrain vehicle 
enthusiasts, for nearly four years. 
On June 26, they gathered their 
grandchildren, Skylar Johnson, 5, 
and K.rystand Hammond, 4, for a 
weekend camping trip, which was 
cut short when two timber rat­
tlesnakes - one 38 inches, the 
other 47 inches - entered their 
campsite. 

Milfred Case killed both snakes 
with a shovel and the family 
packed up and beaded home with­
out incident 

''The girls had been playing all 
day outside," Case said. "Lord, 
what if one of them got bit? It took 
us 45 minutes to get out of there. 
We would have never made it to 
the hospital in time." 

The Case family responded to 
the situation as most anyone 
would, but by doing so, they prob 
ably put themselves in more dan­
ger, a reptile researcher said. 

"From a survival tandpoint, pit 
vipers waste their venom on us if 
they bite because they lose a lot of 
energy," said Jim Harrison. 
founder of the Kentucky Reptile 
Zoo in Slade. ''That doesn't mean 
they won't bite, but I can say that 
most bites that occur in the U.S. 
are with males who are intoxicated 
and handle the snake or from chil­
dren who pick them up. When 
snakes are in the same vicinity, 
people assume that the animal is

going to attack them, but we're too 
large an item for them to intention­
ally attack. Mo t of the time, peo­
ple are bitten by snakes becau e 
they poke, prod, hit or try to kiU 
them. The best thing you can do is 
back off and leave them alone." 

Hamson, who extracts venom 
from thousands of poisonous 
snakes, says timber rattle nakes 
are extremely "shy," and Jess apt to 
bite than copperheads frequently 
found m the area. 

"We put radio tran rrritters on 
them and track them, so we do 
handle them and put our foot on 
top of the snake to see their reac­
tion. Out of 1,000 encounters, not 
one of them has sUiked," he sa1d. 

If bitten by a timber rattlesnake 
or copperhead, Hanison said vic­
tims have appro imatcly 4-to-6 
hours to make it to an emergency 
room. However, that tune allot­
ment is drasticall} reduced if the 
snake bites directl) on a vein. It i 
important that the victim remain 
calm to prevent an accelerated 
heart rate. 

"The best first aid you could 
have is a set of car keys:· he said. 

According to Hamson. venom 
from timber rattlers "consumes'' 
all of the dotting factors in blood. 
Those who die from timber rat­
tlesnake bites do so because their 
bratn hleed!i intemall}. Anti­
venom IS the only cure, he said, 
pointing out that old methods of 
sucking the venom out aren't rec­
ommended. 

Copperhead bites aren't fatal 
unless the victim has an allergic 
reaction or infection, which could 
occur without medical attention. 

The strike range of any snake is 
approximately half of its body 
length - approximately two adult 
human stride· to get out of harm's 
way. In the United State , 95 per­
cent of those bitten sunrive. and 75 
percent of those do so without any 
type of medical treatment. 

The last three recorded snake 
bite deaths in Kentucky, Harrison 
said, were religious snake handlers 
who refused medical treatment and 
died of infections.

Former basketball coach 
Harrell passes away

Fonner Morehead State 
men's basketball coach Bill 
Harrell, 76, died Friday while 
fishing alone in Muncie. Ind. 
His death was determined to be 
caused by a "cardiac event" or 
drowning because of a "cardiac 
mishap," according to Delaware 
County coroner Jim Clevenger. 

Harrell coached MSU from 
1969-74 and amassed a 68-59 
overall record, winning Ohio 
Valley Conference regular-sea­
son titles in 1971-72 and 1973-
74. Prior to coming to Morehead 
State, he spent three years on the 
sidelines as an assistant at 
Nebraska. 

A decorated high school 
coach in both Kentucky and 
Indiana, Harrell's teams cap­
tured four state championships, 
including leading Shelby 
County to the Kentucky state 
title in 1966. He also coached at 
Belfry and Berea high schools 
and notched a 244-82 overall 

record. 
He then moved on to Indiana, 

where he led Central High 
School in Muncie, Ind., to state 
crowns in 1978, 1979 and 1988. 
He was inducted mto both the 
Kentucky Basketball Hall of 
Fame in 1989 and the IDdiana 
Basketball Hall of Fame in 
1991. Over his 40-year ~igh 
school career, he won 600 
games and was named the state 
"Coach of the Year'' four times. 

The Belfry native was a 
three-sport star at Kentucky 
Wesleyan, where he was a mem­
ber of the basketball, baseball 
and tennis teams before graduat­
ing in 1952. 

He went on to play baseball 
for two seasons with the New 
York Yankees' minor league 
organization in Owensboro. 

Harrell is survived by his 
wife, Kaye. and daughters, 
Peggy Harrell-Parr and Erika 
Harrell, as well as a grandson, 
Christopher Parr.

LEXINGTON - With 
almost perfect weather, the 
Bluegrass State Games ended 
two weekends of play on sched­
ule Sunday. There were a few 
serious injuries reported. 

"About 14,500 people partic­
ipated this year," said George 
Milligan, executive director of 
the Games. "Compared to last 
year, the numbers were down 
slightly, particularly in softball. 
But our soccer numbers- partic­
ularly for high school soccer -
were up." 

On Sunday, a female soccer 
participant was taken to the hos­
pital as a precautionary measure 
for treatment of a head injury, 
said Dean Geary, assistant med­
ical director for the Games. "We 

only had a few serious injuries, 
including a dislocated thumb, 
although there were about 75 
reports of cuts, scrapes and 
bruises," he added. 

Response was good to the 
new location for the cycling 
event at fayette County's 
Coldstream Park, said Tyler 
Dugar, sports chair for cycling. 
Racers averaged about 26 miles 
an hour on the course and partic­
ipation doubled from previous 
years. 

Jefferson County racer Frank 
Cox won the Elite race on the 
1.2-mile course which had a 
tricky uphill backstretch, Dugar 
said. 

With about one-hale of the 
results reported from the two 
weekends of games, about 2,056 

gold, silver and bronze medals 
were awarded to Games partici­
pants. Fayette County partici­
pants were leading in medals r. 
won. Milligan estimated that 
about 7,500 medals were award- ' 
ed this year. Of the first 2,056 ' 
medals reported, Fayette . 
Countians had garnered a total 
of 359. Jefferson County was in • 
second place, with 171 medals; 
Boone County with 104 medals ' 
was in third place; and Kenton 
County with 92 in four1h place. 

Medals winners came from at 
least 83 of Kentucky's 120 
counties. 

Tllis was the 20th year for the 
Bluegrass State Games, which : 
started in 1985, with 2,000 par­
ticipants and six sports. This • 
year's Games had 28 sports.

Romano will have surgery on 
Tuesday to reattach the top of 
the hamstring to the bone. 

He tore it while chasing a fly 

ball in the first inning of a 6-5 
loss in Pittsburgh on Sunday. 
The backup outfielder hit. I 54 in 
two tints with the Reds, includ­
ing four starts. 

Lopez hit .152 in 18 games 
with the Reds from June 1-25, 
before he was sent back to 
Louisville.

Heading into the 2000 season, 
coach Bruce Coslet told everyone 
that the Bengals would go only as 
far as inexperienced quarterback 
Akili Smith could take them. It 
was a short ride. 

Smith couldn't handle the tran­
sition, Coslet quit after an 0-3 start 
and the Bengals had yet another 
dismal year. Smith never got a full 
season to prove himself and never 

[f Palmer can just take it slow 
and limit the mistakes, Lewis fig­
ures the Bengals can hold their 
own despite a tough schedule that 
includes a Monday night appear­
ance against the Denver Broncos. 

If not, he can tum to Kitna. 
"If one position causes us to 

lose games, we'll make a change," 

"He's awesome," Palmer said. 
"He's a classy guy who doesn't 
like to take the spotlight away or 
complain. He realizes his role, 
accepts it and tries to make the 
people around him better. There 
aren't many guys in this league 
like him." 

A year from now, the Bengals 
hope they're saying the same thing 
about Palmer. 

Selection of director for state 
racing authority again delayed

LEXINGTON - The chair­
man of the Kentucky Horse 
Racing Authority said Monday 
the process of naming a penns­
nent executive director for the 
state board has again been 
delayed, and be declined to give a 
new deadline for filling the posiM 
tlon. 

Last month, chairman Bill 
Street said the field of finalists for 
the position had been winnowed 
to three, none of whom were from 
Kentucky, and that he hoped the 
person would be named in time 
for the July meeting of the racing 
authority. 

But after that meeting at The 
Red Mile harness racing track, 
Street said the search for the right 
person has been extended and 
expanded. He said two of those 
three were no longer in con­
tention, and that there now are 
five candidates - he declined to 
call them finalists - for the job, 

from both inside and outside the 
state. 

He wouldn't say when a new 
executive director might be 
selected. It's the third time the 
deadline has been extended from 
Street's original June 1 target date. 

"1 don't think it's particularly 
taken long, but certainly there are 
a lot of people knocking on my 
door BBking wh)' it's taken so 
long," Street said. 

The authority will give its rec­
ommendation to Oov. Ernie 
Fletcher, who wlll officially 
appoint the new executive direc­
tOr. 

"We are really committed to 
finding an extremely qualified 
individual," said Environmental 
and Public Protection Cabinet 
Secretary LaJuana Wilcher, under 
whose purview the racing author­
ity falls. "One of the challenges 
for this particular job is they need 
to have some ability to manage 
the regulatory side of things, as 
well as the long-tenn vision, mar­
keting and leadership. We know 

that person is out there." 
The authority's interim execu­

tive director, Jesse Skees, is retir­
ing ar the end of July, and a 
replacement has not yet been 
named for him. Street said. Street 
said he would meet this week with 
Wilcher to consider an interim 
replacement for Skees.

The outside of a drum, excluding the 
drumming surface (drumhead), is called 
the shell. Different materials used to make 
a drum can affect the tone and intensity of 
the sound. Metal, clay, wood and hide all 
produce different sounds, as can a drum's 
diameter and shell thickness. Drumheads 
are usually made of either calfskin or plas­
tic. Some drums have two drumheads (as 
with cylinder-shaped drums), while others 
have just one (as with kettledrums).

Like the timpani, the conga is a 
single-drumheaded drum. Conga 
drum~ are Cuban, and are played 
with the hand, usually along with 

two or three other conga drums of 
different sizes. The tumba is the 
largest, conga is medium, and 
quinta is the s!1"allest. 
Doumbek 
This North African kettle-shaped 
hand drum is made from clay or 
metal. Striking the middle of the 
drum produces a bass tone, while 
striking the rim produces a high 
tone. The p~ch can be changed by 
inserting an arm into the drum's 
opening. 
Mandinka 
Mandinka drums are a set of three 
tuned drums played by the 
Mandinka people of Senegal and 
Gambia. Mandinka drums are 
tuned to play in harmony with one

another. From smallest to largest, 
the drums are called kutirindingo 
(or belamentengo), kutiriba (or 
belengo) and sabaro.

The sabaro drum is 
essentially the dominant drum, 
while the other two smaller drums 
play backup.

This is a North Indian set of two 
drums played with the hands.

The dayan 
is made of wood and is used to set 
the rhythm. The larger, left-hand 
drum, called the bayan, is typically 
made of metal and adds a special 
gulping sound when played.

This conical, Brazilian Samba 
drum is played with the hand, or 
with a combination of the hand and 
a light stick. The timbal is very 
versatile as it can be placed in a 
stand and played upright, held in a 
sling and played with the hands 
while the drummer walks around, 
or even played lying across the 
knee while the 
drummer sits.

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The following information is 
provided to assist students and 
parents with changes that have 
been made in the Floyd County 
school attendance policy for the 
2004-2005 school year. 

In the past, students were 
allowed three parent notes per 
semester. One major complaint has 
been the inequities in the number 
of excused days allowed by this 
policy. While some students were 
only allowed three excused days 
(three parent notes excusing one 
day each), other students were 
accumulating many more excused 
days by including multiple days on 
each note. 

To alleviate the inequities, each 
student will be allowed a maxi­
mum of five school days per 
semester to be excused with a 
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signed note from a parent or 
guardian during the 2004-2005 
school year. There will not be a 
limit on the number of notes that a 
student may submit, only on the 
number of excusable days. 

For example, a student who is 
absent for five days and brings in a 
parent note to excuse those days 
has used all five of his or her days 
for the semester with one note. A 
second student who is absent for 
one day and brings in a parent note 
has four more days that he or she 
may utilize during the semester. 
Those days may be used in any 
combination. A third student who 
sign in late and has a half-day 
absence may use a parent note and 
will still have four-and-a-half days 
remaining in the semester that may 
be excused by a parent note. 

Questions parents should ask teachers 
at the beginning of the year: • 

• Do you have anything printed 
explaining the curriculum for my child's 
grade that can help me follow along 
throughout the year? 

• Is there anything that we can use 
when we discuss his/her progress? 

• How will we know how my child is 
progressing? 

• How and when will you report his/her 
progress? 

• What kinds of tests do you use, and 
when are they given? 

• What happens if my child is not mat­
ting those expectations? 

• What happens if my child is exceed­
ing those expectations? 

• How are children grouped to meet 
their learning needs? Are there sepa­
rate groups for different subjects and 
how are those groups determined? 

• What kinds of materials and 
resources do you use for instruction? 

o How can I be helpful with respect to 
behavior? 

• What should we have at home that 
will help my child's learning? 

o Are there things we can do at home 
to encourage higher achievement in 
school? 

• Are there things you need help with 
in the classroom that I could do? How 
will you let parents know what kind of 
help you need?

The day that a student is sent home with 
lice will be considered excu ed. An absence 
on the econd day may be excu ed if deter­
mined by the principal to have been neces-
ary for treatment. Students are e ·pected to 

return to chool 'nit free' on the second day 
(or no later than the third day if the econd 
da}' was determined to be necessary for t 
reaunent). Any further absence will be 
unexcused. 
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to even years old. They are hit in the danger 
zone around the bus (A). either by a passing 
"ehicle or by the chool bus itself. It i ille­
gai for a car to pa s a bus with its red light 
flashing whether traveling on the highway or 
on chool campu . 

Young children are most likely to be hit 
because they: hurry to get on or off the bus, 
act before they think and have little experi­
ence with traffic, assume motorists will see 
them and will wait for them to cro s, don't 
always stay within the bus driver s sight. 

Safety steps you can take 
Supervi e children to make sure they get 

to the stop on time, wait far away from the 
road, and avoid rough play. Teach your child 
to ask the driver for help if be drops some­
thing near the bus (B). If a child stoops to 
pick up something, the driver cannot see 
him. Then he could be hit by the bus. A book 
bag or backpack helps keep loose items 
together. Make sure clothing has no loose 
drawstrings and backpack straps are short, so 
they don't get caught in the handrail or bus 
door. Encourage afe school bus loading and 
unloading (see below). If you think a bus 
top i in a dangerou place. talk with your 

school office or transportation director about 
changing the location. 

Teach your child to get on and 
off the bus safely 

I. When loading, stay away from the dan-

ger zone and wait for the driver' 
signal. Board the bus in single file. 
2. When unloading, look before tepping 

off the bus to be ure no car arc 
pas ing on the boulder (side of the 

road). Move away from the bus (C). 
3. Before crossing the street, take five 

'giant steps" out from the front of the 
bus, or until the driver's face can be 

seen. Wait for the driver to signal that 
it's afe to cro s. 
4. Look left-right-left when coming to 

the edge of the bus to make sure 
traffic is stopped. Continue to watch for 

traffic when crossing. 

Risky business for motorists: 
Passing a stopped school bus 

What is the most dangerous part of the 
school bus ride? The bus stop! Children are 
at greatest risk when they are getting on or 
off the school bus. Most of the children 
killed in bus-related era he are pedestri­
ans, five to seven years old, who are getting 
on or off the bus. They are hit by the school 
bus or by motorists illegally pas iog a 
stopped bus. 

In neighborhoods, near schools, and at 
bus stops, drivers need to take special care 
because children do not behave like adults. 

Elementary chool children: Become 
ea ily distracted and 
may start across the 
street without 

waming, don't under tand the danger of 
moving vehicles, can't judge vehicle speed 
or distance, may be blocked from view by 
the bus. Most importantly, children expect 
vehicles to top for them at the chool bus 
stop. 

Standard school bus stop 
laws 

Learn and follow the school bus laws for 
motorists . Laws exist to protect children 
getting on and off the bus AND to protect 
you from a tragedy. 

Failing to stop for school buses is a 
CRIME! 

Any person who violates KRS 189.370 
shall for the first offense be fined not les 
than one hundred dollars ($1 00) nor more 
than two hundred dollars ($200) or impris­
oned not les than thirty (30) days nor more 
than sixth (60) days or both. For each sub­
sequent offense occurring within three (3) 
years, such person shall be ftned not less 
than three hundred dollars ($300) nor more 
than five hundred dollars ($500) or impris­
oned not Jess than ixty (60) days nor more 
than six (6) months or both. The minimum 
fine for this violation shall not be subJect to 
suspension. A minimum of six (6) pojnts 
shall be assessed against the driving record 
of any person convicted.

Sometimes, 
children can be exposed to a danger­
ous situation because of their own 
behavior or others' behavior. 

For example, your child will not be 
safe if he or she runs in the street with­
out looking for cars or if he or she 
plays in the street while waiting for 
the bus to arrive. In both situations, 
your child is vulnerable and in danger 
of being hit by a passing motorist. 
Other situations such as reduced visi­
bility caused by delivery trucks, land­
scaping equipment, construction vehi­
cles or trash removal trucks and the 
like may also endanger your child. In 
all these situation , it is e sential that

you review with your child your 
expectation regarding afety and 
behavior. 

When walking to the bu top or 
chool, plea e remind your child to 

follow a few ba ic safety tips: 
• Cro s streets at the corner. 
• Use crosswalks whenever possi­

ble. 
• Obey traffic signals. 
• Look both ways before crossing 

the street by using the "look left, right 
and left again" approach. 

• Stay on the sidewalk. 
Here' a few safety tips for children 

at the bus stop. 
• Be at the bus top five minute 

before the bus arrives. 
• Stay on the sidewalk and don't 

play in the street. 
• Always cross the street in front 

of the bus. 
• Wait for the bus driver to signal 

before you cross. 
• When you get off the bus, move 

away from the bus. 
With your assistance and coopera­

tion, together we can make every 
effort to ensure the safety of your chil­
dren while they ride the bus and as 
they walk to and from the bus stop.

that is delivered to school by parents, 
internal medicine , including aspirin , 
hall not be kept at school for the pur­

pose of administering to pupils. 
Antiseptic and appropriate other emer­
gency medications shaH be maintained 
in the school first-aid kit. 

Upon written parental request and in 
accordance with the following guide­
lines, pupil may take medicine which is 
brought from home and specifically 
ordered by the pupil's personal physi­
cian. 

I. Written documentation from the 
physician must be obtained prior to the 
school personnel witnessing students 
taking medication at school or at 
chool -related events. 

2 . Parents or guardian and school 
administrators shall meet to discuss the 
student's medication needs prior to any 
school personnel witnessing students 
taking medication at chool or at 
school-related events. 

3. Parents or guardians must sign an 
authorization card in order for school 
personnel to witne s a student's taking 

-
medication . Schools will accept only 
those medication that will be adminis­
tered for at lea t a two-week period or 
longer and only those medications 
brought to school by parent . Parents or 
guardians are encouraged to schedule 
times of administration so that a mini­
mum number of doses will be given dur­
ing the school day. 

4 . Medication shall be brought to 
school in the original prescription con­
tainer, which shall include the student's 
name and the name and prescribed 
dosage of the medicine. Parent shall 
bring to school only the amount of med­
ication needed during chool hours, and 
the school shall accept only a month ' 
supply of medication for any student. 

5. All medication brought to school 
by parent shall be left in the Principal's 
office and kept under lock and key in a 
secure location designated by the 
Princ ipal. 

6. Two de ignated chool per onnel 
hall witnes students taking medica­

tion . A log containing date , time, 
amount, student's name, etc. , shall be 
kept.

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Talking with your kids about drugs 
and alcohol can be uncomfortable. 
While it's a en itive ubje t, it's 
worth the time and effort The con e­
quences of drinking and drugs are 
high. 

lndeed, children's knowledge and 
perceptions of drugs and alcohol come 
from friends, family and the media 
According to a survey by the National 
Drug Intelligence Center ( DIC), 
many teens learn how to u e and get 
drugs from th e same sources. Ln the 
urvey, some teen said that news pro­

gram present drug infonnation in 
such detail that the)' teach young peo­
ple how to use drugs. 

Parents play a large role in prevent­
ing their children from u ing drugs and 
alcohol. According to a 2000 study by 
the ational Center on Addiction and 
Sub tance Abuse (CASA), teen 
whose parents monitor their media 
exposure, school performance and 
whereabouts after school and on 
weekends are at one-quarter the risk of 
smoking, drinking and using illegal 
drugs. 

Start as early as po sible; even 

preschoolers can be influenced. At this 
age, kids fonn ideas that impact deci-
ion later on. They are eager to know 

rule and get your opinion on what' 
bad and what's good. Help them make 
the right decisions about what hould 
go into their bodies, keeping your 
explanations simple. Point out harmful 
household products and their labels, 
such as bleach or furniture polish. 
Explain to them that not all bad drugs 
have warnings on them, o they should 
eat food or medicine only from a par­
em, grandparent or caregiver. 

For elementary school children, 
cliscu how putting anything that' 
not food, water or juice into their body 
is hannful. Explain that people orne­
time put bad things into their bodies 
because they don't take care of them­
selve . Praise them for taking good 
care of their bodie and avoiding 
things that may harm them. 

Kids become even more influenced 
by peers once they hit middle chool 
or junior high. Teach them why they 
should avoid alcohol and drugs. Don't 
let it become a part of their life 
because they are bored. Keep them

That 
comes from setting a positive exam­
ple, staying involved in their Lives and 
talking to them early and often about 
the consequences of using drugs and 
alcohol.

Rituals can ease 
- s -dav-ot-sc ool i·ne s 
The first day of school is always one of 

the most exciting days of the year - but it 
can also be one of the most stressful for 
both children and parents. 

The freedom (and chaos and boredom) 
of the summer i over, and new friends (and 
teachers and challenges) await.

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Your school is waiting 
for volunteers 

If you want to be a volunteer informa­
tion and assistance are available from local 
chool administrators, teachers and Parent 

Involvement Coordinator Nadine Hicks. 
With full recognition that volunteeri m is 
rapidly becoming a profession. educators 
want interested persons to know some­
thing about the opportunitie for serving 
the needs of chools. 

The increa ing needs of chooJ-age 
children considered along with the 
decreasing resources for meeting those 
needs open the alternative of volunteer 
ser ices bridging the gap. For those who 
wish to become school volunteers, guide­
lines are available from local schools or 
the district parent involvement coordina­
tor, and often cover the following points. 

• Each per on who is considering the 
school setting a a place to volunteer his or 
her services should explore the many dif­
ferent options available within the school 
setting. Volunteers are often used in a vari­
ety of ways, including material preparers, 
classroom tutors, library assistants, cafete­
ria monitors and clerical aides. The variety 
of options is limited only by the needs of a 
particular school and the time and talents 
of the volunteers. 

• Volunteers, once they are in an 
assignment, are reminded that both punc­
tuaUty and presence are essential. If a stu­
dent is depending on a volunteer, absence 
on the part of that volunteer poses a real 
disappointment for the child. Volunteer 
are urged to structure their services so as to 
be there when children and the school 
expect them to be. 

Volunteers are urged to respect chil­
dren's privacy in all matters. With a com­
mitment to leave all information learned 
about an individual child at school, volun­
teers can earn the confidence and respect 

of those with whom they work. 
• In answer to the ever-present concern 

about whether or not parents should vol­
unteer their children's classroom, educa­
tions remind potential volunteers that each 
case must be decided within the bound­
aries of the situation. The age of the child, 
the impact on the child and the attitude and 
needs of aJJ persons concerned are factor 
to be considered. As a general rule, it is 
desirable for a parent to serve in a setting 
that will not bring stress to the parent-child 
relationship. Each situation is different and 
calls for deliberation before an appropriate 
decision can be made. 

Praise for the job that is being done by 
volunteers is heard from educators acros 
the entire country. The volunteers who are 
at work in the chools bring a unique 
dimension to schooling becau e of their 
diversity in age, background experiences 
and skills. 

Volunteers and their services vary and 
include the scientist who comes in on 
occasion to demonstrate an experiment 
and the traveler who shows pictures of a 
faraway place. They also include the faith­
ful volunteer who comes each day to tutor 
a young student in math and the sign lan­
guage expert who explains the computer to 
a deaf high school senior. 

Schools seek to match the needs of stu­
dents to the services of volunteers in order 
for optimum learning to take place. With 
this in mind, volunteers are encouraged to 
be mindful of working with their local 
schools for areas of greatest need and the 
time they may be needed most. 

If you have a desire to become a school 
volunteer, your school is waiting for you. 
Contact the administrator of your local 
school to get the direction you seek.
