The first witness called on 
Tuesday was Patty's mother, 
Donna Newton. She testified 
that she and her daughter had a 
good relationship, "more like 
friends,., and that she last saw 
her on May 16. Patty Phillips 
made two calls from her moth­
er's house, one to the company 
that reposse sed Marcus 
Phillips' car and one to her 
divorce attorney telling him 
that she and her husband could 
not reconcile and that she was 
driving him to his parents' 
home in Pikeville. Newton 
arranged at that time to take 
care of Patty Phillips' children 
as she wasn't expected back 
from the trip unt1l the middle of 
the night. 

Marcus Phillips called the 
home too and said he had noth­
ing to eat. 

Newton testified that her 
daughter was "extremely ner­
vous." She kept her money at 
Newton's home, taking only 
$100 for the trip, and arranged 
to have her brother replace the 
locks on her apartment while 
she was gone. Newton told her 
daughter that night, when she 
called her from the BP station 
in Allen, that the new keys 
were at Newton's home. 

Newton never saw her 
daughter again. 

Harolyn Howard cross­
examined the mother, revealing 
that Newton hadn't met Marcus 
until after they were married 
and never developed a relation­
ship with him.

Miarnisville Det. Jeff Crumbly. 
He told how he investigated the 
case and revealed that a call to 
Marcus Phillips' parent 
revealed that their son never 
got there. Crumbly then had all 
of her vital information, debit 
and credit cards, Social 
Security number and driver·s 
license and plates, put in a 
national computer system and 
declared her missing. 

"To this date, there has been 
no purchases on her credit 
cards," Crumbly testified. 

Crumbly also sent out the 
most recent photos of the cou­
ple to law enforcement agen­
cies. He said a visit to Patty 
Phillips' apartment revealed 
that someone had tried to pry 
open her mailbox. 

On May 21, Crumbly was 
notified by Aurora, Ind., police 
that they had found the Dodge 
Neon that Patty Phillips owned 
at an area Wai-Mart. The 
Indiana officers found Marcus 
Phillips who said that he'd left 
her at their apartment at 7 a.m., 
May I B, and hadn't seen her 
since. 

Crumbly interviewed 
Marcus Phillips in Aurora and 
was told by that the couple was 
going to just ask his parents for 
money and never planned to 
stay there. He further said that 
they changed their minds and 
went back to the apartment and 
he left on the morning of May 
17 and never saw her again. 
Crumbly aJso said that Marcus 
Phillips told him he was using 
an assumed name at area hotels 
to hide from his wife. 

Crumbly found a card in 
Marcus Phillips ' belongings 
from the airport chapel at 
Cincinnati Airport. Phillips said 
he hadn't been there and the 
card was old. It appeared new 
to Crumbly and was entered 
into evidence by Assistant 
Commonwealth's Attorney 
Wayne Taylo~. . 

Marcus Phillips was spotted 
at a truck stop in Walton the 
next morning at 3 a.m. and had 
tried using his wife's ATM card 
but it was rejected when the 
wrong PIN number was 
entered. A restauranr manager 
there recognized him from a 
photo and called a trooper who 
found him at a nearby Waffle

House and brought him to 
another meeting with Crumbly. 

Crumbly used this meeting 
to confront Marcus Phillips 
about some elements of his 
account. He te tified that 
Phillip · responded b) giving 
htm a new story. claiming he 
had been at the a1rport to drop 
off his wife, who was e caping 
and changing her tdentity. lie 
said that she cut and dyed her 
hair and had him find out when 
the airport started selling tick­
ets. He said that she bought a 
ticket on a 9:20 flight to Miami 
to stay with friends named 
George and Alberta. He further 
stated that she gave him a slip 
of paper with the wrong Pl. 
number on it o he could use it 
to throw anyone looking for her 
off her trail. Crumbly looked 
into the account and didn't 
accept it. Despite a long, inten 
sive interview. Marcu Phillips 
stuck to the account and was 
released. 

A videotape of the interview 
was played and in it Phillips 
admitted that the story was hard 
to accept when he said. "I agree 
parts of it are off the wall." He 
also stated that he never called 
about his daughter because his 
wife told him not to. Crumbly 
never found the couple that was 
supposed to put up Patty 
Phillips in Florida. 

Crumbly later brought in the 
Federal Bureau of Investigation 
and the case went cold until 
federal authorities asked him to 
search Phillips' re idence in 
July 200 I. There. he found a 
calendar where May 16 was 
circled. 

Next to testify wa Lt. Jim 
Dennison, of the Boone Count> 
Sheriff's Office. Dennison \\as 
the officer who found Marcus 
Phillips at the Waffle House in 
Walton. He te tified that 
Phillips told him that he had 
been staying in Pikeville. He 
also said that Phillips told him 
that they had been having 
domestic problems and that his 
wife had the car, though it had 
been impounded by the Aurora 
Police.

State officials and coal companies agree that drug 
abuse is a serious problem in the coal industry today. 
Nowhere is that more evident than in Floyd County, 
where drugs were found following a fatal mine acci­
dent last year. 

Now the companies want the state legislature to put 
in place laws to require testing of miners involved in 
accidents. 

But if abuse is so widespread and mine operators 
agree that it is causing problems for the industry, we 
do not see why the coal industry is not doing more 
with laws already in place. 

Like any industry, coal companies already have the 
power to test employees prior to employment, and 
many are. They also have the power to randomly test 
employees, which makes much more sense, in our 
opinion, than waiting for an accident to occur. 

If the state can help coal operators maintain a drug­
free work force, then by all means that should happen. 
But by the same token, coal companies need to ensure 
they are doing all they can do under the current sys­
tem. 

But the problem is bigger than can be addressed by 
new regulations or new workplace procedures. If over 
half of those applying for coal jobs are using drugs, as 
many coal operators say, then the problem is larger 
than the industry. It is further evidence of a greater 
problem in society as a whole. 

The coal industry has historically been criticized for 
not reinvesting in the communities that produce its 
profits. Whether that criticism if fair for today 's opera­
tors or not, now would seem like an opportune time 
for the companies to both battle that stereotype and 
protect their own self-interest by joining in the effort 
to clean up the problem. 

There are many opportunities for private companies 
to enlist in the war on drugs, primarily by making 
financial contributions to educational or treatment pro­
grams. We are sure those already on the front lines 
would welcome the help.

School system 
a failure

Two years ago, the legislature provid­
ed special funding for a new elementary 
school consolidating Clark and 
Prestonsburg. Because of the school 
board inaction over the last two years, 
the budget expired and at thjs point we 
have no funds for the 
Prestonsburg/Clark elementary school. 

Three school board members are run­
ning for reelection and they are much 
more interested in their reelection than 
they are the children of the Floyd 
County School District Obviously, they 
want to avert criticism and claim a job 
well done, but the truth is just the oppo· 
site. Floyd County students have made 
no improvements in their test scores rei-

ative to other school districts. Floyd 
County officials are quick to show that 
the numbers have increased. The prob­
lem is they have not increased as rapidly 
as everybody in the state has. In other 
words, we continue to fall behind. 

We are now the home to one of the 
20 worst elementary schools in the state 
of Kentucky. We are also home to one of 
the 20 poorest scoring high schools in 
the state- of Kentucky. Many of our 
schools, while not making the bottom 20 
percent, score only slightly better. 

Our school system is a failure. Our 
students on average score lower than 
Pike County, Johnson County, Martin 
County, Knott County or Magoffin 
County. 

The main problem is no one will take 
responsibility. It's nobody's fault. 
There's obviously some people not 
doing their jobs, and there has obviously 
been a failure by the Floyd County 
Board of Education to demand improve­
ments that are required. 

The school board has decided to 
spend hundreds of thousands of dollars

on legal fees to a Paintsville law fmn. 
They also have decided to keep from the 
public exactly what the money is being 
spent for. The school board voted to 
spend another $150,000 to bus students 
to events because they didn't want them 
to ride with their parents. This is great 
for teams, but sometimes we send a sin­
gle student to a single academic tourna­
ment. They are required to ride alone on 
a school bus to perhaps Louisville, while 
their parents follow along behind in a 
car because they're not allowed to ride 
on the bus and the chHdren aren't 
allowed to ride with their parents. 

Last year, we put two students on a 
bus to send to Ashland for a golf tourna­
ment and paid for the driver to sit there 
all day. At the end of the tournament, 
they were allowed to ride home with 
their parents and the bus came back 
empty. The busing policy makes no 
sense, $150,000 wasted. Tax money is 
being squandered.

up by the government after a 
company failure. It is part of a 
trade act President Bush 
signed into law m 2002. 

An estimated 4,400 people 
in Kentucky are eligible. 

Insurers have worried that 
people seeking the credit 
might have higher medical 
costs than the premiums they 
can charge. To address that 
concern, the Kentucky General 
Assembly passed a measure 
last spring lifting the 35 per­
cent cap for people eligible for 
the credit. · 

That persuaded Anthem, the 
state's largest insurer, to recon­
sider. The Indianapolis compa­
ny, which already offers plans 
in Indiana and Ohio that quali­
fy for the tax credit, is looking 
at "what kind of a product we 
can now offer in Kentucky," 
said Joe Bobbey, the compa­
ny's Midwest spokesman. 

If Anthem does offer a plan, 
it's hard to say how many peo­
ple would be helped, since 
people aren't flocking to get 
the credit. 

In Kentucky, about l ,400 
people getting PBGC pension 
benefits are eligible for the 
credit, along with about 3,000 
people who lost jobs to foreign 
competition. But only 175 
Kentuckians were getting 
monthly premium subsidies 
through the program as of May 
31, according to the U.S. 
Department of :rreasury.

Experts linked Kentucky's 
high rate to its lower-than-aver­
age income and education levels 
and the fact that it is largely 
rural and has the nation's high­
est level of women who smoke.

The latest data from 
Kentucky birth certificates show 
that 23.4 percent of pregnant 
women smoked m 200 1, the 
same rate as the year before, but 
down from a high of 27 percent 
in 1991. The latest federal fig· 
ures, from 1999, ranked West 
Virginia highest, Kentucky sec­
ond and Indiana third. The 
national average was 12 percent. 

Overall this year, 23 local 
health departments in Kentucky 
saw reductions in state funding 
while 14 others saw increases. 

All but one of the increases 
were less than $10,000, but 
some reductions were much 
higher. Madison County, for 
example, received $42,686 less.

Kentucky's 22 state-owned golf 
cour e turned a profit last year, 
state officials said Tuesday, in 
part because four new courses 
drew more players from neigh­
boring states. 

The courses would have 
been more profitable had not an 
examination of records turned 
up 32,000 unpaid rounds of 
golf in the fiscal year that 
ended June 30, Parks 
Commissioner George Ward 
said. 

Some free rounds were for 
legitimate promotions or chari­
ty events. But many were taken 
by government officials, Ward 
said at a news conference. "We 
made it clear to people at the 
park that local officials and 
people in state government and 
personal friends need to pay for 
golf just like every other per­
son," he said. 

The golf course system 
turned a $227,000 profit for the 
year, as opposed to a $169,000 
net loss the previous year, the 
department said in a statement. 

Four courses opened during 
the period, three of which were 
profitable: Hidden Cove Golf 
Course at Grayson Lake, 
Mineral Mound in western 
Kentucky and the course at 
Dale Hollow Lake Resort.

If it is so bad for you, why are they just 
now figuring it out? People have been smoking since 

Sir Walter Raleigh took tobacco back to England In the 
' 1500's. 

AWhen new evidence comes out about health or disease, 
the role of the Surgeon General is to give this information 
to the public. The evidence of the health risk from smoking 

IS overwhelming and the public needs to understand the dan· 
gers. Several new diseases. 1ncluding one form of leukemia, are 
now directly linked to smoking 

While it 1s true that tobacco has been smoked for centunes, only 
in the last 50 years have people lived long enough to see the real 
effects of smoking. 

Because people today are not dy1ng early from infections or 
communicable disease, the 1mpact of llvestyle becomes clearly 
evident. While some problems caused by smoking show up 
immediately- such as asthma or increased lung infections-the 
long term and permanent effects of smoking are not seen until 20 
or 30 years down the road. 

• In June 2004. the Bdtish Journal of Medicine published a 50-year 
study of smokers and nonsmokers. The research shows that 
smokers die, on average, ten years before nonsmokers and two­
thirds of these deaths are directly related to smoking. The article 
gives good news. Stopping smoking can add years to your life. 

Cigarette smoking is dangerous to your health and the health of 
those around you Many diseases and early deaths can be 
prevented. Those who smoke should stop. There are several 
support groups in the area that can assist you in making the 
transition from smoker to nonsmoker. 

The fourth course, Eagle 
Ridge at Yatesville Lake, 
opened late and was closed all 
winter to protect its new tu1f. It 
operated at a $265,000 loss, 
according to the department. 

Hidden Cove turned the 
biggest profit of the lot -
$243,000, more than the net 
gain from the system as a 
whole. 

Without the new cour es. 
"the system would have been 
close to break even," Ward 
said. 

The reported loss in fiscal 
year 2003 included $593,000 in 
costs for the new courses, 
which had not opened. The sys­
tem otherwise would have 
shown a profit on sales of $5.1 
million, according to figures 
from the department. 

"It's a matter of how you 
view the statistics," Department 

spokesman Jim Carroll said. 
"Our point is. we have more 
revenue from these courses and 
we think there is potential to 
grow." 

Ward and Daniel Groves, 
ch1ef of taff for Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher, said the administra­
tion is counting on golf to raise 
more money throughout the 
parks system, which operated at 
a $29 million loss. 

The four new courses, plus 
existing 18-hole courses at 
Kentucky Dam Village and 
Pine Mountain state resort 

r 
park are bemg promoted as a 
"Signature Series" of courses 
for golf and lodging packages. 

Groves said he and the gov­
ernor have begun playing the 
eries of courses and both have 

paid their own fees. In the past, 
"I would not have needed to," 
Groves aid.

Bartley said that teacher 
reported the incident to Combs, 
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who has since denied that it was 
ever reported. 

Bartley asserts that May 
Valley employees have "kept 
their mouths shut" because they 
are "afraid of losing their jobs." 

Last year, the Cabinet for 
Families and Health Services 
substantiated the claims of 
abuse against Mullins, but he 
and his attorney, Terry Jacobs, 
vehemently deny all the charges. 
They argue that the parents -
who at first did not contact the 
county attorney's office to pur­
sue criminal charges - are on a 
"money hunt."

United States draws undefeated 
Spain for quarterfinals

ATHENS, Greece - When 
a day of drama had ended and 
the quarterfinal pairings were 
set, the news was not great for 
the United States. 

In order to get to the semi­
finals and possibly the gold 
medal game, first the 
Americans will have to defeat 
Spain - the team that left the 
widest wake of impressed and 
defeated opponents during the 
preliminary round. 

"J don't know anything 
about them," tim Duncan aid 
of Spain after the Americans 
cruised past Angola 89-53 to 
finish the opening round with 
a record of 3-2. 

Here's the scoop, Timmy: 
The Spaniards have finesse yet 
are physical, they're led by an 
NBA player who's tougher 
than he looks, and they usual­
ly shoot 3-pointers the same 
way your teammates do - not 
all that well. 

Spain's players had an 
opportunity Monday to take it 
easy against New Zealand. 
lose a game and thereby knock 
Serbia-Montenegro out of 
medal contention. instead. 
they banged bodies as though 
it was a wrestling match, won 
by four points and let Serbia­
Montenegro self-destruct later 
in the day. 

"This is the Olympic stage, 
the setting for miracles," 
China guard LIU Wei said after 
b is team stunned the defend­
ing world champions 67-66 to 
advance to the quarterfinals 
and relegate Serbia­
Montenegro to Tuesday's 
llth-place game against win­
less Angola. 

In other games with medal­
round ramifications, Greece 
defeated Puerto Rico 78-58 
and Italy edged Argentina 76-
75. 

The matchups for 
Thursday's quarterfinals are 
Lithuania-China. Italy-Puerto 
Rico, Greece-Argentina and 
Spain-United States. 

"We went out and tried to 
get the victory for the respect 
of the competition, the respect 
of our rivals and the respect of 
ourselves." Spain coach Mario 
Pesquera said. "There's also 

another important factor: 
When you have a winning 
streak like we have, it's a little 
dangerous to break it. •· 

Spain (5 0) also won all of 
its tuneup games before the 
Olympics, and the Americans 
would be ill-advtsed to under­
estimate them. 

"Spain dominated our 
group," New Zealand coach 
Tab Bald\\ in said. "I think any 
team going against Spa1n has 
probably got to be considered 
an underdog." 

The Americans are likely to 
learn that you can't spell 
''Spain" without "pain." 

In a game marked by hard 
fouls and confrontations, 
Spain's Carlos Jimenez made 
two free throws for a four­
point lead with 12.4 seconds 
left after an intentional foul on 
New Zealand's Dillon 
Boucher, who violently threw 
Jimenez to the floor. 

The intentional foul 
allowed Spain to retain pos­
session, and the four-point 
lead was key as Pau Gasol -
who plays for the NBA"s 
Memphis Grizzlies - missed 
a pair of free throws with 9 
seconds left. De. pite the phys­
ical nature of the game, there 
were no hard feelings after­
ward a players from both 
teams exchanged hugs and 
handshakes. 

The Americans' latest game 
couldn't have been more dif­
ferent. 

ln the opemng moments of . 
the first quarter, Duncan found 
just one defender - not the 
usual two - guarding him. He 
gladly took advantage. drop­
ping in a s.hot. 

Duncan scored a team-high 
15 points in just 13 minutes. 
and the Americans dominated 
the boards Barcelona-style 
with a 52- J 7 edge in rebound­
ing as NBA commissioner 
David Stern watched from 10 
rows behind the American 
bench. 

Shawn Marion made the 
U.S. team's first 3-point 
attempt 82 seconds into the 
second quarter for a 28-14 
lead. and LeBron James hit 
another 3 to extend it to 33-14. 
The U.S. team finished 3-for-6 
from behind the arc and 33-of-
60 (55 percent) overall. 

"The only negative. 
thought, was we turned the 
ball over a lot ( 12 times) in the 
first half, which has plagued 
us a lot in thi!> tournament." 
coach Larry Brown said. 

The score was 75-39 after 
three quarters, and Emeka 
Okafor, who had played a total 
of JUSt two minutes m the U.S. 
team's first four games, was 
on the floor for the entire 
fourth quarter but failed to 
score. 

The Untted States finished 
the opening round 3-2. losing 
to Puerto Rico and Lithuania 
and defeating Greece, 
Au tralia and Angola. Under 
point differential tiebreakers, 
the Americans finished fourth 
in their group behind Greece 
(3-2) and Puerto Rico (3-2). 

''I'm really confident in the 
way we've been playing," 
Duncan said. ··we wish we 
could have won some more 
and played better against 
Lithuania and all that good 
stuff, but we didn't and we're 
in the position we're in right 
now, and _we're happy with 
where we're at." 

Argentina dido 't try to lose 
but wasn't all that upset with 
its close loss to Italy. The 
defeat meant it won't have to 
face the United States on 
Thursday. 

"It's better for us. We didn't 
want them in the quarterfi­
nals," Manu Ginobili said. 
"They're not playing well, but 
they're a very talented group 
of players." 

Angola, Australia, Serbia­
Montenegro and New Zealand 
failed to make it into the quar­
terfinals, while China's victo­
ry was so stunning - and his 
players so grateful for his 
leadership - that coach Del 
Harris called it the greatest 
win of a coaching career that's 
spanned 45 years and almost 
4,000 games. 

"'This is a big shock for us. 
and for me it is the hardest 
moment in m) career," Serbia­
Montenegro coach Zeljko 
Obradovic said. 

Welcome to the Olympics, 
coach Obradovic. where shock 
ha been a constant in a tour­
nament that's a long Wa) from 
being predictable or over.

Buy shoes that don't pinch 
your toes.

Inspections show most 
vehicles need more care 

(NUE) - Do you have your 
vehicle's oil changed every 
3,000 miles? Do you regularly 
check the air pressure in your 
tires or have them rotated on a 
set maintenance schedule? Are 
your vehicle's fluids checked 
regularly? 

If you answered ''no" to any 
of these questions, you're not 
alone. 

According to the Car Care 
Council, 87 percent of vehicles 
inspected during National Car 
Care Month earlier this year 
failed one or more aspects of the 
annual inspection. 

"Compared to the 90 percent 
failure rate last year, the 2004 
inspection results indicate that 
the motoring public is beginning 
to understand the importance of 
maintaining their vehicles and is 
starting to take action to reduce 
vehicle neglect," said Rich 
White, executive director of the 
Car Care Council. '·While we 
are thrilled to see the numbers 
decrease, an 87 percent failure 
rate is too high." 

Even if you aren't mechani­
cally savvy, there are things you 
can do to keep your car in safe 
and working order. 

Checking your car's fluids is 
the first step in keeping it run­
ning smoothly. Low fluid levels 
can affect the safe driving per­
formance of the vehicle and 
damage internal parts if not 
properly maintained. Twenty­
three percent of cars inspected 
had low or dirty power steering 
·fluid while 26 percent of vehi-

cles had low brake fluid. 
Checking tire pressure and 

tread depth is equally important. 
During the Car Care Council' s 
inspection. 25 percent of the 
vehicles were found to have 
improperly inflated tires and lO 
percent of the tires had worn 
tread and were m need of 
replacement. 

Low tire pressure decreases 
gas mileage and tire life, and 
tires with worn tread are at 
greater risk of losing traction on 
wet roads. Check tire pressure 
every time you ftll up the gas 
tank. 

Many roadside breakdowns 
can be avoided by motorists 
periodically checking their cars 
belts and hoses and replacing 
them when worn. At least one 
belt was reported as unsatisfac­
tory in 25 percent of the vehicles 
inspected, and 12 percent of the 
vehicles required at least one 
new hose. 

Drivers also should pay 
attention to the condition of 
their car's battery, air filter and 
vehicle lighting (such as brake 
lights, tail lights, headlights and 
turn signals). 

As part of the "Be Car Care 
Aware" education campaign, the 
Car Care Council is offering a 
free service interval schedule to 
help take the guesswork out of 
what vehicle systems need to be 
routinely inspected and when 
service or repair should be per­
formed. The schedule can be 
printed for free at www.car­
care.org.

BAROQUE IMPRESSIONISM 
The theme of Baroque 

• (1600-1700) paintings 
and sculpture was 
generally meant to 
appeal to the senses 
in dramatic ways, and 
was theatrical or violent 
and often religious. The 
artists of this movement 
also introduced scien­
tific understanding of 
painting techniques and 
experimented with 
dramatic combinations 
of shadow and light to 
create specific effects. 

The Rococo ( 1700-1750) 
movement produced more 
decorative, less dramatic art, 
and was a reaction against 
the official Baroque art of 
Louis XIV's reign in France. 

The 3rd of May, 1808: The Execution 
of the Defenders of Madrid 
Spanish Romanticism 
1814 

In the 18th century, two forms of 
art developed: Neoclassical and 
Romanticism (1750-1860). 
Neoclassical artists studied and 
copied classical art (and, likewise, 
ancient Greek, Roman and Renais­
sance art). Romanticism rejected 
harmony and balance, and empha­
sized the individual, the hero, and 
the personal inner struggle of man. 
The Pre~Raphaelites were 
Romantic artists who believed art 
should express high moral values. 
They are known for their beautiful

The Impressionists (1860s-1880s) thought 
that art should be an attempt at accurately 
and objectively recording visual reality by 
using specific light and color techniques to 
achieve the desired effect. Acceptance of this 
movement opened the door for Neo- and 
Post-Impressionism (extensions of Impres­
sionism that used different techniques and/or 
concepts), and for modern artists, too.

Painting with dots 
Pointillism is the technique of representing 
the shadows and highlights of a picture 
using dots. It gives a unique look - the 
white spaoo between the dots can make a 
painting glow w~h light The process can be 
very time-consuming, and you will need 
some patience to do it. 

Materials needed 
• white bristol board 
• pencil • paints 
• paintbrush 
Project 
Create a painting in 
the pointillist style. 

Steps • 
1. Choose a photograph, painting or image 
that you would like to reproduce in the 
pointillist style. 

2. Draw or trace an outline of your image 
onto the bristol board. Note the values 

(light and shade) of your image. 

3. Think about an overall general 
color scheme. Experiment by placing 
two tiny dots of opposing colors side 
by side to create the illusion of a 

third color. 

4. Paint different color dots to create 
your image. Mix different shades of a 

color and place them in such a way to 
show the overall image. 

5. Don't forget to sign your masterpiece 
when you are finished.
