Three killed 
in wrecks 
at Wayland

WAYLAND - Kenneth 
Scan, 45, of Hager HiJl, was 
killed Monday when the 
garbage truck he was a pas­
senger in overturned into a 
creek on Salyers Branch in 
Wayland. 

The truck was backing up 
on the roadway when its 
wheels went over the edge of 
the road. causing the truck to 
topple down into the creek.

State officials said it could affect our air • .l.arul, and water. MJ2. this would have 
been a 300·acre-25-million-ton landfill. I started putting ads in the paper to let 
the people of Floyd County know what was going on, so that we could all work 
toeether and try to stop this-AND IT WORKED FOR NOW! Dale 
McKinney and his radio station- WMDJ -tlone a great job in fighting this and 
getting the word out to the people, also. I want to thank all the people who made 
the ca1ls and talked to the Judge in person and told him that you were against this. 
The Judge announced Friday at the Fiscal Court meeting that the landfill propos­
al would not be brought up in front of the Fiscal Court for the next 2 years and 4 
months-the remainder of his term.

Wha now? 
Floyd County's flirtation with a Comecticut company seek­

ing to locate a construction and demolition debris landfill at 
I vel ended abruptly last week, with County Judge-Executive 
Paul Hunt Thompson pretty much saying he is too busy to deal 
with a proposal most local residents are against anyway. 

There are no scientific polls about this particular issue that 
we know of, but we would have to agree that initial public 
reaction to the possibility of an out-of-state construction waste 
dump has been overwhelmingly negative. But, anecdotally, we 
also noticed that the more people learned about the issue, the 
less they were opposed to it. 

We had not completed our investigation of the proposal, so 
we cannot say that we would have given it our endorsement or 
our condemnation. But the positives were beginning to out­
weigh the negatives. 

First, there were the minor points - a reported infusion of 
$15 million into the local economy, a handful of jobs during 
both construction and operation, additional tax and fee revenues 
for the county and assistance with developing a local recycling 
program. All of these would make nice pluses for any project. 
But the major selling point for the landfill was that it would 
have brought immediate relief to one of Floyd County's hidden 
problems. 

The site of the proposed landfill is already a ticking environ­
mental time bomb ... if it hasn't already exploded. The new 
landfill would have replaced an unlined, unregulated fly ash 
dump that already poses far more risks than its successor would 
have. 

Without the new landfill, the county does not have the means 
to get rid of the ash dump, other than a faint-but-misguided 
hope that the site will someday qualify for Superfund cleanup 
or Brownfields reclamation. Sadly, the state has no interest in 
even admitting that there is a problem, much less fixing it. 

Coal ash - like that dumped without regard in colossal 
mounds at I vel- contains arsenic, lead, mercury and seleni­
um, which can in tum leach into groundwater. That's arsenic, 
which is a direct cause of several types of cancer and a whole 
host of other health problems;' lead, which can cause damage to 
the nervous system, kidneys and bones; mercury, which can 
lead to lower intelligence, learning disabilities, attention deficits 
and behavior problems; and selenium, which at toxic levels can 
cause hair, tooth and nail loss. 

And yet, the state does not recognize coal ash as hazardous 
waste, so the [vel fly ash dump will not qualify for Superfund 
cleanup. 

Perhaps getting the construction waste dump proposal 
approved required too much effort for a widely unpopular 
proposition. But getting rid of the fly ash dump already there 
- and that most certainly must happen - appears to be a far 
bigger, far more costly headache.

Despite the photos, a 
parade of prosecution witness­
es have said they were not 
paid for their votes. Most also 
said they didn't know Harri 
or his co-defendent, Glen 
Turner of Drift. 

Bill Dotson of Stopover in 
Pike County said he received a 
$50 check to haul voters to the 
polls on Election Day. Dotson, 
in response to questioning, 
said he wouldn't have accept­
ed a check in eJtchange fqr 
voting for judicial candidate 
John Doug Hays. 

"I was already for the 
man." he said. 

Out of all the witnesses 
who te tified Monday, only 
Lee Dotson of Belfry said he 
knew Harri . 

Dotson said he had gone to 
Harri · office in Pikeville to 
pick up an envelope contain­
ing about 50 checks for vote 
haulers. He said that Harris 
gave him instructions to give 
the checks only to people who 
supported Hays, who had dri­
ver's licenses and who would 
definitely haul people to the 
polls. 

Dotson testified that Harris 
made it clear that the money 
was not to be used to buy 
votes. 

Prosecutors claim Harris is 

the kingpin in a scheme to buy 
votes from impoverished 
mountain residents. They 
allege that Harris funneled 
money into a 2002 judicial 
campaign in an unsuccessful 
effort to defeat an incumbent 
judge who he blamed for a sex 
scandal involving one of his 
friends. 

Taylor contends Harris ille­
gally funneled some $40,000 
into Hays' campaign after the 
resignation of Pike County 
Circuit Judge Charles Lowe Jr. 
Taylor said Harris and Lowe 
were close friends. 

Lowe resigned last year 
rat~er t an .a e> possi~l 

oval he JudJctal 
Conduct Comm1ssion for a 
sexual relationship with a 
woman involved in an adop­
tion and child custody dispute 
in hi courtroom. 

Taylor said Harris was so 
angered by the scandal that he 
tried to lash out at the woman. 
Debbi Hylton-Mullins, and her 
husband, Pike County District 
Judge Darrel Mullins wh'o 
was seeking re-election at the 
time. 

The FBI, which conducted 
the investigation, alleged that 
Harris conspired to influence 
the election by providing 
money for a scheme disguised 
as a "get out the vote" effort, 
which involved paying people 
to haul voters to the polls.

PSC considering plan to 
help low-income customers

LOUISVILLE The 
Kentucky Public Service 
Commission is considering a 
plan that would raise $1.3 mil­
lion annually to help pay bills 
for low-income customers. 

The Home Energy Asststance 
Program, included in the partial 
settlement of the LG&E and 
Kentucky Utilities rate-increase 
cases reached in May. calls for a 

I 
10-cent-per-month surcharge for 
each residential electric or gas 
,meter for the next three years. 

If approved, over the three 
years, 1 ,640 households in 
LG&E territory and I ,300 KU 
customers' households would 
benefit, said LG&E spokes­
woman Laura Douglas. 

It's not certain when the PSC 
will rule, commisswn 
spokesman Andrew 
Melnykovych said. The compa­
nies had asked for a decision by 
Oct. I. 

"We always try to meet com­
panies' requests on things I ike 
that when we can," 
Melnykovych said. 

Besides the utility compa­
nies, applicants for the program 
inC'lude the Metro Human Needs 
Alliance, People Organized and 
Working for Energy Reform, the 
Kentucky Association for 
Community Action and the 
Community Action Council for 
Lexington-Fayette, Bourbon, 
Harrison and Nicholas Counties. 

To take part, participants 
must meet federal poverty 
gUldelines but still have a mini­
mum monthly income of $100. 
They must also apply for and 
accept weatherization services, 
if offered, and there are limits to 
how much they can owe their 
power company when accepted 
into the program. 

The program would be evalu­
ated at the end of its second year 
and again after three years to 
determine whether it should be 
extended, said Keith Valade, 
executive director of the Metro 
Human Needs Alliance. 

If the program wins approval 
on schedule, the meter charge 
will take effect Oct. 1, Valade 
said. There would be a three­
month period of "rampmg up," 
and services would begin in 
January, he said. 

It is similar to a five-month 
pilot program tried in 2002, that 
was administered by the non­
profit Affordable Energy Corp. 
The program lapsed and was not 
replaced after the utilities 
received hundreds of complaints 
from customers about the extra 
charge on their bills. 

There were also concerns that 
the meter fee discouraged peo­
ple from donating to the volun­
tary WinterHelp and WinterCare 
assistance programs. 

Douglas said those plans will 
continue, no matter what hap­
pens with the meter fee.

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Health coverage to cost school, 
state workers hundreds more

FRANKFORT Most 
teachers, state employees and 
retirees would pay hundreds 
more "out of pocket" for health 
care under Gov. Ernie Fletcher's 
scaled-back insurance plans, a 
legislative analysis indicates. 

Fletcher said last week that 
the state's health insurance co ts 
otherwise would increase 39 

percent, "which is not sustain­
able." 

Employees in most counties 
now can choose from an array of 
health plans. The administra­
tion's request for proposals for a 
new state contract for 2005 
envisions three types of policies: 
premium, preferred and essen­
tial. 

The analysis by economists 
for the Legislativt: Rt::search 
Commission said the options 
make greater use than before of 
"coinsurance," in which an 
employee pays a percentage of 
the cost of service, not a fixed 
co-payment. 

For minor services, coinsur­
ance could be less expensive, 
according to the analysis, which 
was obtained Monday from the 
office of Senate Minority 
Leader Ed Worley. 

"In some cases, the out-of-

pocket expenses will increase 
while in others the expenses will 
decrease," the report said. 

Among many scenarios: A 
state government employee who 
selected a single plan coverage 
in 200 l and opted for an "essen­
tial" policy in 2005 could expect 
to pay $952 more "out of pock­
et." Additional costs were esti­
mated at $890 for a school 
employee and $1,132 for a 
retiree. 

The other two types of poli­
cies would result in less of an 
out-of-pocket expense increase, 
but they would entail higher pre­
miums, which are yet to be 
determined, the report said. 

It also said the estimates did 
not anticipate reduced use of 
insurance, though "it is likely 
that if public employees and 
their dependents were required 
to directly pay a greater share of 
their health care costs, they

LOUISVILLE - A kid's 
game - tic tac toe - is the 
Ken tuck) Lottery· s newest 
online offering. 

Tic Tac Cash debuted 
Monday, the fl.J'st game of its 
kind nationally, lottery officials 
said. It offers a $25,000 top 
prize. 

Concepts for other online 
games are on the drawing board 
as the lottery tries to recoup mil­
lions being lost across the bor­
der to the new state lottery in 
Tennessee. 

Kentucky Lottery President 
and CEO Arch Gleason said the 
goal is to ''keep our games fresh 
and fun." He said Tic Tac Cash 
fits that description. 

The game's play shp resem­
bles a tic tac toe grid. It features 
eight squares, each containing 
five numbers. with a ''free" 
square in the middle. 

A player can select a number 
from each box or let a computer 
make the pick. Each evening. 
the lottery randomly selects 
eight winning number - one 
of the five numbers in each 
square. 

"The basis of your winning 
ts how many ltnes you can draw 
on that tic-tac-toe board," 
Kentucky Lottt:ry spokesman 
Chip Polston said.

Roberts said the coal miners 
deserved to keep their union 
benefit . 

"You can t live in coalfield 
country without knowing 
omeone who d1ed energizing 

this nation," Roberts said. 
"We 're not asking for handouts. 
We've amed everything we've 
got coming to us.'' 

Lexmgton Police Lt. David 
Boggs said the arrested miners 
were charged with congregat­
ing to obstruct a sidewalk. a 
violation punishable by up to 
30 days in jail and fines of from 
$5 to $100. He said the 
Lexington police department 
intend to full} pursue the 
charges against the miners, 
even though the)' called ahead 
of time to let officer know 
they'd be blocking the entrance 
to the Communit; Trust 
Building where the bankruptcy 
hearing was being held. 

"It's not that we di agree 
with their cau e,'' Boggs said.

Plans would boost efforts 
to draw international 
tourists to Kentucky 

State lawmakers were urged 
last week not to underestimate 
the opportunities for Kentucky 
to do more business in the 
international marketplace and 
draw more international 
tourists into the common­
wealth. 

In testimony last Thursday 
before the Appropriations and 
Revenue Committee, 
Commerce Secretary Jim Host 
told committee members that 
international trade is growing 
at three times the rate of inter­
nal U.S. growth. 

"One-fifth of the annual 
world output is now open to 
global competition and within 
30 years four-fifths will be 
globally contestable," he said. 

In addition to looking for 
new opportunities to sell 
Kentucky products overseas, 
state officials are also working 
on plans to boost the tourism 
dollars that come into 
Kentucky from overseas 
tourists. 

"In 2000, we got 25,000 
people who visited interna­
tionally into Kentucky and in 
2003 we got 18.000," Host 
said. "As a secondary destina-

tion, meaning it wasn't the 
original destination, we 
slipped from 77,000 to 
54,000." 

Host noted that Kentucky 
doesn't have offices in other 
countries dedicated to promot­
ing Kentucky tourism. "We do 
not have any offices at all that 
are overseas to try to capture 
some of this business. .. . As 
soon as we can get the funding 
and the budget to do it, we are 
immediately moving to place 
an individual for the first time 
in each economic development 
office that is already over­
seas ... 

"That means we will have 
an office in Japan. We will 
have an office in Brussels. 
And we, in tum, becau e it is 
the largest country for people 
coming into this country. we 
are going to put an office in 
Canada to work on drawing 
those tourists who come 
through Kentucky on 1-75 and 
l-65 and l-64 to stop for a 
night or two nights as opposed 
to simply, driving through this 
state."

Cl CINNATI - Having 
trouble w1th math or science?

That's stretching the point a 
bit, because players aren't 
really available for tutoring.

"We are a very small, non­
profit organization," said 
Denise Casey, the executive 
director of M2SE.

The season before that, the 
underdog Wildcats won in 
Louisville, 22-17. 

Louisville's players know 
what a big game it is for fans in 

the state. There were none of the 
standard "treat-it-like-any­
other-game" comments at a 
Louisville press conference 
Monday. 

"As a team we know that 
we're the favorites," starting 
quarterback Stefan LeFors said. 
"We just gotta go out there and 
handle that. It's easier as an 
underdog to sneak up on people. 
We have to know bow to play 
and win when we're the 
favorites, so we're looking for­
ward to that challenge." 

Freshman quarterback Brian 
Brohm, who led his high school 
team to three Kentucky Class 
4A state championships, knows 
the significance of the rivalry. 

"It's the biggest game of the 

year," Brohm said. "You have to 
win and set the tone for the sea­
son." 

Defensive back J.T. Haskins, 
from Lexington - the home of 
the Wildcats -just wants to have 
some pride when he visits home. 
It wasn't easy after the loss in 
2002. 

"I pretty much tried not to 
show my face at aU that much." 
he said. 

He also grew up following 
the rivalry. Now that he plays 
for Louisville, it's personal. 

"For me, coming out, they 
always said 1 was too slow but 
I've proven them wrong every 
time we play them," he said. 

Cardinal running back Eric 
Shelton was the focus of 

Louisville's attack last year 
against Kentucky. He finished 
the game with 151 yards and 
two touchdowns, one on a 22-
yard run. 

"I definitely expect the same 
this year," he said. "I'm pretty 
sure UK has some kind of game 
plan to stop me." 

For all the talk of the rivalry, 
though, it's still a football game. 

"It's just going to come down 
to whoever makes the most 
plays," LeFors said. "It's a rival­
ry game. It's a season opener. A 
lot of stuff comes down to spe­
cial teams, penalties and mental 
mistakes." 

Bums should be able to play 
against Louisville, although 
Bums will be limited to 15 to 20 
plays. Williams is out, although 
Brooks hopes be will return to 
practice this week. 

With an offense featuring a 
rebuilt line, no proven running 
threat and a new starting quar­
terback, Brooks hopes the 
Wildcats, 4-8 last year, can lean 
on their experienced defense 
early in the season. Kentucky 
allowed an average of 22.8 
points per game in regulation in 
2003, its best effort since 1993, 
when the Wildcats' defensive 
coordinator was Mike Archer -
who's now in his second stint in 
the job. 

The Wildcats allowed an 
average of 61.5 plays per season 
of 20 yards or more during 2001 
and 2002. Last year, using the 3-
4 alignment installed by Archer, 
that number fell to 48. 

On Sunday, Kentucky's 
defense will face a Louisville 
offense that returns nine starters 
- including first-team All­
Conference USA quarterback 
Stefan LeFors - from a unit that 
averaged 35.6 points and 488.8 
yards of total offense per game. 

"I love the pressure," Archer 
said. "Michael Jordan wants the 
baU for the last shot. Tiger 
Woods wants to make the last 
putt. John Elway wanted the ball 
in the two-minute drill. lf you're 
a competitor, that's what you 
work for. I told our kids, I hope 

every game comes down to us 
stopping them on the last drive.

rea ·ng pancreatitis 
By Or. Carol Combs-Morris, DVM 

Pancreatitis is a condition that we see 
fairly often in pets, especially dogs. 
Although it is more common near the holi­
days (when rich, fatty foods are plentiful), 
it can occur at any time. 

Basically, you know that the pancreas is 
a digestive organ. It bas everal functions, 
but one of its jobs is to secrete enzymes 
through the pancreatic duct and into the 
upper GI tract to help with the digestion of 
food. These enzymes are very trong­
they actually start to break down and dis­
solve food as it start its pa sage down the 
gut. The inside of the intestine is built to 
handle these industrial-strength enzymes. 
so it1s not harmeu b} them. When the 

pancreas becomes rnflamed, however, 1t 
can secrete much higher amounts of 
enzymes than usual. These enzyme build 
up and the pancreas can actually start to 
digest itself. With all of this going on, the 
pancrea can become '"leaky". The 
abdominal cavity is not built to with tand 
these strong chemicals, so the entire area 
around the pancreas can become intlamed 
as well.

Treatment t) pically con i ts 
of holding the dog off ever)­
thing by mouth for at least 24 
hours. depending on the severity 
of the case. At any rate, we want 
the digestive ~ystem to rest until 
the vomiting and diarrhea are 
under control. Fluids are given. 
either intravenously or injected 
under the sk.in, to maintain 
hydration. Nausea medications. 
antibiotics, and pain medica­
tion , if needed, are also given 
initially by injection. 

A the dog's condition 
improves, oral intake of fluid, 
nutrition and medication is 
slowly re-introduced. Ice cubes 
and popsicles are gradually fol­
lowed by small amounts of clear 
liquids and finally bland foods. 
Eventually most dogs can return 
to their normal diets. minus the 
rich table food extras. 

ln mo t cases, the patients 
recover fairly quickly, but a few 
become very ill, and the condi 
tion is occasionally fatal.

Botswana 

then by plane to Wa hington 
DC. After spending the night 
with a good friend, I flew to 
London where [spent two days, 
and then to Johannesburg, South . 
Africa where l stayed two days 
with another good friend. The 
real joumey began with a six­
hour trip north from 
Johannesburg by luxury bus, 
which showed an American 
movie on the way. over the bor­
der to the capital of Botswana, 
Gaborone. This eries of little 
stories, that begins today. shares 
the discoveries of my 
"Botswana Summer" - begin­
ning with the bus terminal in 
Johannesburg. 

Botswana deserves to be bet­
ter known. Thi country ~ a 
one delightful surpri e after 
another for those of us visiting 
there who had seen the poverty 
and dejection of other Third 
World countries or who had 
tudied the war and social chaos 

on the rest of the African conti­
nent. In the first place, the roads 
were outstanding. The condi­
tion of the roads tells a lot about 
a country. One reason I chose to 
visit Botswana was because it 
has never had a revolution. a 
coup, or a v.ar. While there. l 
found that the people were well 
aware of this in contrast with its 
neighboring countries and were 
rightly proud of it. This country 
is not the United States or 
Europe. but it is astoundingly 
prosperous. I stayed maioly in

structures. These system also 
help reduce thatch by maintain­
ing a moist environment for 
microbial decomposition. 

On average we receive nearly 
one inch of rainfall weekly dur­
ing the summer, which is suffi­
cient to supply lawns' moisture 
needs; so automatic lawn irnga­
tion systems should only be 
used to supplement natural rain­
fall. 

Since we cannot predict the 
frequency or amount of rainfall, 
these systems should not be pro­
grammed for specific times, 
such as daily or every other day, 
to prevent excessive watering 
that causes many problems. 

E cess1ve watenng makes 
grass more sensitive to heat 
stress, causes nutrient los es and 
exacerbates weed problems. It 
Stimulates fungal disease dam­
age to su 'Ceptible omamentaJs 
Over-watering deprives roots of 
oxygen and most severely 
affect ornamentals planted in 
drainage area or heavy clay 
soils and those planted too 
deeply. 

The best, most economical 
time to u e an automatic irriga­
tion system is when gra initial­
ly exhibits drought ymploms. A 
major indication 1s to note when 
rainfall ha not occum:d for a 
week under hot, dr), sunny, 
wmdy condition .. If you cannot 
push a screwdriver into the . oil 
surt'ace, 1t is too dry for good 
growth, because wet soil is easi­
ly penetrated. Other symptoms 
include a bluish-gray color of 
gras on high spots, long-lasting 
footprints and yellow pots on 
south-facing slopes, mounded 
areas and next to hot sidewalks 
and drive\ ays. 

When it is neces ary to irri­
gate, apply about two-thirds 
inch of water. To check the rate 
and uniformity, put straight­
edged cup or pie pans in sever­
al lawn areas and time how long 
it takes to deliver two-thirds 
inch of water. 

Not all lawn itcs require the 
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the capital, Gaborone, and the 
wealthier sections of the city, 
but I made a strong effort to ee 
all sections of the city and made 
four trips to the countryside 
around. [ have seen worse 
poverty in my own country, and, 
in contrast l saw, also, up-to­
date malls, exactly like the ones 
you can find right here. The last 
evening before I left at the end 
of the ummer, I went to a 
re taurant in the newest mall. It 
was tunning with the latest in 
shops, movies, internet cafe, 
etc., etc. The basis for 
Botswana's present prosperity is 
diamonds. This country is the 
leading producer of diamonds, 
largely for industrial use. But 
unlike in other Third World 
countries, the profits from this 
valuable resource have been 
used \Yisely. This IS a govern­
ment which takes a personal 
interest in the problems of the 
rural areas, in the poor, the aged, 
the children. I found the 
President of the country to be 
personally prickly on the subject 
of press criticism. but on the 
whole, there seems to be relative 
freedom of the press and con­
cern for minorities is great. 
Perhaps most important to the 
foreigner. the people were mar­
velous!} friendly and by the end 
of the day I was worn out with 
saying "hello" to everyone on 
the street. They send their hello 
to you now. 
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same watering frequency. For 
example, a flower bed under a 
roof overhang, especially on 
eastern or northern sides, may 
need watering even during rainy 
spells. 

Efficient irrigation onJy wets 
the grass root zone; it does not 
saturate soil or cause surface 
run-off. If run-off occurs before 
the irrigation i finished, apply 
only one-third inch and wait a 
few hours before applying the 
remaining water. 

During summer vacations 
and other summer times when 
you cannot closely monitor the 
lawn, set the clock to apply 
about two-thirds tnch of water 
twice a week. When tempera­
tures are cooler in the fall and 
spring. lawns generally are okay 
for two to three week without 
significant rainfall or irrigation. 
When your system is used auto­
maticall). it is a good idea to add 
an inexpensive irrigation inter­
rupt device that will detect rain­
fall and automatically delay 
future irrigations. 

Although you can apply irri­
gation anytime during the day 
without turf damage, evapora­
tive water loss is much higher 
during the heat of the day. Ear1y 
morning watering removes dew 
and shortens the length of time 
leaves remain moist. This 
reduces potential di ea e prob­
lems. If a disease i evident, 
avoid late evening wakring that 
prolong leaf wetness: otherwise 
late evening or night watering 
should not cause problems.

FRANKFORT - Kentucky's 

easonally adjusted unemploy­
ment rate fell to 5.3 percent in 
July from 5.5 percent in June, 
according to the Office of 
Employment and Training, an 
Rgency of the Education 
Cabinet. The state's seasonally 
adjusted jobless rate for July 
2003 was 6.6 percent. 

The U.S. seasonally adjusted 
jobless rate also decreased in 
July to 5.5 percent, according to 
the U.S. Department of Labor. 

"We continue to have notably 
lower monthly unemployment 
rates compared to the arne 
month last year. This is line with 
other state and the national fig­
ures. Compared to July 2003, 49 
states, including Kentucky, have 
reported lower unemployment 
rates in July 2004," said Carlos 
Cracraft. the department's chief 
labor market analyst.

Frankfort - No industry is 
changing as quickly as telecom­
munications. One of the most 
visible changes in that industry 
is in what you don't see any­
more - a pay telephone at every 
gas station and in every corner 
store. 

Payphones are dwindling for 
two reasons - the popularity of 
cellular telephones (168 million 
subscribers in the United States 
today, up from 10 million a 
dozen years ago) and other 
wireless devices, and changes 
in federal Laws that have dereg­
ulated the telephone industry. 

Rapid change of this kind 
poses a challenge for regulatory 
agencies such as the Kentucky 
Public Service Commission. 
It's important that our policies 
:<eep pace with what's going on 
n the real world. 

That is why the PSC recent­
y took steps to modernize the 
-equirements for the availabili­
Y of payphones in Kentucky. 

Local telephone companies 

urvey of business establish­
ments revealed that Kentucky's 
nonfann employment rose by 

6,000 on a seasonally adjust­
ed basis to July's 1,798,000 
employees. 

According to the seasonally 
adjusted employment data, 
Kentucky's government sector, 
which includes public educa­
tion, increased by 10,900 jobs in 
July. 

Since July 2003, this sector 
has increa ed by 4,200 jobs. 

''All of the increase in the 
government sector occurred in 
the local education area. It's 
unusual to ee an increase in this 
area of employment from June 
to July, especially by this much. 
Variance in school districts in 
the timing of the opening and 
closing of the school year can 
have a 

significant effect on monthly 
employment estimates.

A review by the PSC deter­
mined that this requirement is 
outmoded and does not always 
result in payphones being 
placed where they are needed 
particularly in the rural parts of 
our state. The PSC decided 
instead to establish a "public 
tnterest payphone" program. 
This decision was supported by 
the Kentucky League of Cities, 
the Metro Human Needs 
Alliance of Louisville and the 
city of Winchester. The 
Kentucky Payphone 
Association has promised to 
help implement the program. 

This program establishes a 
procedure for businesses, orga­
nizations and local govern­
ments to seek the placement of 
payphones in locations where 
they are needed, but aren't cur­
rently available. If a PSC 
review detennines a phone is 

adjustments to factor out sea­
sonal influences such as changes 
in weather, school openings and 
closings and major holidays 
because it makes it easier to rec­
ognize nonseasonal develop· 
ments. In this case, that seasonal 
adjustment may have skewed 
the numbers somewhat in local 
education employment. This 
increase may level out when we 
get the August figure ,"Cracraft 
said. 

The state's leisure and hospi­
tality sector added the second 
most jobs of any sector with an 
additional 1,100 positions com­
pared to June 2004. Since July 
2003, the sector employment 
has grown by 8,800 employees. 

"This sector continues to 
expand at a steady clip this 
year," said Cracraft. 

"Most of the over-the-year 
gain was in the food services 
and drinking places industries." 

The educational and health 
services sector reported 600 
more job in July 2004 than in 
June 2004. Since July 2003, the 
ector haa a hot up by 4,300 jobs.

If it is not, 
then the PSC will move to not 
only place phones in needed 
locations, but also to establish a 
mechanism to pay for them.

Or you can 
request a form by writing to the 
PSC at 211 Sower Boulevard, 
Frankfort, KY 40601. 

The PSC wants everyone in 
Kentucky, whether at home or 
on the road, to have access to 
phone service to the greatest 
extent possible. We believe that 
this new program offers the 
best way to ensure that pay­
phones remain available in the 
locations where they are most 
needed.

The monthly e timate of the 
number of Kentuckians in the 
civilian labor force for July 
2004 was 1,988,405. This figure 
is up 2,029 from the 1.986,376 
recorded in June 2004. but up

recorded for July 2003. 

Unemployment statistics are 
ba ed on e timates and are com-

piled to measure trends rather 
than actually to count people 
working. Civilian labor force 
statistics include non-military 
workers and unemployed 
Kentuckians who are actively 
seeking work. They do not 
include unemployed 
Kentuckians who have not 
looked for employment within 
the past four weeks. 

Kentucky's statewide unem­
ployment rate and employment 
levels are seasonally adjusted. 
Employment statistics undergo 
sharp fluctuations due to season­
al events, such as weather 
change , harvests. holidays and 
school openings and closings. 
Seasonal adjustments eliminate 
these influences and make it 
easier to observe statistical 
trends. However, because of the 
small sample size, county unem· 
ployment rates are not seasonal­
ly adjusted.
